Last Saturday's 
Democratic primary ballot 
confronted voters again with 
the statement "I am a 
Democrat and pledge myself 
to support the nominees of 
this 	primary." 	It's 	a 
statement which plainly 
violates a person's right to 
vote as he pleases. It is 
equivalent to saying that 
whoever 	votes 	in 	the 
primary is obligated to vote 
Democratic in the general 
election, 	obviously 	an 
unreasonable demand. 

Another 	Primary 
regulation is that no one can 
vote in both the Democratic 
and Republican elections. 
Theoretically 	this 	is 
reasonable 	because 	the 
primary's purpose is to 
select the party's nominee 
for the November election. 
But it doesn't work out that 
way in practice. Too often 
the primary winner has no 
opponent and becomes an 
automatic winner of the of-
fice. In such a case the voter 
who wishes to have a part in 
selecting the office holder 
for the next term can do it 
only in the Democratic 
Primary. But in doing that 
he has to forfeit his right to 
make a choice on the GOP 
ballot. 

The situation applied that 
way last week, and it was 
apparent in the much larger 
total of votes polled by 
Democrats. In the county, 
for instance, the Democrats 
had more than 6000 voters 
whereas Republicans had 
fewer than 300. Lots of 
People who would have 
been glad to help decide the 
Reagan-Bush race chose to 
forego it so that they could 
vote on the long list of can-
didates for local, district and 
state offices. 

Plainly 	this 	is 	a 
predicament that needs 
correcting. It isn't fair that 
people have to give up their 
voting right in one primary 
in order to vote in the 
other... especially when 
there is no conflict of issue 
in the two elections. 

We'd like to think that 
our next legislature will see 
the light and take steps 
toward correcting this silly 
and unjust regulation. 
Common sense and fairness 
tell us that a way can be 
found whereby a voter can 
cast legitimate votes on both 
ballots. 

One solution, it seems, is 
suggested by the general 
election ballot, which allows 
voting for nominees of dif-
ferent parties. It's legal and 
people are voting that way in 
spite of the Democratic 
pledge on the primary 
ballot. In a similar way it 
should be possible to vote in 
the GOP presidential 
preference while voting on 
candidates for local, district 
and state offices. 
After Saturday's very doss 

loss to Reagan in the Texas 
Primary, Bush said that he 
was pleased and surprised by 
the close race which was ac-
tually a good sign, in-
dicating that he is gaining. 
The report was that Bush 
was far behind in the sample 
polls and almost pulled 
ahead in a final week of in-
tensive campaigning. 

Perhaps he was correct in 
claiming to have worked 
harder than his opponent. 
But that doesn't quite tell 
all of the story. Another fac-
tor is that George was an all-
week favorite in media 
coverage. This applies 
especially to the nightly TV 
reports in which Bush got 
much more generous 
coverage, seemingly three to 
four times as much as 
Reagan. Futhermore there 
was an obvious effort to 
present Bush in a favorable 
light while Reagan ap-
pearances were only passive 
scenes. 

From the beginning it ap-
pears that Bush has had lots 
of help from the media 
whereas Reagan has had 
troubles. Lots of signs in-
dicate that the Eastern 
Liberals of the Republican 
Party are determined to 
nominate Bush. Their am-
bition is to change personnel 
of Washington rather than

Their 
favorites won four of the 
seven contests which 
received most of the atten-
tion and another got into the 
runoff. Two other favorites 
were the losers in their con-
tests. 

The race which continues 
another month is that for 
Sheriff. The incumbent, Bill 
Pratt, almost matched his 
two opponents in the local 
count but ended in second 
place county wide. The front 
man was Tiller with 175 here 
and 2864 in the county. 
Pratt was next with 349 in 
Muenster and 2263 in the 
county. And English had 
187 here and 1770 in the 
county. 

The 	sheriff's 	runoff 
makes it a real endurance 
race this year. After the two

The vote here 
was insignificant as a big 
majority of voters by passed 
it in order to have a part in 
electing the county, district 
and state officials. Muenster 
had no Republican primary. 
Gainesville had a primary in 
which Reagan beat Bush 178 
to 95.

