SUMACS DEFEAT 
VALLEY VIEW FOR 
COUNTYHONORS
Muenster Avenges Previous 

Loss by Well Earned 
Victory

Cooke County Class B Round Rob­
in honors went to the Sumacs as 
they took the playoff match with 
Valley View last Thursday night to 
the tune of 20-15.

The final test of their champion­
ship calibre rests on their outcome 
in the annual Cooke County Inter­
scholastic League Tournament this 
Friday and Saturday. In that con­
test, which is considered the sports 
classic of the county, the Muenster 
lads are again scheduled to face their 
traditional rivals from Valley View. 
Should they win, the trophy is theirs, 
but should they lose, they will be 
faced with the prospect of a last 
playoff.

Valley View's Eagles came into 
the crucial game last Thursday with 
ruffled feathers and a determination 
to put the finishing touches on the 
favored Sumacs. Several times dur­
ing the hard fought game It seemed 
as though they were on the verge 
of carrying out their plan. Espe­
cially in the closing minutes they 
had Muenster fans worried when 
they took charge of the ball almost 
constantly and hit the hoop twice 
from long range. Fortunately for 
the Sumacs their 9-polnt lead proved 
to be ample insurance against the 
rally.

Almost throughout, the game was 
featured by two decidedly different 
plans of attack. Valley View, de­
pending on the accuracy of their 
sharpshooters made most of their at­
tempts at long range. They made 
very few attempts under the basket.

On the other hand Muenster tried 
very few shots beyond the foul zone. 
They relied throughout on their abil­
ity to work the ball in to a better 
shooting position.

In the opening minutes Fisher 
gave his teammates an advantage 
by scoring two successive field goals 1 
from the fcul zone. From that time 
on their lead was not seriously 
threatened as they gathered in six 
more points for a 10-4 count at the 
half.

In other 
words, we’ll keep the extra clothes 
a while longer and venture a small

Australops are the prize chickens 
of them all, says Dr. T. S. Myrick, 
who continues in his gallant at­
tempt to get the breed well estab­
lished in his poultry yard.

Two years ago Dr. Myrick had 
just a few of the chicks and suc­
ceeded in raising one hen and two 
roosters out of the flock. Last year 
he tried again only to have paraly­
sis strike his flock and leave two 
hens. Within the past week he got 
12 chicks that the Muenster Hatch­
ery hatched out of his recent set­
ting of eggs. At this time his flock 
is supposed to have become immune 
to paralysis and the doctor Is confi­
dent that his luck will be better.

The Australop is a comparitlvely 
new breed of chicken developed in 
Australia not so many years ago. 
Being a bird of the Orpington strain, 
(the name is taken from Australia 
and Orpington) a person would nat­
urally expect it to be large, but it 
is considerably larger than its an­
cestors.

Australop cocks are large enough 
to provide a turkey dinner. Their 
normal weight is 12 pounds and the 
weight of hens is 10 pounds. The- 
color of the bird is black.

While their si»e Is definitely a

Lindsay Fifth Graders 
Exchange Letters With 

Children in Louisiana

The Bluebonnet Club of the Lind­
say school, which was organized by 
the fifth grade pupils at the begin­
ning of the school year, has been 
carrying on a correspondence with 
the “ Pelican Club,” of Mansura, La.

Arrangements for these Clubs 
were made>+>y their respective teach­
ers to give their students a practical 
experience in letter writing and to 
get them acquainted with the cli­
mate and customs of other parts of 
our country.

Evelyn Bezner is president of the 
Bluebonnet Club.

About 60 members of the Muen­
ster Knights of Columbus cheered 
District Deputy Francis Mooney of 
Denison as he presented in detail 
the Knights’ Crusade movement 
which is being sponsored by the Su­
preme Council of the order. The 
occasion was the K. of C.’s regular 
monthly meeting Wednesday night, 
February 3.

Mr. Mooney explained each of the 
five points in the crusade. Catholic 
activities ho encouraged especially 
because the order, since it is recog­
nized as the right arm of the church, 
is naturally expected to sponsor pro­
grams that put the church’s ideals 
and principles into practice. Coun­
cil programs were stressed as a nec­
essary feature to maintain interest 
in the order. Publicity keeps mem­
bers and the general public informed 
on the good work of the order. Mem­
bership and insurance were de­
scribed as essential in preserving 
the order’s strength.

Remarks by the Reverend Father 
Frowln called special attention to 
the Impending conflict that the 
Knights of Columbus and all other 
Christian organizations face in their 
common enemy, Communism. He 
first advised that the new menace 
is the enemy of religion since it does 
not recognize the existence of a Su­
preme Being.

Next he exposed Communism as 
the enemy of society for it seeks to 
destroy freedom of speech, family 
life, individual initiative, and equal­
ity of men. In order that members 
may familiarize themselves regard­
ing the theories and activities of 
Communism, he urged them to look 
for Information in Catholic period­
icals rather than accept the propa­
ganda that is being so widely spread 
in secular publications.

Additional remarks about Com­
munism were made by R. N. Fette 
as an introduction to the Study 
Club program that the council will 
sponsor in its future meetings.

Through, a communication from 
the State Council members w'ere in­
formed that voting on the child la-

A  GREAT PERCENTAGE of the acci- 
* *  dents at night can be charged to 
faulty lighting. The risk is especially se­
rious if lights are too dim.

In some of the Northern cities streets 
are being kept lighted all night because it 
was found by actual practice that acci­
dents are fewer when lights are better.

On the highway a person has less 
chance to discover trouble ahead if his 
lights are poor. Lack of good lights has 
permitted many a driver to rush headlong 
into the back of some slower moving ve­
hicle or to miss a corner that he could not 
see at a distance.

An even more severe handicap is be­
ing blinded by the glare of oncoming 
bright lights. Those moments of blind 
driving may be fatal.

Nowadays almost all cars are being 
equipped with courtesy lights which per­
mit the light beams to be cast downward 
when meeting another machine. The ad­
vantage of the courtesy lights is two-fold, 
it casts a brighter beam directly in front

of the car and at the same time relieves 
the glare for the oncoming driver. It is 
really an important safety feature.

But unfortunately too few people use 
it. In that respect most of our passenger 
car drivers could learn a valuable lesson 
from truck and bus drivers. Passenger 
car drivers should realize like truck driv­
ers that to drop the beam is an actual help 
to both drivers. They should realize that 
if their light is blinding, the oncoming driv­
er may lose control of his machine, per­
haps plunge into a head-on collision.

Still there are some who think it wise 
to throw a bright beam at the other fellow. 
If those people cannot be courteous it 
seems they should at least consider their 
own safety.

Sew Gadget Makes Body 
Repair Work Easier and 

Better for Joe Wilde

Census report shows that there

An instrument that will make body 
repair, work simpler, faster, and 
more durable, is Clyde Woods’ opin­
ion of the new metal spray gun re­
cently added to the body repair de­
partment of Joe Wilde’s Garage.

The new gadget is to be used for 
filling in the low places after the 
worst wrinkles have been ironed out 
of a crushed fender or other part of 
a car. After the layer of metal, which 
is somewhat similar to solder, is de­
posited It is dressed down to a 
smooth surface by an emery wheel 
and then painted. The process leaves 
the damaged part actually stronger 
and the finish as smooth as the orig­
inal.

An electrical heating element 
melts the metal In the gun and 
compressed air Is used to blow the 
liquid out. It works somewhat on 
the order of a paint spray gun.
