City Additions Since '73 

Even though it was expec-
ted, the reaction to 
President Reagan's inspiring 
speech last week is disap-
pointing. We were told 
before that there would be 
partisan opposition, never-
theless we had the feeling 
that good ideas ought to be 
accepted on their merit. The 
criticism and nit-picking can 
be only so much hindrance 
to the success of the nation's 
recovery program. 

It gets tiresome to hear the 
obstructionists say they ap-
prove in general but they 
can't go along with this or 
that program, after which 
the chief concern apparently 
is to make the ad-
ministration look bad regar-
dless of damage to the coun-
try. 

In our nation's critical sit-
uation, in which a con-
tinuation of the wild spen-
ding and socialism could 
lead to disaster, one would 
think that statesmanship 
should rise above party 
politics and concentrate on 
the good of the nation. But 
too many in Washington are 
not statesmen. They want 
the Reagan program to fail 
because it would improve 
the Democrat outlook in the 
next election. 

That sad and short sided 
attitude is the really unfor-

' tunate element in the coun-
try's problem. It's obvious 
that party politicians, if they 
can torpedo the ad- 
ministration proposals, 
would thereby continue the 
blundering policies that 
caused our trouble in the fir-
st place. We'd have bungled 
still closer to the day of 
reckoning, which can end 
only in national bankruptcy 
and chaos. 

This Is a thought which 
the liberal element apparen-
tly has not pursued. If the 
crash comes neither side can 
stay in government. Rather, 
history will repeat itself and 
a dictatorship will take 
charge. It would be the end 
of the republican form of 
government as well as the 
personal freedom of all 
Americans. 

This is the handwriting on 
the wall which has already 
been read by the majority of 
American voters along with 
the present administration. 
For the national good, it 
should be read also by the 
liberal politicians and their 
supporters. 

It's depressing that oppos-
ition to the recovery 
program has raised its ugly 
head. After a half century of 
reckless spending and drif-
ting toward socialsim, even 
the liberals should under-
stand by now that their 
theories have been miserable 
mistakes. Experience marks 
them as failures who cer-
tainly are not qualified to 
oppose the turn-around ef-
forts of the new ad-
ministration. 

About the only legitimate 
opposition that can be direc-
ted to the recovery effort is 
that sacrifices are not 
equally divided. Inevitably 
some feel the effect more 
when belts have to be 
tightened, and it is a good 
idea to check and double 
check to keep things as fair 
as possible. However, we 
have ample grounds to 
believe that there will be less 
favoritism in official enac-
tments than ever before, and 
more cooperation in making 
adjustments in case of 
mistakes. That's because the 
new administration rates 
high in conscience and in-
tegrity as well as judgment. 

What America's majority 
really wants and needs is 
complete cooperation in 
bringing America back to 
the ways on which its great-
ness was founded. Alertness 
to occasional mistakes is ad-
visable, but partisan op-
position for the sake of 
political gain is not ex-
cusable. 

The American public and 
media, as well as the gover-
nment, have to work 
together to make the 
comeback effort a success. 
We individuals can do our 
part by expecting a little less 
and doing a little more for

Procedure to include all 
of the city of Muenster in 
the Muenster Water District 
got under way last Friday in 
a special meeting of the 
water district directors in the 
city hall. 

As pointed out by Henry 
Weinzapfel, board chair-
man, the water district now 
consists of the area which 
was included in the city limit 
when the district was 
established in 1973. Since 
then the city has annexed six 
areas which have not been 
annexed to the water 
district. The purpose now is 
to add those areas to the 
district and make them sub-
ject to the tax which will be 
levied to meet a part of the 
district's debt. 

The first step in this 
procedure is a directors' 
meeting at the city hall, 
March 10, 1981, 7:30 p.m., 
to conduct a hearing on the

The city of Muenster, like 
most other cities of the state, 
has hit the jackpot in its 
latest check from the state 
comptroller as a rebate of 
collections for the city sales 
tax. 

