and M College Extension Service.

Advance notices Indicate that 
Texas hus been allotted a 1934 
production of 2.0!t1,200 hales which 
may be ginned and sold tax free. 
All In excesa of this must pay a 
tax at time of sale of 50 per cent 
of the average central market 
price for 7-Sths Inch middling as 
proclaimed by the Secretary of 
Agriculture from time to time, bas­
ed on spot market quotations. At 
no time can thla tax be less than 
5 cents per pound.

The signers of voluntary reduc­
tion contracts stand to benefit un­
der the Bankhead Act, the Agricul­
tural Adjustment Administration 
points out, because these produc­
ers will receive their land rental 
and parity payments In addition 
to the expected increase In cotton 
price on the amount sold.

The Interests of share croppers 
and tenants are to be protected In 
the making of allotments and is­
suing of exemption certificates, it 
is promised by the Administration.

Contract signers who violate 
their contracts are to have their 
exemption certificates revoked, ac­
cording to the provisions of the 
Act.

No allotments are to be made un­
der the Bankhead Act until all 
producers have applied to their 
r-ounty cotton committees giving 
their production figures and ask­
ing for exemption certificate*. The 
collection of the tax Is to be in 
charge of the Bureau of Internal 
Revenue, and It Is to be collected 
as prescribed by them at time of 
sale.

Five Year Average.
The allotment Is based on the 

average production of cotton In 
any one county over a period of 
five years, from 1828 through 193.’ . 
In 1928, Brown county produced 
12,956 bales of cotton; In 1929, the 
total was 8,012; 193o was our worst 
drouth year, and only 5,033 bales 
of Cotton were produced. In 1931 
the total was back to 9,313 and in 
1932 it was 11,425 bales for this 
county. These are the figures on 
which Brown county's allotment 
will be based.

This shows the five-year average

bales for the entire state, is ap- 
l*ortloned also according to the 
five-year average plan. Brown 
county should expect to be allow­
ed another 650 bales of cotton. 
This would be apportioned among 
farmers not now growing cotton, 
or who did not grow cotton during 
all of the five specified years. On 
the basis of 3.7 bales per acre. It 

1 would allow approximately 175 
more farmers to plant cotton dur­
ing the coming year. That Is, 175 
more than are now known to be 
growing cotton.

Reduced Revenue.
During the past year, cotton has 

sold for slightly more than 11 cents 
' on the Brownwood market on sev-

Application for permission to 
abandon the late night train thru 
Brownwood to Temple and one of 
the morning trains from Temple 
has been filed with the Texas Rail­
road Commission.

It la understood that several cit­
ies along the route aerved have 
filed protests against the appllca- 
ion. and it Is expected that a large 
lumber of people will be in 
3rownwood to appear before the 
-ommlaslon hearing.

Railroad officials In Brownwood 
sst week explained that the change 
would not affect passenger service 
is greatly as is lndlcatsd The two 
night trains which leave here Tit 
8:30 and 11:30 would be combin­
ed. and the same connectiona 
would be made for Fort Worth and 
Dallas on through Pullman service. 
In the morning the two trains ar­
riving In Brownwood would be 
combined, offering approximately 
the same passenger service as now 
is offered.

Lark of patronage on the part 
of the public was given as the rea­
son for requesting abandonment of 
the two trains. The late night 
train was Inaugurated primarily to 
offer through service to Fort 
Worth and Dallas, and since the 
first of the year, the rail officials 
stated, ticket sales from Brown­
wood to Fort Worth snd Dallas av­
eraged six per month to each des­
tination.

According to application the rail­
road wants to combine trains 77-91 
from Temple to Brownwood and 
77-75 from Colsman Junction to 
San Angelo; trains 78-76 from San 
Angelo to Coleman Junction; and

l.egal procedure has become so cumbersome in Texas 
as to he a burden to litigants, and a needlesslv large ex­
pense to taxpavers. The need for reform is great.

Sc'cral worth-while suggestions have been made dur­
ing the past vear or two, which it given sufficient hacking 
of public sentiment, should be enacted bv the next legis­
lature. One that comes to mind is the non-seveianie of 
criminal cases This procedure is adopted in Federal 
court, a notable example being the trial of the Ursrhel kid- 
najiers. some half a dozen of whom were tried at the same 
time, with the jury being jiermitted to bring in a separate 
verdict for each defendant. In state courts, this trial would 
have been separated into six or more individual trials, each 
of tremendous expense to the taxpavers. In addition, the 
defendants would have chosen to go to trial with the weak­
est case first, with chances of conviction less, and thus have 
endeavored to build up sentiment against conviction.

Civil litigation likewise is ctsstlv and unwieldlv. mak­
ing justice, if not actually purchased, at least out of leach 
of those unable to pav cxjxrnsixe attorney's fees and court 
costs.

