gmt Munster/Texas, June 4 
Come to the Germanfest to MUnster, Texas, so read the 

invitiations which came floating into the house of Mun-
ster's chief mayor, Dr. Werner Pierchalla. 

Cleverly the chief mayor relates: "In 1889 the Flusche 
Brothers, originally from Attendorn in Sauerland, foun-
ded the town 70 miles from Dallas, Texas. They wanted 
to call it Westfalen. However, towns with that name were 

already plentiful in Texas. So the town was named Muen-
ster after the capital of Westfalen." 

The mayor this year sent a Munster banner to the 
tradition conscious 2100 German descendants. For that 
the chairman, Alvin Fuhrman, extends personal gratitude 
and an invitation to the 1982 Germanfest.

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Sacred Heart starts 
school countdown 

Last week's congressional 
action favoring the Ad-
ministration's tax reduction 
program has been generally 
accepted as a good sign that 
the country is on the way to 
fiscal recovery. The 
program is a good com-
panion to the budget 
slashing program adopted a 
few weeks ago. Together 
they assure us taxpayers that 
we can expect government to 
take less of our earnings and 
leave more of them to us. 

Unfortunately, a lot of 
people don't like the 
arrangement. They are 
mostly those who want to 
keep getting something for 
nothing and bureaucrats 
who hand out the federal 
goodies. Their attitude can 
be expected. But the rest of 
us are happy to see the 
change of direction. We like 
the switch from socialism to 
the traditional American 
way. 

Since we're headed the 
right way our next hope is to 
see an all-out attack on some 
of the other Washington 
brainstorms that do more 
harm than good. A typical 
example is the congressional 
committee staffs which get 
bigger and more expensive 
every year. Their job in 
general is to assist 
congressmen by gathering 
information and proposing 
more legislation. It's a 
multiple cost situation. 
Besides getting big salaries 
those committees are 
justifying their jobs by 
creating more legislation 
which costs the country in 
money and time. 

One would think that 
Congress was overloaded 
when it had 702 such em-
ployees in 1970, but imagine 
1844 in 1979, with salaries 
up to $52,000 a year. Isn't it 
about time to reduce rather 
than enlarge the number of 
such employees? Isn't it also 
about time to trim the 
exhorbitant salaries? Where 
do the government people 
get the right to pamper their 
employees with a lot better 
income than the private sec-
tor receives? 

We've heard, of course 
that they have to be com-
petitive to get the help. The 
opinion is valid to a degree. 
But does the pay apply to 
equal levels of work? How 
about an over-all com-
parison? Does an average 
private sector worker receive 
as much pay and fringe 
benefits as a government 
worker? This means that 
many a private employee is 
helping pay the big gover-
nment employee more than 
he receives himself. And 
many other taxpayers pay 
the government employees 
more than they can pay their 
own workers. Really, it 
would help us taxpayers 
enormously if government 
adopted salary guidelines 
that compare with ours. 

Another great opportunity 
to save money is to end for-
ced busing of school 
children. One step in that 
direction was taken a few 
weeks ago when the House 
of Congress passed an anti-
busing amendment to a 
Justice Department funding 
authorization bill. It 
prohibits the Justice Depar-
tment from taking any ac-
tion to require forced 
busing. 

A Gallup poll shows that 
72 ,7e of the US public is op-
posed to busing, so changes 
can be expected eventually 
to overcome the small but 
vocal minority which still 
has not wised up to the folly 
of costly, counter-produc-
tive and intensely resented 
forced busing. The program 
has failed in its first pur-
pose, which was to provide a 
better education for children 
and it has promoted ill will 
rather than harmony among 
the races besides hampering 
parent participation in 
neighborhood school affairs 

The most obvious failure 
was financial. To begin, the 
school districts had to spend 
millions on investment and 
maintenance, and more 
millions on wages, oil and 
fuel. Meanwhile the country

The parent-teacher 
meeting will also be an oc-
casion for teachers to 
present briefly (3 to 5 
minutes) their goals and 
guidelines for the year. The 
talks will be followed by a 
social at which teachers and 
parents can mingle.

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I...continued from page 1 
ted to call for some sort of 
gun control - a step the 
President has long opposed, 
and one he rejected even af-
ter he was shot." 

Will someone please tell 
those gun-control people 
that their solution is strictly 
a dud! Crime is not commit-
ted by guns, or knives or 
clubs or by lots of other ob-
jects that can be used as 
weapons. They are commit-
ted by criminals, and the 
only way to fight crime is to 
oppose criminals. The sim-
plest and most effective way 
to do this is by applying laws 
which already exist. 
If America will get tough 
about enforcement, and 
make the penalty severe, lots 
of would-be killers will not 
commit a first murder, and 
lots of murderers will not be 
around to kill again. 

Regarding crime control 
by gun control, the first 
problem is getting them out 
of the hands of criminals. 
Do the controllers really 
think they would comply 
with such a regulation? But 
even "if they lost the guns, 
they still have plenty of 
weapons. Paul Harvey 
reported a few days ago that 
guns were used in less than 
half of Chicago's murders 
last year.

