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As a senate panel conducts 
its hearing on the 
qualifications of Sandra 
O'Connor for appointment 
to the Supreme Court, 
popular opinion in her sup-
port appears to get stronger. 
She has been candid in her 
interview with the senators, 
and her answers have been 
the kind that the big 
majority of Americans likes. 

In this era of declining 
regard for the sanctity of the 
home, she paid tribute to the 
importance of families and 
called marriage the hope of 
the world and the strength 
of our country. 

Regarding crime, she said 
the country is distressed by 
its extent and indicated that 
she favors measures to 
correct conditions which 
favor criminals in trials and 
after conviction. She also 
indicated that she believes 
justice can be served by cut-
ting down legal delays and 
seemingly unending appeals 
in criminal cases. 

As regards modifying 
laws to apply to the times, 
she does not feel free to ex-
pand or restrict a statute to 
reflect her own views. She 
doesn't believe it is a fun-
ction of the judiciary to step 
in and change the law 
because social mores have 
changed. 

Concerning busing, a cur-
rent hot issue, Mrs. O'Con-
nor said she did not think it 
was beneficial to the child, 
however she declined to in-
dicate her stand if confron-
ted by the matter on the high 
court. 

A similar attitude applies 
in the case of abortion, 
which is the very hottest 
issue in matters involving 
confirming her nomination 
to the court. It is also the 
basis of widespread objec-
tion to her nomination. Mrs. 
O'Connor said personal 
views and philosophies of a 
Supreme Court justice 
should be set aside in 
resolving matters that come 
before the court. 

This seems like saying 
Constitution and basic prin-
ciples are the considerations 
rather than social or 
political trends. And, if so, 
it can be accepted as a good 
sign, because Sandra 
O'Connor appears to have 
both background and 
character to consider a case 
impersonally. 

When President Reagan 
chose Mrs. O'Connor as the 
Supreme Court nominee he 
set off a nation-wide hassle 
by anti-abortion people. 
They felt betrayed because 
of his personal anti-abortion 
statements and a belief that 
their strong support was a 
factor in his election. Un-
derstandably, his choice 
seemed like poor gratitude. 
As a result the opposition 
has made intensive effort to 
block the confirmation. 

However, opposition 
decreases as the hearing 
proceeds. It's beginning to 
appear that pro-life con-
troversy is declining and 
may eventually fade out 
completely. 

The first consideration is 
that the nominee probably is 
not a staunch pro-
abortionist after all. In her 
hearing she said that she has 
an abhorrence of abortion. 
She admitted she did vote in 
1970 to repeal a state anti-
abortion law, but her per-
ception and awareness of the 
issue have changed, and she 
now regrets the vote. She 
also admitted that after the 
Supreme Court legalized 
most abortions in 1973, she 
opposed a constitutional 
amendment aimed at over-
turning the ruling. "I was 
not sure that we had given 
the proper amount of reflec-
tion," she recalled. 
In making his nomination, 
President Reagan was aware 
of the lady's changes of per-
sonal opinion and had 
reason to think that her 
judgment, if called upon 
would be based on con-
stitution and principle. 
Perhaps Reagan was a better 
judge of qualitites than the

Secretary of Agriculture 
John R. Block today an-
nounced his intentions to 
implement a 15 percent 
"reduced acreage" program 
for the 1982 wheat crop to 
offset the effects of record 
supplies and depressed 
wheat prices. 

Program 	operating 
procedures will be issued af-
ter pending farm legislation 
is enacted into law. 

"Wheat supplies in the 
United States are 14 percent 
above last year," Block 
said. "The carryover next 
June is expected to exceed 1 
billion bushels, the highest 
level since 1977-78. The 
reduced acreage program 
will strengthen prices by

Now is the time to treat 
for the pecan weevil accor-
ding to the County Exten-
sion Agent, Neil Tibbets. 
This weevil can drastically 
reduce the pecan crop that 
we have in Cooke County, if 
it is not controlled. 

