Proper planning for the best pos­
sible arrangement of lights and con­
venience outlets and precautions In 
the use of current were the subjects 
receiving principal attention Tues­
day night when J. It. Cobb and Miss 
Lydia Liter of the REA Utilisation 
Division met with more than 200 
persons In the Muenster parish hull. 
Their appearance here was the first 
of a series of six meetings In the 
principal communities Included In 
the local rural electrification project.

Another pact of the program was 
a talking picture on rural electrifi­
cation stressing the diversified con­
veniences and profits that electric 
current can bring to farm homes. 
The picture 1s Included also In Lind­
say's program Thursday night but 
will be omitted at other places be­
cause no electrical connections are 
available.

Mr. Cobb was especially emphatic 
In explaining the function of fuses 
as safety devices. People who re­
place bad fuses with pennies are 
nullifying the purpose of a fuse, he 
said. A blown out fuse Is a warning 
that something Is wrong, possibly a 
short circuit that can start a fire If . 
the fuse Is replaced by a more dur- I 
able conductor that can carry as 
much current as the short circuit ] 
will draw.

As the best Insurance against 
trouble he recommended the recent - | 
ly devel«|>ed automatic circuit break 
er. fly means of a thermostatic con­
trol this instrument throws off a 
switch when the current load 
through U becomes too heavy. As 
soon as the trouble la found the cir­
cuit may be completed again try 
throwing th# switch, tt serves Iden­
tically the same purpose as a fuse 
but eliminates the Inconvenience of 
changing each time a fuse blows out. 
or the temptation to use pennies In 
case one runs out of fuses. It's 
slightly higher Initial cost la more 
than offset by the future saving on 
replacement fuses.

Fortner depot agent E. F. Bates 
and his wife have already moved to 
Abbott to begin as agent In that 
city’s station.

M. K. A T. officials recently an­
nounced their intention of closing 
the Lindsay depot after it had oper­
ated at a loss for more than five 
years. During the past year one car 
load of coal was the only car-load 
consignment credited to the station. 
The one time thriving business In 
wheat and cotton shipments has 
been confined almost entirely to 
trucks the past five years. What lit­
tle revenue was derived from local 
freight and express shipments fell 
far short of meeting the railroad's 
operating expense.

Efforts on the part of Lindsay, 
citizens to Bave their station were j 
futile. A special delegation called at 
district headquarters In Dallas on 
Monday, Nov. 28 but were unable 
to assure sufficient business to jus­
tify keeping the depot open.

MUENSTER HAS GOOD 
CHANCE FOR 3 CARS 
CHRISTMAS TURKEYS

After spending two days on their 
Christmas turkey packing program, 
Roy Calahan and Spot M inter, rep­
resentatives of Wilson and Company 
of Oklahoma City, were all but defi­
nitely assured that they would be 
able to reach their quota of three 
car-loads. As during the Thanksgiv­
ing turkey season they are in charge 
of buying, dressing and packing at 
the Farmers Marketing Association.

Until Tuesday noon considerably 
more than one carload had been 
packed and the number of birds on 
hand was almost sufficient to fill the 
second car. In spite of the fact that 
most remaining birds will have to be 
purchased from the comparatively 
small flocks of poultry dealers with­
in a radius of some fifty miles. Min- 
ter and Calahan are confident they 
can get their other car load, per­
haps more than one. The time al­
lotted themselves Is up to the mid­
dle of .next week, a total duration of 
10 days, four days longer than the 
Thanksgiving season, in which 6 car­
loads were shipped.

Because the birds are slow about 
coming In, the working schedule Is 
more leisurely. Picking continues for 
only a few hours at a time. The 
number employed is much smaller.

The first car-load will be shipped 
Friday. December 8.

Jr., chairman, and R. W. Winger, 
and Cedi Da via Three local referen­
dum committeemen will he named In 
rach of th# county'* fourteen voting 
places which are; Gainesville, Dex­
ter.

Muenster, Rulcher, 
Marysville, and RiveUs Bend

No farmer, even though he oper­
ated In more than on* community, 
county, or atate tn 1988. will be en­
titled to more than one vote. In the 
event several persons, such as hus­
band. wife and children participated 
In the production of cotton in 1988 
under n single rental agreement or 
lease only the person or persons who 
signed or entered the rental agree­
ment or leaae shall be eligible to 
vote.

