Extensive Pool Indicated
By Identical Formation
And Depth in Wells
One Mile Apart

Two more wells apparently on a
par with the Russell and Lausen
100 barrel discovery well on TCU-
Stark scem to indicate another ex-
tensive pool in the South Muenster
field. .

Lausen's No, 1 C, J. Fette, an east
offset to the TCU-Stark well topped
sand at 1109 and penetrated to 1114
before running casing and cement-
ing.

About a mile to the east and south
C. E. Sykes et al drilling the No. 1
J. T. Rosson topped a similar sand
at 1101 and penetrated to 1112. The
similarity of formation and level is
accepted a favorable indication
for the mile of intervening space,

Offsetting the TCU-Stark and Fet-
te wells two offsets have already
been staked for Mrs. J. D. Linn, and
C. J. Fette is due to get an offset to
the Rosson well.

Some eighty membership applica-
tions and right of easements
that were to be transferred here from
the Red River Valley Electric Com-
pany have been returned to the ap-
plicants themselves., As a result an-
other survey will have to be con-
ducted to secure members that were
already signed up. Those applications
had been secured more than a year
ago by the Oklahoma co-operative
but could not used after REA
headquarters decreed against cross-
ing a state line with a project. They
were valid with the local organiza-
tion.

Authorization to go forward with
an extensive project to Montague
was received by telephone Monday
from REA officials, Superintendent
J. W. Hess advises. He has since
contacted key men at Spanish Fort,
Bonita and the Valley View and
Prairie Point school distriets and in-
structed them to go forward with
their project survey. In the event
the project is acceptable to REA en-
gineers, a new federal zu-[»mpri:ltl(m\
will be given the local co-op.

Local Soil Conservation
District May Be Nucleus
Of Vast N. Texas Project

Area Proposed Is
Trinity Watershed

Counties Affected Would Be
Cooke, Denton, Montague
Grayson, Collin, Dallas
Tarrant and Wise

This community's petition for a
soil conservation district along the
Elm Creeks may become the nu-
cleus of an extensive district rank-
ing as most important in the state,

Conferring with J. M. Weinzapfel
last week end, Forrest L. Park, en-
gineer of the Trinity Improvement
Association of Fort Worth, explained
that the State Soil Conservation
board favors the organization of a
few large districts rather than a
large number of small ones. Practi-
cability in making plans and pro-

portionately lower administrative
cost are the reasons given for the
proposal.

According to Mr. Park the great-
er project would include the entire
Upper Trinity watershed under the
name of Denton-Elm Forks—White
Rock Soil Conservation District, It
includes all of Denton County, all of
Cooke County except the Red River
Watershed, and sections of Grayson,
Wise, Collin, Montague, Tarrant and
Dallas Counties,

Because valuable farm land is at
stake and also because three import-
ant bodies of water, Lake Dallas,
White Rock Lake, and the Trinity
River, are damaged with silt, Park
is confident the state conservation
board will regard the proposed dis-
trict as the Number one district of
the state.

Referring to the local petition for
an EIm Creeks district, he stated
that it would be regarded as part of
the larger district but that its pri-
ority before the board would not be
sacrificed. In the event the larger
district is not approved, Muenster's
small one will still be on file.

Even though a sufficiently large
number of signatures are on Muen-
ster's petition to serve for the large
district, more signatures will be se-
cured. A minimum of 50 Is required
and Muenster has 100, but it was
thought advisable to have the other
sections of the larger district repre-
sented by signatures

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FDR AND THE HATCH BILL

Only President Roosevelt's signature is
needed to convert the Hatch clean politics
bill into a law of the land, but there is rea-

son to fear the %ignatuu will not«be af-
fixed. By approving that bill FDR would
be releasing his gnp on the 1940 nomina-
tion. His policy in the past may be accep-
ted as an eloquent testimonial of his inten-
tion to continue in power and increase his
hold wherever possible.

The teeth in the bill are to be found in
the provision that no federal employes, ex-
cept a few in the the upper brackets, may
take part in political activities. With ref-
erence to the next democratic national con-
vention it would mean that postmasters,
employes of the several alphabetical bu-
reaus, or any one else depending upon the
New Deal for his bread and butter, would
be ineligible to serve as a delegate. With
reference to the election, it would bar any
campaign activity on the part of those
same employes. It would also prevent so-
licitation of campaign funds among em-
ployes or coercion on the part of local
heads of the alphabetical agencies.

Thinking over the bill one must agree
that it is the fairest proposal ever offered
for our electoral system. Instead of turning
the country’s destiny over to those who
ride the gravy train, it leaves the deciding
power just where it belongs—in the con-
{)rol of plain citizens who have to foot the

ills.

This is not to say that political conven-
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[ tions and elections heretofore have been

controlled by a pack of crooks. But it does
get back to the old saying that the normal
man looks out for “number one.” Well, if
a large number of delegates now get their
bread and butter through the grace of the
New Deal, it is hardly far fetched to as-
sume that they are well satisfied and will
throw their support behind a continuation
of the New Deal‘s reign.

Roosevelt is well aware of the possible
consequences if he fails to veto the Hatch
bill. He has even gone so far as to say that
he favors it in principle but feels that it
should be perfected in scope—he has given
?ims&telf a loop hole just in case he decides

o veto.

By not such a far stretch of the imagin-

ation one can regard this bill as a critical’

point in the president’s career. Will he sign
it and thus give back to the people much
of the political control that he has enjoyed
to a greater extent than any other presi-
dent? Or will he veto the bill in an attempt
to hold his power and perhaps increase it
to the extent of dictatorship? b
«

STOP THE THIRD TERM

Regardless of what Roosevelt does about
the Hateh bill, it is high time for the Ameri-
can public to realize just how dangerously
close it is tottering on the brink of dictator-
ship. In the words of Senator Burke of Ne-
braska: “The temptation toward a perpet-
vation of the power of an existing admin-
istration never was so great as at present.
Never has a comparable bureaucracy ex-
sited or its members had more reason to
pull political wires to insure the security of
their jobs. At no time in our history has an
administration had such tremendous politi-
cal power through a distribution of public
works, agriculture and other benefits and
jobs. No political organization likes to re-
linquish power.”

It is almost a safe prediction that no
power will be relinquished if the New
Deal’s administration is extended another
term. In fact one can predict that the force
of dictatorship will assert itself more
strongly than ever before—and quite likely
establish itself. Here is a major reason why
President Roosevelt’s third term must be
prevented.

Would the president, if given the chance,
assume the power of a dictator? A definite
answer to that question could be given only
by the president himself, still, from his past
record, one would be justified in assuming
an affirmative answer. Too often he has ex-
tended his power to the very limit allowed
by the constitution and a few times he has
overstepped that limit, as shown by subse-
quent Supreme Court decisions. The alpha-
betical agencies he created vastly extend-
ed the scope of his jurisdiction. The social-
istic policies he followed amounted to vir-
tual confiscation of private property to be
dealt out under his supervision. A suspici-
