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An article by Phyllis Sch-
lafly in a recent edition of 
Human Events reminds us 
that AIDS (acquired im-
mune deficiency syndrome) 
is more than just an ailment 
that has homosexuals 
cringing in fear, but also a 
matter of everyone's con-
cern because of related legal 
and political problems. 

Homosexuals have tried 
for years to establish iden-
tity under the word "gay" 
as a nationally accepted 
group. They have made 
some undeserved progress 
in that direction but their 
success is suddenly 
blemished by the spreading 
knowledge of their repulsive 
nature as well as their 
promiscuity and disease. 

Counteracting their in-
sistence on a right to public 
aid in finding a treatment 
for their self inflicted afflic-
tion, they find themselves 
facing a rapidly declining 
social acceptance. If this 
thing continues they may see 
their acceptance demands 
shattered 	by 	increasing 
popular 	rejection. 	After 
all, other people resent what 
they are doing to both 
physical and moral health, 
and want to know how the 
country can protect itself 
against the rapidly spreading 
plague. 

As of now we still do not 
hear much complaint about 
the ugly and sinful behavior 
of these gutter people. 
American morality has 
deteriorated to the point 
where right and wrong are 
not that important, but 
people get defensive when 
the problem affects their 
health, which is already 
threatened in regard to 
blood banks and the food 
handling business. 

However the gays are still 
enjoying a sort of immunity 
to public objection because 
of a political-legal climate 
making so much of an issue 
about civil rights and 
minority. The claim still 
stands that people have a 
right to live as they please 
and it's nobody else's 
busines. 

But public attitude is chan-
ging. Homosexuals, still not 
barred from giving to blood 
banks, are asked not to 
donate. Also some people 
are losing confidence in 
blood banks because of fear 
of infection, and decline to 
be a part of it. Private blood 
banks are springing up as a 
result. 

'Actually there are many 
signs lately that fear of 
AIDS is taking hold. 
Morticians in New York 
decline to embalm victims of 
the disease but want to put 
dead bodies in plastic bags 
like victims of other con-
tagious plagues. Likewise 
many Dentists now refuse to 
accept homosexual patients 
because AIDS can be tran-
smitted through blood and 
saliva. Also police and 
paramedics of San Francisco 
object to giving mouth to 
mouth resuscitation to 
homosexuals. 

Only ■ small minority of 
homosexuals have AIDS, 
but a majority of those with 
AIDS are homosexuals. 
Because of that the 
homosexuals are a high risk 
group. Also, because of 
their immense promiscuity 
they are carriers. And the 
incubation period is up to 
three years, so nobody can 
know how many people are 
carriers. 

Such considerations lead 
one to think that it's time to 
change policy respecting gay 
rights. Rather than accept 
them into normal society it

Enough is enough 
Not since the times when separate fac-

tions in Muenster battled over the issue 
of school consolidation has an issue 
created such controversy as the Lake 
Muenster project. 

The seemingly incessant fighting which 
has ensued between those for and those 
against the project has reached a point 
where it is dividing nearly everyone who 
lives here. Either you're in favor of it, or 
you're against it; there's no in-between. 
Often, whose side you take is viewed as a 
fair indicator of your character and in-
telligence. 

Those who favor the lake's construction 
are of that mind because they believe the 
conventional use of water wells will not 
fully satisfy the area's growing need for 
water. Those persons believe quite simply, 
that a reliable source of water is vital to 
ensure growth and prosperity for this 
city, and that construction of a reservoir 
is the most reliable way to go. 

Those who arc opposed to the idea are 
of that mind for several reasons; some 
simply don't want to lose any of their 
land, some arc opposed to paying taxes 
to finance Muenster's share of the tab, 
and there are those who may be happy 
with the way things are and simply don't 

want to see any change or growth. 
A bond election may have made the 

final decision, but it could do nothing to 
squelch the surrounding controversy, 
which still persists today. 

But controversies cannot be solved 
when there is no mutual effort to solve 
them. This seems to have been the case 
lately. The solution here, just as it is in 
other similar situations, involves 
mobilizing the effort and cooperation of 
a given number of individuals who spend 
a considerable amount of their time on 
their backsides. Such a group is almost 
always represented on both sides of an 
issue. 

Dissension, in a city the size of Muen-
ster, has an effect that is always 
damaging and often long-lasting. 

The voting has been done, a decision 
has been made, and it's time to end the 
fighting; it's time for all concerned to 
work together to complete the task at 
hand. 

