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Chamber hears talk on growth planning 
Texans 	of 	Congressional 

District 17 are among the elite of 
the nation in that they have super 
representation in Charles 
Stenholm and Phil Gramm. That 
opinion is supported by their 
leadership in behalf of the deficit 
reduction legislation now under 
consideration in Washington. 

Normally this column would be 
proud to comment with cheers, 
but prefers in this case do be more 
complete and more specific. 

A news release just received 
from Stenholm's office serves that 
purpose very well. It reads as 
follows. 

Congressman Charles Stenholm 
praised the House version of a 
deficit-reduction bill at a Thur-
sday morning break fast of the 
United States Chamber of Com-
merce. 

Speaking to more than 200 of 
the country's business leaders, 
Stenholm said the bill is essential 
to a sound financial future for 
America. He said the Senate's 
Gramm-Rudman legislation is the 
closest Congress has come to 
dealing with the realities of the 2 
tillion-dollar national debt. 

"I commend my fellow Texan 
Phil Gramm for forcing Congress 
to do something that the majority 
of my colleagues did not want to 
do," the Stamford native said. 
"His version was not perfect, but 
it was the impetus for the measure 
in the House, which is better." 

"The House Democratic 
revision of Gramm-Rudman is 
now the key to real deficit reduc-
tion," he told the crowd. "It trims 
more and does it quicker. We can-
not put deficit-reduction off. We 
have to make those crucial 
decisions today and let the people 
see where we really stand. It's time 
to bite the bullets." 

The Senate bill requires phasing 
in a balanced federal budget by 
1991, but would not require major 
spending cuts until after the 
November, 1986 elections for 34 
senators. The House bill cuts 
spending immediately and balan-
ces the budget by 1990. In both, a 
balanced budget is enforced by 
making automatic, across-the-
board spending cuts in most 
programs if the President and 
Congress fail to write annual 
budgets that meet the phase-in 
targets. 

The largest controversy has 
been which, if any, programs 
would be exempt from the 
automatic cuts. The Senate ver-
sion exempts from cuts $250 
billion in entitlement programs, 
none of which are targeted for the 
poor or disabled, totalling one-
fourth of the entire budget. The 
House added $10 billion more in 
exemptions, which ' includes 
protection for Disabled Veterans 
benefits and programs for the 
poor. 

"I do not agree with those who 
say that adding the House exem-
ptions will gut the bill," the 
Congressman said. "My question 
to them is how can you oppose the 
House bill because it exempts $10 
billion, when you look out $250 
billion? How in the world can they 
honestly tell their constituents that 
that the deficit is a grave threat 
and at the same time say we can't 
cut that much that fast?" 

Stenholm also told the Chamber 
that he supported Texas 
Congressman Marvin Leath's 
proposal last April, which asked 
for the reductions now being con-
sidered in Washington. That bill 
would have required cuts across 
the board. 

"Gramm-Rudman shows the 
direction we need to go in order to 
control spending, but it is not the 
best vehicle. The only fair and 
equitable legislation, the one that 
would help our country the most, 
will allow us to have deficit-
reduction across the board. I have 
heard from senior citizens in my 
district and they tell me, they 
don't want their benefits cut if we 
keep heaping money on -defense at

Nearly twenty years ago our good 
friend, Dr. Hans Sehnholz, one of 

_ America's foremost free market 
economists, wrote these significant 
words: 

"...The simple truth is that 
without the Federal Reserve System 
there can be no continuing march 
towards socialism, and with it there 
can be no free economy. That is 
why the adherents of liberty and 
capitalism cannot rest until the 
Federal Reserve System has been 
abolished. 

"Precisely 110 years ago Karl 
Marx enumerated in his Coin-
munist Manifesto ten prerequisites 
for a successful revolution and the 
conversion of any nation into a 
socialist state. Point 5 reads:'Cen-
tralization of credit in the hands 
of the State, by means of a 
national bank with State capital 
and an exclusive monopoly.' Since 
the abolition of the gold standard 
in 1933 this point has been realized 
in America, for all essential pur-
poses. The Federal Reserve 
System constitutes its 
realization." 

Now, these are not the words of 
some radical. This is the reasoned 

Here's what Philip Geyelin of 
The Washington Post wrote recen-
tly about President Reagan's first 
ambassador to France, Evan 
Galbraith: 

"Galbraith took it upon himself 
to instruct the French about the 
workings of their internal politics 
(the Communist Party has no 
place). He publicly declared that 
'there is something about' the 
U.S. Foreign Service 'that takes 
the guts out of (career) people.' 
He propounded the proposition 
that the State Department is 'too 
big a place to rely on the secretary 
and the deputy secretary to enfor-
ce the political policy.' American 
ambassadors, he argued out loud, 
should be the ideological mirror 
image of the president." 

Obviously, Geyelin was praising 
Galbraith for the ambassador's 
courage, his willingness to speak 
out against the evil of com-
munism, his steadfast opposition 
to the mindless orthodoxy that 
plagues the Foreign Service, and 
his commitment to the philosophy 
of the President who carried 49 
states in last year's election. 
Right? 

