Many comments in the com-
munity during the past week in-
dicate that people emphatically 
resent the prominant headlines on 
last Friday's Gainesville Daily 
Register stating "Muenster man 
sentenced to life for infant's 
death". 

The item refers to a person iden-
tified as Todd Anthony Hud-
dleston, charged with beating his 
three-month-old stepdaughter, 
Ashli Dawn Huddleston in 
December 1984. 

Long time residents said they 
had never heard of the fellow until 
his name came up in the trial, and 
they certainly had no idea that he 
was a "Muenster Man". And they 
were definitely miffed at being 
told in bold print that he is one of 
them. It's easy to understand that 
they dislike being identified with 
his kind. 

As a matter of fairness, some 
have wondered what kind of 
regrettable boner connected the 

man with Muenster. A quest is 
that at one time he had malt sent 
in care of a relative or someone 
else with a Muenster address. 
Though remote, it could be a way 
of associating him with Muenster. 
Perhaps it happened. More likely 
not. 

Everything considered It is more 
probable that the convicted 
criminal is not a Muenster man 
and should not have been iden-
tified as one. On the other hand, 
to give the narrator of the story 
the benefit of a doubt, let's 
assume that the identification is 
correct, that he knew something 
these many Muenster people do 
not know. Even then, it is im-
proper to state the reference in 
print three times, mabybe more. It 
was first mentioned at the start of 
the trial, then at least another time 
before the extra bold display on 
sentencing. 

Use of that name in that con-
nection, whether true or false, that 
is, identifying Muenster with that 
kind of character, is degrading to 
say the least. And to keep 
repeating it becomes insulting. 

No matter how one looks at it, 
this is an unfortunate or irrespon-
sible boner. Muenster has a right 
to take offense. 

Unfortunately, this is not a rare 
incident. It happens with 
monotonous regualrity, often 
spreading false or embarrassing 
reports harmful to one's good 
name. It's well known that the ill 
effects of a damaging statement 
are never completely undone. 

A tragedy in becoming impor-
tant public figures is that so many 
reporters are always eager to get 
them in the news. Sometimes they 
have facts, sometimes just rumor, 
sometimes with a motive of good 
will, sometimes malice. Under-
standably, many good names are 
blemished by the unfavorable 
statements...like communities can 
be offended by being un-
necessarily associated with un-
desirables. 

The public has reason to be 
concerned about the material that 
reaches the media. It's important 
to be cautious about possible ill 
effect on local, state, national and 
international levels. There would 
be more harmony all the way if the 
ugly stuff could be avoided.

The mineral treasure house 
AUSTIN—Unlike any other 

primary election in Texas pol-
itics, the top of the Democratic 
slate is set and the hottest ac-
tion will be in the Republican 
nominations. 

With the February filing 
deadline for public office only a 
few short weeks away, guber-
natorial hopefuls are gearing 
up for what promises to be one 
of the hardest-fought '86 cam-
paigns in the nation. 

Democratic Gov. Mark White 
last week returned empty-
handed from Japan, to learn a 
third GOP candidate had 
thrown his hat in the ring 
against him, and all three were 
maintaining Republican har-
mony at his expense. 

White had gone to Tokyo to 
talk Toyota Motor Co. officials 
into building their new 2,000-
new jobs plant in Texas. While 
Toyota didn't commit, the U.S. 
ambassador told White he was 
the 44th governor to visit. 

Hance Announces 
On the day White left for 

Japan, former Congressman 
Kent Hance announced for 
White's job and launched a 
four-day campaign swing 
around the state. Hance blast-
ed White on a number of 
points, but mainly for spending 
too much money. 

Hance faulted White for not 
using his veto power to curb 
"unchecked" growth in state 
government. 

When asked if his switch 
last year from Democrat to 
GOP hurt his chances, he noted 
that 500 Dallas County Re-
publicans were on his steering 
committee and he had heavy 
endorsements in Houston and 
San Antonio. 

Junior-Sized LW 
With perhaps the hottest-

ever Republican primary just  

ahead in May, many Republi-
cans want to prevent the in-
fighting from becoming bitter 
and fragmenting the party 
against White. 

So, the three who want to 
take White's job, Hance, form-
er Gov. Bill Clements, and Con-
gressman Tom Loeffler, are 
leveling their big guns at him, 
not each other. Some observers 
are wondering how long it will 
last. 

