It is pleasing to learn tha 
proposed normalization of re-
lations with Castro's Cuba is 
less likely than seems indica-
ted by the attitude of th 
administration. A group o 
senators has just come up 
with a legislative bill requir 
ing Cuba to meet four con 
ditions in order to restor 
good relations with thi 
country. 

That group of senators is 
loaded with prestige; an ar-
ray of informed and patriotic 
people who are determined 
that Cuba has to mend its 
ways to qualify for favors 
from us' Considering that the 
constitution requires the Sen-
ate to approve any formal 
agreement with a foreign 
country, it appears that the 
Senate is definitely an ob-
stacle to the deal. 

Sportier; of the proposal 
are Senators Bob Dole, Jesse 
Helms. Barry Goldwater, Clif-
ford Hansen, S. I. Hayakawa, 
James McClure, Ted Stevens, 
Milton Young, William Scott, 
Carl Curtis, Strom Thurmand 
and Harrison Schmitt. 

The preconditions they de-
mand of Castro are: 1, repay-
ment for $1.8 billion in priv-
ate American property seized 
by the Cuban government in 
1959; 2, Release of all Amer-
ican political prisoners and 
better observance of human 
rights of Cuban citizens; 3, 
Withdrawal of Cuban military 
troops and military ad-
visers from Africa, 4, Re-
newal of the anti-highjack-
ing agreement, and guarantees 
on the future security of the 
US Naval bade at Guantan 
amo Bay. 

If the senators can sell their 
fellow senators on these ideas, 
the deal is all but hopeless. 
And as a matter of justice 
they should be settled before 
anything else is considered. 

For instance, the $1.8 bil-
lion is what Castro and 
company appropriated from 
American property owners 
when he kicked out the Batis-
ta government. It's doubtful 
that he would pay if he were 
able, and almost certain that 
he is unable. Money is what 
this thing is all about. Cuba 
is bankrupt and it's been a 
burden on Russia to the ex-
tent of about a million dollars 
a day. Which of those two 
deadbeats could we expect to 
pay off a $1.8 billion debt? 

The Soviet objective in this 
scheme is to brush off the 
burden of daily supporting 
its sattelite, certainly not to 
stand good for an old debt. 
On the other hand our na-
tion's obligation to former 
owners of the Cuban property 
is to stand pat for a settle-
ment before making any 
kind of deal. 

Equally urgent is the free. 
dom of American political 
prisoners in Cuba. As a mat-
ter of principle the senators 
are right in demanding the 
release of all of them -before 
meeting at the bargaining 
table. The same applies to 
human rights. We make a big 
issue of demanding it of other 
countries and we should do 
the same with Cuba. 

As regards an exodus from 
Angola , see can recall that 
a number of Americans have 
sounded off before and were 
ignored or insulted. This oc-
casion is a good time to add 
P. bit of clout to the former 
suggestion. 

The motive behind extend-
ing a helping hand to Cuba 
is related, no doubt, to our 
eagerness for detente with the 
Soviet Union: We have all 
kinds of brainstorms rumbl-
ing .  around in the minds of 
red sympathizers that fit neat-
ly into the Soviet plan of 
world domination while push-
ing us toward world oblivion. 
Normalizing relations with 
Cuba is relieving Moscow of 
a burden and taking it on 
ourselves. 

Another detente inspired 
promotion is the Panama 
Canal giveaway, a lot bigger 
prize than the return of 
friendly relations with Cuba. 
It is hard to imagine a greater 
favor to Moscow se a greater 
dis-service to ourselves than 
turning the big ditch over to 
the Marxist puppet Torrijos 
and his terrorist mob that 
has been harrassing our es-
tablishment in Panama. 

The plain fact is that giv-
ing the canal to Torrijos is 
equivalent to giving it to 
Russia, who from then 071 
will wield, the control over 
it. The canal is vital to Amer-

and stalled an auger. Also a 
part of the stacker had rusted 
out and leaked straw out of 
the side. And slats were rotted 
out of the feeder carriage.

Then, fin-
ally, a man with a pitchfork 
heaves the bundles to a fel-
low on a bundle wagon who 
hauls therm to the thresher 
and unloads them into the 
feeder.

start, but a bit more make be-
lieve is still in order. There 
was no binder in this produc-
tion, hence there will be no 
bundles. The stuff to be fed 
into the machine is blocks of 
straw from baled oats. 

From there on the proced-
ure is standard. Going into 
the feeder the straw is agit-
ated and chopped by feeder 
knives into a steady flow to 
the heavy cylinder, which 
does the job, of threshing the 
grain out of the heads. The 
cylinder has dozens of teeth, 
like pegs, attached to its 
circumference, which beat the 
straw coming from the feeder. 

After that the mixture of 
straw and grain passes over 
shaking sieves allowing grain 
to fall to the bottom and 
straw to continue back to a 
huge fan which blows it 
through a large diameter 
pipe to the straw stack. 

Meanwhile grain at the 
bottom is moved to the side 
and an elevator carries it to 
the weigher at the top of the 
machine. That gadget is ad-
justed to trip and unload 
when its measure by weight 
reaches a half bushel. And 
from there the grain is moved 
by auger and spout to the 
grain wagon or truck. 

Power to run the thresher 
is provided by a tractor 
some 50 feet away with a belt 
from its drive pulley to the 

Stormy weather StInday 
night confined itself to break-
ing off tree limbs all over 
town, and knocking out a 
number of electrical appli-
ances, but did little if any 
damage to local homes.

Until now only 23 dates 
have exceeded 3 inches in a 
24 hour period. 

42000 Texans Are 
Eligible to Vote in 
Beef Referendum 

Registration figures in the 
nation's first Beef Referendum 
are in and it appears that 
over 42,000 cattlemen regis-
tered in Texas. In the U.S., 
over 295,000 producers have 
registered. These figures were 
released by the Texas Beef 
Development Tasleforce (BDT). 

Cattlemen who registered 
during the June 6-17 sign-up 
are qualified to vote July 5-
15 in the nationwide beef ref-
erendum which, if approved 
by a two thirds majority, 
would provide a means of 
raising an estimated $30 mil-
lion to $40 million annually 
for use in beef research, ed-
ucation, promotion and for-
eign market development. 

The money would be raised 
by assessing beef producers' 
three tenths of one per cent 
(30 cents per $100 of value.) 

At least half of those who 
registered for the referendum 
will have to vote in it to 
make it valid,

The performance is sched-
uled for Monday, July 4, at 
3:30 p.m. at the Lutkenhaus 
farm about 4.5 miles north-
west of town. It will be a 
nostalgic experience to• many 
old timers who used to put 
in long, sweaty days during 
the harvest season, 'as well 
as something new for young-
er people who never saw a 
thresher in action. 

Phasing out of the machines 
started in the thirties and 
continued over a number of 
years as worn out threshers 
were replaced by 'combines.

The reason is that it is 
favored by both terrain and 
an abundance of frees, mak-
ing it the more comfortable 
location. 

Because of flood control 
and recreation, SCS is shar-
ing in the cost of the project 
and is using the informatiori 
in drawing up the area's 
maps and plans.
