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Pardon me for seeming to revert
to an old habit — that of prog-
nosticating about the war. If it
bores you, try to make allowance
for the fact that this column has
for the past several weeks exer-
cised commendable restraint in
that respect. But now, since a
major break has come, and espec-
ially since everybody else seems
to be talking about it, Con would
like the privilege of putting in
his two bits’ worth.

The incident, of course, is the
Italian fold-up. Which, though
still a long way from the eventual
goal, is definitely a long step in
the right direction. It means that
months have been automatically
deducted from the duration and
that thousands of allied lives
have been saved. For even though
the Fascists have had a sorry re-
cord all the “way through, they
still were able to land a few lucky
punches now and then. They have
had a small measure of success in
delaying our advance and thin-
ning our ranks. Not much more
than a nuisance, but the point is
that hereaftér they will be a nui-
sance to Germany rather than to
us. A nuisance in more ways than
one. For those who aren't actively
fighting have become either pris-
oners or rebellious citizens absorb-
ing more of the far flung German
police force.

Anybody that’s optimistic can
find plenty cause for rejoicing in
the reports now coming out. The
once mighty luftwaffe and wehr-
macht have been stopped cold. So
has the vaunted U-boat fleet.
Millions of patriots in occupied
countries are breaking out in
sabotage and open rebellion. Oil
supplies are dwindling. Transpor-
tation is deteriorating. Arms
manufacture has been critically
slowed down. And, if recent ex-
panse of the Gestapo has any
significance, German morale is-
n't so hot either.

All that in itself is enough to
give the ex-paperhanger an awful
hangover. But added thereto is
the growing Allied power in con-
trast with depleting Nazi power.
Relentless punishment is taking
its toll. Consider the Russian
counter-offensive for instance. It
is rolling back the eastern front
so fast that Hitler's retreating
legions aren’t able to keep ahead.
Result is that thousands of guns,
tanks and trucks are falling into
Red hands and the terrified flee-
ing Heinies are being picked off
like ducks in a bath tub. That’s
hurting Hitler. Hurting him plen-
ty. And if he doesn't hurry up
some reinforcements to help those
deflated specimens of the master
race, Stalin is going to chase them
all the way to Berlin.

And how about the Yanks and
Tommies? They have been vastly
reinforced since they finished
kicking the Axis out of Africa. A
powerhouse that can match blows
with anything the Germans have
in Southern Europe. You can de-
pend on that. Roosevelt and
Churchill are not in the habit of
sending out inadequate forces.
From the mere fact that the allies
are invading you can take it for
granted that they have what they
need to finish the job.

It is doubtless true that lots of
hard fighting lies ahead. Germany
still has a formidable war mach-
ine. But it so happens that the
stage is about set for the big fin-
al struggle. So it is easily possible
that all the hard fighting will
take place in the next few months
Certainly the allies, having the in-
itiative and anxious to get it over,
aren't going to lose any more time
than necessary. So long as sup-
plies and reinforcements can keep |
up with them they are going to
push forward. How far they will
have to advance and how bad they
will have to lick the nazis are, of
course, other problems. If history
repeats itself the Germans will
yvell kamerad as soon as they see
their goose is cooked. If they fear
the kind of treatment they have
been dishing out to others, thev
may go on fighting like a pack
of cornered rats.

Just the same this is the begin-
ning of the end in Europe. That’s
something to be elated over. We
can be confident the mess will
be over in '44. Maybe even in ’43.

After that a few more months

Logistics again. It takes time to
gather the supnlies and trans-
portation to put an army into the
field. But then. look out Tokyo!
If the allied Pacific force can move
forward little by little, its com-
bined Atlantic and Pacific force
will push ahead like a tidal wave.

Those little monkeys thought
they were showing some real mili-

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true where a group of farmers
cooperate as a community in stalk
destruction. The earlier the stalks
are destroyed the better — sixty
days before frost is more effective
than thirty.

In any event, cotton stalks era-
dicated at least four weeks before
frost is effective and profitable
in reducing the number of boll
weevils which survive the yinter
to attack the next year's cotton
crop. Weevils feed only on grow-
ing cotton. When cotton is har-
vested early and all green stalks
destroyed, weevils are without
food until they seek winter quar-
ters.

Experimental data from differ-
ent sections of the Cotton Belt
reveal that from 19 to 24 times as
many weevils survive the winter
in or near fields where cotton
stalks grow until frost, compared
to fields where stalks were de-
stroyed by October 15.

One pair of weevils which sur-
vive the winter is capable, under
favorable conditions, of adding
twelve million weevils to next
year’s population. In view of this,
a farming practice as simple and
economical as stalk destruction
which will destroy eighteen out of
nincteen carry-over-weevils is a
g00 1 investment. :

Any practical means, such as
plowing, disking, or cutting, of
completely stopping the growth of
cotton stalks is satisfactory.
