Accident sends Dangelmayr to Harris 

Texas Utilities Electric Com-
pany, parent of Texas Power & 
Light Company, has filed an ap-
plication with the Public Utility 
Commission asking authorization 
to refund about $58.4 million to its 
customers. 

Harry Bomar, TP&L Manager 
in Gainesville, said the company is 
also asking for authority to 
decrease fuel reserves by about 
$42.8 million from the level 
previously approved in 1986. 

The company is asking the PUC 
to decrease its composite charge for 
fuel from 2.45 cents per kilowatt-
hour to 2.19 cents. Because of the

lower fuel charge, the average 
residential customer will save 
about $30 per year, a 3.7 percent 
reduction. 

The proposed reduction in the 
fuel charge will be the second for 
TUEC customers this year. The 
charge was reduced in March, 
lowering residential customers' 
bills by about 5 percent annually. 

TUEC had announced on Oct. 
15 that it planned to ask approval 
of the refund and a lower fuel 
charge.

CONGRESS: NO HITS, NO RUNS, 
ALL ERRORS ON PRODUCT 
LIABILITY REFORM LEGISLATION 

It was the bottom of the ninth. The bases were loaded as 
our best slugger strode to the plate. Victory was just a swing 
away. This was it ... the big one. 

The crowd roared. Suddenly, as the pitcher went into his 
wind-up, the amp yelled, "Game's over!" 

Had it been a baseball game, the fans would have rioted. 
But this contest wasn't in Shca Stadium or Fenway Park. The 
arena was the marble halls of Congress. At stake was a law 
that would return fairness and reason to business insurance 
pricing and coverage. 

S. 2760, the Product Liability Reform Act, was introduced 
in the closing weeks of the Congress by Sen. Bob Kasten 
(R-Wisc.). A combination of civil justice reforms and expedited 
settlement procedures, the bill would have helped defuse a 
crisis which has left American business victimized by huge 
damage awards, unprecedented legal fees and unaffordable 
insurance rates. 

"We are now facing a nationwide liability crisis," Kasten 
said "It is touching everyone — from cities and towns to 
day-care centers, from the manufacturers of vaccines to the 
tourism industry, from the makers of football helmets to the 
neighborhood drug store." 

Make no mistake about it. The debate over product liability 

reform is not a game played for bragging rights. It is a high 
stakes contest. 

In a recent survey of its members, the National Federation 
of Independent Business found that cost and availability of 
liability insurance was the single most acute problem facing 
small firms. The 1,800 delegates to the White House Confer-
ence on Small Business put the kinds of reforms included in 
S. 2760 at the top of their list of 60 high-priority items, calling 
their passage "a life or death" matter for many small businesses. 

Fans of S. 2760 tried to give the bill its time at bat. Thousands 
of business owners phoned their Senators, urging them to hang 
tough and pass the bill — even if it meant sending the 99th 
Congress into extra innings. 

But in the end, the urge to politick for re-election outweighed 
the business community's cries for help. Opponents of the 
measure used the old "debate-it-to-death" defense, until Senate 
Majority Leader Bob Dole withdrew the bill. 

Unfortunately, this game-playing in Congress has serious 
consequences for small business. It takes so long to get a bill 
through subcommittees, committees and conferences that good 
legislation must hit a home run every time it comes to bat, or 
months — even years — may pass before it gets to the plate 
again. 

The World Series and the 99th Congress are history, but 
spring training and the 100th Congress are not far off. Product 
liability reform should be near the top of the 1987 legislative 
line-up. 

Congress needs to win this one for small-business owners, 
their workers and their customers. If our legislators don't play 
ball soon, many firms will have to close their doors "on account 
of" the continuing insurance crisis.

Anti-terrorist 
forces must be 
sent overseas

No matter how much planning 
terrorists may do, the first few 
hours of any hijacking or hostage-
taking incident will be confused 
and disorganized. 

