The founding of the 
Montessori system 

by Bronte Gonsalves 
Dr. Maria Montessori (1870-1952) was an Italian physician, the first 

woman doctor in Rome. She developed sensorial activities and materials 
appropriate to the child's developmental stages. These materials reflect 
her philosophy that the child's experience should be in an environment 
where he could handle materials which would demonstrate basic 
educational information to him. When she was forty years old, she made 
an oath to serve the Catholic Church in the reform of humanity. Her con-
tribution to religion was central to the development of her pedagogy. 
Although the religious aspect has been omitted from some training 
programs, and overlooked by authors, the Catholic Church has con-
tinued and developed the sensorial approach to education, to wonder and 
the Kingdom of God. The importance of the sensitive periods for learning 
extends to the material to be presented for the development of the 
religious potential of the child. To explore God's existence, the reality of 
God has to be assumed and Catholic symbolism used in the exploration. 
Montessori provides the experiential base for the Catholic symbol 
system. 

Much could be said about the life and work of Dr. Montessori, but it is 
her final message, written the day before she died, that conveys to us that 
she was a Catholic educator with a message that is relevant today. 

Never, as at this moment, has the Christian faith needed the 
earnest endeavor of those who profess it. I would ask that you 
who are gathered together in this meeting to consider the great 
aid that children can give to the defense of our faith. 

Children are sent to us as a rain of souls, as a wealth and a 
promise that can always be fulfilled; but that needs our efforts 
in bringing about that fulfillment. Do not consider the child as 
a weakling; for it is he who builds the human personality, and 
whether this personality is going to be Christian or not depends 
on his environment and on us who are the guides of his religious 
formation. 

Do not consider that because the young child cannot under-
stand in a way that we do that it is useless to make him partake 
in our religious life. It is among the simple people whose women 
take their children to church while they are still breast-fed that 
the staunchest faith is found. The child unconsciously drinks in 
divine powers, whilst the reasoning powers of the adult is but 
human. 

It is by you who enjoy the great boon of belonging to the 
Catholic faith that the responsibility of the future generations 
should be more intensely felt; for among you are those who 
have renounced the world to bring the world to God. Take then 
as aid in your task, in all humanity and faith, the "all powerful 
children" (Benedict XV); take upon yourselves the task of 
seeing to it that their limpid light be not dimmed; and protect in 
their development those natural emergies implanted in them by 
the guiding hand of God. 

There are outstanding Montessorians who have made a contribution to 
religious education including Mother Isabel Eugenie. Mother Isabel 
Eugenie, Religious of the Assumption, was born in London, England in 
1892. She came to the United States in 1960 and helped establish the first 
Montessori course at the Whitby School, Greenwich, Connecticut. She 
wrote about the connections between the various aspects of religion and 
the child's developmental stages. According to Mother Isabel, the 
preschool child has a great sense of wonder, a real intuition of the super-
natural, and everything in his soul carries him to God. It is at this age that 
he receives his first ideas of God. The child will make his own ideas of God 
the way that God has been presented to him. The idea of God which we 
have given him, determines his whole future spiritual life, his relations 
with God and perhaps his eternity.

Farmers urged to establish 
' conservation plan for benefits County Agent s Report

Farmers with highly erodible 
cropland have less than two years 
to meet conservation requirements 
of the 1985 Farm Bill and remain 
eligible for USDA program 
benefits. The Soil Conservation 
Service is working with county 
farmers to meet this deadline. 

Robbie L. Davis, Soil Conser-
vationist with the SCS, said, "the 
1985 Farm Bill provisions require 
farmers with highly erodible land 
to have a conservation plan ap-
proved by the local conservation 
district by Dec. 31, 1989." The 
plan must be implemented by Dec. 
31, 1994 for farmers to remain 
eligible for USDA farm program 
benefits, loans, or guarantees on all 
their land. 

Davis states in Cooke County 
alone there are approximately 625 
farms which will need to have 
highly erodible determinations. 
"We encourage farmers to ask if a 
plan is needed on their farm, this 
will help increase our chance to get 
all farm plans by the deadline," 

1 	 emphasized the conservationist. 
Since highly erodible land is not 

always obvious to the eye and is 
based on soil type she encourages

farmers to check with their local 
SCS office to find out if they have 
land that meets highly erodible 
criteria. 

Many farmers that participate in 
USDA programs can't afford to 
lose program benefits. Davis said, 
"farmers need to get a conser- 

vation plan and remain in com-
pliance to continue receiving . 

 program benefits." The SCS will 
help work out conservation plans 
with farmers.

Nutrient 
supplement 
necessary 
for winter 
Cattle graze pastures all year 

long, but the nutrient composition 
changes with the seasons, and fall 
and winter diets are generally low 
in protein and usually inadequate 
for beef cattle, says Dr. Larry L. 
Boleman. 

"Once the grass has stopped 
growing and loses its green lush 
appearance it becomes coarse and 
fibrous," Boleman says. 

Boleman, beef cattle specialist 
with the Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, The Texas A&M 
University System, says the crude 
protein content of the grass falls, 
and the forage becomes narder for 
cattle to digest. 

Animals consuming diets low in 
protein lose their appetite, develop 
a rough appearance, become 
weak, possess lowered resistance 
to disease and overall growth, 
reproduction and calf weights are 
greatly reduced, Boleman adds. 

"Some people think cattle can 
,imply eat more to make up the 
needed nutrients," Boleman says. 
"Since the grass is slowly digested, 
consumption is lowered and the 
animal receives even less 
nutrients." 

If protein is added to this type 
.4 diet, digestion will increase. 
and eventually the animal will eat 
more. 

Protein 	supplements 	are 
available in many types and 
i arms, such as cubes, cakes and li-
quids. Each will vary in nutrient 
composition and the producer 
should be aware of the protein 
amount. 

"Since protein is required for 
growth and milk production," 
Itoleman says, "the protein re-
quirements for heifers and lac-
tating cows are higher than for 
dry, pregnant cows." 

Boleman says the amount of dry 
'natter (energy), vitamins and pro. 
rein are all to be considered when 
a deficiency occurs. 

"When energy is low, some 
grain may be fed along with pro-
tein to make up the difference." 
tie says. 

I had a wonderful opportunity 
this past week to attend the Na-
tional Western Livestock Show at 
Denver, Colorado. Paul and Ed-
die Fuhrmann, two of our county 
livestock breeders, invited me to 
attend the show with them. Each 
year the Fuhrmann Brothers at-
tend this excellent cattle show to 
look for replacement bulls for 
their various cow herds. The Na-
tional Western could be called the 
"Cattlemen's Cow Show," the 
reason being the large number of 
pens and carloads of breeding 
animals exhibited by various ran-
ches throughout the United States. 

A pen consists of three bulls 
while a carload consists of 10 
bulls. In addition to these 
categories, they also exhibit pens 
of feeder heifers and feeder steers 
with six animals to a pen. These 
animals are judged on foot along 
with additional performance data 
including age, weaning weight, hip 
height, weight per day of age, and 
other evaluation factors given. All
