Texas, October 22 - Average retail
gasoline prices in Texas have fallen 7.9
cents per gallon in the past week, averag-
ing $3.42/g yesterday. This compares
with the national average that has fallen
9.0 cents per gallon in the last week to
$3.67/g, according to gasoline price web-
site TexasGasPrices.com.

Including the change in gas prices in
Texas during the past week, ajmces yes-
terday were 12.9 cents per gallon higher
than the same day one year ago and are
16.0 cents per gallon lower than a month
ago. The national average has decreased
142 cents per gallon during the last
month and stands 20.1 cents per gallon
higher than this day one year ago.

"Only one other time in the last few
years have we seen the national average
drop so significantly in the course of just
a week, and that other time was in May
2011," said GasBuddy.com Senior Petro-
leum Analyst Patrick DeHaan. "Looking
back at our data, we only see that prices
dropped considerably more in autumn
2008 when the economy slipped into a re-
cession. Given the circumstances with
this latest weekly decrease- that it has
nothing to do with recession- is signifi-
cant," DeHaan said.

The following specific livestock, crop
and weather conditions were reported by
Panhandle Extersion directors for Octo-
ber 23, 2012: Temperatures were near av-
erage for most of the week, with some
isolated areas having a hard-enough
freeze that not all crops will be salvage-
able. Soil-moisture levels were mostly
short. Producers were very busy with the
ongoing corn harvest and starting the
grain sorghum and cotton harvests. Win-
ter wheat planting was going at a hectic
pace after recent rains. Earlier wheat
plantings emerged and were growing.
Some producers were irrigating early
planted wheat to provide grazing for
stocker cattle. Cattle remained in good
condition, with supplemental feeding
continuing.

Court puts cut to
Planned Parent-
hood on hold

AUSTIN A Travis
County state District Court
on Oct. 26 put a temporary
restraining order on the
state’s plan to cut off fund-
ing to Planned Parenthood.

Planned Parenthood for
many years has been the
largest of several organiza-
tions serving low-income
women through the state-
run Women’s Health Pro-
gram funded mainly with
federal Medicaid dollars.

Pursuant to the restrain-
ing order, funding will con-
tinue until Nov. 8, when the
case will be heard again in
the same court. At that time,
State District Judge Amy
Clark Meachum will con-
sider the validity of the
state’s effort to keep

Planned Parenthood out of

the Women’s Health Pro-
gram.

Planned Parenthood sued
the state over a rule enacted
by the Health and Human
Services Commission — 1n
accordance with a law
passed by the Texas Legis-
lature in 2011 — that al-

lows the agency to cut off

state funding to organiza-
tions that are affiliated with
abortion providers.

Plans = arels ‘for. ‘the
Women’s Health Program
to forego some $40 million
from Washington, D.C., by
switching to state funding
only. With this impending
switch, the question is
whether the state’s Human
Resources Code, which re-
quires federal approval to
authorize the Women’s
Health Program, still holds
water and therefore pre-
vents the state from striking
Planned Parenthood from a
list of providers.

Dr. Kyle Janek is chief

executive of the Health and
Human Services Commis-
sion, which oversees the
Women's Health Program.
Janek said, “We remain
committed to enforcing
state law and making sure
women have access to fam-
ily planning services. We'll
proceed with our plans to
launch a state program on
Nov. 1 that achieves both
those goals.”

The Commission on Oct.

26 began sending a
brochure to current

Women’s Health Program
clients that explains how to
find a doctor or clinic in the
new program.

Travis letter to return

Texas State Library and
Archives Commission on
Oct. 24 voted to allow the
return of Col. William Bar-
ret Travis's “Victory or
Death” letter to the Alamo

in March.

This will the first time for
the letter to be at the Alamo
since it was written there on
Feb. 24, 1836, at the begin-
ning of the historic battle.
Travis wrote the letter as
Mexican forces under Pres-
ident General Antonio
Lopez de Santa Anna laid
siege.

Texas Land Commis-
sioner Jerry Patterson made
the request for the historic
return, the General Land
Office reported. Patterson
said he 1s working to raise
$100,000 in private dona-
tions to pay for transporta-
tion and security expenses
to display the letter.

Redistricting appeal is
filed

Texas Attorney General
Greg Abbott on Oct. 19
filed an appeal asking the
U.S. Supreme Court to re-
verse the D.C. district
court’s decision to deny
preclearance to the redis-
tricting maps enacted by the
Texas Legislature during
the 2011 legislative session.

Abbott claimed the Leg-
islature satistied legal re-
quirements in drawing new
district boundaries and as-
serted the lower court “im-
properly extended the
Voting Rights Act beyond
the limits imposed by the
Constitution and created
new standards that have
never been recognized by
the U.S. Supreme Court.”
