"TexasConnect" asking us to join
their organization. The organiza
tion promises to work to create jobs
and stimulate economic develop
ment in Texas. How they plan to do
this is not mentioned in the letter

Upon a closer look and invest
into "TexasConnect” we
found that the organization really
is an organization, made up of tele

gation

phone companies, which is asking
the Texas Legislature to end the
regulation of telephone companies
in Texas. Currently, telephone com
panies are regulated under the
Public Utility Regulatory Act and
have to receive permission from the
Public Utility Commission in order
to raise telephone rates. To get out
from under regulation, the
TexasConnect group hired 88 lob-
byists to try and convince the Leg
islature that telephone companies
should not be regulated.

While I have never been a big
supporterofthe Public Utility Com
mission, de-regulating telephone
companies is totally ridiculous. All
other states regulate telephone
utilities. Telephone companieshave
amonopoly over their service areas
and, if de-regulated, would be able
to charge whatever rates they
wanted to insure that their inves
tors get a hefty return while the
rate-payers would have no way to

First, utility companies have a
monopoly over their service areas
and are therefore not in competi
tion with other telephone compa-
nies forlocal service. It's not like we
can choose from one month to an-
other what telephone company we
want to provide our local telephone
service. Second, the Public Utility
Commission has been studied h:v
the Sunset Advisory Commission
On ways to improve the regulatory
process. The Sunset Advisory Com-
mission has come up with some
recommendations which will make
the PUC operate better. Let me
briefly highlight these recommen-
dations

The Sunset Advisory Commis-
sion recommends reorganizing the
Public Utility Commission and the
Office of Public Utility Counsel to
reduce the amount of political in-
fluencethat the Public Utility Com-
missioners can put on the staff and
the legal advisor to the Commis-
sion. This reorganization should be
implemented by (a) moving the
hearings examiners fromunderthe
control of the commissionersand to
the State Office of Administrative
Hearings, (b) eliminating the legal
advisor from representing the in-
terests of the utility companies be-
fore the Commissioners, and (c¢)
moving staff and funds from the
general counsel to the Office of the
Public Utility Council, which rep-
resents consumers before the PUC
Utilities are not suppose to lobby
Commissioners regarding their po-
sitions in a case. However, under
the present system, utilities accom-
plish the same result by lobbying
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the Commission stan to present a
recommendation which the Com
mission wants anyway. The recom
mendations of the Sunset Advisory
Commission will reduce the ability
of the utility companies to influ-
ence the PUC staff, reduce the abil-
ity of the commissioners to twist
the arms of the hearing examiners,
and give consumers a bigger voice
before the PUC

Another recommendation is to
let the governor appoint the chair-
man of the Public Utility Commis-
sion. Currently, the Commission-
ers elect their own chairman. A
third recommendation is to
strengthen the ability ofthe PUCto
assess penalties of up to $5000 per
day on the utility companies for
failure to comply with PUC stat-
ues, rules, requirements and or-
ders.

Another recommendation is to
appoint a special task force to de-
velop a plan for telecommunica-
tionsin the state. The Sunset Advi-

sory Commission suggests a task
force composed of representatives
from the PUC, the Office of Public
Utility Counsel, the Department of
Commerce, the telephone industry,
consumer groups, and the State
Legislature. This task force would
study the effects of the changing
telecommunications industry and
develop a plan to determine how to
best meet the needs of consumers
and the telecommunications indus-
try.

These are the major recommen-
dations before the State Legisla-
ture, I think the Sunset Advisory
Commission recommendations
should be considered by the Legis-
lature and given a chance to work
before there is any discussion of de-
regulating the telecommunications
industry in Texas. Streamlining the
current process for both utilities
and consumers is the right answer
to the problems with utility regula-
tionin this state; de-regulatingutili-
ties is the wrong solution.

In 1992, the United States De-
partment of Agriculture released a
new representation of the healthy
American diet. The Food Guide
Igyramid is an outline of what fo:’s
L{) eat each day. ‘jut it goes further
i# that it visuall¥ represents what
amounts of different foods should
comprise the diet. It also empha-
sizes the fact that, while fats, oils
and sweets may be included in the
diet, they should be used sparingly.

The Pyramid tellsus that starchy
foods such as breads, cereals, rice
and pasta, represented as the base
of the Pyramid, should make up the
bulk of the diet. The next level of
the Pyramid shows plant foods,
vegetables and fruits. As the Pyra-
mid narrows, dairy products and
meat, poultry, fish and other pro-
tein foods are represented.

