Texas, January 30- Average retail gaso-
line prices in Texas have risen 7.5 cents

er gallon in the past week, averaging
gB.Sl!g yesterday. This compares with
the national average that has increased
4.5 cents per gallon in the last week to
$3.39/g, according to gasoline price web-
site TexasGasPrices.com.

Including the change in gas prices in
Texas during the past week, {mces yes-
terday were 41.5 cents per gallon higher
than the same day one year ago and are
23.3 cents per gallon higher than a month
ago. The national average has increased
13.5 cents per gallon during the last
month and stands 30.4 cents per gallon
higher than this day one year ago.

"Late last week we saw wholesale
gasolinc prices rise dramatically on some
refinery issues, which leads me to believe
that retail gasoline prices will rise in re-
sponse," said GasBuddy.com Senior Pe-
troleum Analyst Patrick DeHaan. "We
continue to also watch how Iran responds
to EU sanctions- there are some concerns
that they may cut oil to the European re-

ion before the sanctions are to take ef-
ect to cause these countries hardshi
when they can't find new sources of oil
quickly enough. That in itself could draw
crude oil prices higher quickly at a mo-
ments notice," DeHaan said.

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Abbott sues to
speed approval of
voter ID law

AUSTIN Attorney
General Greg Abbott on
Jan. 23 filed a lawsuit in the
D.C. Circuit Court of Ap-
peals to push the U.S. De-
partment of Justice to
approve the voter [.D. law
enacted by the Texas Legis-
lature last spring.

The law has not been
given the required preclear-
ance by the Department of
Justice. Abbott said his in-
tent is to spur a ruling that
would allow the new law to
take effect. The lawsuit
dovetails with the state’s ef-
forts in the U.S. Supreme
Court and the D.C. Court to
have the Texas Legisla-
ture’s contested House,
Senate and U.S. congres-
sional redistricting maps
pre-cleared under Section 5
of the U.S. Voting Rights
Act in time to meet dead-
lines for the April 3 party
primaries.

On Jan. 20, the Supreme
Court said the U.S. District
Court Western District of
Texas in San Antonio erred
in its remedial redistricting
plans created last year and
ordered the three-judge
panel of the San Antonio
court to revise the plans.
The San Antonio court on
Jan. 27 asked opponents in
the redistricting cases to
work together and present
them with agreed-upon so-
lutions in hopes of speeding
the process.

Texas is among several
states and other jurisdic-
tions subject to Section 5
because of a history of dis-
criminatory election prac-
ficeshas .

effect, would have to show
a government-issued photo
[.D. along with their valid
voter registration card in
order to cast a ballot, and
those who do not have a
driver’s license, passport,
military [.D. card or other
approved form of identifi-
cation can get a state-issued
voter 1.D. free of charge
from the Texas Department
of Public Safety. And any-
one who is disabled or over
65 can vote by mail, a
method that does not re-
quire photo identification.

Supporters of the voter
[.D. law said during the leg-
islative process that it
would help stop election
fraud. Opponents said the
legislation, if passed, would
discriminate against mi-
norities, the disabled and
citizens who live in rural
areas of the state.

Abbott last week said the
law 1s not discriminatory
and to support his position
quoted a U.S. Supreme
Court ruling: “The incon-

venience of making a trip to
the (Bureau of Motor Vehi-
cles), gathering the required
documents and posing for a
photograph surely does not
qualify as a substantial bur-
den on the right to vote, or
even represent a significant
increase over the usual bur-
dens of voting.”

Several other - states
passed voter 1.D. laws last
year, but more than 30
states do not have voter [.D.
laws.

S

In the fifth week of the Season of Epiphany, we dis-
cover God’s steadfast love and our motivation for pro-
claiming the Good News as we study Isaiah 40: 21-31,
Psalm 147: 1-11,20c, 1 Corinthians 9: 16-23, and Mark
1: 29-39.

