City of Spearman to

run swimming pool

Since the Hansford Activity Center
closed, Spearman residents may
have been concemed about who
would operate the municipal swimm-
ing pool this summer.

The Spearman City Council
authorized City of Spearman staff to
operate the swimming pool at its
March 19 meeting.

At the meeting, City Manager Jim
Murray told the council that the
Hansford Activity Center has been
running the pool for the past several
years, but closed its doors due to dif-
ficulty in obtaining liability in-
surance. After hearing the informa-
tion, the council voted to authorize ci-
ty staff to operate the pool.

In other council business, a con-
tract for the 1991 sealcoat of Spear-
man city streets was awarded to
Lewis Construction Co. of Dumas.
The company submitted one of four
bids and was the low bidder. Cost of
the sealcoat project will be $46,380.60.
The bid was awarded by the council
upon the recommendation of Dwight
Brandt, consulting engineer for the
project.

The Airport Advisory Board met
Monday, March 18. Chairman Ralph
Blodgett, Mike Schnell and Larry
Widener of the airport board attend-
ed the city council meeting to recom-
mend construction of a pilot’s lounge
and to recommend funding the full
cost.

The council decided to change the
name of the pilot’s lounge to a
visiting pilot’s facility, and voted to
authorize the city to fund and con-
struct such a facility at the municipal
airport.

Alice Peddy, chief appraiser for
the Hansford Ar-raisal District, at-
tended the meeting. She presented
the district’s audit for the fiscal year
ending Sept. 30, 1990, and also
presented a check in the amount of
$1,663 to the city.

Peddy gave the council a three
page list of uncollectible delinquent
personal taxes due from individuals
or businesses. She said no addresses
are available for the nages on the
list, the statute of limitations has ex-
pired for many of them, and that
some of the property listed h'a.-a ceas-

ed to exist. After discussion, the coun-
cil authorized the appraisal district to
write off the uncollectible taxes,
amounting to $4,808.40

The council received bids for pro-
perty and general liability insurance
coverage. Bids were received from
Brock Insurance Agency and from
TML Intergovernmental Risk Pool.
After a recommendation by Bill
Stephens of Stephens Management
Consultants Inc., the city’s consul-
tant on evaluating the bids, the coun-
cil voted to award the bid to TML.
TML’s bid was in the amount of
$46,808 and was the low bid.

The council appointed Kathy Beck
as presiding election judge and Pearl
Pierce as alternate judge for the May
4 city election. Beck was also ap-
pointed as the judge of the absentee
ballot board. The rate of pay to the
persons conducting the election will
be $ per hour and $25 extra will go to
the person delivering the election
records, etc. The maximum number
of clerks that the presiding judge
may appoint is one.

Approval was given to a resolution
supporting expansion of the Pantex
nuclear weapons plant near
Amarillo. Council members discuss-
ed the Pantex plant’s role in the
reconfiguration of the national
nuclear weapons complex, and how
expansion of the plant would in-
directly help the panhandle area.

Spearman Independent School
District was authorized to solicit bids
for the sale of propeity located at Lot
10, Block 27, OT Spearman.

The council voted to make no ad-
justments to gas utility bills at two
Spearman residences. Two recent
utility bills were disputed, and city
employees pulled one of the meters
for testing. The city manager told the
council that the meter proved to be in
good working order, and added that
the city staff has always relied on the
gas or water meters for accuracy.

Regular council business included
approval of minutes of two previous
meetings; approval of monthly fire,
ambulance, police, municipal court
and animal control reports; approval
of monthly bills payable totaling
$227 477.82; and approval of the city’s
current cash position.

GENERAL
PLAY ITSAFE

_The Easter seasn brings to mind
Easter eggs and egg hunts, a holiday
tradition. With current concems
regarding safety of foods such as
eggs, follow these suggestions for
selection, preparation and storage of
eggs to contribute to a happy,
healthy holiday.

