Elected county commit-
tee members serve a three-
year term and are 
responsible for making de-
cisions on FSA disaster, 
conservation, commodity, 
and price support pro-
grams, as well as other im-
portant federal farm 
program issues. 

"County Committees 
are unique to FSA and are 
a valuable resource that 
gives locally elected farm-
ers and ranchers who par-
ticipate in FSA programs 
the opportunity to impact 
farm programs at the local 
level," said Hargrove. "I 
hope to see a high level of 
participation during the 
nomination and election 
process," he said. 

Producers may nomi- 

nate themselves or others 
as candidates. Organiza-
tions that represent minor-
ity and women farmers 
and ranchers may also 
nominate 	candidates. 
Nominees must partici-
pate in a program admin-
istered by FSA. be eligible 
to vote in a county com-
mittee election and reside 
in the local administrative 
area (LAA) in which the 
person is a candidate. To 
become a nominee, eligi-
ble individuals must sign 
form FSA-669A. The 
form and more informa-
tion about county commit-
tee elections are available 
online 	 at: 
www.fsa.usda.gov/elec-
tions. 

"In order to have fair 
representhtion of the de-
mographics and agricul-
tural interests in the 
community, I encourage 
all producers, including 
women, minority and be-
ginning farmers and 
ranchers to participate in 
the nomination and elec-
tion process," said Har-
grove. 

County committees are 
comprised of three to five 
members elected by local 
producers. All newly  

elected county committee 
members and alternates 
will take office January 1, 
2013. 

Nomination forms must 
be postmarked or received 
in the local USDA Service 
Center by close of busi-
ness on August 1,2012.

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USDA Announces Results for Conservation 
Reserve Program General Sign-Up 

Interest High in the 26-year-old Conservation Program 
Agriculture 	Secretary 

Tom Vilsack today an-
nounced that the U.S. De-
partment of Agriculture will 
accept 3.9 million acres of-
fered under the 43rd Con-
servation Reserve Program 
(CRP) general sign-up. 
During the extended five-
week signup, the Depart-
ment received nearly 
48,000 offers on more than 
4.5 million acres of land, 
demonstrating the CRP's 
continuing leadership as 
one of our nation's most 
successful voluntary efforts 
to conserve land and im-
prove our soil, water, air 
and wildlife habitat re-
sources. Under Vilsack's 
leadership, USDA has now 
enrolled nearly 12 million 
acres in the CRP since 
2009. Currently, there are 
more than 29.6 million 
acres enrolled on more than 
736,000 contracts. 

"For more than 25 years, 
lands in CRP have helped 
to support strong incomes 
for our farmers and ranch-
ers and produce good mid-
dle-class jobs throughout 
the country related to out-
door recreation, hunting, 
and fishing," said Vilsack. 
"As the commodities pro-
duced by our farmers and 
ranchers continue to per-
form strongly in the mar-
ketplace—supporting 1 out 
of every 12 jobs here in the 
United States—it is no sur-
prise that American produc-
ers also recognize the 
importance of protecting 
our nation's most environ-
mentally sensitive land by 
enrolling in CRP." 

Enrollment of the new 
3.9 million acres will allow 
USDA to continue impor-
tant targeting of CRP acres 
through continuous sign-up 
initiatives—including those 
announced earlier this year 
for highly-erodible land, as 
well as grasslands and wet-
lands—while also main-
taining and enhancing the 
significant benefits that the 
program has already 
achieved. The two continu-
ous sign-ups announced 
earlier this year will target 
an additional 1.75 million 
acres in total. 

For the first continuous 
sign-up program. USDA 
encourages 	landowners 
with land that has an Ero-
sion Index (EI) of 20 or 
greater to consider partici-
pating in the Highly Erodi-
ble Land initiative. Lands 

eligible for this program are 
typically the least produc-
tive land on the farm. In 
many cases the most cost-
effective option to reduce 
erosion is to put the land 
into a wildlife friendly 
cover, which will improve 
habitat and reduce sediment 
and nutrient runoff and re-
duce wind erosion. For the 
second continuous sign-up 
program, landowners with 
sensitive grasslands, wet-
lands and wildlife habitat 
are encouraged to partici-
pate. The grasslands and 
wetlands initiative in-
creases acres set aside for 
specific enrollments that 
benefit duck nesting habi-
tat, upland birds, wetlands, 
and wildlife, and provides 
benefits for specific conser-
vation practices, including 
new benefits for pollinator 
practices. 

