Texas property owners receive
1993 proposed value notices

Texas property owners have the
right to information about changes
in their property's value by local
appraisal districts. On May 20,
1993, Hansford County Appraisal
District mailed 24,493 property
owners their notices showing the
1993 proposed value

Alice Peddy, chief appraiser of
thedistrict, reminds property own-
ers that the notice of appraised
value is not a tax bill. "Please do
not pay from this notice," Peddy
said

Peddy emphasized the impor-
tance of the notice and the key
information that it contains for a
property owner. "Aproperty owner
has the right to appeal to the
Hansford Appraisal Review Board
on any disagreement with the
property's value, exemptions, own-
ership and other areas," she said.

The appraisal review board,
more commonly called "ARB,"is an
independent panel of citizens re-
sponsible for reviewing the ap-
praisal district's values. The ARB
alsohears and settles protests from
property owners who disagree with
some action by the appraisal dis-
trict.

What should a property owner
look for on the notice? "Take spe-
cial note of the proposed value for
1993," Peddy said. "The notice
shows the land's value and any
improvement value for the prop-
erty for the current year.” An im-

provement is a building, structure,
fence or any other type of fixture to
the land.

The appraisal notice also in-
cludes current year information on
exemptions granted to the prop-
erty. It provides last year's value,
too.

Peddy asks that a property
owner look carefully at the legal
description and mailing address to
be sure that there are no errors. "If
the notice contains an old address,
please let the appraisal district
know. The post office forwards
mail to a new address for a short

time only, and tax bills do not go
out until October,"” Peddy added.

A property owner can be liable
for additional penalties and inter
est on a tax bill not paid timely, A
property owner is responsible for
informing the appraisal district of
the correct mailing address.

Peddy added, "If you did not get
a notice and want 1993 informa-
tion about your property, please
call the appraisal district at
659-5575 or 733-5139. The dead-
line for protesting to the ARB is
June 18, 1993, for this year."

Property Tax Protest and
Appeal Procedures

The law gives property owners the right to
protest actions concerning their property tax
appraisals. You may follow these appeal proce-
dures if you have a concern about:
« the value placed on your property
¢ any exemptions that may apply to you
* the cancellation of an agricultural
appraisal
¢ the taxable status of your property
» the local governments which should be
taxing your property
¢ any action taken by the appraisal
district that adversely affected you.

Informal Review

The first option a taxpayer may use to protest
a value is to visit with the chief appraiser or a
staff member. Records onindividual properties
are available for review by every taxpayer. This
informal review is to the benefit of the taxpayer,
as many protests are resolved at this level,

Review by the Appraisal Review Board

If you can't resolve your problem informeliy
with the appraisal district staff, you may have
your case heard by the appraisal review board
(ARB).

The ARB is an independent board of citizens
that reviews problems with appraisals or other
concerns listed above. It has the power to order
the appraisal district to make the necessary
changes to solve problems. If you file a written
request for an ARB hearing (called a notice of
protest) before the deadline, the ARB will set
your case for a hearing. You'll receive written
notice of the time, date and place of the hearing.
The hearing will be informal. You and the
appraisal district representative will be asked
to present evidence about your case. The ARB
will make its decision based on the evidence
presented. You can get a copy of a protest form
from the appraisal district office at 709 W. 7th
Street; Spearman, Texas.

Note: You shouldn't try to contact ARB mem-
bers outside of the hearing. The law requires
ARB members to sign an affidavit saying that
they haven't talked about your case before the
ARB hears it.

Review by the District Court

After it decides your case, the ARB must send
you a copy of its order by certified mail. Ifyou're
not satisfied with the decision, you have the
right to appeal to district court. If you choose

to go to court, you must start the process by
filing a petition within 45 days of the date you

receive the ARB's order. If the appraisal district
has appraised your property a $1,000,000 or
more, you must file a notice of appeal with the
chief appraiser within 15 days of the date you
receive the ARB's order.

Usual Deadline

On o. beiore May 31 (or 30 days after a notice
of appraised value was mailed to you, which-
ever is later).

Late protests are allowed if you miss the usual
deadline for good cause. Good cause is some
reason beyond your control, like a medical
emergency. The ARB decides whether you have
good cause.

Late protests are due the day before the ap-
praisal review board approves records for the

year. Contact you appraisal district for more
injormation.

Special Deadlines

For change of use (the appraisal district in-
formed you that you are losing agricultural
appraisal because you changed the use of your
land), the deadline is before the 30th day after
the notice of the determination was mailed (o
you.

For ARB changes(the ARB has informed you of
a change that fncreases your tax liability and
the change didn't result from a protest you
filed), the deadline is before the 30th day after
the notice of determination was mailed to you.

If you believe the appraisal district or ARB
should have sent you: a notice and did not, you
may file a protest until the day before taxes
become delinquent (usually February 1),
The ARB decides whether it will hear your
case based on evidence about whether 3
required notice was mailed to you.
