On June 14, 2009, Mikal Willimon, Travis

Texas visited Florida Sea Base'’s Brinton En-
vironmental Center on Summerland Key,

Our trip didn’t go exactly as planned when
our flight from Miami to Key West was can-
celed, and we ended up having to rent a cou-
ple of minivans and make the three hour drive
from Miami to Key West instead. We didn’t
even get to enjoy the view of the overseas
highway, because there was no moon and it
was pitch black.

The next day when we finally got to the
Brinton Center, we were relieved to spend
some time in our air conditioned quarters. The
next day, we helped clear brush at The Na-
tional Key Deer Refuge, and then we took a
tour of Key West. Jake, Conner, Seth, and
Taos walked up the 183 steps of the Key West
Lighthouse, while Bill Carson took a Tour of
the Hemingway House across the Street. Then
we walked down the world famous Duvall
Street, and visited the many shops. That
evening, we went to Mallory Square and
watched the amazing Sunset Festival held
every night of the year.

The next day we went sailing. There was-
n’'t much wind, so we ended up motor sailing
most of the way. We were able to stop and
snorkel before a storm built up directly over

| us and seemed to devour our ship. Somehow

they failed to mention that the boat we were
on had already been struck by lightning twice
this year. After the storm passed, we were
heading back to the Brinton Center, but before

{ we got there we stopped to eat lunch. When

we stopped, our anchor line got caught in the
prop, and our ship ran aground in three feet of
water. After nearly an hour of hard work get-

ting the anchor line out of the prop and push-
ing our ship back in to water, we finally set
off. That evening we went night snorkeling in
a flooded rock quarry called the Horseshoe,
due to its horseshoe shape. We saw many
things we didn’t see out in the ocean. Jake
even got to enjoy getting stung by a jellyfish.

The next day we went deep sea fishing.
When we were about twenty-five miles out,
Bill spotted some debris on top of the water.
Our captain pointed the boat that direction,
and when we got close, we could see a giant
school of mahi Mahi swarming around it. We
quickly threw out all of our lines, and almost
instantly they all hooked up with a fish. Con-
ner caught the biggest fish at thirty-five inches
and fifteen pounds. After that we trolled and
came up on other schools of Mahi Mahi, but
that was the only kind of fish we caught. That
afternoon, we were dropped off at Big Mun-
son Island, where we would spend the night
and the entire next day.

The evening after we got off the island, we
went bridge fishing. Jake caught the first fish,
a mangrove snapper about the size of his hand.
The next day, we went snorkeling at Looe
Key, the third most dived spot in the world be-
hind only the barrier reef off Belize and the
Great Barrier Reef of Australia. However, the
current was much too strong that day, so we
went to a spot called Munson Rocks, a patch
reef off the coast of Big Munson Island. That
night we had our Luau. We played games, and
ate the Luau feast of crabby patties, stuffed
crab, Mahi Mahi, chicken thigh, and key lime
pie.

Thankfully all of
our flights were on time, and we got to enjoy
the comfort of our own beds that night. This

Memory Part 2

If you give your brain the
right nutrients, you will be
able to think quicker, have a
better memory, be better co-
ordinated and balanced and
have improved concentra-
tion. I am sure you have
heard there are no magic
pills. This almost sounds like
magic. We will once again go
back to the old adage, an
ounce of prevention is worth
a pound of cure. Younger
folks tend to have a sharper
mind. If we keep up with
proper nutrients “‘brain food”
our mind will not become so
dim. Important factors to
boost your brainpower and
keep your brain healthy and
your mental processes oper-
ating effectively are nutri-
tious foods, water, oxygen
and, do not forget to enjoy
life a little. EMOTIONS play
a much bigger part in our
lives then we realize. Every
part of the body has specific
nutrient needs in order to
function most efficiently.
The brain is no different.

According to Dr. Larry
McCleary, board -certified
neurosurgeon and expert
brain biochemist, memory
loss is one result of a mal-
nourished brain. Neuro-
transmitters, the brain’s inner
wiring, play a significant role
in brain function and are very
dependent on proper nutri-
tion to function properly.

Circulation is so important
to the body, but especially to
the brain. Our brains need a
steady supply of oxygen in
order to function proper)y.In
fact, it peeds quite a bnvf
oxygen. One-fifth of our
blood that is pumped away
from the heart ends up in the
brain. If the blood is reduced,
a problem is likely to de-
velop, you can suffer from
reduced comprehension, in-
creased forgetfulness, short-
term memory loss,
headaches dizziness etc.
These foods can help to im-
prove the circulation of the
blood, the body temperature
and boost the energy; #1 is
Cayenne, Garlic, water-
melon, tomatoes, red cab-
bage, raw cherries, radishes
blueberries and strawberries.

Iron is something that is
very important to memory.
The most important function
of iron in the body 1s to carry
oxygen in the red blood cells
to the muscles. Certain en-

zymes require iron, and iron
1s essential to produce en-
ergy. Since women lose iron
through menstruation, they
need 15 mg of iron a day,
men require 10 mg of iron a
day.

