Superintendent Kent Hargis 
received the Pringle-Morse 
CISD's 2003 Property Value 
Study and immediately noticed 
that the Comptroller's office 
estimated $9,000,000 more than 
the local tax roll-value assigned 
by Hansford County Appraisal 
District. Further study revealed 
that the Comptroller had placed 
a $188.61 value per acre on dry 
land crops and Hansford County 
Appraisal District had placed a 
$99.54 value per acre on the 
same rural real property. 

Before February 1st of each 
year, the Texas Comptroller's 
office estimates and certifies to 
the Commissioner of Education 
the preliminary total taxable 
value of the property in each 
school district. This begins a 
process that allows district's to 
review the study, and protest if 
necessary. The final taxable val-
ues will be certified to the 
Commissioner of Education for 
use in distributing financial aid 
to school districts. 

"This could end up costing 
the district thousands of dollars 
in recapture payments or 'Robin 
Hood' payments to the state 
next school year," stated Mr. 
Hargis. "We have no choice but 
to formally protest the study. 

"The values will not affect the 
landowner's 	pocketbook. 
because taxes have been paid on 
the 2003 local values," contin-
ued Hargis.

* Texas is the second-largest agricultural state in the United 

States, accounting for about 7 percent of the total U.S. agricultural 
income. 

* The food, horticulture and fiber industry is the second-largest 
industry in the state and generates $73 billion a year for the econo-
my. 

* Eighty percent of the land in Texas is in some form of agricul-
tural production. 

* Ninety-two percent of Texas' agricultural operations are still 
run by individuals or families. 

* Twenty-nine percent of agricultural producers were women in 
2002; the number of women who were principal operators 
increased 7 percent from 1997. 

* Although agriculture employs one out of every five working 
Texans, less than 2 percent of the population is involved in day-to-
day farming or ranching.

Since Dale didn't 
describe what one looks like, a 
picture would be great. 

Dale went on to say blue quail 
tend to prefer drier landscapes 
than do bob whites. He quoted a 
biologist saying that if you see 
jackrabbits think blue quail, but 
if you see cottontails think bob 
whites.

The Hansford County Central 
Dispatch Office has a total of 
five telecommunication dis-
patchers, who are also jailers for 
the Hansford County Jail. Each 
of them are certified with the 
Texas Commission Law 
Enforcement Officer Standards 
and Education of Austin. During 
their shift, they are performing 
both jobs. 

Debbie Hornsby is the head 
telecommunication supervisor 
with 20 years of experience. 
Brenda Vera is the assistant 
telecommunication supervisor 
with 17 years of experience. 
Danny Hendricks has 4 and 1/2 
years of experience. Misty 
Rodgers has been with the coun-
ty for 18 months, along with 
Suzy Gaitlin, at 7 months. 

As dispatchers their duties 
consist of several tasks, such as 
answering six different lines for 
the Sheriff's Office, Spearman 
Police Department, Department 
of Public Safety, Gruver Police 
Department, and the Hansford 
County/Gruver line for the other 
employees of the courthouse.  

They also answer the 9-1-1 
emergency calls. 

They dispatch Spearman 
EMS and Fire Department, 
Gruver EMS and Fire 
Department, along with the 
Morse Fire Department. And 
when necessary, they call out 
the power companies, along 
with the on-call personnel for 
the cities of Spearman and 
Gruver, contact the wrecker 
services when requested, notify 
the coroner, dispatch the Texas 
Department of Transportation 
for .road hazards, assist in con-
tacting Lifestar. Other duties 
include answering the City of 
Spearman and City of Gruver 
lines after five 'p.m. and • on 
weekends and holidays. They 
also make courtesy calls to noti-
fy the owner of cattle that may 
be on the road. 

The office also has a program 
called Big Mouth for residents 
in the county who come in and 
register. This program is used in 
the events of severe,  thunder-
storms or tornado weather. 
When severe weather is in the 
Hansford County area, the Big 
Mouth computer alerts the resi- 

dents in the correct zone where 
the storm is. During the times of 
bad weather, there's always two 
dispatchers on duty. 

They also keep daily dispatch 
logs of all incoming calls, fuel 
report logs for Spearman Police 
Department 	and 	Fire 
Department. On call logs for the 
city personnel after five p.m. 
and on weekends. Keep an ani-
mal control log of all incoming 
animals that are placed in the 
shelter and the dispositions. 
Keep records of the racquetball 
rental and turn on fees after 
hours for gas/water. 

They type up incident reports 
for deputies, make copies, fax to 
the appropriate prosecutor when 
necessary. Complete arrest files, 
which includes a card file, clas-
sification sheet entering the dri-
ver's license, vehicle informa-
tion, a wanted person check and 
a criminal history report that is 
obtained from TLETS system in 
Austin. Prepare letters for the 
sheriff and deputies when 
requested. 

They prepare monthly reports 
for the state such as the Uniform 
Crime Reporting forms, jail  

report for the SSA, district and 
county attorney's office, sepa-
rate jail report for the Jail 
Commission , and fee reports 
for the County Treasurer. 

Jailers responsibilities are 
boplcing, fingerprinting and 
photographing of both females 
and males, placing the individ-
ual in the proper cell, give 
hygiene products, and clean 
clothing (jail uniforms). Type up 
fail dockets. Place their belong-
ings in bags, Enter the arrest 
information into the computer 
database, make arrangements 
for inmates to go before a judge 
to set bond. Type up bond infor-
mation, collect bond fees, dou-
ble check wanted person's 
record to see if subject has any 
other outstanding warrants. 
Clear he/she from computer. 
make copies of the bonds for the 
inmate, bondsman, attorneys, 
and judges. 
' Dispatchers keep logs on jail 

checks hourly, and monitor 
them constantly on cameras. 
Suicide checks are done every 
15 minutes. Keep medical logs 
for inmates taking prescriptions. 
log in when meals are served, 
which is three times daily, and 
what was on the menu. Keep jail 
clean at all times; weekly shake-
downs. Prepare bimonthly meal 
report for the court system. 
Pickup commissary supplies for 
the inmates from the grocery 
store. 

Our office also enters items 
into the Texas Crime 
Information Center and the 
National Crime Information 
Center (TCIC/NCIC), such as 
stolen vehicles, trailers, four-
wheelers, weapons, and so 
forth. They also enter wanted 
persons into TCIC/NCIC for 
warrants on theft by checks or 
and other criminal investiga-
tions. 

Law enforcement communi-
cations are the backbone of law 
enforcement. Without it the effi- 
ciency and effectiveness of law 
enforcement is almost nil. I take 
this time to compliment the effi-
ciency of the Hansford County 
Central Dispatch employees, 
and commend them for a fine 
job.
