WIC Clinic Offers Free Class

Outreach  Health  Services’
Women, Infants and Children
(WIC) program 1S Sponsoring a
free health and nutrition education
class entitled, “Childhood Obesity:
Lily Faces A Problem™ throughout
the month of June.

Cases of childhood obesity in the
United States has risen about 50
percent over the past 20 years, The
alarming rise in overweight chil-
dren, however, is no surprise to
Linda DeFrank, Outreach Health
Services WIC nutritionist and edu-
cation specialist WIC employees
routinely graph tie height and
weight of children enrolied in local
WIC programs. Just as the studies
and statistics are saying, DeFrank
does see more and more young
children who are tipping the scale
a little too much.

“This issue is much bigger than
worrying about whether or not
vour child will get teased at
school,” DeFrank said. “When
children are obese, they are at a
higher risk for developing type Il

diabetes, heart disease, hyperten-
sion and other unwanted health
problems. Most people don’t
develop these diseases until they
are well into their adult years
Also, most overweight children
srow up to be overweight adults
So the higher threat of disease
stays with them.”

Joyce Deveraux, Director of
WIC Programs at Outreach Health
Services, said the epidemic of
childhood obesity is a combination
of two social trends: Lack of phys-
ical activity and poor food choices.

Perhaps even more concerning
than the sedentary lifestyle is the
diet many children consume today
According to Deveraux, society

eats “‘convenience” foods more
than ever
To help parents come up with

healthier, alternate food choices as
well as fun physicals activities,
WIC will offer a free seminar to
the public entitled, “Childhood
Obesity: Lily Faces A Problem,”
which includes a video, take-home

literature and a question and

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Voice of Compassion

Fiorello LaGuardia was mayor of New York City during the
worst days of the Great Depression and all of WWII. He was
adored by many New Yorkers who took to calling him the
"Little Flower," because he was so short and always wore a
carnation in his lapel.

He was a colorful character - he rode the New YorK City fire
trucks, raided E:'ry "speakeasies" with the police department,
took entire orphanages to baseball games, and when the New
York newspapers went on strike, he got on the radio and read
the Sunday funnies to the Kids.

One bitterly cold night in January of 1935, the mayor turned|
up at a night court that served the poorest ward of the city.|
LaGuardia dismissed the judge for the evening and took over|
the bench himself. Within a few minutes, a tattered old
woman was brought before him, charged with stealing a loaf
of bread. She told LaGuardia that her daughter's husband had
deserted her, her daughter was sick, and her two grandchildren
were starving.
