.1. A. Kemp, president of the Texas 
Conservation Association, headquar­
ters at Wichita Falls, arrived in 
Brownwood Friday morning and ac­
companied hy Mayor Abney, .1. I,. 
Starkie and Secretary Crabtree of 
• lie Chamber of Commerce, went to 
the junction of the Jim Ned and Pe­
can Bayou, in order to study at close 
range, the locality in which it is pro­
posed to build the great water con­
servation dam. Mr. Kemp, Mr. Hayes 
und Mr. Woodruff were guests today 
at the Rotary luncheon at the Har­
vey House, and as they will prob­
ably deliver addresses on water con­
servation, here, that part of the pro­
gram wili be handled separately from 
the present arUcle.

With Brooke Ramey, A. W. Wood­
ruff of San Saba and a member of 
the Bulletin staff. Joint K. Hayes, 
civil und irrigation engineer of Den­
ver, Colorado, spent several hours 
Thursday afternoon in the urea above 
and also below the confluence of the 
Jm  Ned creek and the Pecan Bayou 
about 8 or 9 miles north of Brown- 
wood.

After looking the situation over in 
a critical way, Mr. Hayes simply 
said, the only wonder feature in the 
entire situation, is found in M.c fart 
that a big industrial asset like tlw 
project, under consideration, that of 
building a great dam just below the 
junction point of the two streams, 
has hern left untouched thus long.

The engineer was taken first to Hie 
high |Miint above thr junction of the 
two streams, and this is readied hy 
crossing the Jim Ned neat llie Mor­
gan Baugh old home on the Cross 
Cut road, going into the llaugli pas­
ture, to tlw right of the house and 
then driving through thr rough tu 
the highest point of the ridge or |>eii- 
insula, from which an excellent view 
may tie had of both watersheds—the 
Jim Ned and tin P~cu- Bayou. It 
lias lies'll stated on 0 official au­
thority that with a «...», say 1,500 
feet tong and 110 fret hr-height,- jnri 
below the junction of tlw two streams, 
20,000 water acres can easily he Im­
pounded, and that this vast quantity 
of water, not only would lie sufficient 
to furnish Brownwood with a super­
abundance of water for all purposes, 
hut would also take care of a vast 
area of land, from an irrigation point 
of view. Mr. Hayes did not make 
this statement, however, hut it is 
probable hr would corroborate it if 

j [ lie were to make a statement along 
these lines.

From the highest point on tlw 
Baugh peninsula, as it may lie railed, 
a fine ami practically unobstructed 
view may tie hail of the two basins, 
for a long distance, and the width 
ami height of tlw intervening valleys 
are presented in a way that is as 
plain as a picture. Just now it is a 
beautiful picture, because the hill- 

| sides und cost’s are covered with 
I green foliage unil waving seas and 
lakes of blue bonnets, with here and 
there great splashes of flowers of 
many other hues and color-variations. 
The Bulletin staff man visited the 
locality with P. A. (ihinvillr, former 
president of the Chamber of Com­
merce in the latter part of October, 
1924. when autumn had turned all the 
leaves to gold and kindred effect. It 
was a pretty sight, hut no prettier 
than the scene that presents itself at 
this time of year. These scenic beau­
ties arc taken into consideration by 
people who have been giving time 
and attention to a consideration of 
the big conservation project, for it is 
figured that once the big dam is built, 
and the inland sea of water held in 
leash, the locality will coine into 
prominence as a watering place, or 
summering place on a large scale.

Along the edges of the lake or 
body of water would lie found scores 
or hundreds of sheltered und quiet 
places ideal for the building of a 
summer home, or a winter home. 
There would be water for bathing 
purposes on an extensive scale, and 
there would lie fishing and hunting 
in an extensive way, hy and hy. These 
are the ideal features of the water 
conservation project and there is 
every reason to believe they will ail 
be worked out, once the dam is built.

Mayonnaise Is one of the most 
popular of salad dressings. It is ex­
cellent in its simplest form, and 
there are unlimited variations.

In making mayonnaise the whole 
egg or two egg yolks are used with 
one and one-half cups of oil. Break 
the egg Into a deep round bottom 
bowl, and add to It. a teaspoonfnl 
of sugar, salt, n little mustard, pap­
rika and a dash of pepper. Beat 
these thoroughly and add the oil 
slowly, and as the mixture thick­
ens add the acid alternately with 
the oil. About six teaspoonfulfl of 
acid is required. The mayonnaise 
should be kept in a cool place, but 
should not freeze.

