Weekly Update 
Chicago, IL February 22- Motorists 

should be aware of the likelihood of a 
sharp rise in gasoline prices in the next 
few days and through the weekend in 
Texas. "I expect stations to increase 
prices as much as 5-20 cents per gallon 
by the conclusion of the weekend with 
some stations starting to raise prices im-
mediately," says Patrick DeHaan, Gas-
Buddy.com Senior Petroleum Analyst. 

DeHaan warns that a refinery fire in 
Washington state is boosting prices sig-
nificantly throughout the entire West 
Coast region, and rising spot prices in 
Great Lakes area is boosting prices 30-45 
cents per gallon today in Michigan, Indi-
ana, Ohio, Kentucky. Prices have also 
been reportedly rising fast in New Eng-
land, Florida, and areas of the East Coast. 

Gregg Laskoski, Petroleum Analyst 
also cites the refinery fife in Washington 
for an expected jump in California, say-
ing "prices across the State of California 
already made significant advances in the 
prior seven days, and with the refinery 
fire, motorists should expect prices to rise 
in similar fashion as last February when 
the Libyan situation unfolded." 

Texas, February 27- Average retail 
gasoline prices in Texas have risen 8.4 
cents per gallon in the past week, averag-
ing $3.55/g yesterday. This compares 
with the national average that has in-
creased 11.3 cents per gallon in the last 
week to $3.64/g, according to gasoline 
price website TexasGasPrices.com. 

Including the change in gas prices in 
Texas during the past week, pnces yes-
terday were 33.0 cents per gallon higher 
than the same day one year ago and are 
28.3 cents per gallon higher than a month 
ago. The national average has increased 
26.6 cents per gallon during the last 
month and stands 29.8 cents per gallon 
higher than this day one year ago. 

"2012 is looking increasingly like 
2008," said Gregg Laskoski, Senior Pe-
troleum Analyst for GasBuddy.com. 
"Gasoline prices are climbing aggres-
sively as speculation drives crude oil 
higher; and once again, it's an election 
year. But this time its the volatility in the 
Middle Fast that has everyone wondering 
'How high is up?',' he added. 

GasBuddy operates, Texas-GasPrices.com, and over 
225 other local gasoline pricetracking websites that fol-
low prices at over .125,000 gasoline stations in the 
United States and Canada. GasBuddy also uses Face-
book (facebook.com/gasbuddy)7Witter (twittercontlgas-
buddy), and phone apps to keep motorists ahead of 
changing gasoline prices. 

Texas Crop & Weather 
The following specific livestock, crop and 

weather conditions were reported by Panhan-
dle Extension directors for February 22, 
2012: The weather varied from mild to ex-
tremely cold. Soil moisture continued to be 
mostly short to very short. A few areas re-
ported receiving some moisture. Farmers 
continued preparing fields for spring planting 
and were actively irrigating wheat. Most win-
ter wheat was in fair to poor condition. 
Rangeland and pastures were in fair to very 
poor condition, with most reporting poor to 
very poor. Those producers who didn't liqui-
date their herds during the drought began the 
spring calving season. They also continued 
providing supplemental feeding as rangeland 
grasses were sparse and wheat pasture was 
short. 
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Words from 
Taith Graa

During the second week of the Season 
of Lent, as we examine ourselves we note 
the meaning of names to God, the promise that comes 
through faith, and the meaning of the gift of life. We 
study Genesis 17:1-7,15-16, Psalm 22: 23-31, Romans 
4: 13-25, and Mark 8: 27-38. 

We study the promise of God to Abram when Abram 
was ninety-nine years old and his wife, Sarai was ninety. 
God promises Abraham "You shall be the ancestor of a 
multitude of nations." God then called Abram, Abraham; 
"Abraham" in Hebrew means "ancestor of multitudes." 
Similarly God said to Abraham, "As for Sarai, your wife, 
you shall not call her Sarai, but Sarah shall be her name." 
"Sarah" in Hebrew means "princess". Many of my 
friends here in Hansford County are in their late eight-
ies and early nineties. How many of them would believe 
that God would make them parents of nations at their 
age? Abraham believed God and God reckoned this as 
righteousness. Consider this dear Christian, I alone can-
not do much; but, I and God can do anything. Is it any 
wonder that Abraham and Sarah named their son, Isaac 
(Hebrew for "laughter"). 

