Florentino Lopez and Bart Borg, 
representatives of Seaboard Farms 
ofOklahoma, Inc., presented infor­
mation on their swine grow-finish 
program at a meeting held in Gruver 
on Tuesday, November 23.

Seaboard Farms, who currently 
ranks fifth in the top ten pork pro­
ducers with two plants, has a third 
plant scheduled to open in Guymon, 
Okla. With the opening of this 
facility a need has been created for 
owner/operators and investors for 
grow-finish facilities within a 50 
mile radius of the Guymon plant.

According to Borg, the program 
is best suited for an owner/operator 
who has adequate land, access to 
capital and labor, likes to work with 
livestock, will follow a structured 
production system, keep accurate 
records, and participate in training 
programs and meetings.

The investment for the owner/ 
operator would be $143,000 per 
building and would include well, 
roads, and lagoons. Each building 
would hold 960 head. Contract 
length for the owner/operator with 
Seaboard Farms would be 10 years. 
Labor requirements would be 1-1.5 
hours per building per day.

The Spearman City Council de­
nied a requested for city utilities to 
be provided to land located outside 
the city limits.

The council considered a request 
from Jim Baker to provide city utili­
ties to his land located outside the 
city limits. Mayor Burl Buchanan 
stated that the city utilities stop 
short of Baker's property. He con­
tinued that due to a city ordinance 
utility lines cannot be extended to 
property located outside the city 
limits. He added thatitis allowed if 
Baker wants to lay his lines to tie 
onto the city lines. A discussion was 
held and a vote passed to deny the 
request.

In other business, the council 
considered authorizing city man­
ager, Kelvin Knauf, to apply for a 
credit card for the city business. 
Knauf explained that the city often 
needs a corporate credit card. He 
continued, that this would elimi­
nate employees having to use their 
personal credit cards for city busi­
ness and other matters. He recom­
mended applying for the American 
Express Card. The item was tabled.

The council approved adopting a 
financial policy for the city. Knauf 
explained that the policies adopted 
are the same as those currently

as $14,000 per year for each build­
ing before taxes.

Winter driving on wet, icy, or 
snow covered roads is different and 
drivers should prepare themselves 
by "cold proofing" their vehicles 
and adjusting driving habits, ac­
cording to Trooper Wayne Beighle 
of the Texas Department of Public 
Safety. "Batteries, tires, windshield 
wiper blades, and anti-freeze are 
items that need to be checked. Weak 
batteries should be replaced, tires 
should have good deep treads, and 
good wiper blades are vital in win­
ter when visibility is poor," he said.

Safe driving in winter requires 
more patience, so Beighle advises 
the motorist to start early, adjust 
their speed for road and traffic con- 
ditions and avoid sudden driving 
maneuvers.

Beighle said, "Skidding on slick 
roads is a major accident factor 
and is usually caused by driving 
too fast for conditions or from lock­
ing wheels when drivers slow 
down."

Beighle stated that if a skid oc­
curs, the driver needs to ease off 
the accelerator, then turn into the 
skid. If your car's rear end slides 
left, turn your steering wheel to 
the left; for right skids, turn right. 
Pump your brakes if necessary; 
don't lock them.

He emphasized that impatience 
won't get you to your destination 
any faster. Patience won't get you 
there any faster either, but he said, 
"It'll sure make th e trip more pleas- 
ant and safe."

Fire-Safety exercise could save 
lives, dollars lost to heating fires

Here's a simple exercise that 
could save your life, and hundreds, 
maybe thousands, of dollars: 

Before you turn on your heater, 
sit right in front of the heater. Then 
swing your arms out to the side.

Can you touch anything? The 
wall, chairs, a bed or bookcase, or 
anythingelse that could bum?Move 
anything that you can touch until it 
is out of the reach of your arms. If 
you can touch the wall, move the 
heater. Repeat the exercise sitting 
behind the heater.

