Let us treasure their mem- |
ory, for they rescued the South |
from anarchy and saved Texas for |
civilization.” |

Mayes Speaks

A tribute to his friend, Brooke
Smith, featured the address of Will
H. Mayes, now residing in Austin,
who came to Browh county in the
spring of 1882, also to begin the
practice of law. Mr. Mayes was
elected county attorney immedi-
ately after he came.

“Brooke Smith unquestionably
was the most unselfishly usefunl
citizen Brownwood has ever had,”
he declared,

“He was always ready to serve
for the welfare of the town and
county and the people, never count-
ing the cost to himself. He pos-
gessed a keen business acumen
which enabled him to make quick
decisions and make them correct-
ly. He joined forces with the many
other great men who were here
and helped them to build what wa
now have.”

In spite of the faet that while
there has been remarkable pro-
gress in Brown county in recent
years, Mr. Mayes pointed out thati
there are few of the moderfi devel-
opments which did not have their
origin in the early days when the
pioneer citizens began laying the
groundwork for the present day
progress. He illustrated how the
water project actually began in the
nineties; how good roads agitation
was started at the same time, and|
how it won some critieism for him
when he advocated road improve-
ment in his paper.

“Let us not step aside from our
responsibilities, admitting that we
are too old to be of further useful-
ness,” Mr, Mayes appealed. “The
pioneers are the real thinkers of
the day, and the work to be done
in the city, county, state and nation
need the benefit of thelr thinking.
Let us not retire into useless sen-|
ility, but let us continue to carry
out full responsibilities as citiz-
ens,” he urged.