This means that in 
December 1974. it required 
$15 54 to buy what $10 would 
have tioug.ht in 1967, the base 
year used for calculating the 
rate of inflation 

At the end of 1979 the con- 

sumer price index 	L.f'3 i an 
Increase of 74 index pants over 
the five year period. By 
dividing the index change by 
the December 1974 CPI we 
determine that the increase In 
prices was 47 6 percent. Just 
think of that' What this means 
to you is that in just five years 
your savings lost almost half 
their value If you had pur-
chased a one thousand dollar 
bond at the end of 1974 and 
placed it in a safety deposit box 
for the five year period, took it 
out and cashed It at the end of 
1979, you would have found that 
the one thousand dollars you 
received would have shrunk in 
purchasing power to only $524 in 
1974 purchasing power This 
simple illustration clearly 
illustrates what inflation 13 
doing to you This is the process 
through which inflation is 
reducing the thrifty and 
industrious savers of the middle 
class in America to the status of 
charity cases. to become 
dependent upon Social Security.

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When I speak of the urgent need for our nation to 
rebuild its national defense system. I sometimes am asked if 

it wouldn't be better to spend that money to help our 
nation's poor. But the people who ask that question 
apparently don't understand what would happen to the 
poor if our nation should lose ability to protect its vital 

interests. 
What happens to the poor people if we can't import oil 

to fuel our industnal machine? What happens to the pour 

people if our supplies of vital materials -- ranging from 

rubber for tires to bauxite for aluminum dry up' Mans of 

these items are available only from Communist or Third 
World nations. 

If we lose the ability to protect our sea lanes, jobs will 

dry up by the thousands. If supplies of important industrial 
materials are disrupted. manufacturers all over the country 
will shut down. sending unemployment sooting. If our 
economy is in shambles, the government won't be able to 
provide even the most minimal assistance to the needy. 

The Soviet Union has never departed from its intention 
to dominate the world. To the leaders of the U.S.S R.. the 

only question is the degree of risk involved. There is clear 
evidence that, as our national defenses. and the perceived 
strength of our national will, have declined. the Soviets have 
grown bolder. 

Before December, they never invaded a country outside 

the Communist block with their own troops. Now they stand 
in Afghanistan within striking distance of the Persian Gulf. 
The only way to keep them from making that leap is to 
convince them we can and will block such a move. 

The Preamble to the Constitution tells us one of the 

primary functions of our government is "to provide for the 
common defense." That is a job our Founding Fathers 
knew could not be performed by any person. any agency. or 
any state government. 

Except perhaps for deltvenng the mail, national 

defense is about the only thing our federal government does 
that could not be done by somebody else. Free enterprise 
and prisate philanthropy can help the needy, support the 
arts. and provide the economic engine that translates into 
schools. fire departments, and all the other things that 

make society run smoothly. Cities and states can build 
roads, provide law enforcement. and administer health and 
safety standards. But only the national government can 

defend our vital interests in the world. 

So as Congress and the executive branch set about to 
apportion money among the various responsibilities of the 

federal government, we have an obligation to remember 
that an adequate defense system must be at the top of the 
list. We must constantly remember that national secunty 

means more than just protecting against military attack • • 
though obviously that is the ultimate threat. "National 
security" also means providing security for our commerce 

and our way of life. 

I might note that defense spending does provide jobs. 

jobs that are important to our economy. But in a larger 
sense, everybody's job depends on how successful we are in 

keeping our defenses strong. 

For too long, too many of your representatives in 
Washington seemed to lose sight of that fact. I have hope 
the tide is turning. But we must continue to work diligently 
to restore our nation to a level of security that will allow us 

to be confident of our ability to meet the needs of all our 
citizens 

James A. Garfield, our 20th President. could write Latin and Greek at 

the same time - one with his left hand and one with his right. 

AL ST IN — Presidential 
politics arrived in Texas last 
Saturday and all other issues 
took a back seat to the pri-
mary election. 