Payment received here for 
the period ending February 
8 was $12,468.25 as com-
pared with $7,430.81 for the 
same period last year. As a 
result the payments to date 
add to $16,714 as compared 
with $11,031 at this time in 
1980. It means that the local 
total is 53 per cent highter 
than last year. 

Comptroller 	Bullock's 
report on the latest paymen-
ts shows that 960 cities 
received $91.5 million and 
total payments to date to all 
the Texas cities is $124.7 
million.

At the close of World 
War 11, she immediately 
forgave her chief enemies, West 
Germany and Japan.

For instance, it's 
reported that Russia and her 
satellites now owe to the West a 
total of perhaps $60 billion. 
America also liberally extended 
her know how. oftentimes 
building complete plants for 
other nations and oftentimes 
sending skilled help to assist 
other nations in building their 
own plants.

During the past 20 years. 
however, astonishing, tragedy 
has invaded America. America 
of today is a very different 
America. For instance, the

Faith and loyally to the 
constitution has greatly 
diminished. Regulations of all 
kinds hind down the private 
enterprisers of the nation and 
the government has developed 
an extremely expensive system 
of looking after the welfare of 
the people of the nation. 

Many private enterprises 
have failed financially and have 
closed their doors. Our big 
major industries like steel, 
automobiles, oil, and energy 
are all heavily in debt as are 
scores and scores of other in-
dustries. Large labor unions are 
demanding higher and higher 
wages whether the companies 
are making a profit or not. The 
national government seems to 
consider both organized labor 
and American industry as its 
enemies. 

Inflation is eating up the 
savings of the people.

There i9 still 
enough capital in America and 
enough knowledge and know-
how to turn these tides if we can 
do an adequate job persuading 
the public and obtaining un-
derstanding and cooperation.

The activity in the Texas 
Senate has increased as the 
number of bills filed and 
being considered has in-
creased.

This was a bill that 
set the penalties for theft of 
oil and gas equipment as a 
felony shcond rather than 
being based upon value.

There has been much discussion about the imperative 
need for the U.S. to increase its levels of defense spending. 
Since the Soviet Union's military strength represents the 
greatest threat to freedom and world peace, we usually 
judge our strength in relation to theirs, and have found we 
are losing ground. The American people have said 
resoundingly — and rightly — that they do not want to 
be number two militarily. 

But the need to be at least roughly equivalent 'in 
military might is not simply part of a competitive exercise, 
with the winner emerging with the Superbowl trophy for 
world status. The issue is more complex, and far more 
serious, than that. 

Military power is the foundation upon which our 

efforts to foster stable growth and economic prosperity 
must rely. It gives credibility to our diplomacy. It assures 
that we will be taken seriously. It deters aggression, and it 
is the fundamental underpinning of any hope of peace in 
the world. 

Conversely, military inferiority and weakness invite 
challenge. They make our adversaries willing to take risks. 
They call into question our will and resolve. They lead 
allies as well as enemies to question our reliability and 
commitment. 

Today, the military threat represented by the Soviet 
Union may be viewed in two dimensions — nuclear and 
conventional. 

While all civilized nations abhor the thought of 

nuclear war, we must recognize that its prevention relies 01 
the certain knowledge in the Soviet Union that in any 
nuclear conflict, the risks would outweigh any possible 
gain. Today, that means that we must assure that our 
nuclear systems will be able to survive a Soviet attack and 
ultimately destroy the Soviet military establishment. 

Only a counter-military strategy — not the incredible 
threat to launch mutual suicide on the Soviet population 
and our own — will deter nuclear war. 

Unfortunately, in recent years, we have allowed the 
forces essential to carrying out such a strategy to decline by 

canceling or delaying vital strategic systems to the point 
that without dramatic action, we will not have the forces 
for much loilger to support a credible nuclear strategy. 