There i* little hojve for national success two sears 
hence. O r any other vear until drastic changes in our na­
tional life has* come into being Third parts movements 
in the past have resulted in taking votes from the party 
from which the leaders are chosen, generally to such an 
extent that fhe pan\ is not vurceuful in the immediate 
election!, Sui never have placed a candidate in national 
office.

In Wisconsin, where voters like to express their inde- 
pendea<e, .and where the LaFollette name is a tradition, 
jhe situation is different, and voting LaFollette will lose 
little of hii personal following through die formation of a 
third j>artv. LaFollette supjxirted Roosevelt in 193*. and 
pmbablv will be favorable to the AHministrati'#i during 
the next elections, in spile of small differences at present.

The "Original Ralialo Kill"
\SK the averace American who 

* waa the "original Ruffalo Bill” 
and he will answer, “ Why, William 
F. Cody, of course!" But he's 
wrong. For there were at least 
two men who here that title long 
before Cody made It world-fam­
ous.

One of them was William Mat- 
thewaon of Wichita. Kan Accord­
ing to the story. In i860, the year 
of the great drought, when grass­
hoppers blackened the skies and 
ate up all the crops, the early set­
tlers of that aection would have 
starved had It not been for Mnt- 
thewson. a buffalo hunter, who 
went out repeatedly and sent, back 
wagon-loads of buffalo meat to 
feed them. In yratitude for thia 
they save him the title of "Buffa­
lo Bill."

Years later, when Cody had be­
come famous under the title, some 
of Matthewson's friends advanced 
his claims to being the "original 
Ruffalo Bill" and that claim was 
nor very successfully refuted bv 
Cody partisans.

Another Just claimant to the 
title. In that the application of It 
to him antedated Its application 
to Cody, was William Comstock, a 
native of Wisconsin who was some­
thing of a "mystery man” of the 
frontier. Comstock had been a 
pony express rider and in the late 
sixties he was owner of a ranch 
on Rose Creek near Fort Wallace. 
Kan. He served as a scout and 
guide during the Indian war on 
the southern plains In 1867-69 and 
hsd gained such renown as a buf­
falo hunter that the officers at Ft. 
Wallace called him "Buffalo Bill” 
Comstock.

In the meantime William F. Co­
dy. who had done some scouting 
for the troops at Fort Ellsworth 
and Fort Fletcher, had become a 
hunter for the contractors who 
were supplying the meat for the 
laborers then building the Kansas 
Pacific railroad westward. Cody's 
success as a hunter led to his be­
ing dubbed “ Bufalo Bill’ by the 
laborers.

Then followed the famous buffa­
lo-killing match between Cody and 
Comstock, arranged by the army 
officers at Forts Wallace, and Hays 
for "the championship of the 
world.” and Cody, having won the 
match, was hailed as THE "Buffa­
lo Bill.’ a title whtch the public 
soon confirmed. But this does not 
mean that he was "the original 
Buffalo Bill.” Both William Mat- 
thewson and William Comstock 
had a better right than Cody to 
that title.

The end of Matthewson Is un­
known. but Comstock's career end­
ed tragically a few months after 
his match with Cody when he fell 
a victim to Indian treachery In 
the ramp of Chief Turkey I .eg of 
the Cheyennes.

MIGRATING CAPITAL
i From The Texas Weekly)

Q X P  of the questions which the 
Commission of Inquiry on Na­

tional Policy In International Eco­
nomic Relations Is looking into Is 
that of the building of American 
'actorles In foreign countries. At 
Ihe Houston hearing, R. C. Kuldell 
of the Hughes Tool Company said 
thul bis company had been offered 
inducements to build a factory In 
Germany from which to supply the 
European market. They refused to 
do this, not because It would not 
be a profitable undertaking, but 
simply because the owners are 
Texans and would rather lose the 
foreign business than Invest any of 
their capital In a foreign country.
But other American concerns have 
not felt the same hesitancy about 
It. and have built factories In for­
eign countries. When they found 
that exchange restrictions, tariffs, 
or other trade barriers kept their 
products out of a country, they 
put a factory In that country.

That is one way that Amerlran 
capital can overcome the new tar­
iff situation. It ran migrate. But 
what about labor’  Will it migrate 
also? Well, that would not be 
found to be ao easy. It is a fart 
that for the past three years more 
persons have left the United States 
to reside permanently In some for­
eign country than have come to 
the I’nlted States to live perma­
nently here. But we ran not pic­
ture great numbers of our unem­
ployed following American capital 
abroad. Not unless conditions get 
much worse In the United States, 
in any event. But what la the un­
employed labor dlsplced In this 
way to do? Where is it to 
employment?