WASHINGTON, D.C. —

Wednesday, June 29, marked 
one of the most significant 
days in our country's economic 
history, as the U.S. House of 
Representatives put partisan 
politics aside and passed 
(238-195) the largest tax reduc-
tion program for the American 
people in our history. 

Most importantly, passage 
of the Hance-Conable Bipar-
tisan Tax Substitute completed 
the second stage of an 
economic recovery program 
that I honestly and sincerely 
believe to be in the best in-
terests of every American. It 
signaled a distinct and 
dramatic change of direction 
for federal government during 
the 1980s. 

After a great deal of 
deliberation and comparison 
of the two tax proposals, I 
voted for the administration-
backed bipartisan substitute. I 
voted for it because I believe it 
is the best economic alter-
native, not only for the country 
as a whole, but particularly for 
the 17th District. I believe that 
for a variety of reasons: 

1) The budget deficit is $5.3 
billion lower in 1981-82 under 
the Hance-Conable bill than its 
Ways and Means counterpart. 

2) The commitment to a 
three-year, 25 percent tax cut 
— as opposed to a 21-month, 
15 percent tax cut, which 
would have been extended to 
the third year only if a set of 
unrealistic economic guidelines 
were met — was absolutely 
necessary if the President's 
plan was to have a chance of 
success. I believe the uncer-
tainty created by that "third-
year trigger," which Ways and 
Means Committee Chairman 
Rostenkowski himself admit-
ted was unrealistic, would have 
negated the incentives and con-
fidence necessary to increase 
the productivity needed to cut 
inflation. And it is inflation 

that is the one real enemy. We 
cannot lose sight of that goal: 
No one in this country will win 
unless inflation is brought 
under control. Both proposals 
would have cut taxes, but only 
one, in my opinion, had a 
chance to undermine inflation. 

3) Cutting individual taxes, 
as provided in the Hance-
Conable bill, is the best way to 
help small unincorporated 
businesses, which represent 
over 60 percent of the tax pay-
ing businesses community, and 
a guaranteed, three-year cut 
allows these firms to plan how 
to use and reinvest this money. 

Hance-Conable is much 
better for the very smallest cor-
porations. Fifty-five percent of 
the nation's incorporated 
businesses have less than 
$25,000 a year in taxable in-
come, while over 75 percent of 
these firms have less than 
$50,000 a year. The Ways and 
Means bill did nothing for 
firms under $25,000 a year 
until 1984, while Hance-
Conable reduces taxes in the 
two lowest brackets, where 
most of the small corporations 
are located, in 1982 and 1983. 

Hance-Conable also moves 
toward simplifying inventory 
reform, an important step in 
the right direction for inven-
tory and labor intensive 
businesses. 

4) There are 82,5130 small 
royalty owners — one out of 
every six residents — in the 
17th District and the energy 
proposals in the Hance-
Conable plan were clearly the 
most beneficial for that group, 
as well as for independent oil 
producers. Provisions that 
benefit these two groups also 
benefit the area in general, as 
the oil industry is one of the 
17th 	District's 	largest 
economic bases. 

5) The indexing proposals 
will automatically restrain 
future government spending. 

Many of the other provi-
sions of the two proposals —
addressing the marriage tax, 
savings incentives and estate 
taxes, for instance — were 
almost identical. 

The final consideration was 
the fact, witnessed by the 
400-plus phone calls I received 
the day before voting, as well 
as thousands of telegrams and 
letters I have received on 
economic issues, that this was 
the President's program and 
the people wanted to give it an 
unencumbered chance. 

It now has that chance.

I have spoken often of the necessity for increasing 
defense spending to meet our national security needs. 
Because of past neglect, significant increases in the next 
few years are unavoidable. At the same time, however, we 
must be absolutely certain we are getting maximum benefit 
for every dollar spent. 

For that reason, the Senate Armed Services 
Committee has been working with the Administration to 
find ways to reduce costs and root out waste and 
inefficiency in the defense budget. 

No one denies that we have not always spent our 
money as efficient as we might -- though the Defense 
Department historically has been much more careful with 
its money than many federal spending practices. With 
finite dollars, and needs larger than can be met 
immediately with those dollars, we must redouble our 
efforts now. 

One proposal that holds promise is multi-year 
contracting. Under the current system, each year the 
Congress authorizes and appropriates money for the next 
year only. There is no assurance that a company's contract 
will extend beyond that year, even if it is known in advance 
the need will continue from year to year. 

Particularly in some of our ship-building and tactical 
aircraft programs, this procedure leads to less efficient 
spending than would be possible if continuity could be 
assured. 

To achieve maximum savings, multi-year contracting 
could be used in conjunction with cost-effective rates of 
production for such items as the F-I6 and other combat 
aircraft, armored vehicles and other high-demand items 
which take several years to develop. 

We in the Congress also have an obligation to make 
sure programs are fully ready before they are put into 
production, and that they comply with the highest of 
military and economic standards. This year, for example, 
the Senate Armed Services Committee recommended cut-
backs in funding for the Trident Submarine and the CX 
cargo aircraft because of disparities in program planning 
and cost estimates. 

In other words, we will do everything in our power to 
cut costs, without cutting corners in our defense needs. 