Pecan weevils are very 
large weevils about one-half 
inch in size with a very long 
bill, and can be found 
feeding on clusters of 
pecans. The pecan weevils 
then bore holes in the pecans 
and lay eggs that hatch into 
the red-headed worm which 
appears in the pecans about 
the time that they are har-
vested. 

Trees can be examined for 
the presence of pecan 
weevils by spreading a piece 
of plastic, bed sheet or any 
other similiar article under-
neath the tree and jarring 
the limbs. The sudden 
jarring of the limbs will 
cause the pecan weevil to act 
like it is dead and fall from 
the pecan cluster on to the 
plastic sheet. Pecan 
producers are urged to treat

Thorough 
coverage of the pecan tree is 
important when treating for 
pecan weevils.

It's that time of the year again for our Federal 
bureaucrats -  the end of the fiscal year - and that means 
another spending spree. But unlike the Christmas gift 
buying spree most of us go through each year, the 
bureaucrats do not use their ow-n money. 

When bureaucrats go on a spree. they do it with a 

vengeance. In the last two months of FY 1979, the 
Department of Housing and Urban Development obligated 
47_2 percent of its annual budget. In those same two 
months. the Environmental Protection Agency spent 41.7 
percent of its budget, the Department of Commerce spent 
30.3 percent. and the Department of the Interior spent 23.1 
percent. 

In its study of spending for FY 1977. the General 
Accounting Office discovered that nearly 60 percent of the 
overall budget for supplies and materials. across the federal 

government. was spent in the last month of the fiscal year. 
Also, 50 percent of the annual obligations for grants, 
subsidies. and contributions were made in the final quarter, 
with almost 35 percent of the year's total occurring in the 
final month .  

The GAO determined that year-end spending sprees are 
accompanied by: 
• the funding of low-priority projects, including those that 

failed to meet cost-benefit criteria during the initial 
budget review process; 

• drawing up "wish lists" of products and services, 
massive stockpiling, and dumping of furniture and 
equipment; 

• funding of contracts months ahead of actual need and, in 
some cases. before a contractor has ever been selected; 

• prerecording future obligations. suggesting a fictitiously 
high level of program activity; 

Even if one considers the possibility of federal agencies 

holding out until the last possible moment to buy the 
sorely-needed paperclips, this still indicates just how 
over-funded federal agencies are. 

All of these and more are described in detail in the 

National Tax Limitation Committee's 254-page book, 
"Meeting America's Economic Crisis: A 'Road Map' to 
Emergency Federal Spending Reductions" ($6.95 Caroline 

House). 

In 1980, then Congressman Herbert Harris of Virginia 
introduced a bill which authorized the Office of 

Management and Budget to make sure that agencies spend 
no more than 20 percent of their annual budget in the last 

two months of the fiscal year. It is estimated that restricting 
fourth quarter spending-surges would save the taxpayers 

518.9 billion a year. 

Clearly, the "hews" of federal spending are nearly as 
important as the "how much." Curtailing such fiscal 

extravagances will do a great deal to bring bureaucratic 

waste under control. 

What is possibly the worst example of such year-end 
waste, I saved for last: On the last business day of FY 1979, 
the Department of the Interior awarded a $145,000 
consulting contract for a program to help it avoid year-end 
spending sprees'

Arts council starts fund drive 

HIGH INTEREST RATES STRANGLING 
SMALL BUSINESSES 

High interest rates affect almost everyone in the coun-
try somehow, but for the small-business person high in-
terest rates may be the "straw that breaks the camel's 
back." One small-business man in Michigan recently 
reported, "Business is the worst 1 have ever seen. Ours 
has been a successful company for 40 years, but if things 
don't improve by September, we will close our doors." 

The National Federation of Independent Business 

(NFIB) has been taking a quarterly economic survey of 
small businesses since 1973. The latest such survey 
shows that for the first time "interest rates and financ-
ing" were named the most important problem of those 

responding. The average rate of interest paid on short-
term loans rose abruptly in the second quarter of this 

year, from 17.6 to 19.0 percent, according to the survey. 
Those whose loans are tied to the prime rate fared even 
worse, paying an average of 21 percent. 