COUNCIL POSTPONES 
ACTION REGARDING 
NEW BOOSTER PUMP

CONTRACTOR 
PREPARINO TO 
BUILD LINES
Leases Stoffel Building 
For Office, Warehousa
Expects to Have 100 Men 

On Job Shortly After 
Arrival of Material

It’s only a matter of a few days 
now until lines for the Cooke Coun­
ty Electric Co-operative Association 
are umler construction. Preparatory 
work during the past week has the 
contractor well established. Contin­
ued activity during the next few 
days is expected to have most details 
ready to permit construction with­
out further delay as soon as mater­
ials arrive.

Frank Turrentlne. superintendent 
of the J. E. Morgan and Sons com­
pany, stated Tuesday that the eleven 
car loads of poles ordered from Den­
ison are expected soon. Orders for 
wire and transformers were submit­
ted to New York and Pennsylvania 
and will probably arrive later.

The Stoffel building is being used 
as the construction company’s ware­
house and office. During the latter 
part of last week and early this week 
several truck loads of equipment 
and materials left over from former 
job* were moved In. The company 
also installed a gasoline pump for 
Its trucks.

About 100 men will be employed 
when construction reaches Its full 
speed. Turrentlne estimated. Of that 
group at least 25 will be skilled la­
borers who remain on the company’s 
payroll from one Job to another. 
Most unskilled labor will be taken 
from th# list of more than 800 appli­
cations now on file at the electrifi­
cation office. According to J. W. 
Hess, only persons over 21 will be 
used and members of the co-opera­
tive will be given a preference. Ap­
plicants will be notified In time to 
report for duty. As a convenience to 
the contractor as wel as itself, the 
co-op asks that tn«n wait for an of­
ficial announcement before report­
ing.

The prospect of engaging a large 
number at post hole digging has lit­
tle chance of realization since the 
introduction of a machine capable of 
digging a hole In 7 minutes. It can 
handle straight hole* In all but solid 
rock Hand digging will be confined 
to slant*«! holes, rocky places, and 
the oblong holes In which short poles 
are to be placed crosswise as an an­
chor for guy wlrea

The digging machine Includes 
equipment for placing poles In the 
ground. As mentioned by Turrentlne, 
Ihe usual course of procedure Is to 
dig the hole and set the pole at the 
same setting of the machine. Next 
tamper* fill dirt around the poles and 
the guy wlr* crew gives Its atten­
tion at the locations specified. Then 
come wire stringers and finally the 
linemen who complete the Job. It Is 
all a continuous process and the en­
tire crew can he nt work very short­
ly after the digging machine is In 
action.

By checkin* water levels 
In the main reservoir, Mayor Endres 
discovered about two months ago 
that the pump actually handles only 
two-thirds of Its rated capacity. 
More definite action regarding chan­
ges or repairs are expected for the 
council's January meeting.

A suggestion that the city fire 
truck be equipped with new tires 
was favorably received. Having been 
on the truck for some six years, the 
tires are regarded as unsafe from de­
terioration even though they do not 
show excessive wear. The contract 
for new tires will be let at the next 
regular meeting. Prior to that time 
each dealer of the city is asked to 
submit a bid.

Mayor Endres also read a com­
munication from PWA headquarters 
advising that no funds are available 
for Muenster’s proposed sewer pro­
ject. The letter substantiated an un­
official report received here several 
weeks ago.

In its interesting analysis of the 
hows, whys and whens of automo­
bile accidents in 1937, The Travel­
ers Insurance Company has pub­
lished some revealing figures re­
lating to pedestrian deaths. With 
fatalities and injuries to pedestri­
ans rising at an alarming rate, the 
figures are worth the attention of 
every individual.

Nearly 28 per cent of the deaths, 
the figures indicate, resulted from 
the obviously unsafe habit many 
walkers have of crossing in the 
middle of the block.

Of the 27.5 per cent or a total 
of 4,450 pedestrians killed while 
crossing at intersections, only 280 
met death while crossing, as they 
should, with the signal. No less 
than 1,100 died when they at­
tempted to cross against the sig­
nal light or the officer's signal. The 
remainder were killed while cross­

ing diagonally in the intersection 
or while crossing at intersections 
where there was no signal.

Other leading causes of pedes­
trian deaths, in order of their 
importance were: walking on 
rural highways, children playing 
in the street, coming into the street 
from behind a parked car, men at 
work in the roadway, and hitching 
rides.