Muenster has already weathered a 
number of issues which, because of the 
way they were handled, resulted in some 
long-lasting divisions within the com-
munity. We don't need another one.

should a person 
assume when 

praying? I heard a poem on 
the radio the other day that 
went something like this: 

There once was a man 
named John Keys, 

who thought that one 
should always pray on ben-
ded knees; 
There also was a fellow by 
the name of Sam Small, 
who believed that when 

praying one should look to 
the skies, with arms up-
raised, while standing very 
tall; 
And then a man who was 
called Bill Dumb, 
said, "1 believe that when 
praying a man should clasp 
his hands in front and cross 
his thumbs," 
But a man who went by the 
name of Joe Bread, 
recalled that he once fell in-
to a well, and as he began to 
descend, with his feet up in 
the air, said, "I began to 
pray, as I never prayed be-
fore, and the best praying I 
ever did, was while I was 
standing on my head!" 

Now the moral of this 
story is that position is not 
nearly as important as at-
titude. The first three men 
seemed more concerned that 

their fellow man see them in 
the correct position for 
prayer than they did in 
whether God heard them or 
not. The last man, however, 
was sincere in his prayer and 
wanted God to hear his plea. 

In Matthew 6:5-6 Jesus 
said, "And when you pray, 
you are not to be as the 
hypocrites: for they love to 
stand and pray in the 
synagogues and on the street 
corners, in order to be seen 
by men. Truly I say to you, 
they have their reward in 
full. But when you pray, go 
into your inner room, and 
when you have shut your 
door, pray to your Father 
who is in secret, and your 
Father who sees in secret will 
repay you." 

Throughout the Bible 
there are examples of men of 
God who prayed in various 
positions, such as standing, 
kneeling, with arms 
upraised, or bowed with 
head upon the ground. 

In the scripture verses 
quoted above, we see that 
the hypocrites prayed while 
standing in the synagogues 
and on the street corners. 
However, once more we see 
that the emphasis is not on 
their position but on their 
attitude. The reason that 

they prayed in this manner 
was that they wanted 
everyone around them to see 
how "religious" they were. 
Jesus said that if their main 
objective was to seek atten-
tion and the admiration of 
those around them, then on-
ce they have obtained the 
reward they seek after, they 
cannot reasonably expect 
any other. 

In contrast to those 
seeking personal attention, 
Jesus assured us that those 
who pray in private with a 
sincere heart, will be heard 
by our Father in heaven, and 
He will answer as He sees 
fit. 

I am sure that everyone 
has had times when they 
prayed, often with tears in 
their eyes, when they felt a 
closeness to God which has 
been seldom experienced. I 
am sure there are also other 
times, usually when our at-
tention-span is short and our 
concentration minimal, that 
we feel like our prayers 
bounce off the ceiling and 
we can't get through to God 
at all. Let us strive to have 
the proper attitude that the 
majority of our prayer times 
will fall into the first 
category. 
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T HE CIVILIZED nations of the world are going about 
things in the wrong way in dealing with this Korean 
Airliner incident. 

We're not fighting dirty. 
We all seem to be part of the same game, but we aren't 

playing according to the same set of rules. 
Our first reactions to the news were typical: shock, 

sorrow, outrage. We were then treated to some heretofore 
confidential information concerning our nation's high 
levels of intelligence gathering as we listened to recordings 
of radio transmissions describing the whole bloody in-
cident. 

Our outrage grew. But that's about the only noticably 
significant thing that's happened. President Reagan 
seemed to promise a dose of arsenic, then settled for a glass 
of sour milk. 

At first, the Soviets claimed to have had no knowledge 
of what happened to the jet or the 269 civilians aboard it. 
Later they admitted what they had done, but defended 
their actions, saying they were justified in downing the 
plane because it was on a spy mission. Most of us probably 
doubt that the civilian airliner was actually spying, but for 
just a minute, let's assume it was. So what? 

The central issue here is massacre, not espionage. 
Besides, the truth is, in the category of information 
retrievable by planes flying at 30,000 feet, there isn't much 
the Americans and the Soviets don't already know about 
each other, anyway. 

There were no doubt more than just a few people who 
were quite skeptical about what the U.S. would do about 

D ESPITE THE declared end of martial law in 
Poland, life for the average Pole will remain essen-
tially unchanged. Military rule has simply been re- 

placed with a series of "temporary" regulations that are 
equally harsh and more likely to become permanent. 

Although General Wojciech Jaruzelski's regime might 
boast otherwise, the regulations confirm the underlying 
fear of Polish officials that the popular discontent that 
resulted in the formation of the now-banned Solidarity 
trade union, KOR and other dissident groups is yet to be 
contained. 