Wrong. Geyelin sought not to 
praise Galbraith but to bury him 
to ridicule. "It was hard to figure 
what France had done to deserve 
Evan Galbraith," Geyelin wrote. 
He said the U.S. should, in effect, 
apologize for sending Galbraith to 
Paris. 

From the viewpoint of the 
nation's ruling establishment, an 
ambassador is supposed to be 
sophisticated. He is supposed to 
come from a certain cultural  

conclusion of the chairman of the 
economics department at Grove 
City College in Pennsylvania, the 
holder of two earned doctorates and 
the foremost student of the late 
Ludwig von Mises. 

Economic writers like Sehnholz 
have been pointing out the dangers 
of the Fed for many years. Finally, 
an organization has been formed to 
work for abolishing the Federal 
Reserve. 

The Federal Reserve, although 
privately owned by its bank 
stockholders, is a creature of the 
Congress. Congress established it by 
law in 1913, and congress can 
disestablish it by law at any time. 

It is crucial that we get rid of the 
Fed, otherwise, we will never halt 
the move toward socialism, nor will 
be ever be able to solve our major 
economic problems. 

Just as it took President Andrew 
Jackson years to get rid of the Bank 
of the Untied States, it will take 
years to get rid of the Fed. But the 
effort must be started now and the 
Committee To Abolish the Fed has 
been formed to make that start. 

The Committee's first efforts will 
be directed toward bringing about 

background, with education at the 
"right" schools. He must have a 
certain outlook on the world's 
problems; he must accept the idea 
that the United States, in its blind 
opposition to communism, is 
causing a lot of suffering in the 
world. 

He must be the kind of person 
who (a) spends his career in the 
U.S. Foreign Service, the civil ser-
vice system and union for foreign 
affairs professionals, or (b) makes 
big bucks doing business with 
Third World and communist 
countries. And he must be willing 
to join organizations like the 
Council on Foreign Relations and 
the Trilateral Commission; to the 
establishment, mere membershp 
in those Rockefeller-financed 
exclusive clubs is considered 
proper qualification for an am-
bassadorship or another top job at 
the State Department. 

(I do not suggest, as the con-
spiracy theorists do, that the CFR 
and the Trilateralists are trying to 
take over the world. Those 
organizations, like the whites-only 
men's clubs of a generation ago, 
are symtom of the problem, not a 
cause. The problem is elitism, the 
idea that some people are simply 
better than others by virtue of 
their ancestry or cultural 
background.) 

Of course, ambassadors are 
supposed to represent precisely the 
views of the President, not the 
views of the international business 
community or the State Depar-
tment bureaucracy. An am-
bassador is supposed to act, in a 
given situation, exactly as the  

audits of the Fed. It is astounding 
but true that the Fed has never been 
audited by the federal government, 
in spite of the fact that it is the 
nation's central bank. 

The Committee is seeking 
legislation which would provide for 
a complete and thorough audit of 
the Federal Reserve and member 
banks by the General Accounting 
Office, the "watchdog" agency for 
the Congress. 

Said Ron Paul of the Committee 
in a recent letter: "We will also seek 
legislation to open up the secret 
Federal Open Market Committee 
where interest rates are set. The 
people and the press must be 
allowed to attend these meetings. If 
we can accomplish only this, you'll 
see much less 'funny money' being 
printed." 

The Committee believes that as a 
result of its programs to educate the 
public about the Federal Reserve, 
amssive pressures will be built up 
which the Congress will be unable 
to ignore. The ultimate goal is to 
place the money and banking 
system directly under control of 
market forces instead of money 
managers. 

President would if he had the time 
to concentrate on relations with a 
single nation. Indeed, an am- 
bassador 	should 	be 	a 
philosophical 	clone 	of 	the 
President. He (or she) should be 
an advocate for the policies and 
programs of his own country, not 
an agent of the foreign gover-
nment to which he serves as en-
voy. He should keep in mind that 
his "clients" are the President and 
people of the United States, not 
the leaders of the country he is 
assigned to. 

Evan Galbraith is no bum-
pkin. A graduate of Yale and 
Harvard, he is a lawyer and for-
mer assistant secretary of com-
merce who also served as vice 
president of Morgan Guaranty 
Trust Company and, for five 
years, as head of the bank's Paris 
operation. Nevertheless, he is a 
Reaganite. It was no surprise that 
he would be the President's man 
in Paris, and no surprise that he 
would serve with distinction and 
become a target of the liberals. 
The surprise was that, during the 
Reagan Presidency, we have had 
only a few Evan Galbraiths, and 
most of our ambassadors have 
come from the Foreign Service 
bureaucracy, where they laugh 
their heads off at the "rightwing" 
notions of That Man in the White 
House.

New Folder 
shows 6 flags 
of texas 

Just in time for Texas' forth-
coming Sesquicentennial year, 
when Texans will be looking back 
on their colorful heritage, the 
folks at the travel division of the 
state highway department have 
come up with a new folder cap-
turing the very meat of the state's 
epic heritage. 