A few days ago, Clements 
told an audience that White 
saw himself as a "junior-sized 
LBJ" who is positioning him-
self for the VP slot with Ted 
Kennedy as president in 1988. 

The liberal Massachusetts 
senator is often waved as a red 
flag to stir up Texas conserva-
tives, but last week Kennedy 
visited Austin and Houston for 
fundraisers in his behalf. 

Hispanic Connection 
While the Democrats have 

racked up considerable votes in 
Hispanic precincts, the Repub-
licans are attempting to break 
that hold by encouraging an 
Hispanic to run for attorney 
general. 

The potential candidate is 
San Antonio state district 
judge Roy Barrera, Jr., son of 
the one-time Texas secretary 
of state. As he prepares for 
fundraisers across the state 
this month, he is being backed 
by no less than former Gov. 
John Connally, Eddie Chiles, 
Trammel Crow, Nelson Bunker 
Hunt, Sam Barshop and H. B. 
Zachary. 

Barrera is ripping Demo-
crats for playing on minority 
voters without running a mi-
nority candidate for statewide 
office. 

Democrats have been groom- 

ing San Antonio Mayor Henry 
Cisneros to run for just about 
whatever he would like to, but 
Cisneros has declined every 
time. Barrens will probably not 
get the barrio vote into the 
GOP primary, but if he sur-
vives as the nominee, his sur-
name may attract Hispanics to 
cross party lines in that slot. 

Redistricting Squabble 
A case questioning whether 

minorities are encouraged to 
run for high office was heard 
recently by the U.S. Supreme 
Court, and Texas Republicans 
are arguing that it and Texas 
minorities were cheated in the 
1981 redistricting by Demo-
cratic gerrymandering. 

At issue is the constitution-
ality of gerrymandering, or the 
drawing of political boundaries 
to the advantage of one group. 

Texas Republicans and some 
minority groups feel they each 
lost a U.S. House and state 
senate seat when the 1981 Leg-
islature failed to divide the dis-
tricts of two white liberal 
Democrats. 

Senator Hospitalized 
One of the Democratic in-

cumbents, state Sen. Oscar 
Mauzy, now a candidate for 
Texas Supreme Court, an-
nounced last week he has 
entered a California hospital 
for treatment of alcoholism. 

His press release said he ex-
pected to remain there four 
weeks and to have his situation 
under control upon his return 
to Texas. 

Special Election 
Four candidates have entered 

a Nov. 5 special election to re-
place Terrell state Rep. Gordon 
Arnold, who resigned to be-
come top aid to House Speaker 
Gib Lewis. 

In the race for the Kaufman 
and Ellis counties seat are four 
Democrats: R. G. Perryman 
and John Snider, both of Wax-
ahachie; and Danny Wood and 
Keith Oakley, both of Terrell; 
and two Republicans: Rick 
Bunch of Ferris and Don 
Washburn of Ennis. 

Lenoid Brezhnev said at Prague 
in 1973: "Our aim is to gain con-
trol of the two great treasure 
houses on which the West depen-
ds: the energy treasure house of 
the Persian Gulf and the mineral 
treasure house of central and 
southern Africa."

Unfortunately, the direc-
tory did not include services and 
businesses in Cooke, Grayson and 
Fannin Counties, as the Silver 
Pages are only being completed in 
large metropolitan areas.

Three of these come 
from South Africa.

During the first part of the week 
the Cooke County Hay Show was 
held in Gainesville. This year we 
had 67 samples entered in the 
Show. The majority of the hays 
were in the Forage Sorghum 
Category. 

Several things noted in this 
year's show included the lack of 
good protein content. In many 
years that we have excessive 
amounts of rainfall early in the 
growing season, we tend to see 
lower protein amounts in our 
forages. This can be attributed to 
the rapid growth of the plant and 
the limited amount of nutrient 
takeup. Most of the forage 
sorghums, even though cut at the 
ideal stage which is during the 
boot, only yielded in the seven to 
nine percent protein range. 
Legume hays also showed lower 
protein content this year. Much of 
the alfalfa was from 12 to 19 per-
cent crude protein with the ma-
jority being in the 17 percent 
range. 

Producers would benefit this 
year from forage testing of their 
hays before the fall and winter 
feeding period. Forage evaluation 
will help in estimating supplemen-
tal protein nutrients for various 
cattle classes. Forage tests can be