Within a relatively short time, 
though, the terrorists consolidate 
their position. They may bring in 
reinforcements and more weapons 
or, if it's a hijacking, they may fly 
to another location. 

If we want to end such an in-
cident with minimal loss of in-
nocent lives, the best time to strike 
is in that first few hours of con-
fusion - to deny the terrorists a 
chance to increase the odds in their 
favor. 

As a member of the Senate In-
telligence Committee, there are 
limits to what I can say publicly 
about our nation's ability to 
respond to terrorism. 

But any American who keeps up 
with the news knows that the U.S. 
military created specially-trained, 
elite counter-terrorist forces after 
the disastrous 1980 attempt to 
rescue hostages at our embassy in 
Iran. 

And an unidentified Ad-
ministration source confirmed in 
recent news reports that our coun-
ter-terrorist "Delta Force" did not 
arrive in Pakistan before the tragic 
conclusion of the hijacking of an 
American airliner in August. 

No one can say if fewer people 
would have been killed had Delta 
Force arrived within a few hours 
after the plane was hijacked. Even 
if they had, it would have been 
too much to expect them to operate 
at peak efficiency after a 16-hour 
flight halfway around the world. 

And it's certain that our special 
forces will not be able to help 
resolve a hijacking if they are still in 
the air when it ends. 

For more than a year I've been 
trying to persuade the Department 
of Defense to station some portion 
of our counter-terrorist forces 
overseas, closer to the likely 
trouble spots. But nothing's been 
done - even after the Vice 
President's Task Force on Com-
bating Terrorism recommended at 
my urging that this be considered. 

The Pentagon says these forces 
should be stationed only in this 
country, for training purposes. 

Having seen the rigorous 
training these forces undergo, I can 
appreciate that their skills, such as 
small arms accuracy, need to be 
continually honed through con-
stant practice. But it seems to me 
that the United States is not the 
only place they could perfect their 
markmanship. 

Neither do the forces chosen to 
go overseas need to stay there per-
manently. Assignments could be 
made on a rotating basis every few 
months, with methods updated 
when the forces are back in the 
States. 

Every civilized nation by now 
understands the global dimensions 
of the problem of terrorism - a 
problem that is here to stay. If ap-
proached properly, one of our 
allies should agree to host some of 
our special forces. 

In a recent speech to the Senate I 
warned Defense and State Depar-
tment officials to take the steps 
needed to position some of our 
counter-terrorist forces overseas. 
If they don't, I will introduce 
legislation to require it. 

Our special forces should not be 
hamstrung any longer, nor should 
American lives be jeopardized 
needlessly through our inability to 
reach the scene of a hijacking 
quickly, with troops rested and 
ready to go.

After reading an article in the

I hope to shed some new light on 
the Day Care Industry which has 
made some very progressive 
changes in the past four or five 
years. 

You will certainly find a number 
of toys at the centers, but they are 
required by the Texas Department 
of Human Resources to provide 

AUSTIN - "Operation Game 
Thief," the Texas' Parks and 
Wildlife Department's program 
for public reporting of game law 
violators, paid $44,700 in rewards 
during its first five years of 
operation and caused 937 violators 
to pay almost $18,000 in fines. 

The program is funded entirely 
through tax-deductible donations 
from individuals and sportsmen's 
organizations across the state. The 
Operation Game Thief Committee 
serves without pay and meets twice 
yearly to review poaching cases and 
disburse rewards. 

Capt. Stanley Brooks, OGT 
coordinator, said the program 
closed out its first five years with its 
busiest year. "We received 1,142 
calls, which is 160 more than the 
previous year and the highest for 
any year since the program star-
ted," Brooks said. 

The committee last week awar-
ded $3,200 to 18 persons whose 
calls to the OGT toll-free number 
I-800-792-GAME resulted in con-
victions of game law violators 
during the past six months. The 
cases resulted in 50 citations and 
$6,352.50 in fines. There were 22 
other callers whose calls resulted in  

certain types of toys both inside 
and outside the centers, You will 
also find many good educational 
programs being taught. 