At first
this may seem confusing, but the
range takes into consideration that
different individuals need different
amounts of food and calories de-
pending on various factors such as
age, sex, physical size and activity
level.

Each year, every library in Texas
must complete an annual report for
the Texas State Library that is, in
a sense, a progress report telling
exactly what your library accom-
plished during the past year. I have
just completed our report for 1992.
I thought it was interesting to note
that during '92, Hansford County
Library checked out 34,932 items.
We borrowed 492 books through
Interlibrary Loan, and loaned out
192 of our books through the same
program. We answered 2,330 refer-
ence questions for our patrons, and
24,453 people visited our library.
Our collection contains 22,157 vol-
umes, and we subscribe to 30 peri-

odicals.

Libraries are no longer merely
warehouses for books. They must
now be information and resource
centers, and the above figures tell
me we are doing a decent job of
keeping our patrons informed and
elightened! I hope all of you agree,
and, if you have any suggestions on
how we can do a better job, you will
let us know!

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gradual process, perhaps beginning
in early childhood and maturing
along with physical, social and cog-
nitive development. For others, it
can come as a dramatic "moment of
truth," when God is revealed
through a single event or series of
life-changing experiences.

Regardless of its conception, this
spark fuels the fires of evangelism,
orthe spreading of the Word. Jesus
asks us to carry His light into the
World, or to evangelize, but we may
well ask ourselves "How?"

Toevangelize, a person must first
believe (get the spark) and then
build up his or her fire. The best
place togain strength in faith is the
church. Picture for a moment a bed
ofburningcoals. Take one coalaway
from the others, putting it to the
side. It will not be burning much
longer, but those gathered together
will continue to generate heat.
Church attendance keeps us
kindled in the spirit.

The next step in evangelizing is
to carry that fire into the home.
We've all heard the phrase "keep
the home fires burning.” The teach-
ings of the Gospel are meant to be
carried outin every day living. True
evangelism is reflected in the home
through prayer and Christian liv-
ing.

Well, we've gotten the spark,
kindled a fire and taken that fire
home. The subject is evangelizing,
but we certainly aren't out on some
street corner thumping our Bibles
yet, are we? Now comes the most
challenging part for many: lighting
new fires from our own.

John Wesley, founder of
Methodism, did stand out on street
corners. Hisfirst listeners were poor
miners walking home from their
daily labors. But is this the only
way to spread the good news of
Jesus'sredeeming grace? In today's
modern world, some people believe
"evangelists" are those folks talk-
ing on the television set. While
televangelists have a role to play,
theirs is not the only way, either.

A person can light another fire
by simply inviting a neighbor to
church. Supporting missionaries is
another form of evangelism. For
some, the work of evangelism will
be high-profile and very public; for
others it will be a quiet undertak-
ing accompanied by little or no fan-
fare.

PROPOSITION NO. 1
ON THE BALLOT

Section 1 of Senate Joint Resolution 7
proposes a constitutional amendment
that would allow the legislature to re
distribute among other school districts ad
valorem taxes levied and collected by a
school district. The amendment would
also allow the legislature to create county
education districts with the taxable prop-
erty of existing school districts in one or
more counties combined. County educa
tion districts may levy, collect, and dis-
tribute ad valorem taxes as authorized by
general law. The legislature would be al-
lowed to set the rate of the ad valorem
tax to be imposed in a school district or
county education district or it may autho-
rize the board of trustees of each school
district or county education district to set
the rate, provided that the rate of county
education district ad valorem taxes may
not exceed $1.00 per $100 valuation of
taxable property, unless a higher rate is
approved by the voters of the district
The amendment also provides that the
amount of ad valorem taxes redistributed
among school districts by the legislature
and effectively redistributed within a
county through county education dis-
tricts may not exceed 2.75 percent of the
sum of the state revenue appropriated for
publie schools and the revenue from local
ad valorem taxes levied and collected for
publie schools. The term “state revenue”
does not include revenue from ad valorem
taxes, revenue for the provision of free
textbooks, or contributions to a retire-
ment system. Finally, the amendment
provides that it does not affect the distri-
bution of the available school fund under
article VII, section 5, of the Texas
Constitution.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment allow-
ing limited redistribution of ad val-
orem taxes for schools, authorizing

the legislature or local districts to set