Isaiah seeks to impress on the exiles in Babylon the
greatness of their God. Isaiah tells them, “The Lord is
the Everlasting God, the Creator of the ends of the earth.
He does not faint or grow weary; his understanding is
unsearchable.” He assures the exiles, “...those who wait
on the Lord shall renew their strength, they shall mount
up with wings of eagles, they shall run and not be weary,
they shall walk and not faint.” Discover that God is the
Almighty; God cares for each of us and his creation. God
has not promised us that life will be ‘easy’. He has prom-
ised us that he will be present with us and he will sustain
us.

The Psalmist sings an “alleluia hymn”. He calls upon
the people to sing out the praises of the Lord. He con-
cludes, “...but the Lord takes pleasure in those who fear
him, in those who hope in his steadfast love.” Although
we may have the musical ability of a bluejay, we should
sing God’s praises.

Paul, arguably the greatest evangelist in Church his-
tory, took no pay for his work. What was his motivation
for proclaiming the Gospel? Paul regarded his ministry
as 1) a privilege, 2) a duty, he was called by God, 3) a
means to a reward from his master, “Well done you good
and faithful servant.” Paul’s method of ministry was to
accommodate himself to others; Paul was empathetic
and persistent. Paul’s message to the Church at Corinth
was to be of the same mind and purpose as Christ. Dis-
cover that these admonitions apply also to us, dear
Christians.

Jesus heals Peter’s mother-in-law when he visits
Peter’s home. He acts privately because she was in need.
At the end of the Sabbath, when at least three stars were
visible in the sky, they brought to Jesus those who were
in need of healing and those possessed of demons. Jesus
healed them. Discover that Jesus came to ‘serve’ and not
to be ‘served’. Jesus restored the marginalized and ill to
status in their community, restored them to their occu-
pations, and restored them to life. The Kingdom of God
has entered the Kingdom of Man, this is the Good News!
Discover from this that Jesus healed the soul and the
body. Hear Jesus’ call for his followers to do the same.

May the Holy Spirit heal your soul and body and
renew your strength for service.

Necessarily Better When it Comes to Water

Reducing irrigation can
actually improve econom-
ics when growing corn.
Not only does it save
water, but it can improve"
production in some cases,
according to Nich Kenny,
a Texas Agrilife Exten-
sion Service irrigation spe-
cialist in Amarillo.

[ast summer Kenny,
along with AgriLife Exten-
sion agents in five coun-
ties, cooperated on the
“Efficient Profitable Irri-
gation in Corn” or EPIC
project, as it 1S known to
producers. The project is a
resultdemonstration effort
conducted by AgriLife Ex-
tension and funded prima-
rily by the North Plains
Groundwater Conserva-

Feed-grains Marketing Workshop
Scheduled Feb. 8-9 in Amarillo

The feed-grains market
is in chaos, but a two-day
workshop Feb. 8-9 might
help producers have a bet-
ter understanding of what
is happening, said a Texas
Agrilife Extension Serv-
ice specialist.

“Changing supply and
demand conditions, poten-
tial acreage shifts, U.S.
Commodlty Futures Trad-

ing Commission restric-
tions. the elimination of
the

ethanol tax credits/barri-
ers, La Nina, the European
debt crisis, among other
things will make 2012 one
of the most challenging
marketing years for feed-
grain producers,” said Dr.
Steve Amosson, AgriLife
Extension economist and
coordinator of the pro-
gram.

The 2012 Feed-grains
Workshop. which will run
from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m. each
day, will be held at the
Texas Agrilife Research
and Extension Center-
Amarillo, 6500 W. Amar-
illo Blvd.

“Producers  attending
can expect to get a better
understanding of the fun-
damental and technical
factors affecting the feed-
grains market for the

upcoming year,” Amos-
son said. “The ultimate
goal of the workshop is to
develop a written market-
ing plan for the 2012
Crop.

Attendees will look at
projected 1mpacts of
ethanol production, feed

use, exchange rates, price
levels, weather concerns,
industry issues and basis.
[n addition to the funda-
mentals, specific attention
will be spent discussing
the marketing tools that
may best fit this year's
marketing plan, including
pros,

cons, how and/or when
to use them and potential
implications to your credit
line, he said.