When purchasing eggs, check to be
sure that eggs are clean and not
cracked, Cracks give
mucroorganisms a chance to enter
and contaminate the egg. If a crack-
ed egg is accidentally purchased, do
not eat it

Refrigerate purchased eggs as
500N as possible. Store them in the
cartons in which they were purchas-
ed, on a shelf in the refrigerator. The
egg slots on a relrigerator door are
not the best place to store eggs
because the temperature fluctuates
in this area as the door opens and
closes. Eggs need to be stored at con-
stant refrigerator temperature to
maintain safety.

For hard cooked eggs, place them
in water in a pan and cover. Bring to
a boil. Do not stack eggs. This will
prevent uneven cooking. When water
comes to a boil, take the pan off the
heat and let sit for 20 minutes. Pour
off hot water and cool the eggs under
cold running water.

Hard cooked eggs are still
perishable, so store the cooked eggs
in the refrigerator until time to
decorate. When you decorate them,
do it quickly and cleanly; then place
eggs back in the refrigerator until
time for the egg hunt. If you plan to
eat the eggs, don't leave them
unrefrigerated.

If you plan to eat the Easter eggs,
plan to hunt so that eggs are

“hidden,” “hunted” and gathered in
a short period of time. Either follow
the two-hour rule or don't eat them.
The twohour rule says that any
perishable foods should not be left at
room temperatures for more than
two hours. Room temperatures pro-
mote the growth of bacteria that can
cause food-borne illness. Be wary of
consuming any eggs that may have
become cracked in the hunt. 1

Any hard-cooked eggs not used in
the hunt can be held in the
refrigerator for up to a week. .

It’s wise to take precautions with
any perishable foods including pro-
tein foods such as meats, poultry,
eggs, fish and dairy foods.
Cleanliness is very important in
handling these foods in order to pre-
vent contamination by bacteria that
can cause food-borne illness. This is
especially important for those people
highly susceptible, including the very
young, the very old, pregnant womer
and those with chronic diseases and
weakened immune systems.

Raw or under-cooked eggs should
not be consurned, especially for those
susceptible groups. Exercise special
caution with soft-cooked, scrambled,
soft-fried and poached eggs. Do not
taste any cookie or cake dough that
contains raw eggs and always
refrigerate leftover egg dishes.
STORING WINTER CLOTHES

Spring means warmer weather is
coming and it is time to clean and
store your winter clothing. Clean all
items before storing. Even tiny spots
of soil or food make the fabric more
susceptible to staining, mildew and

insect infestations. Launder
washable items and garments, but
avoid using laundry additives such

as fabric softener and starch. Fabric
softeners tend to yellow with age and
starch attracts insects.

Reduce dry cleaning costs by hav-
ing “dry clean only” garments clean-
ed, but not pressed. Store wool
garments in moth repellant (ball,
flakes, or crystals), but avoid putting
moth repellent in baby or children’s
cotton clothing.

Tailored and professional clothing
should be stored on padded hangers
protected in a cloth garment bag.
Avoid storing garments in plastic
whenever possible. Plastic garment
bags and dry cleaner bags trap
moisture during the humid summer
season and sometimes cause
garments to become yellowed and
discciored. The print from dry
cleaner bags has been known to
degrade onto garments leaving an
ink stain.

If you do not have cioset space
available for winter garments, then
stuff the sleeves and shoulders with
tissue paper. Store in a tissue lined
box. Choose large flat boxes so that
the garments may be folded fewer
times and are not crushed by the
weight of other garments. Store the
heaviest garments on the bottom and
lighter weight garments on top.

Good places to store out-of-season
garments include the “far end” of 4
bedroom closet, under the bed, and
the top shelves of a clothes closet.
Avoid hot attics, damp basements
and damp garages, because mold
and mildew grow in humid condi-
tions. Also avoid storing good clothes
next to the outside wall because out-
sidé walls tend to draw dampness
with outside temperature fluctua-
tions.