CRP is a voluntary pro-
gram designed to help 
farmers, ranchers and other 
agricultural producers pro-
tect their environmentally 
sensitive land. Eligible 
landowners receive annual 
rental payments and cost-
share assistance to establish 
long-term, resource con-
serving covers on eligible 
farmland throughout the 
duration of 10 to 15 year 
contracts. 

CRP has a 25-year legacy 
of successfully protecting 
the nation's natural re-
sources through voluntary 
participation, while provid-
ing significant economic 
and environmental benefits 
to rural communities across 
the United States. Under 
CRP, farmers and ranchers 
plant grasses and trees in 
crop fields and along 
streams or rivers. The plant-
ings prevent soil and nutri-
ents from washing into 
waterways, reduce soil ero-
sion that may otherwise 
contribute to poor air and 
water quality, and provide 
valuable 	habitat 	for 
wildlife. Plant cover estab-
lished on the acreage ac-
cepted into the CRP will 
reduce nutrient and sedi-
ment runoff in our nation's 
rivers and streams. In 2011, 
as a result of CRP, nitrogen 
and phosphorous losses 
from farm fields were re-
duced by 623 million 
pounds and 124 million 
pounds respectively. The 
CRP has restored more than 
two million acres of wet-
lands and associated buffers 

and reduces soil erosion by 
more than 300 million tons 
per year. CRP also provides 
$1.8 billion annually to 
landowners—dollars that 
make their way into local 
economies, 	supporting 
small businesses and creat-
ing jobs. In addition, CRP is 
the largest private lands 
carbon sequestration pro-
gram in the country. By 
placing vulnerable cropland 
into conservation, CRP se-
questers carbon in plants 
and soil, and reduces both 
fuel and fertilizer usage. In 
2010, CRP resulted in car-
bon sequestration equal to 
taking almost 10 million 
cars off the road. 

USDA selected offers for 
enrollment based on an En-
vironmental Benefits Index 
(EBI) comprised of five en-
vironmental factors plus 
cost. The five environmen-
tal factors are: (1) wildlife 
enhancement, (2) water 
quality, (3) soil erosion, (4) 
enduring benefits, and (5) 
air quality. The minimal ac-
ceptable EBI level for this 
sign-up was 209. The aver-
age rental rate per acre for 
this sign-up is $51.24. 

In 2011, USDA enrolled 
a record number of acres of 
private working lands in 
conservation programs, 
working with more than 
500,000 farmers and ranch-
ers to implement conserva-
tion practices that clean the 
air we breathe, filter the 
water we drink, and prevent 
soil erosion.

Texas Comptroller Susan Combs is reminding busi-

nesses they can soon begin clearing up their tax records 
without penalty and interest when the state's Fresh Start 
tax amnesty period began June 12. 

The tax amnesty covers taxes and fees that were orig-
inally due before April 1,2012. Businesses can file miss-
ing tax reports and pay the overdue taxes. or amend and 
pay previous reports in which they had incorrectly stated 
a lower amount than was due. The-amnesty does not 
apply to underpaid tax returns (tax that was reported but 
not paid) or filing periods that businesses have in audit. 

The amnesty runs through August 17,2012. 
The Fresh Start amnesty applies to sales tax, franchise 

tax and other state or local taxes or fees administered by 
the Comptroller's office, except Public Utility Commis-
sion gross receipts assessments.

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USDA Celebrates 150th AnniverFary 

On May 15th, 2012, the 
United States Department 
of Agriculture (USDA) 
commemorated the 150th 
anniversary of its founding 
in 1862, when President 
Abraham Lincoln signed 
into law an act of Congress 
establishing the United 
States Department of Agri-
culture. President Lincoln 
established the USDA be-
cause he recognized the po-
tential of America's farmers 
to find new ways to culti-
vate the land with advances 
in research and technology, 
allowing them to provide a 
safe, ample food supply for 
our nation and the world. 

In one of President Lin-
coln's only speeches on 
agriculture at the Wisconsin 
State Agricultural Society 
in 1859, he said, "...no 
other human occupation 
opens so wide a field for the 
profitable and agreeable 
combination of labor with 
cultivated thought, as agri-
culture." Two years later, in 
what would be his final an-
nual message to the Con-
gress; Lincoln called 
USDA "The People's De-
partment." At that time, the 
population of the United 
States was about 31.4 mil-
lion, and about half of all 
Americans lived on farms. 
Today, with a population of 
almost 313 million people, 
2.1 million farms are oper-
ating in the US. 