That is
one of the reasons Dr
Christopher suggests that
you eat spinach every day. It
is packed full of nutrients.
Black strap molasses has a
good amount of iron in it as
well. Not just any molasses
but unsulfered Blackstrap
Zinc does quite a lot. It is
found in almost every cell in
the body. It’s responsible for
activation of about 100 en-
zymes that do a wide variety
of things like heal the body,
support the immune system,
cell division, cell growth,
wound healing, and the break
down of carbohydrates. Zinc
is also needed for the senses
of smell and taste. It is some-
thing helpful with memory
and can be found in brewers
yeast, raw sesame seeds, raw
pumpkins seeds (highest),
peas, and whole wheat. (Not
whole wheat bread unless it
is enriched with it). Unre-
fined whole foods contain
more zinc. Men should get
11 milligrams a day and
women need 8 milligrams.
The research I have done
shows the zinc is very im-
portant in both the old and
young as far as memory is
concerned.

Blueberries help your
brain maintain its ability to
produce dopamine, a chemi-

cal that gives you the feeling
of well being it is crucial for
memory, and coordination.
There has been studies done
in rats that have found when
feeding aged rats _ cup of
blueberries daily, it has re-
versed declining memory
and poor coordination. Some
other foods to improve mem-
ory include cantaloupe, as-
paragus, black currants, kale
and sweet potatoes.

One thing that I have not
talked about and I feel is
SOOO0O0O important, we just
do not use our brain enough.
If you stop using a muscle
what happens to it. If I laid
down today and refused to
get up for anything in a cou-
ple of months it would be
hard for me to get out of bed.

Even spell check
tells me when I spell a word
wrong. We do not have to re-
member much of anything
any more; if you don’t use it
you lose it.

Please read part one and
part two together I really
have just touched on the sur-
face of “foods to help the
brain”. I wrote last week just
briefly on nuts and seeds.
Raw nuts are very good for
the brain, flax seeds contain
emotion-boosting omega-3
fatty acids, I will write an ar-
ticle on flax seed in the
weeks ahead.

DROUGHT PUSHES
PERRY To DECLARE
DISASTER AREAS

AUSTIN - A month-long
weather system producing
triple-digit temperatures and
no rain has much of Texas
suffering, The high-pressure
system centered over Texas
caused Gov. Rick Perry to de-
clare 167 counties disaster
areas because of the threat of
wildfires.

Bastrop County in Central
Texas lost 12,000 head of cat-
tle to the drought, and Texas
farmers are facing more than
$1 billion in losses this year.
Officials with Texas A&M
University’s AgriLife Exten-
sion Service said farmers who
depend only on rainfall could
lose up to 80 percent of their
CTOpS.

Farmers and ranchers look-
ing for disaster relief from the
federal government will have
to wait until fall to receive
payment for last year’s losses.
Aid for this year’s losses
won’t be available until 2010.

Nearly 20 percent of the
state 1s experiencing the most
extreme drought conditions.
Central and South Texas are
suffering through the worst
drought conditions in the na-
tion. The worst drought in re-
cent times was from 1950 to
1957, when rainfall was 40
percent below normal levels
and 90 percent of the state
was declared a federal disas-
ter area.

Texans told of sweep-
stakes scam

Attorney General Greg Ab-
bott is alerting Texans to a
clever sweepstakes scam.
People are told by phone that
they are being contacted by
the Federal Trade Commis-
sion because they won hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars
in a sweepstakes contest. In
order to collect, however, they
must pay several thousand
dollars in insurance costs.

The phone calls are fol-
lowed by a letter with the
FTC logo telling recipients

1, where to send a check. The

phone number on the letter-
head directs callers to the
scammers, who pretend to
work for the FTC. In fact, the
FTC never collects money
from consumers.

Abbott said anyone receiv-
ing the scam calls and letters
should contact his office at 1-
800-252-8011 or the FTC at
1-877-FTC-HELP.

Perry names new DPS
chief

Steve McCraw, 55, was
named the new head of the
Texas Department of Public
Safety by Governor Perry.
McCraw, a former member of
the FBI, was Perry’s home-
land security chief for the past
five years.

McCraw takes over an
agency in the spotlight for re-

cent problems, including its
role in guarding the Gover-
nor’s Mansion in Austin when
it was burned in an arson fire
in June 2008. He is the de-
partment’s fourth director in
less than a year.

Panel to seek new A&M
president

Texas A&M System re-
gents have named a 15-mem-
ber search committee to seek
a new president for the Col-
lege Station campus. Former
President Elsa Murano,
A&M'’s first female and first
Hispanic president, resigned
under pressure last month.

The search committee in-
cludes three regents, five fac-
ulty members, two students
and five other stakeholders.
Regent Richard Box will
serve as chairman. The com-
mittee will cull the applicants
to three finalists and recom-
mend one to the board next
February.