A'nrlallons.
1. To the plain dressing add chop­

ped hard cooked eggs.
2. Add either relish or Piccalilli 

to plain dressing.
3. Left-over vegetables such as 

peas, carrots and chopped pickles 
added to the plain dressing.

4. White mayonnaise—Use two 
egg whites instead of one whole 
egg. For special occasions this may 
be tinted any desired color.

5. Thousand Island—To one cup 
mayonnaise add 4 tablespoons 
Chill Sauce, 2 tablespoons catsup. 
1 tablespoon chopped plnv’ntoes, 1 
hard cooked egg and one-half cup 
whipped cream.

6. Small amounts of chopped' 
American cheese and chopped meat 
added to the mayonnaise.

7. Add 1 cup whipped cream to V4
cup mayonnaise to serve on fruit 
salads if an oil dressing is preferr­
ed. %

8. Add >4 cup of canned pimlenfo 
cut In small pieces to one cup of 
mayonnaise. This is nice to serve on 
plain lettuce or for a sandwich 
spread.

To 
have available in the home a supply 
of sueh foodstuffs considerably re­
duces the coat of feeding the family, 
renders it ill some degree indepen­
dent of variations in the supply of 
foods in the markets, and at the same 
time permits a broadening and en­
richment of the dietary which is a 
very substantial aid in tile preserva­
tion of good health.

All 
utensils and materials must he kept 
ms clean hs possible ami must Ik* care­
fully handled to prevent the entrance 
of dirt and bacteria or other organ­
isms, so that the chances of sjaiilage 
will Im* greatl.v lessened. Bacteria 
inultiplx with astonishing rapidity, 
esjieeially in a warm, mobt place. 
Many bacteria, yeast*, and molds can , 
not grow except in the presence of 
air or oxygen, hut there are many j 
xarieties of bacteria which grow verj ( 
well indeed in tin* -vCMled can or jar, i 
after aU the air or oxygen it is pos­

I There is another important method 
of preserving food and that is by dry­
ing. Although the drying method has 

j its limitation* it has )n>ssihiiitics.
| There is no better merits of prevent­
ing loss of perishable foods. There 
are, however, a considerable number 

1 of fruits and vegetables which it i.; 
not advisable to attempt to dry eith­
er because they undergo changes In 

.drying which render them un]wilatahlc 
| or because they deteriorate rapidly 
after drying; also t lie re are many 
vegetables which are so readily kept 
for long periods in storage, either In 

| out-door storage pits or In ordinary 
I cellars, that any labor expended in 
drying them under any ordinary con­
ditions would he wasted.

One advantage of drying is that the 
product has a weight of only onc- 

| fourth to one-ninth that 6*f fresh nia-

Convenient Method.
The o|im-kettlf method of eannfng 

therefore has taken its place among 
tin* old-fashkmahlcs and unreliable*. 
Kxtensive experimenting has proved 
that the “cooking in the container” 
mettled more nearly insures the keep­
ing of such product* as vegetables 
and meats. In that way the food ma­
terial, container and cover are not 
subject to bacteria throughout tlie 
operation. Fruits $nui tomatoes may 
often keep well when canned tlie ripen 
kettle way. Tills is because of the 
acidity of their contents, which causes 
the destruction of bacteria during the 
heating yrueess to Ik- more rapid than 
would utlierwUe l*c tin* case. How­
ever, the practice of packing the fruil 
or vegetable into the container before 
rather than after applying the final 
heating process is more likely to sue 
efrd in the dest ruction «»f organisms.

Tlie simplest hot-water canning out­
fit is one to he placed on the kitchen 
stove. It consists of any vessel large 
enough to hold a convenient number 
of jars, fitted with a false bottom 
which holds the jars away from the 
bottom of tin: utensil, thus protect­
ing the jars from humping ami over­
heating, and allowing full circulation

In order that canning may he suc­
cessfully done tin* eaniter must know 
luiw to rnu. la securing tine quality, 
much depend" up$m having tin* vege­
table or fruit absolutely fresh, crisp 
and clean, hihJ kept eo#l. Ml sur­
roundings ami utensils should be very 
clean, aw«l the canning operations car­
ried on a vrapidly Uh possible.