The Psalmist sings an individual lament. We will 
study the beginning verses of this Psalm on Good Fri-
day; but, this portion of the Psalm is the resolution of 
the Psalmist's cry of complaint to God. This is the 
Psalmists expression of praise and adoration for the God 
who heard him when he cried to him. Consider, "For he 
did not despise me or abhor the affliction of the afflicted; 
he did not hide his face from me, but heard when I cried 
to him". I have counseled many who felt abandoned by 
friends and family, who felt as if life was no longer 
worth living because they were not worthy of life. To be 
crude, "God did not make any trash!" Regardless of the 
mess that may be your present life, God cares for you 
and his healing presence is with you. God hears when 
we cry out to him in faith, and that faith is freely given 
us by God's grace; we do not 'earn' it. 

Paul tells the Church at Rome that the Promise to 
Abraham did not come through the law, but through the 
righteousness of faith. God 'reckoned' Abraham's faith 
in God as righteousness. Dear Christian, that applies to 
all of us who are "children of Abraham" by faith in our 
Lord, Jesus The Christ, who died for our sins and was 
raised for our justification. It is appropriate during this 
Season of Lent to reflect that our salvation comes from 
God's grace in his gift of Jesus and the enabling of the 
Holy Spirit who stirs us to have the faith to believe. 

Jesus tells his disciples for the first of three times in 
the Gospel of Mark that he is going to suffer greatly, be 
rejected by the elders, chief priests, and scribes and be 
killed. Peter cannot accept this and rebukes Jesus. To 
which Jesus replied, "Get behind me Satan! For you are 
setting your mind not on divine things but on human 
things." Jesus then goes on to say to the disciples and 
the crowd: "If any want to become my followers, let 
them deny themselves and take up theft cross and fol-
low me". Reflect in this time of Lent that God has given 
you life, not to keep it or hoard it, but to spend it in God's 
service. 

May the Holy Spirit enable your faith and allow you 
to serve God gratefully.

HISTORICAL MUSINGS 
March 2nd is Texas' 

176th birthday, if I sub-
tracted correctly. The Texas 
Declaration of Independ-
ence was produced, liter-
ally, overnight. Its urgency 
was because while it was 
being prepared, the Alamo 
in San Antonio was under 
siege by Santa Anna's army 
of Mexico. 

Immediately upon the as-
semblage of the Conven-
tion of 1836 on March 1, a 
committee of five of its del-
egates were appointed to 
draft the document. The 
committee, consisting of 
George C. Childress, Ed-
ward Conrad, James 
Gaines, Bailey Hardeman, 
and Collin McKinney, pre-
pared the declaration in 
record time. it was briefly 
reviewed, then adopted by 
the delegates of the conven-
tion the following day. 

The document parallels 
somewhat that of the 
United States. It contains 
statements on the function 
and responsibility of gov-
ernment, followed by a list 
of grievances. Finally, it 
concludes by declaring 
Texas a free and independ-
ent republic. 

This day is a legal holi-
day in Texas recognized by 
the United States. It is con-
sidered a partial staffing 
day in state offices. Sam 
Houston Day is also ob-
served on March 2nd, 
marking the birthday of the 
man who led the Texans to 
victory over Mexican 
troops at the battle of San 
Jacinto. 

We joined the union in 
1845, but have remained 
unique and one of a kind. 
Sam Houston stated in June 
1850 to the U.S. Senate: 
"Texas is a state of mind. 
Texas is an obsession. 
Above all, Texas is a nation 

...A Texan outside of Texas 
is a Foreigner."

Court favors 
landowners in 

water rights case 
AUSTIN - A Texas 

Supreme Court opinion de-
livered last week in the case 
Edwards Aquifer Authority 
v. Day can be boiled down 
to this: the rights of prop-
erty owners to the water 
under their land outweighs 
governmental control of ac-
cess to that water. 

Justice Nathan Hecht, au-
thor of the opinion dated 
Feb. 22, wrote that the 
landowners have a constitu-
tionally protected interest in 
the groundwater beneath 
their property and that 
groundwater cannot be 
taken for public use without 
adequate compensation 
guaranteed by the Texas 
Constitution. 

The court affirmed an ap-
pellate court ruling and re-
manded the case to the 
district court for further 
proceedings. The case was 
brought by farmer-ranchers 
near Von Ormy in Atascosa 
County, near San Antonio. 