Congratulations! You have just 
prevented a fire. The Texas Com­
mission on Fire Protection recom­
mends that all Texans do this exer­
cise every time they turn on their 
space heaters this winter.

"During 1992, Texans suffered 
from more than 1,000 fires caused 
by heating equipm ent," said 
Michael E. Hines, commission ex­
ecutive director. "Seventeen people 
died in heating fires. Together, we 
Texans lost $15 million dollars in 
property damage in heating fires.

The tragedy is magnified by the 
fact that the largest number of fires 
was caused simply because the 
heater was too close to something 
that would bum."

The "Arm Swing" exercise tests 
whether combustible objects are 
within three feet of the heater. Fire 
safety experts recommend at least 
three feet of open space around heat­
ing equipment.

The commission also suggests 
that you offer to help friends or 
family who cannot do this exercise 
alone. Hines encourages parents of 
young children and friends of se­
nior citizens to practice this exer­
cise diligently.

"Almost half of all heating-fire 
deaths were people over age 65," he 
said. "Another quarter were chil­
dren under age 5."

Here are more fire-safety mea­
sures recommended by the Com­
mission on Fire Protection:

The Button Press: Locate your 
smoke alarm. Press the test button.

If the alarm does not sound imme­
diately replace the battery. Repeat 
each week.

The Safety Check: Have your 
heating equipment checked by a 
qualified service technician. Do this 
exercise for all types of heating 
equipment, including central heat­
ing systems, space heaters, fire­
places and wood stoves. This mea­
sure is most effective when done 
early in the cold-weather season.

The Blanket Cover-Up: Have 
plenty of blankets and warm paja­
mas. Turn off space heaters, and 
put out fireplace and wood stove 
fires before going to bed. Snuggle 
up in warm pajamas under plenty 
of blankets.

The Call For Help: If you do not 
have adequate heating equipment, 
contract your local fire department 
or local social service agency for 
help. Do not operate unsafe equip­
ment. Do not use a cook stove for 
heat, and do not burn charcoals to 
heat your home.

Comply with 1990 farm bill, 
manage corn & sorghum residue

Crop producers should manage 
their corn and sorghum residues to 
conserve moisture and to comply 
with the 1990 Food, Agriculture, 
Conservation, and Trade Act. 
(FACTA)

The conservation compliance 
provision of FACTA discourages 
the production of crops on highly 
erodible cropland.

Producers developed conserva­
tion plans with the Soil Conserva­
tion Service personnel by January 
1, 1990 to begin actively applying 
the conservation plan on the highly 
erodible cropland. The highly erod­
ible cropland acres in Hansford 
County will be protected from wind 
erosion by leaving crop residues on 
the soil surface during the peak 
wind erosion period. The actual 
crop resi dues requi red ranges from 
650 pounds to 2600 pounds per

acre from com in Hansford County.
The conservation plan is devel­

oped with the producer on each 
highly erodible field. The soil type 
determined from the soil map in 
each field determines the amount 
of crop residues, that is to be main­
tained on the soil surface. The 
amount specified in the plan and 
the date, when to leave it on the 
soil surface should be followed. 
Each plan includes agreed-upon 
dates which must beidSB The pla\ 
is developed with the help of th8 
SCSand must be fully implemented 
by the end of 1994.

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Open house set for Sunday; Gazebo adds 
to life of hospice patients and their families

The Hansford Hospice has an 
added attraction, a gazebo, for this 
years Open House being held Sun­
day, Nov. 28, from 2 to 4 p.m.

The gazebo project was started 
in the spring. There was a patient 
at the hospice; this patient and the 
family members liked to be outside, 
Sandy Russell stated. She added 
that the problem was that there 
wasn't very much room or any shel­
ter so the idea originated. Hospice 
Volunteer Organization President 
Verna Lee Shirley, Project Chair­
man Russell, and Hospice Director 
Jody Harnish discussed the possi­
bility of an outside area for the

families and the gazebo.
"We wanted to provide a shel­

tered outdoor setting for hospice 
patients and theirfamilies," Russell 
explained. She added that the new 
gazebo area is located close to the 
family hospice rooms.