Besides stumping done by 
home state Republican can-
didate George Bush, his pri-
mary opponent Ronald 
Reagan, and Democratic 
candidate Sen. Edward Ken-
nedy. the President himself 
(raveled to Texas—hit first 
real venture out of the White 
House since the beginning of 
the Iranian hostage crisis six 
months ago. 

President Jimmy Carter 
flew to military hospitals in 
San Antonio early in the 
week to visit and pay re-
spects to the injured com-
mandos of the ill-fated hos-
tage rescue mission. After 
talking at their bedsides. the 
President said he was im-
pressed by their bravery and 
patriotism: every man had 
expressed his willingness to 

go on a second rescue mis 
non. 

Although billed as a non-
political visit. Carter's en-
trance into Texas on the eve 
of the state's presidential pri-
mary obviously had its po-
litical benefits. The Presi-
dent was here and back to 
Washington. D.C. in a jiffy, 
leaving frontpage coverage 
and no political faux pas in 
his wake 

Kennedy Visits Wounded 

It worked so well. his pri-
mary opponent, Ted Ken-
nedy. tried to copy it. 

The Massachusetts sena-
tor shifted his campaign 
schedule to spend about 30 
minutes with the wounded 
commandos the day after 
Carter visited their ward at 
Brooke Army Medical Cen-

Kennedy tried to play 
down the politics. some said. 
by refusing imitations to ad-

If you are approaching 
age 62, you need to be aware 
of changes in Social Security 
law preventing "back pay" 
in most cases. It is important 
for you to file your claim for 
retirement benefits in time 
to avoid losing money. 

As an example, suppose 
your 62nd birthday is in April 
1980, and you have little or 
no earnings for 1980. If you 
wait to file your claim until 
June 1980, you will have lost 
benefits for April and May. 

The Social Security Ad-
ministration suggests that 
you call or go by your local 
Social Security Office within 
the three months before 
your 62nd birthday, if you 
are a retired worker or 

believe your earnings are 
low enough to allow Social 
Security benefits. 

At one time, the Social 
Security Administration 
allowed up to one year in 
retroactive payments or 
"back pay" in these cases. 
This is no longer true if the 
benefit involved is a reduced 
benefit. Early retirement 
(before age 65) is a reduced 
benefit. 

It is important to point 
out that this restriction on 
back pay does not apply if 
children are eligible for 
benefits during the retroac-
tive period. Nor does it ap-
ply to disability benefits. 

If you are over 62 and 
have not filed for benefits, 

don't despair. Remember 
the longer you delay, the 
higher your monthly benefit 
amount will be. For each 
month between ages 62 and 
65 you delay in starting your 
benefits, your check will be 
slightly higher for the rest of 
your life. 

The intent of Social 
Security retirement benefits 
is to help meet the current, 
ongoing needs of the older 
citizen, not to pay large 
lump sum amounts. This is 
especially true when 
payment of lump sum 
amounts results in a lower 
ongoing benefit.

City Gets $393 
as Tax Rebate on 
Mixed Drink Sales 

The City of Muenster has 
just received a check from 
State Comptroller Bob 
Bullock in the amount of 
$393.50 as its rebate for the 
tax on $2623.36 of mixed 
drinks sold here in the first 
quarter of 1980. 

At the same time Cooke 
County received $3,263.69, 
Gainesville received $940.22 
and Lindsay received 
$926.10 as rebates on the 
sale of mixed drinks in their 
areas. Total sales were listed 
at $21,757.90 in the county, 
$6,268.15 in Gainesville and 
$6,173.97 in Lindsay. 

A tax of 10 per cent is 
collected by the Alcoholic 
Beverage Commission of the 
state on the sale of mixed 
drinks. As pointed out by 
Bullock total sales for the 
first quarter were near a 
quarter billion dollars and 
the total tax remitted was 
$22.1 million. Counties and 
cities receive 15 per cent of 
this amount as a rebate for 
sales in their areas, the coun-
ties receiving $3.3 million 
and the cities $3.1 million. 
The remaining $15.68 
million goes into the state's 
general fund. 207 counties 
and 307 cities received the 
rebate checks.