Briefly, we must have, the earliest possible 
enhancement of our land-based missile system, the Trident 
II submarine missile system, and a manned penetrating 
bomber for the 1980s. 

The state of readiness of our conventional forces is 
not satisfactory either. Many of our divisions in the United 
States are not combat ready, for reasons ranging from 
personnel shortages to lack of spare parts. Our Navy is 

stretched so thin that in order to meet our Indian Ocean 
commitments, we must draw from forces committed to 
Europe and Asia. 

The manpower retention problem is beginning to ease, 
but still is a serious problem. We have not been building 

enough ships or planes even to replace those lost to use in 
the normal course of operation. Our stocks of ammunition 
and parts are too low for safety. 

All of these deficiencies can be corrected, -  and with 

continued public support will be during the coming years. 
We expect to get a good start this year with the 
Administration's budget revisions. 

We have the resources to assure the continued 
strength of our national securiy system, which in turn is the 

best possible way to make a world in which peace and 
freedom can prevail.

Once again Public School Week has rolled around. 
Once again the PTO of Muenster Public School is busy 
preparing the Arts and Crafts Show for the open house 
on March 3.

These 
comments are completely unsolicited, so I take them as 
true feelings of the persons making them. Entertainers 
have come to me after the show and told me that our 
school was the best audience they had played to. 

Even though we issue a special invitation at this time 
each year, we want you to visit whenever you have the 
time. We always welcome your visit and hope that you 
will be pleased, but we welcome any comment.

Montgomery County, 158 
percent; Fort Bend County, 
149.4 percent; Collin Coun-
ty, 114.8 percent; and 
Rockwall County, 104.8 
percent.

What arc some external factors 
that can affect windspeeds? 
R. E., Port Lavaca. 

The local terrain influences 
windspeeds as well as the 
nearness of houses, barns, 
trees or other obstructions. 
Similarly, location in a draw or 
the bottom of a narrow valley 
will produce wind conditions 
quite different from those 
over upland sites. 

Windspeed is very depen-
dent on a site's specific condi-
tions. Windspeeds reach a 
maximum over long stretches 
of flat terrain free from ob-
structions, over mountains 
crests or over rounded hill-
tops. Sites with these features 
are ideal. 

The worst sites are those in 
rough terrain, on mesas or 
buttes and on the flanks of 
mountains. Draws, ravines, 
and arroyos should be avoid-
ed altogether.

Adequate drainage is essen-

tial in any underground build-
ing regardless of how favor-
able the soil type. According 
to The Underground House 
Book by Stu Campbell, exces-
sive soil moisture increases 
the chances of a damp living 
area and causes hydrostatic 
pressure to build against 
walls. 

It also conducts more heat 
away from the sides of the 
house. As a result proper 
backfilling techniques and 
correct installation of footing 
drains is critical. The ideal site 
should have adequate space, 
good digging, superior drain-
age, and a gentle southerly 
slope with bedrock well be-
low the surface. The site 
should be in a seismically 
quiet area with a low water 
table.

"Success PP 
By Senator Lloyd Bentsen 

Maybe you're familier 
with recent news stories 
touting the "miracle" 
economies of countries like 
West Germany or Japan. 
But get ready for another 
success story that's a bit 
closer to home. 

As outgoing Chairman of 
the Joint Economic Com-
mittee, I recently released a 
Report on the Texas 
Economy. Simply put, its 
underlying message is that 
the Texas state economy is a 
pretty tough act to follow. 

The Committee staff, in 
preparing this report, 
gathered some impressive 
figures to chart the 
economic boom our state 
has undergone over the past 
decade. 

The bottom line is that we 
were providing more jobs at 
higher pay for Texans 
during the '70s. The number 
of manufacturing jobs, for 
example, increased more in 
Texas than in any other 
state. At the same time, per 
capita income in our state 
went from below the 
national average to above it. 

Texas ranks high on the 
American economic scale in 
a number of areas. For 
example, we're first in the 
value of mineral production, 
second in construction con-
tracts and third in gross 
farm income. 