I might add that the Administration shares this view. 
Secretary of Defense Casper Weinberger earned his nick-
name "Cap the Knife" because of his intolerance of waste. 
He is working hard to establish procedures in the Pentagon 
to make maximum use of each defense dollar. 

The American people will not -- and should not --
accept anything less. 

However, it would be a mistake to think that we can 
avoid increases in defense spending simply by reordering 
defense priorities and cutting back waste. Our needs far 
outweigh the savings that can be achieved by even the most 
vigorous cost-cutting initiatives. 

National defense does not come cheaply. Our wea-
ponry is highly sophisticated and our technology must be 
developed even further. Unfortunately, some in the 
national media are perpetrating the notion that the Soviets 
build cheap, unsophisticated weapons systems. That 
simply is not true. The Soviet Union has been steadily 
closing the technology gap, and is constantly improving its 
weapons systems. We must keep up, and that costs money. 

To meet our defense needs, and to keep our covenant 
with the American people, we must spend enough to build 
a national security system second to none, while making 
sure we get our money's worth.

AND ASSIGNS, A FRANCHISE TO FURNISH AND SUPPLY GAS 
TO THE GENERAL PUBLIC IN THE CITY OF MUENSTER, 
COOKE COUNTY, TEXAS, AND THE ENVIRONS THEREOF; ...; 
AND PROVIDING FOR A MODIFICATION OF THE DEFINITIONS 
OF THE TERMS "SERVICE LINES" AND "YARD LINES" 
REFERENCED IN SECION 4 THEREOF. 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
MUENSTER, TEXAS: 

SECTION]. As of the efiettive dam of this amendatory ordinance, and 
upon acceptance by Lone Star Gas Company of the provisions hereof, 
Section 4 of the aforesaid captioned ordinance enacted on July 21, 1969, 
shall be stricken, cancelled, and nullified and there shall be substituted in 
lieu thereof a new provision reading as follows: 

SECTION 4. In addition to the rates charged for gas supplied, Com-
pany may make and enforce reasonable charges, rules and regulations for 
service rendered in the conduct of its business including a charge for ser-
vices rendered in the inauguration of natural gas service, and may require, 
before furnishing service, the execution of a contract therefor. Company 
shall have the right to contract with each customer with reference to the 
installation of, and payment for, any and all of the gas piping from the 
connection thereof with the Company's main in the streets or alleys to 
and throughout the consumer's premises. Company shall own. operate 
and maintain all service lines, which are defined as the supply lines exten-
ding from the Company's main to the customer's meter where gas is 
measured by Company. The consumer shall own, operate, and maintain 
all yard lines and house piping. Yard lines are defined as the underground 
supply lines extending from the point of connection with Company's 
customer meter to the point of connection with consumer's house piping.' 

SECTION 2. Enactment of this amendatory ordinance shall in no way 
ever be construed so as to diminish or impair any consumer's ownership 
interest in service lines (or portions thereof) installed prior to the effective 
dale of this amendatory ordinance. 

SECTION 3. The terms and provisions of this amendatory ordinance 
shall be deemed to be severable, and if the validity of any section, senten-
ce, clause or phrase of this amendatory ordinance should be declared to 
be invalid, the same shall not affect the validity of any other section, sen-
tence, clause or phrase of this amendatory ordinance. 

SECTION 4. Except as heretofore and hereinabove changed and 
amended, the terms, provisions, conditions and requirements of the 
aforesaid ordinance shall rcamin in full force and effect. 

SECTION 5. This amendatory ordinance shall become effective as of 
June I, 1981 if the Company files its written acceptance of the provisions 
of this ordinance within sixty (60) days after its final passage and ap-
proval by this City and upon acceptance, the provisions hereof shall be 
binding upon City and Company, their successors and assigns.

A recent announcement 
of scores in the state-wide 
Texas Assessment of BAsic 
Skills (TABS) finds Muen-
ster Public School third in 
the area with a score of 92. 
Listings of a number of 
neighbor schools were Lin-
dsay 95, Saint Jo 92.6, Era 
89, Gainesville 88.6, Valley 
View 88.3, Whitesboro 83.6, 
Callisburg 82.6. 

The scores were based on 
grades received by students 
of the third, fifth and ninth 
grades in math, reading and 
writing. Muenster had 81 in 
math, 100 in reading and 95 
in writing. The problem in 
math, as pointed out by 
Superintendent Charles 
Coffey, is that the test in-
cluded students who had a 
poor background and subjec-
ts that had not been covered 
but the high grades in two 
other subjects compensated. 

However, Coffey added 
that he does not like TABS 
because it does not do 
justice to a school like 
Muenster. It is restricted to 
basics whereas the local 
school additionally offers a 
good selection of subjects, 
and strives for excellence in 
all rather than giving extra 
attention to test subjects. 
The tendency in many 
schools is to teach the tests 
more than the curriculum 
and other subjects therefore 
are slighted. 

Another fault he found 
with TABS is that the score 
may reflect students more 
than the school. The level of 
student talent varies from 
year to year and will deter-
mine the score more than the 
school's level of excellence.