What this means to the economy in general is best il-
lustrated by the comment of a merchant in California 

who said, "Interest rates are too high to expand and 

wages are so high we can't afford to hire any body, so we 
just get by with what we have." Or another retailer in 
Florida who explained, "If interest rates come down for 
business, I know we will increase our labor force by 30 
or 40 people, because we have plans to build a new 

store." 

In other words, small business, the source of more 

than half the jobs in America, isn't hiring at the rates of 
recent years. In fact some firms surveyed last month 
reported they had to let workers go in order to have 
enough cash to meet other obligations to keep the 
business operating. Business expansion, which has a rip-

ple effect through the entire economy, is off as well. 
The interest rate problem cannot be solved overnight. 

High interest rates are a symptom of the bad economic 
conditions created by the federal government over the 

past two decades, Gosernment deficits and the borrow-
ing to cover those deficits have helped push the interest 
rates to current levels. 

The cure is continued reductions in federal spending 

because only when the federal government reduces its 
borrowing needs will interest rates begin to fall. The 
President and the Congress base taken some important 
steps in this direction. We can only hope that the 
thousands of small-business people, like the man in 

Michigan, will soon experience some improvement in 
the economic climate so that they can keep the doors of 
their establishments open.

critics. 
Something else to think 

about is current politics. 
When the nomination was 
made Reagan popularity 
was soaring. His supporters 
were cheering his success, 
and political opponents were 
depressed. The nomination 
had possibilities to please 
people on both sides; a 
woman on the bench, a con-
servative on the bench, but 
also a big problem on the 
abortion issue. Whatever the 
choice, there was sure to be 
compaints. And the 
president realizing that con-
servatives already had more 
to please them, was less 
hesitant to please liberals on 
the abortion issue. 

And there may be another 
good reason that fussing 
people were not aware of 
Maybe Reagan knew that 
O'Connor was an excellent 
choice in other respects and 
had the quality to judge 
wisely if the abortion matter 
comes before the court. 

A good rule in this 
situation is to remember that 
the president has conscience, 
judgment and courage, the 
qualities of a good leader. 
We can be confident that the 
choice, in his opinion, was 
good for the country.

Vt ASHINGTON. D.C. —
Most of us are familiar with 
the term, "rob Peter to pay 
Paul." We also know, when 
dealing with our personal 
budgets, that the time in-
variably comes when that ploy 
no longer works. So it is with 
the Federal budget. 

It is no secret that for years, 
politicians on both sides of the 
aisle — both Democrats and 
Republicans — have taken 
"the easy way out" and 
responded to a variety of social 
ills by approving more and 
more money' to create pro-
grams to deal with those prob-
lems. Many of those programs 
were very popular with their 
constituencies and, so long as 
no one seriously complained 
(usually serious complaints are 
defined as votes during election 
time), business went along as 
usual. 

Business as usual meant 
"robbing" the Defense 
budget, for example, to 
finance domestic programs. In 
1970 defense's share of federal 
expenditures was 40 percent. A 
steady decline in that share 
since then has finally dropped 
defense spending to only 20 
percent of the total budget in 
1980. With our new emphasis 

on defense (even with some 
cuts) we will be spending over 
30 percent by 1984. 

We are currently examining 
the Defense budget for areas 
where spending can be tight-
ened and, in some cases, cut 
outright. There is no area of 
federal spending that cannot 
stand close examination. 
Defense is no exception. I am 
confident, that cuts can be 
made in non-essential areas —
the fat that is present in every 
federal budget — while we are 
concurrently concentrating on 
strengthening our overall 
defense "muscle". 

We have ncnv reached the 
point when even the liberals 
admit that there is no more 
room for such spending shifts 
away from national defense. 
The question now before Con-
gress is how can we best im-

the kart cost to the budget. 
There is no question, however, 
that improvements have to be 
made. 

The Social Security Pro-
gram grew by leaps and bounds 
during the same time frame. As 
long as the voting public did 
not complain, Congress in-
creased payroll contributions 
to Social Security from 3 per-
cent at the end of World War 
II, to the present 13 percent 
and benefits increased accord-
ingly. 