The cynical attitude of labor leaders 
that a fair system of profit sharing is im­
possible in business, is correct only so long 
as industrialists and workmen continue in 
their gigantic struggle for advantage. That 
harmony is possible between the two fac­
tions is conclusively shown by the recently 
published account of Webendorfer’s suc­
cess with his workers and his eventual gift 
to them of one fourth the selling price of 
his factory.

Another somewhat similar case is that 
of a smaller manufacturer who told his em­
ployes several years ago that they could 
gain no advantage by joining the union. 
“ If you want t<>, g id ,”  he said. "I  in­
tend to pay as well as possible, perhaps 
more than the union will guarantee. I ad­
vise you to save your membership dues.” 
His men decided to try it. They matched 
his fairness with a splendid record of ser­
vice that enabled him to keep salaries 
above the union scale besides realizing a 
handsome profit for himself. Today no one 
could persuade them to join a labor union. 
No labor agitator could influence them to 
make demands of their bore.

There are more of these fair minded em­
ployers. Many a plant operates year after 
year without the slightest labor trouble. 
Others try to do likewise but are handi­
capped by ever recurring demands from 
agitators and labor leaders.

While it is probably true that capital has 
been as much at fault as labor in bringing 
about present strife, it now seems labor is 
doing most to keep the strife going. Foreign 
radicals find labor a most fertile field for 
their seeds of discontent. They find in it the 
only possible oportunity of overthrowing 
the hated capitalistic system and make 
room for their socialistic plans.

Simple reasoning dictates that any but 
greedy, dishonest industrialists wish to give 
their men a fair chance. It is good business 
to buy good service in order to reap a bet­
ter profit.

A profit sharing system to end the strife 
between capital and labor has worked and 
it can work in nine tenths of the nation’s 
business. But there is an excellent reason 
why it will not work: labor leaders and ag­
itators do not want it to. It would be to 
their disadvantage to restore a friendly re­
lation between labor and capital.

‘the government has to take care of me 
and ‘‘what’s the use of trying to advance 
when I have to give up all but a bare liv­
ing.”

Muenster, and every other community 
that has built on thrift and industry, has 
just cause for indignation over the entire 
mess. For years the people here have been 
proud to boast that they have no one on re­
lief rolls. Still their earnings, which they 
are entitled to use for better living, have 
to be paid into a fund to support people 
who would not work nor provide. And then 
when an application is sent in for a grant 
to improve Muenster it receives the an­
swer : No funds.

Actually Muenster w’ould be better off 
if all grants were discontinued at once. If 
the present rate of spending continues our 
city will have paid for several projects 
whether or not it gets the one it wants. If 
the spending stops it can afford to make its 
own improvements.

A few years ago when Europe was be­
ginning to feel the first stings of socialism. 
America shouted that it can’t happen here, 
W ell, it has already hnppened to a modi­
fied extent under the modified name of re­
lief. The effect is the same.

Our nation’s present glory was attained 
through independence, initiative and am­
bition. It’s continued progress can be as­
sured only by putting those factors to work 
again.

DEPENDENTS

‘ ‘America is becoming a race of intellec­
tual dependents,” says the dean of an East­
ern college. “ Everywhere we see signs that 
point toward this dependency— in a too 
trusting attitude towards the press and the 
radio, in the growing willingness to turn 
over social and economic problems to the 
government for settlement.’ ’ Very logically 
the dean might have continued with an ex­
planation that this very dependence is an 
outstanding reason for present day social 
and economic ills.

The charge is well founded. Dozens up­
on dozens of federal emergency agencies 
now employ millions of men and women, 
all of them dependent to the last penny of 
their income upon the tax burden that Mr, 
John Citizen has to bear.

Once a person studies over the situation 
he has little trouble understanding why 
times are hard. The number of persons on 
the public payroll, including city, county, 
state and federal officials, the army of re­
lief workers, and all soldiers and sailors, 
has been roughly estimated at 10 million. 
The population of this country is about 130 
million and the number of persons gainful­
ly employed is probably about 50 million. 
Of course, it must be remembered that 10 
million have no share in creating national 
wealth, they merely live-off of what the

A century aro it took a lonr time to lntrodu<-e any 
Improvement In the way of living. Even tbe example of 
President Fillmore, who Installed the first hathtuh In 
the White House In 1110, failed to nrvike people bath­
tub conactous. Fifty years later It atlll waa an uncom­
mon thlnr to have a bathtub In the home. The Inven­
tion was there but people did not care about It—not 
until advertlstnr rot on the Job and »old bathtubs 
Then everylody wanted them, and today no home la 
complete without on*.