This fear is further demonstrated by the selective am-
nesty enacted by Jaruzelski's puppet Parliament. The 
move is clearly designed to appease Western nations, 
especially the United States, into lifting economic san-
ctions, while releasing only the most minor political of fel -, 
ders. Dozens of the officially reported 550 political 
prisoners now in Polish jail cells will not be freed. These 
include a number of former Solidarity leaders and KOR 
dissidents charged with conspiracy against the state. The 
"show trials," as they are being called in the West, must 
go on. 

Those outside continue to remain active, however. 
Although such underground leaders as Zbigniew Bujak 
might benefit from the amnesty, he advised his colleagues 
to stay in hiding until a full amnesty is granted. He also en-
„ouraged a continued boycott of the "unions” approved 
by the government to replace Solidarity. 

According to Leopold Labedz, a Polish emigre living in 
London and editor of a special two-volume report, 
"Poland Under Jaruzelski," appearing in SURVEY, the 
influential and informative British journal of East-West 
studies, the hopes of dissidents have not been crushed, nor 
has their movement. 

"Since September 1939," he writes, "when the Polish 
.rate was invaded from West and East by the allied armies 

Nazi Germany and the Soviet Union, the Polish eagle 
has not ceased beating its wings against the bars of its cage. 

"The cage is seriously damaged," he says, but "the 
struggle continues despite countless arrests, persecution 
and repression." 

It would be an unfortunate mistake to read the wrong 
things into General Jaruzelski's lated gambit. Martial law 
has been replaced with a bureaucratic substitute. Women 
and children jailed during the political unrest are being set 
free; but the show trials are slated to take place as 
scheduled. General Jaruzelski is undoubtedly in firm 
.ommand. Solidarity has been put in its place. And the 
pope has come and gone without incident. 

Still, events have been set in motion in Poland that are 

this incident when news of it broke. "Will we finally take a 
strong stand against the Soviets on something?" people 
must have asked. 

It doesn't seem so. 
Granted, there isn't much we can do, and that's really 

pretty pitiful. 
Economic warfare is just about the only type of warfare 

we're capable of waging against the Soviets. And even so, 
it's not the type of war we could win by ourselves; if we 
refused to sell them grain, and someone else sold it to 
them, what's the use? 

But if no one did ... 
Sure, such an idea is bad news for the American Farmer, 

who has already seen more than his share of bad news. But 
maybe that would be a little more incentive for the gover-
nment to assist the farmers. Goodness knows if the money 
weren't spent in that direction, it would be spent in some 
other area a lot less worthwhile. 

Even if such a move made things tough economically for 
us, it's a safe bet that the West is far more capable of 
weathering hard times than the East. But such things, in 
and of themselves, may not be enough either. 

The atrocities continued through this week when Mon-
day, the Soviet Union vetoed a United Nations Security 
Council resolution which would }lave "deplored" the in-
cident. All those who voted, voted for the resolution; the 
Soviets then vetoed it. The relative worthlessness of U.N. 
resolutions aside, does that veto mean that the U.N. of-
ficially has made no denouncement of what happened? 

As awful as it seems, fighting dirty may soon be the only 
option we have left. 

beyond Jaruzelski', ability to control. The Polish people 
came within an inch of breaking the Communist yoke; it is 
a feeling they will not soon forget. The Polish eagle will 
continue to beat its wings against the bars of its cage until 
it finds the freedom that dwells within its heart.

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PROPOSITION NO. I 
ON THE BALLOT 

House Joint Resolution 
91 proposes a constitution-
al amendment which re-
quires a county with a pop-
ulation of 30,000 or more 
to be divided into not less 
than four nor more than 
eight justice of the peace 
precincts. A county with a 
population of 18,000 or 
more but less than than 
30,000 shall be divided into 
not less than two nor more 
than five justice of the 
peace precincts. A county 
with a population of less 
than 18,000 shall be des-
ignated as a single justice 
of the peace precinct or, 
upon a finding of neces-
sity by the commissioners 
court, shall be divided into 
more than one justice of 
the peace precinct but not 
more than four. The 
amendment provides fur-
ther, that in any precinct 
in which there is a city 
with a population of 18,000 
or more, two justices of 
the peace shall be elected. 
The amendment allows a 
justice of the peace, con-
stable or commissioner to 
continue in office until the 
expiration of his term, al-
though a change in pre-
cinct boundaries results in 
the officer no longer being 
a resident of the precinct 
for which he was elected 
or appointed and allows a 
justice of the peace or con-
stable to continue in office 
until the expiration of his 
term even though a change 
in precinct boundaries re-
sults in the abolishment of 
the precinct or more than 
one justice of the peace or 
constable serving the pre-
cinct. Vacancies in the of-
fice of justice of the peace 
or constable that result 
from a precinct boundnry 
change shall he filled by 
the commissioners court 
until the next general elec-
tion. The amendment would 
take effect on January 1, 
1984, and counties with 
populations of less than 
30,000 and with more than 
four justice of the peace 
and constable' precincts 
would have until January 
1, 1987 to comply with the 
amendment. 