Titled "The Flags of Texas," 
the folder pictures in high-quality 
detail the famous six flags of 
Texas history, and for good 
measure includes bits about the 
state seal, bird, tree, flower, grass, 
gem stone, and dish. (The official 
Texas state dish is -- what else --
chili.) 

"Speaking of birds," said Tom 
Taylor, director of the highway 
department's Travel and Infor-
mation Division, "this little folder 
may well get two or three with the 
same proverbial toss. It's not only 
timely for next year's Sesquicen-
tennial, but it'll answer a lot of 
questions we get from millions of 
travelers at our Texas Tourist 
Bureaus." 

Taylor explained that most of 
the state's 12 tourist bureaus 
began flying all six of the 
historical flags in recent years. 
Among non-Texans, they generate 
perpetual questions about what 
they are and which is which. 

"We Texans took it for granted 
that everyone would recognize the 
flags of Spain, France, Mexico, 
and so forth," said Taylor, "But 
after thousands of questions, it's 
apparent that folks from Ohio or 
Illinois have no idea, but they do 
want to know." 

Acknowledging that the folder 
was produced primarily for out-
of-state visitors who come by the 
millions each year, Taylor added, 
"This little folder also may 
become a 'must' for youngsters 
studying Texas history. But that's 
all right, we printed enough to 
supply our tourist bureaus and 
lots of mail requests, too."

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Visions of the champ title of 
North Zone, District 4-A, faded 
out for the Hornets Friday night 
at Valley View as they lost 17-6 in 
a showdown with the Eagles.

Soil erosion is 
a major problem 

Everyone recognizes that visible 
soil erosion is bad, whether it is in 
your yard, field, or roadside. This 
erosion causes sediment to stop up 
culverts, causes gullies, and just 
looks bad. 

However, the greatest damage is 
to the soil by the fact that the 
productive upper topsoil layer is 
eroded away. Once the topsoil is 
gone or reduced, a cycle is per-
petuated that becomes very dif-
ficult to break. The cycle consists 
of runoff-erosion-lower yield. 

Attempts to offset erosion's ef-
fects with fertilizer are unable to 
equal uneroded sites. Anyone who 
has worked to change an eroded 
field to a highly productive field 
will attest to how runnoff-erosion-
low yield perpetuates itself. 

The main objective of soil and 
water conservation is to protect 
our land so that very little visible 
erosion occurs. Practices, such as 
waterways, terraces, contour far-
ming, and conservation tillage, 
will protect the valuable cropland 
topsoil. Grassland practices, such 
as good pasture management and 
planned grazing systems, will en-
sure adequate grass cover to 
protect the topsoil. 

Research has shown the greatest 
recovery from erosion can be 
achieved where it is economical to 
return deposited topsoil back to 
the eroded areas, then managing 
the soil with recommended prac-
tices. This usually can occur only 
in yards or other small areas. 

"Waiting for erosion to occur 
before applying conservation 
practices is similar to closing the 
gate after the horse is gone," 
states Ray Svacina of the Soil 
Conservation Service.

The recent good weather has 
gotten many producers back into 
the fields. It appears that about 70 
to 80 percent of the fall planting is 
completed. The recent heavy rains 
have rotted some seed and plants, 
but in most instances, small grain 
fields look excellent. Many pro-
ducers have begun stocking small 
grain pastures with stocker calves 
for the winter. 

This past week we had the op-
portunity to put out some 
Ryegrass Post Emerge Control 
Herbicide Plots. Purpose of these 
plots is to check the effect of cer-
tain ryegrass in small grain fields. 
The two herbicides used both 
separately and in combination are 
Glean and Hoelon. Of the two 
products, Hoelon will do the best  

job on controlling ryegrass post 
emerge. However, one factor pro-
ducers must consider when using 
Hoelon is its grazing restriction. 
Hoelon is not labeled for any field 
that will be grazed. Larry Todd, 
with American Hoechst Chemical 
Company, tells me that the residue 
can show up in both plant and 
animal tissues. In the past, he has 
seen some success in using Hoelon 
at higher rates following grazing 
in late February for ryegrass 
control. 

This past year we used Hoelon 
on our Hard Wheat Demonstra-
tion Plots with good success. This 
was applied fairly late in the grow-
ing season. Another thing to 
remember about Hoelon is that we 
get no broadleaf weed control 
with its use 

The other product we are using 
is Glean. Glean has shown ex-
cellent results in Pre Emerge ap-
plications for control of ryegrass. 
We have had no luck in control of 
cheat with Glean or with the 
Hoelon product. We are using 
Glean Post Emerge in this 
demontration to check its effect 
on ryegrass. Glean will kill 
broadleaf weeds but the big kicker 
with Glean is its recropping inter-
val. These plotS are on the old 
Sicking Farm west of Gainesville 
on Highway 82. We will be look-
ing at them more closely in the 
coming months. 

Producers should read those 
labels and know the limitations of 
that herbicide before purchase or 
use.