In order to provide these 
programs, Day Care Directors are 
required by the state to receive 30 
hours per year of training in child 
development and education and all 
other caregivers working at the cen-
ters must receive 15 hours per year 
of training in the same areas. 

Many of your larger Day Care 
Centers are arranged in classrooms 
by age and have full-day education 
programs, plus gymnastics and 
music included. Due to the size of 

arrests, but they elected to leave 
their reward money in the OGT 
fund. These calls were responsible 
for an additional 38 citations and 
$3,921 in fines collected. 

The largest reward was $300 to a 
caller whose tip led to the arrest of 
three violators who used illegal 
electronic devices to catch fish. 
Rewards were approved in a variety 
of cases, including snagging and 
netting of fish, killing deer in 
closed season, illegal possession of 
red drum, hunting doves over a 
baited area and killing an alligator 
without a permit.

There is a great deal of 
learning and love taking place even 
while the children are at play. I also 
offer a challenge to anyone to 
provide a "happy, well-rounded 
program" for 30 or more children 
who are in your care for 8 to 12 
hours per day with no toys.

Operation Clean Sweep 
ponders use of $20,000 

If you enjoy helping people and 
working with them to make a dif-
ficult task easier, VITA may be for 
you. VITA, the Volunteer Income 
Tax Assistance Program spon-
sored by the Internal Revenue Ser-
vice (IRS), is looking for volunteers 
to help taxpayers with their tax 
returns. 

VITA assists lower income, 
elderly, handicapped and non-
English speaking individuals who 
have problems preparing their own 
returns. VITA volunteers help 
these people fill out Form 1040EZ, 
Form 1040A, and a basic Form 
1040, including Schedule A, which 
is used for itemizing deductions. 
They also explain how to take ad-
vantage of such credits as the child 
care credit and the credit for the 
elderly. Assistance is provided at 
community locations such as 
community centers, libraries and 
churches. 

VITA volunteers include college 
students enrolled in business 
management and accounting 
programs, law students and mem-
bers of professional business 
organizations. Others who par-
ticipate are members of retirement, 
religious, military and civic groups. 
Generally, volunteers learn how to 
prepare a simple tax return by suc-
cesssfully completing a special 
training course in basic income tax 
return preparation. 

VITA instructors and training 
materials are provided free by the 
IRS. Training is conducted at a 
location convenient for volunteers 
and instructors and generally in 
early January. That seems like a 
long way away, but now is the time 
to sign up as a volunteer or arrange 

Veterans Land 
program gets 
better benefits 

AUSTIN - The Texas Veterans 
Land Board made permanent a 
dramatic increase in benefits for 
Texas Veterans, benefits that will 
expand from $20,000 to $55,000, 
said Garry Mauro, Chairman of 
the Texas Veterans Land Board. 

"By adopting these recommen-
dations, the number of state 
benefits for Texas Veterans has 
been permanently tripled," Mauro 
said. "Because the programs are 
financed through the sale of federal 
tax exempt general obligation bon-
ds, it doesn't cost Texas taxpayers a 
single penny." 

In unanimous action last week, 
the Texas Veterans Land Board 
agreed to make permanent a four-
month trial program that broadens 
guidelines to allow qualified Texas 
Veterans to use all three - rather 
than only one - of the Texas 
Veterans benefit programs. 

"This will allow Texas Veterans 
to participate in all three Texas 
Veterans programs, greatly in-
creasing the state benefits now 
available to Texas Veterans," 
Mauro said. 

"What this means is Texas 
Veterans can now get a $20,000 
loan to buy a house AND get a 
$20,00 loan to buy land AND get a 
$15,000 home improvement loan to 
make repairs to their residence," 
Mauro said. "Let me urge all Texas 
Veterans who've always wanted to 
use more than one of our fine 
programs to act now to take advan-
tage of our low interest rates." 