“If producers just pick
up one piece of informa-
tion that helps them im-
prove their marketing by a
dime, that’'s equal to

$10.000 on a section of

corn production. I don’t
see how a producer can af-
ford to miss this opportu-
nity.”

Amosson and Dr. Mark
Welch, AgriLife Extension
grain marketing specialist
from College Station, will
serve as the primary in-
structors. A panel of area
lenders, brokers and grain
merchandisers, as well as
special guest analysts will
provide additional insights

into this year’s markets.

“I can’t remember a year
where there have been so
many unknowns that could
impact the feed-grain
price,” Amosson said.
“Producers really need to

understand what is and
could be happening this
year in order to make in-
formed marketing deci-
sions.”

He said the goals of this
year’s workshop are to
identify and quantify fac-
tors that will be effecting
this year’s market and dis-
cuss what marketing tools
and strategies they have
available to deal with
them.

tion District.

“We know there are
about 900,000 acres of
corn grown in the High
Plains,” he said. “We also
know that at least half of
those acres are managed
by producers who are
shooting for the highest
yield. If we can reduce ir-
rigation by 1 inch annually
on that half of the acres
aimed at high yields, it
would equate to saving
37,500 acre feet of water
or 12 billion gallons of
water use annually.”

And if this past sum-
mer’s demonstrations are
any indication, that is a
doable result, Kenny said,
adding that the producers
involved saw anywhere
from 1 inch to 3 inches of
savings on their corn crop
with no reduction of yield
and even an improvement
of yield in three cases.

The premise behind
EPIC is to manage irriga-
tion water for maximized
water efficiency, he said.
The project is targeting
corn producers who histor-
ically employ efficient irri-
gation systems and solid
agricultural practices in a

production strategy fo-
cused on maximized
yields.

“There’s a tapering-off
point in the relationship of
production and water ap-
plied,” Kenny said. “Yield
will increase with each in-
crement of water only up
to a point, and then the law
of diminishing returns ap-
plies.

“Our question was °‘If
you manage for maximum
profitability instead of
yield, will you be able to
save water,” and initially
the answer we believe is
yes,  he said.

This past summer,
Kenny and the agents con-
ducted  demonstrations
with producers in Dallam,
Hartley, Hutchinson,
Ochiltree and Sherman
counties. The Dallam
County demonstration was

under such extreme
drought 1t could not be
completed.

In all the locations, situ-
ations were selected where
side-by-side plots were
used, one as a “control”
and the other as ' the

“EPIC” plot. On the EPIC
plots, three technologies —
AquaSpy, AquaPlanner
and Pivotrac - were used to
manage the irrigation ap-
phcatlon without producer
knowledge or access to
maintain the purity of the
control.

The control plot was ti-
tled the “legacy” plot and
was managed according to
the specific producer’s
standard practice. The
EPIC plot was managed
with AgriLife Extension
inputs based on best man-
agement practices and in-
formation from
management tools, Kenny
said.

In all five cooperator
plots, corn yields were
maintained or  increased
with a corresponding re-
duction in irrigation water
applied, he said.

The Hartley County pro-
ducer realized a 3.2 inch
reduction in water applied
with no change in yield;
the Hutchinson County
producer, 2.6 inch reduc-
tion and 10 bushel-per-acre

yield improvement;
Ochiltree County pro-
ducer, 1.2 inch water sav-
ings and  20-bushel

improvement per acre; and
the Sherman County pro-
ducer, 3 inch reduction and
a 30 bushel-per-acre yield
improvement.

The Hutchinson County
plots utilized subsurface
drip irrigation. Kristy
Synatschk, AgrilLife Ex-
tension agriculture and
natural resources agent for
Hutchinson County, said
her cooperating producer
could see a noticeable dif-
ference between the EPIC
and legacy plots.

“Drip irrigation proved
beneficial in the extreme
weather of 2011 because
of the ability it provides to
water daily and keep all of
the irrigation water acces-
sible to the roots,”
Synatschk said. “Both the
EPIC and legacy plots
looked the same to the vis-
ible eye, but the yield re-
sults  confirmed the
original concept.”