So it thrills me
to see that the idea of helping these
men abandon their primitive ideas
and proceed to a respectful way of
relating to women is gaining ground
Much trial and error has been going
on in this area during the past decade
or S0,

I remember viewing a VCR depic-
ting a reraining program in which a
battering husband remarked that he
had never been able to refer to his
wife by name - she was always “‘my
wife,” a sort of possession, like my
house, my car, etc., not an individual
with a name and sensibilities and a
right to respect - her own and that of
others. Do you remember the comic
strips in which the male character
referred to his wife as “the wife,” or
“the little woman *' Never as Mary
Ann or Susan, the way he would refer
to his friends Harry or Bob. All of us
who have heightened our awareness
know how subtly advertisements pre-
sent “the little woman’’ as a mere
sex object. So, you see, many batter-
ing men are pushed and shoved and
nudged by our culture into the ex-
treme patterns they pursue. It'll be
wonderful to be able to discover ways
of freeing them from these patterns
and encouraging them to enrich their
lives by participating in life-
enhancing patterns.

Spouse’s rights to
benefits expanded

by Virginia De Witt

PANMPA - A January 1991 change in
the Social Security law has expanded
the rights of some wives and
husbands to get Social Security
benefits on the basis of a spouse’s
earnings. The change helps women
and men who married in good faith
but found out later that their mar-
riages were invalid.

Under previous Social Security
law, these people were considered
husbhands and wives for the purpose
of receiving Social Security benefits
only if no legal spouse received
benefits. The change provides that
now Social Security benefits can be
paid to both spouses. The amount of
benefits one spouse gets has no effect
on the amount of benefits the other
speuse receives.

The change also applies to benefits
for widov's and widowers and divore-
ed spouses. Divorced spouses’

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Tornado safety requires planning ahead

Spring can mean severe weather
and tormadoes. Many Hansford Coun-
ty residents remember the tornadic
activity which destroyed property in
Spearman and the surrounding area
last spring.

Although property damage from
the storms was extensive, no lives
were lost and no injuries were- sus-
tained by residents. That can be at-
tributed in part to early warning
systems and emergency manage-
ment procedures used by city and
county government.

But residents can take their own
precautions to assist themselves in
the event of a tornado or other severe
weather. Planning now for severe

Tornado shelters in Spearman are
located at the Hansford County Cour-
thouse, Spearman City Hall and
Spearman High School. According to
Joe Raper, Spearman police chief,
the city’'s waming sirens will be
tested on the third Tuesday of each
month at 1:30 p.m. The local radio
station, KRDF, will conduct an in-
door warning test on the first Mon-
day of each month at 6:06 p.m.

The Texas Division of Emergency
Management says that knowing the
difference between a tornado watch
and a tomado warning could save
lives. A watch means conditions are
right for tornadoes to form. A warn-

Tornadoes can strike at any time,
any place. If weather seems
threatening, National Weather Ser-
vice bulletins will provide weather in-
formation. Residents are urged to

stay abreast of developing weather
conditions so injuries and damage
can be minimized.

The DEM provided the following
information to help plan ahead for
the possibility of severe weather:;

*Periodically hold a tornado drill so
that family members know what to
do and where to go if the national
weather service issues a tomado
waming

*The safest part of a house during a
tornado traditionally is the base-
ment, but be aware of the potential
for flooding if there is heavy rain in
the area. Interior bathrooms.
hallways and closets on the ground
floor also offer protection from tor-
nadic winds. Avoid windows and out-
side walls. Take along blankets or
sleeping bags to protect yourself
from falling debris and shattering
glass, which are frequently the cause
of death and injury during a tornado.

*Make certain you have a portable
radio and several flashlights (and

medications and a first aid kit in your
shelter area.

*Remember, if a tornado strikes,
electricity, gas, water and sewer ser-
vice may be disrupted for several

days.

*Mobile homes and automobiles
are dangerous places to be during a
tornado. If you live in a mobile home,
make sure all family members know
where the nearest substantial shelter
is. If you are in your mobile home or
car and can’t get to a better shelter:
go outside, lie down in the nearest
ravine, ditch or culvert and cover
your head with your hands. Be aware
of the possibility of flooding in low-
lying areas. Do not hide under your
mobile home or car because both can
easily be picked up and carried away
by a tornado.