Over the past 150 years, 
USDA's work with food  

science, agriculture, eco-
nomic development, sci-
ence and research, natural 
resource 	conservation, 
community development 
and alternative energy 
sources fulfills Lincoln's 
vision "to touch the lives of 
every American, every 
day." The success of the 
agency can be shown daily 
as Americans benefit from 
the safety, security and 
maintenance of our food 
and water supply, land and 
forest resources, advancing 
school systems, and contin-
ually evolving rural com-
munities. Twenty million 
Americans are employed 
through our food, fuel and 
fiber industries, and almost 
1 million jobs have been 
created through agricultural 
expos. USDA maintains a 
stron4 farm safety net to 
help keep American agri-
culturt secure from the 
market and weather, and is 
leading the way on renew-
able energy projects, imple-
menting funding for 
energy-saving technologies 
to farms, ranches and busi-
nesses. 

In Texas, the mission of 
the USDA is upheld 
through the work of the 
Farm Service Agency 
(FSA), Natural Resources 
Conservation 	Service 
(NRCS) and Rural Devel-
opment (RD). 

In 2011 alone, NRCS 
worked with Texas farmers 
and ranchers to invest  

$121.4 million in conserva-
tion programs authorized 
through the federal Farm 
Bill, to help protect water, 
soil and air resources, 
wildlife, forests and range-
lands throughout the state. 
NRCS has provided conser-
vation-related products and 
service that enable people 
to be good stewards of the 
Nation's soil, water, and re-
lated natural resources on 
non-Federal lands since 
1935. 

'The USDA- Natural Re-
sources Service (NRCS) in 
Texas continues its commit-
ment and work in protect-
ing Texas' natural resources 
by working one on one with 
private landowners to re-
solve their natural resource 
issues," said Salvador Sali-
nas, NRCS Texas state con-
servationist. "In a state 
where more than 90 percent 
of the land is privately 
owned, our farmers and 
ranchers are the leading 
stewards of the land and 
water, and USDA supports 
their work through techni-
cal assistance and conser-
vation programs — applying 
the most effective programs 
in the best places to achieve 
the best possible result. The 
NRCS mission remains 
Helping People Help the 
Land, as we celebrate this 
historic anniversary." 

Throughout Texas, Rural 
Development provided 
over $1.55 billion in fund-
ing to recipients in 2011 
through programs designed 
to improve the economic 
stability of rural communi-
ties, businesses, residents, 
farmers and ranchers and 
improve the quality of life 
in rural areas. Rural Devel-
opment administers and 
manages housing, business 
and community infrastruc-
ture and facility programs 
through a national network 
of state and local offices. 

"We are pleased to be an 
agency within the USDA 
that has provided assistance 
to the heart of America; our 
rural communities, fannek 
and residents, for 150  

years," said Rural Develop-
ment Texas State Director 
Paco Valentin. "Rural De-
velopment offers over 40 
programs that provide the 
resources and assistance 
needed to essentially build 
an entire rural community 
from the ground up, and we 
will to continue to provide 
support to thousands of 
rural Texas residents and 
communities in the coming 
years." 

Texas FSA promoted 
American agriculture by 
delivering nearly $1.4 bil-
lion in federal farm pro-
gram payments and loans to 
Texas farmers and ranchers 
during fiscal year 2011. 
FSA farm programs include 
price support, commodity 
operations, conservation 
and disaster programs that 
provide assistance and re- 

lief for producers. FSA also 
helps family farmers and 
ranchers by offering direct 
and guaranteed farm own-
ership and operating loans 
as well as emergency loans 
to producers who cannot 
obtain commercial financ-
ing from a traditional 
lender. 

"USDA agencies realize 
fanners and ranchers work 
hard year-round in a risky, 
sometimes unforgiving in-
dustry; but, for the most 
part, the rewards outweigh 
the risks. FSA considers it 
an honor and a privilege to 
work with Texas producers 
and we look forward to 
working to meet the chang-
ing needs of agriculture and 
rural America for many 
years to come," said James 
Douglass, Acting FSA 
Texas state director. 

As we commemorate 150 
years of accomplishments, 
USDA is learning from past 
experiences while looking 
to the future. In the years to 
come, there may be chal-
lenges for the economy, 
agriculture and the Depart-
ment. However, the USDA 
will remain focused on the 
mission to strengthen 
Americans rural communi-
ties, continue to help create 
jobs, and build on the suc-
cess of America's farmers.