Texas students narrow
math gap

A national test found that
the difference in math scores
between black and white stu-
dents in Texas closed some-
what between 1992 and 2007.
Texas was one of only four
states that narrowed the math
gap among eighth-grade stu-
dents and one of 15 states that
did so among fourth-grade
students.

For eighth-graders, the dif-
ference in scores on the Na-
tional Assessment of
Educational Progress math
test was 26 points nationally.
In Texas, the gap was 23

points. For fourth-graders, the

national average was 31
points and the Texas average
was 29 points.

The NEAP test also found
that scores on the math test
rose for students of all races

in Texas over the 15-year pe-
riod.

Texas running out of job-
less money

The Texas unemployment
insurance trust fund is going
broke quickly, and the state
will have to borrow $643 mil-
lion from the U.S. Depart-
ment of Labor soon. Those
borrowed funds will cover un-
employment claims through
October 1, according to the
Texas Workforce Commis-
sion.

About 285,000 Texans re-
mained on unemployment
compensation through June
27, according to a commis-
sion official. That was triple
the number receiving benefits
during the same period last
year.

Governor Perry rejected
$556 million in federal stimu-
lus funds to expand unem-
ployment benefits, saying too
many strings were attached.

Higher tolls in North
Texas

The North Texas Tollway
Authority is increasing rates
by 3.5 cents a mile on its toll
roads. Drivers with TollTags
will now pay 14.5 cents a mile
to use the roads. A commute
to Dallas from the city’s far
north suburbs will cost about
$8.60 for those with tags, ac-
cording to the Dallas Moming
News, and $13 for those pay-
ing cash.

Words from
Faith & Grace

by Cecil R. Biggers, Lutheran Lay Ministerig Sin
During the eighth week of Pentecost we study 2 ngs 4
42-44 Psalm 145: 10-18, Ephesians 3: 14-21, and John 6: 1-
21. The prophet Elisha is receiving offerings from the first
fruits of the harvest. A man brings twenty loaves of barley
bread and fresh corn to the prophet. Elisha tells an assistant to
give it to the worshipers who have gathered to eat. The assis-
tant protests that it is not enough to feed a hundred people. El-
isha replies, "They shall eat and have some left." And that is
exactly what happened. Here we see the miracle in daily liv-
ing. God provides for all his people. Yet it was one man's act
of piety that allowed God's miracle to occur. Think about it.
The Psalmist sings of God's glory, God's Kingdom, God's
graciousness. Verse 16, "You open your hand, satisfying the
desire of every living thing", is the key to this acrostic psalm.
It is God who provides for all living in his creation.

Paul gives us a great picture of the Church. He describes
the chaos in the world, wars, famines, tragedies. Yet God's
will is to make all one in Jesus Christ, bringing order to the
chaos. Paul says that "I bow my knees before the Father". This
literally means to prostrate oneself. Paul is grateful because
God is our Father, not in just the physical sense of creation
but in his loving kindness to us. Paul prays that the faith com-
munity in Ephesus will be strengthened in their inner being-
in their reason, conscience and will, and will know the love of
Christ that surpasses all knowledge. We experience this love
in our faith community, in Church.

Jesus went to the other side of the Sea of Galilee, and went
up a mountain and sat with his disciples. The Passover was
near and a large crowd approached him. Jesus asks Philip
"Where are we to buy bread for this people to eat?" Philip
replies, "Six months' wages would not buy enough bread for
each of them to get a little." To Philip this was an impossible
task. Andrew goes forth to see what he can do. Andrew brings
a boy who has five barley loaves and two fish to Jesus. Jesus
has the disciples to sit the people down. Jesus takes the loaves,
gives thanks, and distributes the broken bread to those who
were seated. In a like manner, he blesses the fish, and distrib-
utes this to the people. Jesus then has the disciples collect the
fragments in twelve baskets. Five thousand people are fed. We
can view this as a miraculous multiplying of food; we can see
a sacramental image in the breaking of the bread; we can see
a miracle of sharing. We hear again, "You open your hand,
satisfying the desire of every living thing." The people then
rush to Jesus seeking to make him 'king'; they want more.
May the Holy Spirit enable you to see the miracle of God's
presence in your life.

Another community in our
area that has a tornado back-
ground is Mobeetie. It was
devastated by a cyclone in
1898. (Interesting history
question - When did cyclones
become tornados?)

The community, consid-
ered the "mother city" of the
Panhandle, developed from
Charles Rath and Bob
Wright's supply store on
Sweetwater Creek at a buf-
falo-hunters camp called
Hidetown in 1874, and grew
to 150 residents the following
summer as a trading post for
nearby Fort Elliott. In 1879
the town applied for a post
office and the Indian word
Mobeetie, possibly meaning
"sweet water", was chosen
for the community. The 1898
cyclone took seven lives and
leveled many of the build-
ings, including the Huselby
House hotel and the town-
house of pioneer cattleman
Robert Masterson.