Armstrong and Mrs. Mildred Kouc- 
za►, formerly Miss Mildred Powell, 
were the joint honorees. Mrs. 
Armstrong delivered an address at 
the National Theatre to a crowded 
house Sunday morning, she amt 
Leor. Td Withington of Fort Worth 
lieing the only speakers, then she 
delivered an address at the First 
Christian Church at 11:45, Leon­
ard Withington. Mark McGee, ami 
Commissioner Darden of Brecken- 
ridge lieing the speakers. In the 
afternoon Sunday she and Mrs. 
Koaciak delivered addresses at the 
auxiliary convention, and following 
the address of Mrs. Armstrong at 
the convention of the legion. Sun­
day afternoon. Mrs. Konczak pre­
sented Chairman Buie with a

cl, made of native mosqtiite. at the 
shops of the Powell Planing Mill,
Aoilene, which Chairman Buie ac­
cepted graciously.

At (lie Church
The big morning feature Sunday 

was of course services at the First 
Christian church, and while sim­
ple, were also of u verv elaborate 
nature. The Bulletin man. hesi­
tates at this point to |»av special 
tribute to the fine choir, the superb 
vocal solo by Mrs. Thomas Abra­
ham, "Lead Thou Me On," und also 
the splendid solo by Vrs.

At this point too, the work 
of the Boy Scouts in holding er$ct, 
on either side of the rostrum, au 
American flag, and the colors of 
Bernice Coles Post of Breckenrldge 
the boys taking each others places 
every ten minutes, saluting the flag 
as they walked up to it. and as they 
left it. a feature that brought forth 
much comment, and led Mrs. Arm­
strong in the course of her fine 
address to bring out very forcibly, 
because as she said, she had more 
than once passed along the street, 
during patriotic parades, and seen 
scores ami even hundreds of men. 
who knew better, standing uncon­
cerned as the national colors wen' 
by. The church was crowded and 
many were turned away, and this 
is saying a great deal because the 
First Christian Church of Breck- 
eridge is a big building, and would 
be a credit to a city the size of Fort 
Worth.

Address of Withington
The address of Leonard Withins- 

ton at the National Theatre and at 
the church wms very fine. Witli- 
ington is well known throughout 
this state. He is a good speaker, 
always has a list of brand new 
jokes and he uses them at the right 
time and place. His talk centered 
on the idea that the American le­
gion was gradually coming into its 
own, and that by and by regardless 
of politics it would be a great pow­
er in tho land. He urged the le­
gionnaires to take more active in­
terest in the organization, and to 
place Texas in the front rank. He 
deplored the lack of interest in the 
matters of voting in Texas, and de­
clared therein lay the real danger 
point to the future of this state, 
for as he said it is when the people 
become apathetic that danger 
lurks, and he hoped the time would 
never come in Texas.

Murk McGee Speaks
Milton Daniels introduced Mark 

McGee. He is an old friend of 
McGee's and national committee­
man Ben Dean, who acted as mas­
ter of ceremonies, said Daniels had 
it in for McGee and so he was go­
ing to let Daniels introduce him. 
which Daniels proceeded to do in 
great style, and to the amusement 
of the audience. On beginning his 
address McGee told several stor­
ies and in referring to the final 
points in the introduction by his 
friend Daniels, he said so many 
good things had been said of and 
about him, that ha was fearful 
there might be a mistake and this 
story followed:

A certain man had died. His 
funeral was being held. The wid­
ow and her children with friends 
and neighbors sat near the preach­
er who extolled the virtues of the 
dead husband, many of which he 
had not possessed, and of which 
the widow was well acquainted.
The preacher grew eloquent in the 
praise of the dead man and finally 
the widow whispered to one of her 
boys. “ John slip around to the 
casket and see if that is your dad­
dy. It certainly doesn’t sound like 
his career—there might be some 
mistake.”

McGee went Into details in re­
gard to the alien laws, the immi­
gration laws, universal draft laws, 
and other things which concerned 
the work of the legion. He was 
especially lauded when he said the 
legion stood for a universal draft 
law, so that if any war ever arose 
on the horizon of this country again 
there would be no shirking by any 
human being, or any corporation, 
or any enterprise, but all would 
have to contribute in a just and 
patriotic way. That the profiteer 
would not be permitted to exist, 
and grow fat on the suffering and 
unspeakable heartaches of the peo­
ple of this country, that men would 
not be paid $15 per day for only 
ii few hours of haphazard work- 
while the boys fought, bled and 
died in the trenches at one dollar 
per day. People who have heard 
Stark McGee many a time declare 
that his address at Breckenrldge 
Sunday was his masterpiece. The 
address of Mrs. Armstrong was al­
so very fine, and she took as her 
central theme the duly the legion 
owes to the buddies ,in the hos­
pitals. and to the families of the 
men who ate cither dead or un 
tihle to work. This Is the favorite |

The services started at the 
church by a few remarks by the 
pastor, Rev. Shettleworth. who ex­
tended welcome in behalf of the 
church.