Texas Agriculture Com-
missioner Todd Staples and 
a coalition of private prop-
erty owners' rights advo-
cates applauded the 
decision. 

But the Edwards Aquifer 
Authority said the ruling 
could prove problematic for 
local water districts whose 
job it is to manage and con-
serve water supplies. 

Report shows lag in in-
surance 

Among working Texans 
age 65 or younger, 51.1 
percent did not have health 
care coverage through their 
employer in 2009-2010. 
This calculation puts Texas  

Greg Abbott and the attor-
neys general of 25 other 
states have united in the 
opinion that the federal 
health care law violates the 
U.S. Constitution by forc-
ing citizens to buy health 
insurance. 

The federal health care 
law, referred to by some as 
"Obama Care," on Jan. 1, 
2014, will impose an an-
nual penalty of $95, or up 
to 1 percent of income, 
whichever is greater, on in-
dividuals who do not secure 
health insurance coverage. 

Abbott, AGs, call on 
Google 

Attorney General Abbott 
last week issued a statement 
after joining a coalition of 
state attorneys general who 
wrote to Google expressing 
concerns about planned 
changes in the Internet 
search engine company's 
privacy settings set to take 
effect March 1. 

To quote: "By unilater-
ally consolidating users' 
personal data from multiple 
but previously distinct plat-
forms and failing to allow 
users to opt-out, Google is 
depriving its customers of 
an opportunity to control 
how their personal informa-
tion is used and shared. A 
bipartisan coalition of states 
is urging Google to recon-
sider and work with us to 
ensure that millions of con-
sumers' privacy is properly 
protected." 

The National Association 
of Attorneys General listed' 
key concerns as follows: 

• Google's new policy 
appears to invade con-
sumer's privacy by auto-
matically sharing personal 
information that users input 
into one Google product 
with all Google products -
without affording users a 
genuine opportunity to opt- 

out of having their informa-
tion shared: 

• Computer users - par-
ticularly business and gov-
ernment computer users -
who wish to avoid Google's 
information sharing would 
be forced to incur signifi-
cant expenses associated 
with switching their opera-
tions to different platforms; 
and 

• Google's new policy is 
incompatible with Google's 
long-standing promise to 
respect consumers' privacy. 

Tuition plan enrollment 
ends 

Comptroller 	Susan 
Combs on Feb. 24 posted a 
reminder that Feb. 29 is the 
deadline for enrollment in 
in the state's prepaid col-
lege tuition program. 

Under the plan, Combs 
said, families can prepay 
tuition and required fees for 
a four-year degree, two 
years of community college 
or just a few semesters at 
Texas public colleges and 
universities by purchasing 
tuition units. 

July 31, however, is the 
enrollment deadline for par-
ents of newborns and chil-
dren under one year old. 

Date for primaries still 
up in air 

Because of ongoing legal 
disagreements over the 
drawing of state House dis-
tricts and U.S. congres-

-sional districts, the earliest 
date party primaries can be 
held has moved continually 
later over the last few 
months. 

March 6 was the original 
scheduled date. The current 
but tentative seeming date 
is April 3. But an array of 
calculations push the date 
to late April, late May and 
even late June. at 48th agiong the 50 states. 

in every sense of the wordy "blly New Mexico with 

48.6 peresat. and Missis-
sippi with 48.4 percent 
ranked lower. 

The information was 
published in a Feb. 23 re-
port by the Austin-based 
Center for Public Policy 
Priorities using statistics 
from the Washington, D.C.-
based Economic Policy In-
stitute. The report shows a 
decline in coverage by 
Texas employers in the pe-
riod between 2000-2001 
and 2009-2010. 

Center for Public Policy 
Priorities policy analyst 
Stacey Pogue said the in-
formation indicates small 
employers need the support 
and protection of federal 
health care reform.

February 19 Globe-News 
on bobcats in Oklahoma 
caught my eye. They are 
one of my favorite local 
mammals, but I rarely see  

one. ey seem very com-
mon in Oklahoma, but they 
are seldom seen. They are 
extremely hard to hunt and 
trap. However, about 6,000 
of these cats are harvested 
in the season that runs 
through December to the 
end of February. A good 
pelt was thought to bring 
around $200. Hunters often 
use a bird or rabbit in dis-
tress call to make the bob-
cats think there is an easy 
meal ahead. Oklahoma 
often has predator hunting 
tournaments around the 
state which will pay thou-
sands of dollars to the win-
ners.