Continuing, Russell stated that 
the hospice tries to provide as much 
of a home life as possible and some­
times it includes outdoor activities 
such as cookouts, picnics or just 
reading a book.

The project was paid for by con­
tributions, memorials and fund­
raisers. The entire project cost ap­
proximately $2,000. Three hundred 
dollars went to furniture and the 
cost of the gazebo was approxi­
mately $1,700.

Many people worked together to 
complete this project. The fence 
around the gazebo area was con­
structed by Ken Freeman, hospital 
maintenancedepartment head, and 
his staff. Verlin Hagerman and 
Tommy Russell also helped with 
the fence. The hospital staff was in 
charge of building the sidewalk. 
The gazebo work was done by John 
Harding of Gruver.

Though the work on the gazebo 
and fencing is finished, the project 
is not completed. "We have furni­
ture to go in the gazebo and the 
court yard area," Russell said. She 
added that for a spring project 
flowers and shrubs will be planted 
in the area.

Gruver I.S.D. sets special meeting; receives 
estimate for heating and air conditioning

The Gruver I.S.D. Board ofTrust- 
ees received an estimate for the 
heating and air conditioning in the 
high school and air conditioning in 
the elementary during the regular 
meeting held Wednesday, Nov. 17.

Therman James of James and 
Huseman, Inc. presented the esti­
mate; however, the estimate pre­
sented was more than the district 
has designated for the project. 
James also added that the windows 
in the schools involved needed to be 
replaced for full efficiency to be 
realized. A discussion was held and 
the board decided to meet in special 
session on Monday, Nov. 29, at 7 
p.m. to consider the matter further.

In other business, the board de­

cided not to join in the litigation 
efforts of the Texas Association of 
School Boards (TASB) in an effort 
to force the Texas legislature to 
adequately finance schools. Accord­
ing to the report, TASB is asking 
for $250 from di stricts Gruver's size 
to fight this battle.

The high school campus commit­
tee asked that the board grant ap­
proval for a waiver request for ex­
emptions to seniors for second se­
mester final exams. They stated 
that if students with at least an 80 
average in a class and three or less 
absences were allowed exemptions 
from the last semester final exam, 
they would be more inclined to at­
tend school and study harder. A 
vote was held and the board agreed 
to ask the Texas Education Agency 
for the waiver.

The first reading of two local 
policies were held.

Policy FMG (local), which deals 
with senior trips, will limit senior 
trips to one day and allow seniors to 
have concession stands during the 
first semester of athletic contests. 
It also discussed that the junior 
class will be given the fist chance to 
have second semester concession 
stands under this policy.

Smoke alarms are gifts that show you care
Finding e gift that is practical, 

yet shows that you care is a diffi­
cult task. The solution if the gift of 
a smoke alarm.

National and state studies re­
port that between 80 and 90 per­
cent of all homes have smoke 
alarms, but that only 40 percent of 
the homes that experience fires 
have smoke alarms. The Texas 
Commission on Fire Protection 
asks Texans to bridge this gap by 
giving smoke alarms as gifts this 
holiday.

“The message is that we must 
show our neighbors that we care,” 
said Executive Director Michael E. 
Hines, “Because mosthomes where 
Fires occur don’t have smoke 
alarms, those of us who do have 
smoke alarms must help. The gift 
of a smoke alarm says you care.”

Hines explained that even ifyour 
neighbor or friend already has a 
smoke alarm, consider giving a sec­
ond alarm this holiday. “Adding 
smoke alarms increases your pro­
tection against fires,” he said.

Most fire deaths are caused by 
smoke inhalation, and the victims

usually are not even aware of the 
fire. Smoke alarms are designed to 
sense the smoke and warn occu­
pants of the fire as soon as it is 
detected.

The Commission on Fire Protec­
tion recommends the following 
guidelines for smoke alarms.