The word must be out that 
the Texas climate is great in 
more ways than sunshine. 
New businesses are 
sprouting up here at an in- 
credible rate. 	In 	1975, 
16,726 	businesses 	were 
newly incorporated here. By 
1979 the number had risen 
to 41,130. 

Indeed, during the last 
five years, the average an-
nual increase in the number 
of new incorporations in 
Texas was 25.3 percent. The 
JEC report notes that this is 
double the national average 
and more than one-third 
greater than the Sunbelt 
average. 

We especially can be 
proud of the economic 
headway our state has made 
on its record of capital in-
vestment. This is an area 
where most of the nation 
sadly has been lagging. In 
recent years Texas has led 
the nation in the amount of 
capital invested in plants 
and factories here. 

Meanwhile, our booming 
economy has had to keep 
pace with an expanding 
population rate. Back in 
1970, Texas ranked fourth 
among the 50 states in 
population. Today, after a 
decade of growth more than 
twice as fast as the rest of 
the nation, we rank third, 
with a population of 14.1 
million. The JEC report 
forecasts that Texas 
population growth will con-
tinue to exceed the national 
average for the rest of this 
century. 

Texans jusifiably can take 
pride that our economy, 
compared with other states, 
has remained so strong 
during some very rough 
times. Policymakers in 
Washington can learn much 
from what we've been able 
to accomplish. 

But this does not mean 
that we're free of problems. 
At a time when double-digit 
inflation continues to whit-
tle paychecks, we can't af-
ford an air of smugness and 
just rest on our laurels. 

Ultimately, the JEC 
report shows that we're in a 
better position than other 
states to do the tough job 
that will be demanded to put 
our country's economy back 
in full gear during the years 
ahead. 

It's a tall order, but based 
on our proven economic 
track record here, I think 
Texas can lead the pack in 
responding to this challenge.

Decline in 1980- Brown 

AUSTIN--A hearing on the 
number of wild oats and/or 
federal oats per pound in 

planting seed is scheduled for 
March 10, Agriculture 

Commissioner Reagan V. 
Brown has announced. 

Currently the Texas Seed 

Law regulation on noxious 
weeds restricts the number of 

wild and/or feral oat seeds to 
40 per pound. The proposed 
amendment to Regulation 3 

(Paragraph b) would allow up 
to 300 per pound. 

"This type of seed is not 
causing any serious problems 
in farming, and we feel that 
the current limit is really over-

control." Brown said. 
The hearing will be held in 

the Stephen F. Austin Build-
ing (17th and Congress Sts.) 
in Room 1046 at 10 a.m. 

Written testimony may be 
submitted to the Texas 

Department of Agriculture, 
Seed Division, P. 0. Box 
12847, Austin, Texas 78711. 

AUSTIN—The value for 

the 1980 major Texas crops 
show a decrease of 5500 

million from last year, 
according to preliminary 
estimates, Agriculture 
Commissioner Reagan V. 

Brown has reported. 
"The 	preliminary total 

for crops reported is 
53,803,633,000," Brown said. 
The 1979 total for the same 
crops was 54,300,775,000. 
Figures for rice, sugarcane, 

and sugarbects are not 
available at this time. 

"We had expected a re-

duction in agricultural 
income because of the loss in 
production from the extreme 
heat and drought during the 

growing season. With higher 
prices for crops in short 
supply, this loss is about what 
we had expected," Brown 
said. 

The Texas Crop and 
Livestock Reporting Service 

annual summary on crop 
value reflects the rise in prices 

for crops severely reduced in 
yield by the summer drought. 

The average price for 
Upland cotton was up to 71 
cents from the 1979 average of 

55 cents. Production was 
reduced by 41 percent, Brown 
said. 