Such increases are no 
longer "politically easy", 
however. Workers now ques-
tion the stability of the pro-
gram and it takes no economic 
genius to recognize that revi-
sions to the Social Security 
Program are in order. "Easy 
revisions?" No. I can think of 
no easy answers to the current 
Social Security dilemma. I can 
only offer my personal 
assurances to those dependent 
on Social Security that the pro-
gram will continue, but further 
increases in benefits will be of 
less magnitude. 

The final ploy that has been 
common in the past is the use 
of deficit spending to continue 
the "business as usual" spend-
ing attitude in Congress. The 
federal government operated 
as a deficit during 19 of the 
past 20 years and, despite our 
best efforts to date during the 
current Session, deficit spend-
ing has not yet been 
eliminated. Important steps 
have been made toward lessen-
ing the deficit that have had the 
country economically bogged 
down. More will be necessary 
because of high interest rates 
There is much concern today. 
but all skeptics need to be 
reminded the new plan does 
not begin until October I. 

I did not expect to see im-
mediate results following the 
votes on the budget and tax 
plans this summer. We have 
made an important beginning, 
but our task is very difficult 
and our job is far from fin-
ished.

County tax rate 
drops slightly 

The 	Cooke 	County 
Commissioners court at its 
Monday meeting voted to 
reduce the county tax rate, 
but just barely. Their new 
rate is 47 cents per $100 of 
assessed valuation, with 
valuations set at 100 percent 
of actual value. The 
previous rate was 95 cents 
per $100 of valuation, with 
values set at 50 percent of 
actual value. The com-
parison at full valuation 
amounts to 47 cents this year 
and 471/2 cents last year. 

From the 47 cents, 23 cen-
ts will be assigned to general 
operation, 18 cents for the 
road and bridge fund, 2 cen-
ts for permanent im-
provement and 4 cents for 
the Farm to Market lateral 
road fund. The lateral fund 
can be used to purchase 
right of way for FM road 
construction. 

Revenue expected from 
this year's county tax rate is 
$1,179,900 for the general 
fund, $923,400 for road and 
bridge expense, $102,600 for 
permanent improvements 
and $205,200 for the lateral 
road fund.

Revised city budget 
is $336,085 

The city's budget for the coming fiscal year is 
$336,085, not $322,687 as reported a week ago. City 
Secretary Celine Dittfurth explains that previously ap-
proved salary raises were overlooked in preparing the 
budget and figures were revised accordingly. The updated 
figures show expected expenditures of $236,691 in the 
general fund and $99,394 in the water and sewer fund. 
Anticipated revenues are $273,706 in the general fund, 
leaving a balance of $37,015, and $16,101 in the water 
and sewer fund leaving a balance of $62,707. 

From the latter figure, $12,000 a year is transferred to 
the lake fund and the remaining $50,707 is set aside as a 
contingency for emergency expenses, etc., and whatever 
remains at the end of the year will be added to the lake 
fund. Likewise in the general account, the surplus of 
$37,015 becomes an emergency fund and what remains at 
the end of the year will be added to the street fund. 

Of the $273,706 estimated revenue, the city expects to 
receive $76,052 from tax. The total assessment is $80,838 
on a valuation of $15,696,844, assessed at 100 per cent of 
actual value and taxed at 51.5 cents per $100 of value. 
With a 98 percent collection ratio, the actual yield is 
reduced to $79,221. Four per cent of this amount is tran-
sferred to the interest and sinking fund, leaving $76,052 
for the general fund.

PUBLIC NOTICE 
BRIEF EXPLANATORY STATEMENTS 

OF PROPOSED 

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS 
SPECIAL ELECTION 
NOVEMBER 3, 1981 

PROPOSITION NO. 1 
ON THE BALLOT 

Senate Joint Resolution 
8 proposes a constitution-
al amendment that would 
allow the legislature to 
authorize cities, towns 
and other taxing units to 
grant exemptions from ad 
valorem taxes on an un-
productive, underdevel-
oped or blighted area in 
order to encourage its de-
velopment. The amend-
ment would also allow the 
legislature to authorize a 
city or town to issue 
bonds or notes to finance 
this development and to 
pledge future increases in 
ad valorem tax revenues 
from the property in such 
areas to repay these 
bonds or notes. 