Only a short time aro our bathrooms were ugly aa 
could be. Somehow, no one thought of maklnr them 
beautiful. Rut when manufacturers began advertlatnr 
artistic tile, tinted bathtubs, and beautiful plumbing 
fixtures, everybody realized how much pleasanter life 
can be with beauty In the bathroom.

Our parents and grandparents were well satisfied 
with the heavy staple foods of their time but we have 
learned to demand a balanced diet, with plenty of vita­
mins and minerals and a goodly assortment of light sal­
ads and tasty desserts to aay nothing of out-of-aeaaon 
vegetables and fruits. Our food la much better today 
because advertising has changed our eating habtta. 
Where do you suppoae the radio Industry would be If 
manufacturers had not advertised their receiving sets? 
Only 15 years ago home radios were practically un­
known. Few people cared about radio or thought It 
would ever amount to much. But the Infant Industry 
embarked on a tremendous advertising campaign, 
through newspapers, magazines, signs and circulars, 
and in a short time radio sets were Introduced Into four 
out of every five American homes. It Is the same with 
many other articles. Millions brush their teeth because 
advertising sold them toothpaste, and many children 
have been persuaded by advertising to wash their necks 
and eat their spinach. Better living comes not merely 
through natural desires, but through education.— Live­
stock Reporter.

^v'ells, president of the Texas Press Association, and 
editor of the Wellington Leader made the statement 
thut "The Freedom of the Press belongs not solely to 
the press of America, but to the whole citizenship.”

The unrestricted publication of facts about 
governmental affairs, proposed laws, intentions of gov­
ernmental executives, declarations by leaders In all 
groups, and by those groups— the open, frank discus­
sion of merit and demerit of governmental laws, poli­
cies and officials— these, and more, are the benefits of 
the Freedom of the Press which belong ty every citizen 
high and iFe.-aJUr. . - '

Pessimists who have doubted thnt the automobile 

accident rate can be reduced, have been happily prov­
en wrong this year, for the rate hiss gone down sharp­
ly since 1987.

Apparently the public ear has finally been opened to 
the teachings of the safety experts. States and com­
munities have carried on more and better prevention 
campaigns than In the past. The Insurance Industry 
has assumed leadership In combatting the highway 
slaughter and has Issued Invaluable books to be used 
In schools, by individuals and by civic authorities. In 
some areas there has been noticeable Improvement in 
traffic law enforcement, and the arrest and punish­
ment of offenders. Lastly, a start has been made tn 
various states to make accidents impossible by con­
structing modern highways, without Intersections, and 
with separated lanes that prevent head-on collisions.

We have learned'that safe driving Is the product of 
safe thinking. Relatively few drivers are congenitally 
reckless— and the only cure for this minority Is revo

Very little credit Is due the Jews 
of Hollywood for their brutal rebuff 
to a visiting German actress last 
week.

Gor­
man people are not to be blamed for 
the faults of their ruling party. They 
deerrve our sympathy rather than 
our Insulta for being powertem be-« 
for* a comparatively small group of 
t»ower crazed madmen.

It U ridiculous to assume« that 
everyone In Germany appro rea of 
recent antl-Jewtak airoctttea. or that 
people there wish to live In poverty 
while Neal officials spend billion* on 
armaments In order to equip their 
children for war. or that they are 
willing to give up freedom of spearh 
and press or the right of determin­
ing the training of their own child­
ren. Fugitives and visitor* tell us 
the people are oppressed They dare 
not mention they are out of harmo- i 
ny with the ruling faction for fsar 
of «loath or the more dreaded horror j 
of concent ration ramps

W* In America certainly ahould 
not he anxious to Inault tbe German : 
people W* are forever Indebted to 
them for timely assistance on more 
than on* critical occasion. Their con­
tributions tn culture and science not 
only demand our respect but are due 
credit for much of our own progresa 
Their Immigrants are regarded as 
thrifty loyal Americans who did | 
more than their share In this na­
tion's development.

The Nazi.Jewish situation doe«, 
seem lo have more implication» than 
our presen t new* sources reveal. If j 
not, why waa there such a storm of 
protest over Father ( aughUn's radio 
«tnlcmmt that much of the trouble 
resulte«! from < <>mmunl«l support to 
German Jews? Why did radio ela­
tion« demand that his »«ript he sub­
mitted lor censorship? The natural 
Inference Is that they ft-mrrd he 
would go farther and provide evi­
dence revealing an embarrassing re­
lation b«-tweeii Jews and U«*tnmun- 
lata. Apparently Jews In this nation 
prefer not to have th* public know 
what Father Coughlin knows.