The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The 
constitutional amend-
ment authorizing fewer 
justice of the peace and 
constable precincts in 
counties with a popula-
tion of less than 30,000 
and providing for con-
tinuous service by jus-
tices of the peace, con-
stables, and county 
commissioners when pre-
cinct boundaries are 
changed." 

PROPOSITION NO. 2 
ON THE BALLOT 

House Joint Resolution 
105 proposes a constitu-
,onal amendment which 

would limit a homestead in 
a city, town or village to a 
lot or lots amounting to 
not more than one acre of 
land, together with any 
improvements on the land. 
The constitutional require-
ment that, at the time of 

designation, 	an 	urban 
homestead not exceed ten 
thousand dollars in value 
without reference to the 
value of any improvements 
on the land would be elim-
inated. 

The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The 
constitutional amend-
ment replacing the limi-
tation on the value of an 
urban homestead with a 
limitation based on size." 

PROPOSITION NO. 3 
ON THE BALLOT 

Senate Joint Resolution 
1 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that authorizes 
the Legislature to enact 
legislation that permits 
representative associations 
of agricultural producers 
to collect refundable as-
sessments on their product 
sales to be used solely 
to finance programs of 
marketing, promotion, re-
search and education relat-
ing to those products. It 
provides, further, that 
adoption of the proposed 
constitutional amendment 
will bring into effect Sen-
ate Bill 607, Acts of the 
68th Legislature, Regular 
Session, 1983, with rejec-
tion of the amendment re-
sulting in Senate Bill 607 
having no effect. 

The proposed constitu-
tional amendment will 
appear on the ballot as 
follows: "The constitu-
tional amendment pro-
viding for the advance-
ment of food and fiber 
production and market-
ing in this state through 
research, education, and 
promotion financed by 
the producers of agri-
cultural products." 

PROPOSITION NO. 4 
ON THE BALLOT 

House Joint Resolution 
30 proposes a constitution-
al amendment which au-
thorizes the Legislature to 
enact laws to provide for 
the succession of members 
of the Legislature in the 
event of enemy attack and 
allows the suspension of 
procedural rules imposed 
by the Constitution in the 
event of, or immediate 
threat of, enemy attack. 
The amendment empowers 
the Governor, after con-
sultation with the Speak-
er of the House and the 
Lieutenant Governor, to 
suspend the constitutional 
requirement that the Leg-

islature hold its sessions 
in Austin and allows the 
suspension of procedural 
rules by the Governor issu-
ing a proclamation in 
which the House of Rep-
resentatives and Senate 
concur by resolution ap-
proved by a majority of 
the members present. Sus-
pension of the constitu-
tional rules may not 
exceed a period of two 
years under a single proc-
lamation; however, the 
Governor may renew the 
suspension by issuing a 
new proclamation con-
curred in by the House of 
Representatives and the 
Senate through a reslu-
tion approved by iii'• -.• c- 

ity of the members pres-
ent. 

The amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as 
follows: "The constitu-
tional amendment autho-
rizing statutory provi-
sions for succession of 
public office during dis-
asters caused by enemy 
attack, and authorizing 
the suspension of cer-
tain constitutional rules 
relating to legislative 
procedure during those 
disasters or during im-
mediate threat of enemy 
attack." 

PROPOSITION NO. S 
ON THE BALLOT 

Senate Joint Resolution 
12 proposes a constitution-
al amendment that autho-
rizes the Legislature to 
enact legislation providing 
for the use of the perma-
nent school fund and in-
come from the permanent 
school fund to guarantee 
bonds issued by school dis-
tricts. The amendment 
provides, further, that the 
Legislature may appropri-
ate part of the available 
school fund for adminis-
tration of the permanent 
school fund cr of a bond 
guarantee program estab-
lished pursuant to the 
amendment.

"The constitutional 
amendment authorizing 
use of the permanent 
school fund to guaran-
tee bonds issued by 
school districts."

House Joint Resolution 
1 proposes a constitutional 
amendment which would 
permit the Legislature to 
provide for the garnish-
ment of wages to enforce 
court-ordered child sup-
port payments. The gar-
nishment remedy would 
not be available for other 
purposes.