In the past, Texas Veterans were 
limited to only one loan with the 
Texas Veterans Land Board. 
"Now, after overwhelming accep-
tance of the public and our Texas 
Veterans over the four-month trial 
period," Mauro said, "the board 
gave unanimous approval to the 
expansion of the benefits." 

A Texas Veteran who has 
already received one loan will now 
be eligible to apply for a loan from 
one or both of the remaining 
programs as well. For example, a 
Veteran who had already received a 
Texas Veterans land loan could 
now apply for a Texas Veterans 
housing or home improvement 
loan. 

- The Texas Veterans Land 
Program offers eligible Texas 
Veterans a $20,000 loan at 8.75 
percent to purchase a minimum of 
five acres. 

- The Texas Veterans Housing 
Assistance Program offers eligible 
Texas Veterans a $20,000 loan at 9 
percent to apply to the purchase of 
a home. 

- The Texas Veterans Home Im-
provement Program, the newest 
benefit program, makes available 
up to $15,000 at 11.5 percent to 
make substantial repairs to a 
Veteran's residence. 

To find out how to participate in 
these programs, Veterans can call 
toll-free 1-800-252-VETS for 
assistance.

serious purpose, since more than 340,000 
Americans die each year of diseases linked to 
smoking, representing one out of every seven 
deaths in the United States. 

Cigarette smoking is responsible for 83 per-
cent of all the lung cancer deaths in the nation, 
and, in 1986, lung cancer will surpass breast can-
cer as the leading cancer killer of women. This 
statistic is attributed to the large number of 
women who started smoking during and after 
World War II. Cigarette smoking is a signifacant 
factor in other cancers as well: cancer of the 
mouth, esophagus, larynx, pharynx, bladder, 
pancreas and it has been linked to some cases of 
cervical cancer. 

Last year, a record number of smokers - an 
estimated 20.4 million, according to a Gallupo 
survey - participated in the Great American 
Smokeout. Of the participants, 5.4 million 
smokers - about 10 percent of the nation's 
smokers - succeeded in quitting for the day. Ap-
proximately 3.1 million still were not smoking 
one to five days later. "These are impressive 
statistics," says Smokeout Chairman Larry 
Hagman, star of the television series 'Dallas.' 
"They represent a growing number of 
Americans who have a strong desire to stop 
smoking."

Hunters are 
reminded of 
registry service 

AUSTIN - Prospective deer hun-
ters who have not yet found a place 
to hunt this fall still have time to 
locate a lease through the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Department's 
Deer Hunting Lease Registry. 

Horace Gore, white-tailed deer 
program leader for the TPWD, 
said the program now has listings 
of more than 950 landowners and 
some 4'/ million acres of land. 
"We have sent out about 2,700 let-
ters to prospective hunters, which I 
feel is a pretty good start for the 
program's first year," Gore said. 

Interested hunters should write 
the TPWD at 4200 Smith School 
Road, Austin, TX 78744 and 
specify which region of the state 
they wish to hunt. They will receive 
a list of landowners which includes 
basic information about the type of 
leases being offered. Gore stressed 
that the TPWD acts as a 
clearinghouse for getting hunters 
and landowners together but is not 
responsible for negotiations bet-
ween the parties. 

Gore said the 2,700 recipients of 
lists are a good start because in 
many cases hunters who request the 
information are representing 
several other prospective hunters. 
"We are going to do a follow-up 
survey after the hunting season is 
over to see how effective the 
registry has been," Gore con-
tinued.

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GAINESVILLE - Sportsmen 
and gun fanciers who harbor a 
nostalgic yen for the days before 
firing pins and repeaters should be 
especially interested in a non-credit 
"mini-course" to be offered at 
Cooke County College beginning 
Nov. 18. 

Instructor Ricky Tuggle will take 
students back to the days when a 
steady hand, a good aim, reliable 
flint and dry powder made the dif-
ference between eating or going 
hungry or, as was often the case, 
staying alive. 