Scott Strawn, AgriLife
Extension agriculture and
natural resources agent for
Ochiltree County, said his
cooperating producer,

through the EPIC program,
was better informed and
able to make management
decisions that saved on his
bottom line.

“By utilizing the tech-
nology, the producer was
given the confidence to go
ahead and make the deci-
sion to cut late-season 1rri-
gation,” Strawn said. “He
was able to save one last
watering with the knowl-
edge that his yield would
not be negatively im-
pacted.”

Kenny said while this
was not a scientific, repli-
cated study, but more for
the purpose of demonstrat-
ing a scientifically sound
dppI'UdLh to managing
water, it had “very com-
pelling results.”

“From the preliminary
results this first year of the
EPIC project, the implica-
tion is that corn yields can
be maintained or increased
with a reduction in applied
irrigation water,” he said.

Kenny said he intends to
further prove this concept
and verify the 2011 results
by continuing the EPIC
project for at least three
additional seasons.

In the next step, he said,
producers who have partic-
ipated in one season of
blind technology utiliza-
tion will be advanced to
full exposure of the man-
agement tools with appro-
priate  training. New
cooperators will still be ex-
pected to participate in one
season of blind participa-
tion to ensure a control.

Kenny said the blind
participation is required, as
it 1s human nature, as mul-
tiple cooperators admitted,
to want to alter the man-
agement of the “legacy”
plot to match the EPIC
strategy.

In the future, Kenny
hopes to include at least
one producer from each of
the eight North Plains
Groundwater Conserva-
(ion  District counties.
However, he said, adop-
tion of the EPIC pattern
should be considered by
other Texas corn produc-
tion regions to demonstrate
an additional method of
economic, water conserva-
tion

Sunday was a beautiful
day. Visitors came out to
the Lake to look around or
to fish. However, Jim said
the fish weren't biting, and
I learned from him that
when the water is com-
pletely calm, only the bass
will bite. Sunday the water
was without a ripple.

Jim has only seen 5 ea-
gles in the last week, but it
doesn't mean that the other
3 have moved on. You just
don't know for a while. The
geese and ducks are still
wintering on the Lake.
Mountain bluebirds and the
red-shafted flickers provide
touches of color this time of
year. Some robins are back.

Mandy spotted the red
fox with its bushy tail last
Friday. Also, a porcupine
was seen on the ground
near the entrance to the
Park.

Fracking

Neither the term nor the
process of fracking is new,
but since it is now being
used with horizontal wells,
it has been making the

newspapers. Halliburton
developed the technology
of hydraulic fracturing in
the late 1940s. In our area,
where many vertical wells
have been drilled over the
years, we have heard
drillers say they would
"frac" the new well. But
what if you want to use the
participle form of the word
and add an -ing to it? Does
it becomes fracing the well?
In this case our English pro-
nunciation would change
the sound, so it seems com-
mon sense to spell it frack-
ing. With that spelling you
know how to pronounce it.
In an Associated Press arti-
cle, the word was said to
sound nasty. It may in New
York, but I don't think it
does in Hansford County.
Another word used in the
fracking process is new to
me--proppant. After a hori-
zontal well is drilled and
steel pipes are inserted, a
perforating gun is lowered
into the well to blow holes
in the pipe. Then fracking
fluid is injected at high
pressure to fracture the sur-
rounding rock and provide
channels for oil and gas to

flow into the well. Drillers
use a mixture of water,
chemicals, and proppants to
do the fracturing. Then after
the water and chemicals are
drained from the well, the
proppant remains to keep
the cracks propped open for
better oil and gas flow.
Originally sand seemed to

be the proppant of choice, |

but now drillers are experi-
menting with other materi-
als. They have learned that
spheres seem to work better
than jagged-edged silica.
Bacteria can eventually
clog the pathways, so some
of the proppants are treated
with selenium as a biocide.
The technology is still
evolving.