Morrison, secretary of the Y. M. 
C A.

The report of the committee on 
Constitution and By-laws was 
adopted, few changes were noted.

The largest delegation was from 
Stamford, there being 74 members 
in attendance, this being 60 per 
cent of the total membership. Abi­
lene came next with 42 members. 
Other posts ranged from 2 mem­
bers to 27, Brownwood answering 
with 9 members, whereas 50 could 
have easily been in attendance. The 
silver loving cup was presented to 
Stamford, because of this large at­
tendance.

Auxiliary Convention
The Auxiliary convention 

held on the first floor of the City 
Hall and uhout 200 delegates were 
present. The reception and enter­
tainment tendered the auxiliary 
visitors was very fine. The re­
freshment features were staged on 
the second floor of the Y. M. C. A. 
while the men were fed on the 
first floor. All reports showed a 
substantial increase in auxiliary 
membership throughout the 17tn 
district. Informally many matters 
that will come up for discussion a; 
the state convention were mention­
ed in a round-table way. The re­
habilitation features of the auxili­
ary received strong emphasis and 
this work will be given more at­
tention in the future. No resolu­
tions were offered. No changes 
were made in the constitution or 
by-laws. Summed up in a few 
words the auxiliary convention was 
very gratifying to every member 
who had the pleasure of being pres­
ent and especially to the state and 
district officials.

W. J. Buie, Jr., of Stamford and 

H. R. Fuller also of Stamford are 
ideal officials—right men in the 
right place. Buie is impartial in 
all his rulings and also believeB in 
putting the program through with 
no delay.

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THE RURAL SCHOOLS
The rural school problem in Texas for many 

>tars has been worrying educators and others who 
have realised Its importance. It is also the pet 
theme of the politician, and the •little red school 
house' has been the Inspiration of much forensic 
bombast But to those who hare give* the ques­
tion aerie its thought, there appears to be little im­
provement over former years. The average rural 
school, no doubt, compares favorably with many of 
those lr. the towns, during the short time they are 
in session. But the terms are too short, and uo 
matter how excellent the school, or how proficient 
tit* teacher, the student is handicapped by the 
brief term. The question Is, how eau the matter 
lie remedied? It is not wholly a question of money, 
for the average farmer needs all the heip he can 
Cbfalu at sertain seasons of the year to handle his 
growing crop*. And that season often conflicts 
with the school term. If the rural schools could 
arrange to have a short summer session, after the 
ereps are "laid by” without shortening the winter 
term, a great part of the problem will have been 
solved. Here is where the question of sufficient 
lands obtrudes. Appropriations ought to be made 
to provide money for summer terms of two or three 
months and inthis way the rural schools' can meet 
the requirements of the student until he reaches 
ihe higher grades.

A VISION OF THE FUTURE
Speaking before the State Federation of 1-ahor, 

at liousti.n. E. J. Crocker had this to say: "I can 
see a time not far away when there will be no 
strike*, and differences between employe and em­
ployer will all be settled as sensible men should 
settle them—around the conference table.” It I.: 
to be hoped that the State Labor Commissioners’ vi­
sion of the future will prove correct, and It would 
seem that he is justified in his belief. Arbritrary 
methods never settle a dispute permanently and the 
side that makes a concession usually has somethin? 
to say at a later date. The proverbial and more or 
less fictitious war between capital and labor was 
encouraged by a few leaders whose motives were 
selfish They do not impose their will upon their 
followers as readily as in former years. It is be­
coming more apparent that the rank and file rec­
ognize that a question is never settled until it is 
settled amicably.

SERVING III SI YENS INTERESTS 
The West Texas. Chamber of Commerce has 

proven by results obtained that it is a much needed 
business organization, bul there is a growing feel­
ing that it is expanding over too much territory for 
satisfactory detail work. Whether that is so re­
mains to be seen. Certaiuly Foist Texas needs a body 
as active as that in the West. It should function as 
a separate organization, for its problems are alto­
gether different from those in West Texas. The 
rapidly developing country south of San Antonio 
has distinct interests of a kind to indicate that it 
should have Its own organixation. The Plains coun­
try. commercially and industrially, has very little 

I in common with the hill country around Alpine and 
I Kerrville.

Perhaps the best solution of the matter would