Use smoke alarms labeled with 
Underwriters Laboratory or other 
testing lab certification. Read and 
follow directions on placing the 
smoke alarm in the room.

Have one smoke alarm on each 
floor of the home, including the 
basement.

Place at least one smoke alarm 
in each sleepingarea. For example, 
if all bedrooms in the home are on 
a single hallway, placing a smoke 
alarm in the hallway will provide 
minimum protection. If the only 
smoke alarm is in the hallway, 
sleep with the bedroom doors open.

Place a smoke alarm in each 
bedroom for added protection. Th is 
protection can be life-saving, be­
cause the largest number of fatal 
fires start in bedrooms. If smoke 
alarms are in all bedrooms, sleep­

ing with bedroom doors closed is 
acceptable.

Place smoke alarms in other 
high-hazard areas, such as in w ork- 
roorns where flammable liquids 
may be stored or in kitchens. Sev­
eral companies now market spe­
cial smoke alarms designed for 
these types of areas.

Contact the local fire depart­
ment for additional information on 
whole house fire detection systems. 
Other types of systems include 
hard-wired alarms in which all 
alarms go off if one alarm goes off.

Test your smoke alarms each 
month. If the alarm is battery pow­
ered, replace the batteries at least 
once a year. Read the 
manufacturer’s directions to learn 
how to test and replace the batter­
ies.

E a r ly  H a r v e s t  H e lp s  H u n t in g
The latest reports indicate that 

Texas deer hunters should enjoy 
another great year, with above-av­
erage 1993 fawn production and 
record numbers ofhealthy deer from 
the bumper crops in 1991 and 1992.

A newsletter from MIKE 
KASBERG and ROD 
MARGURGER with Wildlife Man­
agement Services (210-257-4651) 
suggests some actions that could 
improve many hunting leases. 
These experts note that a mature 
deer consumes six pounds of veg­
etation each day. They also observe 
that most deer herds are culled at 
the end of the hunting season. By 
the simple act of an early harvest of 
deer (particularly excess does) the 
remaining deer will benefit from 
the bonus forage during the diffi­
cult months of January and Febru­
ary, when nature controls the ex­
cess numbers by starvation.

Frequently, it is the mature 
bucks, who have just finished the 
rigors of the fall breeding season, 
who are most affected by a lack of 
winter forage. An early harvest just 
might improve the quality of your 
hunting lease.

One of the newest hunting op­
portunities isferal hogs. These wild 
cousins of the domestic pit occur in 
23 states and are becoming more 
common in the rugged breaks off

the caprock. On December 7th, at 
the Knox County Community Cen- 
terin Benjamin, the Texas Agricul­
tural Extension Service will spon­
sor a wild hot symposium called 
"Federal Swine: the good, the bad, 
and the ugly." Costing $10 ($15 at 
the door),landowners,hunters, and 
ranch managers can learn feral hog 
ecology and management. For in­

Prevented planting credit 
sets December 1 deadline

If you made an attempt to plant 
your 1994 wheat crop, but was un­
able to get it planted by Nov. 15, 
1993, you have until Dec. 1,1993 to 
file for prevented planting credit.

To apply for prevented planting 
credit you must file an ASCS-574 
and ASCS-578 by Dec. 1,1993. The 
prevented planted acres can not be 
certified as ACR, or CU for pay­
ment. Prevented planted crops are

not eligible for deficiency payments. 
If prevented planting credit is re- 
quested, the crop may not be planted 
at a later date.

depression, mild or acute, that all 
too often hitches a ride.

For example, a young woman 
who grew up in cities and "sophis­
ticated" surroundings, greatly rel­
ishes the special goings - on of the 
seasons in those cities, such as sym­
phonies, outstanding films, mul­
tiple elegant private parties. She 
dreads those times when it is the 
Christmas or Thanksgiving on 
which she must go with her hus­
band to his country-living family 
for their comparatively "simple" 
celebrations. True, many city dwell­
ers anticipate with reliefthese qui­
eter celebrations. But for others, 
those occasions require a genuine 
sacrifice. So their spirits are de­
pressed. This affects the "home 
folks" too, and taints the entire 
affair.