Corn prices rose from $2.82 
to 53.80 a bushel. Averages 
for grain sorghum were $4.55 
per hundredweight in 1979 
and 55.95 in 1980. Oats 

moved up from 52.55a bushel 
to $1.80. The average price in 
the all-hay category showed a 
hike from 553.50 to 564 per 
ton. 

Brown said that unlike 
other grains, wheat showed a 
slight decrease in price, from 

53.83 to 5.75. 
Sweetpotato growers ex-

perienced the biggest jump in 

prices from 511.70 to 518 per 
hundredweight. Production 
dropped 4.7 percent. 

Citrus also had increases in 
the early part of the season 

with grapefruit bringing 53.32 
per box, up from the 1979 

price of $1.96. Oranges were 
up from 54.21 to $4.91 per 
box. "These prices were 
reported before the freeze in 

Florida, and significant 
increases have been recorded 
since then," Browns said. 

Pecans and peanuts, both 

with large decreases in 
production. brought higher 

prices. Pecans sold for an 
average of 99.5 cents per 

pound in 1980, contrasted to 
48.5 cents in 1979, when a 
record crop was harvested.

AUSTIN—For the first 
time in three years, cattle 

herds in Texas, the nation's 
leading beef state, have 
increased, signaling another 

upward swing in the cattle 
cycle, Agriculture Commis-
sioner Reagan V. Brown has 
reported. 

In a report issued by the 
Texas Crop and Livestock 
Reporting Service, the 
number of cattle and calves on 

Texas farms and ranches as of 
Jan. I, 1981 was pegged at 
13,700,000 head, a four-

percent increase from the 
previous year Much of the 
increase can be attributed to a 
5.5-million-head calf crop in 
1980, up 12 percent from 
1979.

short supply nationwide with 
the survey recording an 
increase of only 9.8 cents over 
1979 Last year's price average 
was 20.9 cents. 

"It has only been within the 
past two years that some 
measure of profitability has 
returned to the cattle 
industry," said Brown. "Prior 

to that time, prices were at 
rock bottom, and we saw one 
of the most massive sell-offs 
of cattle in history. However, 
even today, high grain and 

feed costs, record interest 
rates and soft cattle prices 
continue to hinder the expan-
sion plans of many cattlemen. 

"In today's inflationary 
economy, it is unlikely that we 

will again see the rapid 
buildup in herd numbers that 
used to signal the upward 
trend in the cattle cycle," he 

added.

Acco ding to a recent 
broadcast sponsored by the 
Columbia-Presbyterian Medi-
cal Center and The Prudential 
Insurance Company, exercise 
should be a major part of any 
weight reduction program. 

Dr. Barry Franklin of Sinai 
Hospital in Detroit says that, 
in addition to increasing heart 
and lung functions, exercise 
speeds up the loss of body 
fat without a reduction in 
muscle weight. Dr. Franklin 
recommends three exercise 
sessions a week, saying, "if 
you do a little bit of exercise, 
20 to 30 minutes every day 
over a long period of time, 
you will tend to lose weight 
and lose it successfully." 

According to Dr. Franklin, 
as little as half an hour of 
light daily exercise and turning 
down a sweet dessert can 
result in an overall reduction 
of about 500 calories a day. 
Over seven days, that adds 
up to 3,500 calories — or 
the caloric equivalent of one 
pound of fat. 

"Perhaps the best exere 
would include walking, 
ging, swimming, station., 
bicycle, cross country skiiIIQ 
says Dr. Franklin. "Th ■ ,•• 
exercises or any activities 
which the individual exerels , 

 large groups of muscles fr, 
prolonged period of time • 
the most effective." 

Dr. Franklin warns 
"effortless exercise" devices 
are not effective.  Although 
many people are intrigued by 
the idea of losing weight 
without dieting or exercising, 
he maintains it is impossible 
to reduce using such gim-
micks. One such device, an 
abdominal belt vibrating 
machine, burns eleven calories 
during 15 minutes of use 
requiring 307 fifteen-minute 
sessions to lose one pound of 

. body fat.