The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The 
constitutional amend-
ment to authorize cities, 
towns, and other taxing 
units to encourage the 
improvement, develop-
ment, or redevelopment 
of certain areas through 
property tax relief and 
the issuance of bonds 
and notes." 

PROPOSITION NO. 2 
ON THE BALLOT 

House Joint Resolution 
117 proposes a constitu-
tional amendment that 
would authorize a person 
to receive a patent to land 
from the Commissioner of 
the General Land Office 
under certain conditions. 
Application for the patent 
must be made within five 
years from approval of 
the amendment. The land 
must be surveyed, public 
free school land not pre-
viously patentable. The 
person must have a prop-
erly recorded deed to the 
land, which he acquired 
without knowledge of the 
patent defect and which 
title he and his predeces-
sors in interest have held 
for at least 50 years. The 
person and his predeces-
sors in interest must 
have continuously claimed 
the land and paid the 
taxes for at least 50 years. 

This amendment does 
not apply to beach land, 
submerged land, or is-
lands. An applicant may 
not use this provision to 
resolve a boundary dis-
nate. This amendment 
will not apply to land 
which has been deter-
mined to he state-owned 
by a court of competent 
Jurisdiction or that has a 
productive state mineral 
1,•ase on the effective date 
of the amendment. 

The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The 
constitutional amend-
ment authorizing the 
commissioner of the 
General Land Office to 
issue patents for cer-
tain public free school 
fund land held in good 
faith under color of title 
for at least 50 years as 
of November 15, 1981." 

PROPOSITION NO. 3 
ON THE BALLOT 

House Joint Resolution 
38 proposes a constitu-
tional amendment that 
would enable the legisla-
ture to grant to a state 
finance management com-
mittee the authority to 
manage state funds. 
Funds constitutionally 
dedicated to specific pur-
poses would not be sub-
ject to committee man-
agement. The committee 
would be composed of the 
Governor, Lieutenant Gov-
ernor, Speaker of the 
House of Representatives, 
Chairman of the Sen-
ate Finance Committee, 
Chairman of the House 
Appropriations Commit-
tee, Chairman of the Sen-
ate State Affairs Com-
mittee, and the Chairman 
of the House of Repre-
sentatives Ways and 
Means Committee. 

The proposed amend-
ment will appear on 
the ballot as follows: 
"The constitutional 
amendment to allow 
the legislature to grant 
to a state finance man-
agement committee the 
power to manage the 
expenditure of certain 
appropriated funds." 

PROPOSITION NO. 4 
ON THE BALLOT 

House Joint Resolution 
6 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would 
provide that one-half of 
the surplus tax revenues 

above the spending limit 
provided by Article VIII, 
Section 22, of the Texas 
Constitution would be 
placed in a Water Assis-
tance Fund to be used as 
provided by law, includ-
ing projects for water de-
velopment and conserva-
tion, water quality en-
hancement, and flood 
control purposes or any 
combination of these pur-
poses. 

The amendment also 
provides $500,000,000 of 
the general credit of the 
state to guarantee bonds 
issued in commercial mar-
kets by local political sub-

Prairie spiderwort has 
several erect, smooth, fleshy 
stems from a fleshy root, 
somewhat lily-like in ap-
pearance. 

- The leaves are alternate, 
fleshy, linear-lanceolate, 
usually folded lengthwise. 
The lower leaves may be up 
to 20 inches long with the 
two upper leaves shorter, 
bract-like, and enclosing the 
flower clusters. 

The spiderwort is the most 
widespread species in Texas, 
and is found in all parts of 
the state. 

The plant was named in 
honor of John Tradescant, 
who served as a gardener to 
Charles I of England. Wild 
spiderwort seeds were sent 
to this gardener from the 
U.S. and planted in Ham-
pton Court Palace and since 
then have become a com-
mon garden flower in 
England. 

An election for a director 
to serve in Zone 3 on the 
Upper Elm-Red Soil and 
Water Conservation District 
Board is scheduled for Oct.