Furl liertnore It seems reasonable 
that German Jews, when persecu­
tion began, should naturally turn 
to Communism, the Nazi party’» en-

emy, for protection. Or did the alli­
ance with Communism cause the 
Jewrlsh persecution? There are com­
plications that cause us to wonder 
whether. Hemettc hands were alto­
gether clean. This Is not offered as 
a justification (or the merciless per­
secution and wholesale expulsion of 
Jews. Nevertheless it may be a rea­
son.

Perhaps those same complications 
ran explain to some extent why a 
deluge of publicity favored Jews In 
tills recent outbreak, but so little 
waa said In favor of Christians 
butchered by Communists In the 
Spanish civil war. Our American 
prow derllmd to explain that Chris­
tians in Spain rebelled against Com­
munist oppression and that Nail 
troops moved in Ui help prevent a 
permanent foothold of Communism 
In Spain. Our American public ww 
not Informed lhal Russia supplied 
men and arms for the Red cause, 
but only that Germany and Italy 
were aiding s group of rebels against 
lawful authority.

There are quite a number of res- 
»«ns to believe that our pr«-s« and 
radio have a pinkish taint.

w I

For us, aa Amerkwn» and Chris­
tiana. either NazilsiU or Commun- 
iam is repulatve. Both are baaed on 
the principle that the Individual ex- 
lata for tha state, which in either 
raae Is an unscrupulous dictator, 
whereas Christianity and democracy 
teach that the state exists only to 
guarantee and protect the rights of 
Its citizens. The tsma contend that 
man has no right except those per 
mit ted by the state. Christianity and 
democracy believe that Rain la cre­
ated by God with Inalienable rights 
to life. Ilhsriy. and happiness Aa 
regards religion. Communism ex- 
presaaa an avowed purpose to de­
stroy It. Naxlistn tolerate« It though 
making unreasonable demands of It. 
In prlnclpla both lams contradict the 
demands of all religion for they re­
cognize no power higher than the 
state.

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TEXAS FIRES CLAIM 
FORTY LIVES DURING 
OCTOBER, NOVEMBER

AUSTIN.— Marvin Hall, Flro In­
surance Commissioner of Texas, to­
day expressed great concern that 
more than forty men, women and 
children were burned to death by flre 
during the months of October and 
November. He called upon the pub­
lic generally to help reduce the fire 
losses, particularly during the holi­
day season, by practicing fire pre­
vention.

Causes of the deaths during the last 
two months were: Clothing ignited 
by coming into contact with fire, 
ten; trapped in dwellings, ten; Im­
proper use of gasoline, eight; ex­
plosion of gasoline and kerosene 
stoves, three; falling Into open trash 
fires, two; scalds, two; burns from 
automobile collisions, two; gas from 
oil wells, four; Improper i jçff* 
cleaning fluids, one; «m o k J ^ in 
one; and explosion of g£"^

One of the most puzzling facts 
about deaths from fire, Mr. Hall ad­
ded Is that during the past five years 
when the annual property loss by 
fire in Texas has been the lowest In 
the history of the Htate. the annual 
death loss by fire has been the high­
est. which is Indicative of the fact 
that too many people have not yet 
li-arned to fear fire and to observe 
the most simple rules of fire preven­
tion.

Illustrating the fact that the peo­
ple In many Instances do not fear 
fire and fall to observe the rules of 
fire prevention, Mr. Hall pointed to 
the fact that more than ten men. 
women and children were burned to 
death during October and November 
by getting too close to unprotected 
gas heaters, wood stoves and fire­
places. resultlng'ln their clothes be­
coming Ignited, and that all ten of 
these deaths could have been pre­
vented had these room heaters been 
equipped with standard screen 
guards.

Other simple rules of fire preven­
tion to prevent death by fire out- 
lin<-d by Mr Halt are as follows:

Teach children the danger of 
playing with matches.

Never use gasoline or kerosene to 
start or quicken a fire.

Matches and rlrarettes are breed­
er» of fire. Always extinguish before 
discarding.

K e e p  gas heaters and stoves a safe
distance from windows.

8.714 Texas
wheat growers, out of the 6.887 who 
have made application for Insurance 
have paid 829.404 bushels of wheat 
as insurance premiums.”