ON '111E. BALLOT 

Senate Joint Resolution 
14 proposes a constitution-
al amendment that autho-
rizes the Veterans' Land 
Board to provide for, issue, 
and sell general obligation 
bonds of the State of 
Texas in an amount not to 
exceed $800 pillion to pro-
vide financing to veterans 
of the state. The amend-
ment requires that three 
hundred million dollars of 
the state bonds be dedi-
cated to the Veterans' 
Land Fund. The Fund is to 
be used to purchase land 
to be sold to veterans 
under such terms, rules 
and regulations as may be 
authorized by law. The 
amendment creates the 
Veterans' Housing Assis-
tance Fund and requires 
that $500 million of the 
state bonds authorized by 
the amendment be dedi-
cated to the Fund. The 
Veterans' Housing Assis-
toner Fund will be utilized 
by the Veterans' Land 
Board for the purpose of 
making home mortgage 
loans to veterans for hous-
ing within the state and 
Lr tt,v ii,1 ■ 15in,trat ve 

costs of administering the 
fund and issuing the bonds. 
The amendment provides, 
further, that if there is 
not money in either the 
Veterans' Land Fund or 
the Veterans' Housing As-
sistance Fund available for 
payment of principal 'and 
interest on the general ob-
ligation bonds issued pur-
suant to the amendment, 
then money coming into 
the Treasury in each fiscal 
year is appropriated in an 
amount sufficient for pay-
ment of principal and in-
terest due in that fiscal 
year.

With the fall season at 
hand, fair time is also here.

Here's a reminder from 
the Texas Animal Health 
Commission for producers 
who will be shipping 
livestock from Oklahoma 

into Texas and those who 
will be crossing the B and C 
brucellosis line in this area. 

Joe Kuykendall, Muenster 
Texas Animal Health Com-
mission compliance officer, 
suggests you have the 
necessary health papers for 
your livestock. 

"We want to make sure 
everyone is in compliance 
with state regulations. And 
those regulations have this 
purpose: to maintain the 
health requirements to keep 
from spreading livestock 
diseases," he said. 

Kuykendall has been with 
the Texas Animal Health 
Commission in this area for 
about seven years. He works 
on the Texas-Oklahoma line 
and also checks the Texas B 
and C brucellosis line. 

"Most of the people 
hauling livestock into Texas 
or across the B and C line 
are very cooperative. We 
have only a small percentage 
that we have to file a corn-
plaint on," he said. 

The B and C brucellosis 
line separates these counties 
in this area in accordance 
with the Texas brucellosis 
program: B area counties 
are those west of and in-
cluding Cooke, Wise, 
Tarrant and Johnson, C area 
counties are those east of 
and including Grayson, 
Denton, and Dallas. 

The Texas Brucellosis 
program provides for a B 
and C area of Texas. The B 
area is generally in the 
western half of the state 
where brucellosis infection is 
less of a problem than in the 
eastern half of the state.

This year we have been 
fortunate in most instances 
to harvest both good crops 
from wheat and milo. We 
experienced several 
problems with our milo this 
year, but with these dif-
ficulties there were still good 
yields. One thing we obser-
ved early in some fields was 
damage from yellow sugar 
cane aphids. They inject a 
toxin into the plant and 
cause the leaves to turn pur-
ple. A host plant to this 
smallyellow aphid is John- 
songrass. So reduction in 
Johnsongrass patches on 
field borders help in seedling 
milo development.

drought in a lot of instances. 
We had poor stands until 
more moisture was received 
to germinate seeds. We can't 
control moisture received, 
but we can control a lot of 
insects. Stress to seedling 
plants can stunt, kill, or 
cause poor stands and eratic 
maturity in fields. Some 
producers in the county and 
area are using an insecticide 
(Furidan) for control of 
greenbug and cinch bug 
problems with good success. 
As usual the least amount of 
problems this year was from 
the sorghum midge. Midge 
showed up in Cooke County 
this year about July I I . This 
was past the yellow blossom 

stage in most instances. 
Some late milo did show 
midge damage in large 
populations, though. 

Recently we combined the 
grain sorghum variety plots 
that we had on the Albert 
Zimmerer farm at Hood. 
One of the biggest problems 
with the varieties was 
lodging. It should be noted 
that several of the varieties 
in the demonstartion that 
showed the least amount of 
lodging were the worst in 
other areas of Cooke Coun-
ty. The plots were planted 
April 12 and harvested on 
August 16. Results are