"Muzzle Loading Rifles and 
Pistols" is the title of the course, 
and it will meet from 7 to 10 p.m. 
on Tuesday evenings through Dec. 
16. Cost for enrolling is $28. 

Tuggle will be using his own 
collection of muzzle loaders for in-
struction and cautions that studen-
ts are forbidden by law from 
bringing any kind of firearms to 
campus. 

"However, we are planning to 
work in some firing range practice 
off campus where students can 
practice what we'll be talking about 
in class and even bring their own 
guns if theywish," Tuggle reports. 

The National Rifle Association-
approved instructor says that muz-
zle-loading weapons can be 
fascinating even for a casual gun 
fancier and especially for history 
buffs. 

"The fact is that muzzle-loaders

many aspects of the history of our 
country, from the taming of the 
frontier to the Civil War and 
beyond," he observes. 

Tuggle also points out that there 
are many, many different types of 
muzzle-loaders. For example, 
there were both muskets and rifles, 
each with its own kind of ammo, as 
well as ball-and-cap weapons, flint 
and powder weapons and so on. 

"Anyone who's ever tried to 
load up one of these guns and shott 
it knows that having the proper 
load of powder and the proper 
angle on the flint is critical," he 
says, "and we'll be talking about 
how to achieve that consistently in 
the class." 

Another major area of emphasis 
in the class will be on the care and 
maintenance of muzzle-loading 
pistols and rifles - an especially im-
portant consideration for persons 
who own and want to preserve 
genuine antique guns. 

"Of course, proper care and 
maintenance is critically important 
for any type of gun, no matter what 
its type or age," Tuggle stresses. 
"This and other safety con-
siderations will also be covered in 
the course."

HOME EC BRIEFS... 
CHECK CHIMNEY BEFORE USING FIREPLACE 

-Preventative measures can help reduce dangerous creosote and 
tar buildup in your fireplace chimney and flue, says a Texas 
A&M University Agricultural Extension Service housing 
specialist. "Both flue and chimney units should be cleaned 
before the first fireplace fire of the season," says Dr. Susan 
Quiring. "It also may require cleaning again during the winter, 
especially if you burn wood that has not been air-dried or 
seasoned." The specialist says a fourth-inch accumulation of 
creosote indicates the flue needs cleaning, She suggests checking 
the fireplace by hanging a flashlight from the top of the flue to a 
third of the way down the flue. Then, look up the lighted flue 
from the fireplace with a mirror to get an estimate of the buildup.

PRECAUTIONS WITH PRESERVATIVE-TREATED 
WOOD - To avoid possible danger to individuals and the en-
vironment, certain precautions are necessary when handling, 
using and disposing of preservative-treated wood, says a wood 
products specialist with the Texas Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, The Texas A&M University System. Wood treated with 
creosote or penta (pentachlorophenol) can be used for some in-
terior situations if it receives two sealer coats of such materials as 
urethane, epoxy or shellac. Wood treated with pent o or creosote 
should not be used in situations where frequent or prolonged 
skin contact occurs unless an effective sealer has been applied. 
Also, treated wood should not be used in structures or containers 
for water, silage or food or for farrowing or brooding facilities. 
Wear a dust mask when sawing or machining treated wood, and 
do not burn scraps of treated wood.

A home study course containing 
information and experiments to 
help you learn about microwaving 
with your own oven is now 
available from the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service, 
says Cooke County Home 
Economist Evelyn Yeatts. 

"Research studies show that 
most people use their microwave 
ovens for simply reheating and 
defrosting foods, rather than ac-
tually cooking," she says. "So 
we're offering this course for 
people who want to get full cooking 
use out of their investment in a 
microwave." 

Participants in previous Exten-
sion home study course have repor-
ted significant changes in the way 
they use their microwave ovens af-
ter completing the course, she ad-
ds. 