For some, the strain of some of 
the relationships when they "all 
get together" and the requirement 
to "come anyway” produces stress, 
even anger, that sometimes dis­
guises itself as depression. This is 
painful, to say the least. So what to 
do?

As my mother used to say, it'll 
take some gumption! Ifyou are the 
one who provides for everyone else, 
you're probably feeling imposed 
upon. Which you are. You must 
have the gumption to assign por­
tions of the work to others, and to 
endure theresentmentthey'll prob­
ably feel at your rebellion! Their 
rebellion may be mitigated if you 
arrange a meeting for brainstorm­
ing the situation. In fact, you may 
be amazed and delighted by their 
response. People like to be included 
in plan-making. But if they must

also deal with an overbearing per 
sonality, they'll have another prob­
lem. Maybe the rest of you could 
get together and decide on ways to 
handle it. Nowadays, moderating 
sessions are gaining popularity, 
even among very youngchildren in 
school. We need to look them up!

If you are one of those who must 
encounter unpleasant relation­
ships, or who must sacrifice greater 
pleasure elsewhere, you'll need the 
gumption to endure the disapproval 
when you announce that you'll cut 
short your visit this year. For ex­
ample, instead of staying a week, 
stay 2 days; instead of staying a 
day or two, stay an hour or two. Or 
you might even come out honestly 
with the statement that "I can't 
stand the way Jack needles me 
when we're here." Maybe Jack will 
truly hear you and modify his nee­
dling; or maybe you can agree just 
to go somewhere else (anywhere 
else!) when Jack is around.

Did I say this going to be easy? 
No, I did not. But you (and I) must 
"have the gumption" to protect our­
selves from situations that all too 
often accompany those occasions 
when "we all get together."

And you know what? In time, 
the rest of them may be glad you 
did.

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Rem em ber fire safety when planning  
holiday decorations and celebrations

Texans enjoyed a special holi­
day gift, last year: No one died in a 
fire related to Christmas trees or 
other holiday decorations.

The Texas Commission on Fire 
Protection urges all Texans to keep 
up the good work by avoiding fire 
hazards this holiday season. 
“Christmas trees and decorations, 
Hanukkah menorahs and New 
Year’s fireworks are all fire haz­
ards uniquely related to the holi­
day season,” said Executive Direc­
tor Michael E. Hines. “By using 
common sense,you can avoidneed- 
less fires that would ruin your holi­
day"

The Commission on Fire Protec­
tion recommends the following 
steps to prevent holiday fires:

(1) Keep natural trees well-wa­
tered and moist.

Natural trees require special 
care. According to fire statistics, 
natural trees used as decorations 
in the home are three times as 
likely as artificial trees to be in­
volved in fires.

Water the tree dai ly. Letting the 
water supply run out even once can 
keep the tree from drawing any 
more water through the trunk.

Heaters dry the air, which dries 
natural trees. Use a humidifier to 
replace air moisture.

As the tree dries, don’t leave 
lights on for extended times. Never 
leave a lighted tree unattended.

(2) Dispose of natural trees and 
decorations safely.

The largest number of Christ­
mas tree fires occur during Janu­
ary when the trees have been put 
out for trash collection. Take used 
trees andbranchestorecyclingcen- 
ters or landfills. This will keep chil­
dren from being tempted to experi­
ment with matches and the dried 
greenery.

(3) Avoid candles, and assign 
“candle-watchers.”

Fire statistics show that candles

caused half of the holiday-decora­
tion fires last year. The best option 
is to replace wax candles with bat­
tery-operated candlesticks.

If wax candles are used, be sure 
someone is in the room whenever 
the candles are burning. Put out 
all candles before going to sleep or 
leaving the home.