The course contains eight lessons 
for you to complete at your own 
pace. The first three lessons in-
clude information on the oven, ac- 

Reducing visible 
and hidden fats 
in the diet 

Consumers may associate fat 
with meat because it is visible, and 
tend to ignore the hidden fats in 
other types of food, says a Texas 
A&M University Agricultural Ex-
tension Service nutritionist. 

Mary K. Sweeten explains that 
there are three types of fat in food: 

• Polyunsaturated fats are liquid 
at room temperature. These fats 
tend to lower blood cholesterol. 
Vegetable oils, such as corn, cot-
tonseed, safflower and soybean oil 
are all polyunsaturated fats. 

• Monounsaturated fats seem to 
lower blood cholesterol, but still 
provide fat-based calories. Peanut 
butter and peanut oil, nuts, 
avocados and olive oil contain 
monounsaturated fats. 

• Saturated fats are solid at room 
temperature and tend to raise 
blood cholesterol levels. Animal 
products, such as cheese, meat, 
butter and lard are a main source of 
saturated fats. However, vegetable 
products including cocoa butter, 
coconut oil and palm oil also con-
tain large amounts of saturated 
fats. 

"Unless people read food 
ingredient labels, they are often 
unaware that coconut oil, palm oil 
and other saturated fats are 
frequently used in baked goods and 
other processed foods," Sweeten 
remarks. 

One way consumers have tried to 
cut back on saturated fats is to 
choose lean meat, says Sweeten. 

According to the nutritionist 
results of a recent national study 
conducted by Texas A&M Univer-
sity showed that consumers 
evaluate the leanness of a cut of 
beef primarily by the amount of 
trimmable fat, or the "plate 
waste" fat that would be cut away 
and not eaten. 

"The degree of marbling in the 
meat also contributes to its fat con-
tent," she says, "so consumers 
may wish to select beef on that basis 
as well." In general, USDA 
"choice" grades of beef have more 
marbling than those labeled 
"good." 

About 3 to 6 percent of fat from 
marbling is necessary for tender-
ness and taste appeal in beef, says 
the nutritionist. A 3-ounce serving 
of cooked lean beef has 192 
calories. 

Sweeten notes that some of the 
leaner cuts of meat include flank 
steak, top sirloin steak, bottom 
sirloin, top loin steak, top round 
steak, chuck top blade steak, beef 
tenderloin steaks, round tip roast 
and bottom round roast. 

Both the U.S. Dietary Guidelines 
and the American Heart 
Association Dietary Recommen-
dations advise Americans to cut 
back on their consumption of fat so 
that it is no more than one-third of 
their daily calories. In addition, the 
Heart Association recommends 
reducing saturated fats to under 10 
percent of daily calories. 

"That means consumers need to 
be thinking in terms of their total 
fat intake," says Sweeten. "They 
may want to watch their intake of 
saturated fats from processed 
foods and baked goods as well as 
select lean meat." 

Using a minimum of fats and oils 
and choosing to broil, bake, poach 
or steam foods instead of frying 
will also help reduce total fat con-
sumption, she says.

A neglected garden site this fall 
and winter can become an insect 
haven waiting to explode next 
spring with hundreds of hungry 
and unwanted insect pests. Don't 
maintain insects in your garden this 
winter. Destroy their critical food 
supply and shelter to have fewer 
pests in your garden next spring. 
Garden insects, like most living 
creatures, need food and shelter to 
survive freezing temperatures and 
other adverse weather conditions. 
Don't give them a place to spend 
the winter in your garden. 

Ideal places for insects to over-
winter are trash, vegetable stubble, 
unharvested fruits and tubers, 
boards, mulch, tall grass and 
weeds. Removing plant residues 
and disposing of debris, weeds and 
other volunteer plants eliminates 
food and shelter for many insect 
pests such as cutworms, webwor-
ms, aphids, wireworms, white 
grubs and millipedes. sowbugs and 
spider mites. 

When a garden plant stops 
producing, spade it into the soil or 
take it to the compost pile. Don't 
allow it to remain in the garden.