(4) Assign “light-watchers."
Faulty or unattended electrical

lightscaused half of the Christmas 
tree fires last December, according 
to fire statistics. Be sure someone 
is at home and awake whenever 
decorative lights are on. Turn off 
lights before going to sleep.

(5) Avoid the common hazards 
of fireworks.

Most fires caused by fireworks 
were grass, tree or brush fires. Al­
most half were caused by children 
playing with the fireworks. The 
safest option is to avoid all fire­
works.

Set off fireworks in open areas 
clear of grass and trees. Do not use 
fireworks in windy or dry weather. 
Check with the local fire depart­
ment to see if fireworks are legal in 
your area.

(6) Remember home fire safety.
Be sure there are working smoke

alarms near all bedrooms. Give 
smoke alarms as gifts to those who 
don’t have smoke alarms or who 
need to replace old smoke alarms.

Don’t leave cookingunattended. 
Plan and practice an emergency 
exit drill in the home.

Last December, 19 fires involved 
Christmas trees and another 25 
fires involved holiday decorations, 
according to the Texas Fire Inci­
dent Reporting System operated 
by the commission to gather fire 
statistics from Texas fire depart­
ments. Only one person was in­
jured in a Christmas tree fire. In 
December 1991, five people died in 
fires involving Christmas trees.

The most common causes of ac-

cidental holiday fires were candles 
and electrical malfunctions, espe 
daily involving lamps and lights. 
Fire statistics also show that the 
largest numberofholiday fires were
caused by children playing with 
fire or fireworks or by arson or 
suspected arson.

During the 1992 winter holiday 
season, fireworks were involved in 
11 building fires and 81 grass or 
brush fires.

The Texas Commission on Fire 
Protection is a state agency in 
volved in numerous aspects of fire 
protection. Through the Texas Fire 
Incident Reporting System, the 
commission collected fire informa­
tion during 1992 from 439 Texas 
fire departments, representing 
about 75 percent of the state’s popu­
lation.

to control food intake is 
preplanning. If a special food event 
is on the agenda, take this into 
consideration in planning other 
meals of the day. "Bank" some calo­
ries by eating light for other meals 
of the day.

If the event is a buffet, several 
strategies may work. Survey the 
buffet offerings. Decide to select 
only a few items, or fill your plate 
with mini-size portions only once. 
Walk away from the table and cir­
culate. Standing, talking and eat­
ing near the serving table makes it 
too easy to lose track of what you 
are eating. If the lure of food is too 
great when it's nearby, find a place 
to settle that is some distance from 
the table, so that it takes effort to 
grab another bite.

If a dinner party is being held at 
a later hour than you usual dinner 
hour, stave offhunger by 
piece of fruit or something light at 
your normal eating time. This may 
hel p you avoid overeating at dinner 
or overindulging in hors d'oeuvres. 
If it seems that your host will be 
offended if you don't go for second 
servings, select second servings of 
the foods that are lower in fat and 
calorie content.

If it's a potluck type of event, be 
sure that your contribution is a
healthy one. If it's an event in a 
friend's home, call the host and 
offer to bring a low-fat item.

Office parties and the work situ­
ation may also be a source of extra 
food. If co-workers have holiday 
foods available and you want to 
enjoy but not overdo, make a con­
tract with yourself only to eat at 
certain times of the day, or to only 
eat in designated places, not con­
stantly in your office or at their 
desk.

If you're doing the entertaining, 
plan a menu that includes health­
ful choices. Your guests may be 
grateful.

And, to help burn up some of 
those extra calories that are impos­
sible to resist, be sure to exercise. 
Taking a brisk walk or engaging in 
a light exercise session a few hours 
before the food event may help your 
resolve.

Sanford-Fritch opened against 
Sunray, and crushed the Bobcats, 
leading 27-5 in the first quarter, 
and coasting from there. Thatbodes 
well for the Hounds, as they will be 
a much better team than Sunray 
when the district 1-AA season 
starts, especially considering the 
quality of the opposition for the 
Hounds, prior to the opening of dis­
trict play.
