Working for you in Washington, I spend a lot of time standing up for
Texas and speaking out for our state.

JOHNNIE HOWARD VAUGHT

= OXFORD, Miss. (AP) - Johnnie Howard
Vaught, 96, died Friday night at his resi-
dence at Hermitage Gardens of Oxford,
Miss.

The funeral for the legendary Ole Miss
football coach will be held at St. Peter's
Episcopal Church in Oxford on Thursday,
February 9, 2006 at 10 a.m.

A private graveside ceremony will follow
the funeral for Ole Miss' most influential
athletic figure. Services are under the direc-
tion of Coleman's Funeral Home in Oxford.

Vaught was born May 6, 1909, in Young
County, Texas, 100 miles northwest of Fort
Worth. He was the sixth of 13 children bomn
to Rufus and Sally Harris Vaught. Vaught's
father was a tall, reserved man of Viking
ancestry. His mother was English. They
were ranchers with 640 acres of land spot-
ted with mesquite trees, cactus and scarcely enough grass for the cattle.

Vaught first saw a football game at age 14. At 15, Vaught moved to Fort
Worth where he lived with a grandmother. There, he tried out for high
school football and immediately became one of the better players. He also
excelled in the classroom, earning class valedictorian honors his senior
year at Polytechnic High School in Fort Worth.

Vaught played as a football collegian at Texas Christian University in
1930-32. He was All-America at guard in 1932, captain of a Southwest
Conference championship team that season, and was AI-SWC for two
seasons. He majored in business and graduated with honors in three and a
half years.

Years later, his playing abilities got him into the Texas Hall of Fame.
When the National College Football Hall of Fame asked him if he want-
ed to be named as a coach or a player. Vaught chose coach, the same list-
ing he has in the Mississippi Hall of Fame.

But the love affair with coaching took a while to develop. After his first
year as a high school coach, Vaught called it quits. Then Ray "Bear"
Wolfe, his coach at TCU, became head of North Carolina's program and
offered Vaught an assistant coaching job. He took the coaching job, from
1936 to 1941 for North Carolina. He entered the Navy during World War
IL, rising to the rank of lieutenant commander. He continued to coach foot-
ball in the Navy's pre-flight program.

Following the war, Vaught received coaching offers from coast to coast.
He had coached with Harold "Red" Drew in the Navy, and Drew had taken
the job as head coach at the University of Mississippi. In 1946, Drew hired
Vaught to coach the Ole Miss line.

Drew left the Ole Miss Rebels after one season. Vaught was offered the
head coaching job and won the SEC championship in 1947.

Vaught's first 24 teams won 185 games, lost 58 and tied 12, and that
record -- up to the time of his heart seizure in October of 1970 -- was sec-
ond-best nationally among active major college coaches.

He returned as the Rebels' head coach three games into the 1973 season
when asked to replace Billy Kinard. Ole Miss went 5-3 during the remain-
ing eight games to finish the year 6-5. He elevated Ole Miss football from
ninth in the then-12 member Southeastern Conference in 1947 to third in
all-time SEC standing at the time of his second retirement in 1973.

Vaught led Ole Miss to six Southeastern Conference titles and 18 bowl
appearances during his coaching career (1947-70, 1973). The NCAA also
lists three of Vaught's teams (1959, 1960 and 1962) as having won at least
a share of the national championship.

Vaught compiled a 190-61-12 record as Ole Miss coach and was induct-
ed into the National Football Foundation and College Hall of Fame in
1979. He was selected SEC Coach of the Year six times by the Associated
Press, twice by United Press International, twice by the Nashville Banner,
and twice by the SEC Coaches. In 1993, he was chosen by Ole Miss fans
as the "Coach of the Century" (1893-1993) when the University of
Mississippi celebrated the school's first 100 years of football.

Vaught's excellence came at a time when Mississippi's national image
was suffering. Riots broke out after James Meredith became the first black
student to attend Ole Miss in 1963.

Vaught often said his 1962 team was his favorite. That Ole Miss team
often practiced in front of hundreds of federal troops on campus to quell
rioting and ensure the safety of James Meredith, the university's first black
student.

The practice field was often used as a staging area for Army helicop-
ters, and practices were moved to the stadium, where the troops would
watch.

Home games were moved off-campus to Jackson. Vaught received a
call from the White House and Robert Kennedy, the attorney general, ask-
ing him to do what he could to calm the situation. Vaught said he told
Kennedy he would do anything he could.

He remained an ambassador for the school and the program for anoth-
er 35 years. The Rebels' home, Vaught-Hemingway Stadium, has borne
his name for decades.

Vaught football at Ole Miss became the model for many college and
high school mentors. His 25 years as a college -head coach produced a
record that ranks among the most productive at any institution across the
nation ... in any era.

Vaught was an avid golfer, who lived his later years on a ranch just west
of Oxford. Well into his 90s, Vaught played golf two or three times a week
and would hit 200 to 300 practice balls a day, aiming at haystacks around
his ranch.

Vaught was preceded in death by his wife, Johnsie, and his son, John Jr.
Survivors include a sister, Nedra Strickland of Glendale, Ariz., a daugh-
ter-in-law, Bonnie L. Vaught of Oxford, a step-granddaughter, Susan
Vaught of Tennessee; several nieces and nephews, including Johnnie
Watkins and wife, Delories, of Odessa, Tommy Watkins and wife, Sylvia,
of Gustine Jerry Watkins of Fredericksburg, Bill Watkins and wife,

Connie, of Waco, and Sandra Ritchie and husband, Gerald, of Granbury,

Troy Vaught and wife, Phyllis, of Graham; many great-nieces and great-
nephews, including Catherine Smith and husband, Gary, of Spearman,
Corey Ritchie and wife, Bobbie, of Midland and Casey Ritchie and wife,
Lisa, of Midland; and many other relatives and friends.

yet, Elisha, the prophet, by God’s directive heals the Commanding
General of the King of Aram, a gentile and a leper. Discovery! A gen-
tile! One who is unclean! Healed by the power of God, General Naaman
becomes a believer in God. God is revealed as the God of all who
through grace accept Him. The Psalmist sings of his rescue by God from
the Pit! “You have turned my mourning into dancing...you have clothed
me with joy.” Discovery! The love of the Lord is the beginning of life!

Paul writes in the language of the athlete. Discipline, training, effort
lead to receiving the prize in a race. He advises the faith community to
“run in such a way that you may win it.” Discovery! Living the Christian
life requires discipline, training and effort. We must exercise our
Christianity.

Rabbi Jesus is approached by a leper. Under the law, the leper was for-
bidden to come within twelve feet of a clean person; the leper was
denied all access to the community and could not enter the synagogue.
The leper breaches the law by approaching Jesus kneeling and implor-
ing Him to heal. Jesus tells the leper that he “will” heal him. The word
used for “will” can also be translated “delight”; therefore, Jesus was
“delighted” to heal this leper. Jesus reached out to the most excluded
member of Jewish society. Jesus “touched” the leper crossing the bound-
aries of ritual and repulsion. Jesus healed the leper. Discovery! God is
the God of the poor, the despised, the lowly as well as the elite of soci-
ety.

Cost-Share Signup Deadline Nears

The Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) has set the
signup deadline for the 2006 Environmental Quality Incentive Program
(EQIP). The application deadline for the 2006 program year is February
17, 2006. Applications from individual landowners interested in partici-
pating in the EQIP during the 2006 program year must be received by
February 17 in order to be considered this year. This will be the last cost-
share funds available until approximately early-spring of next year.

EQIP can provide financial assistance of up to 50 percent of the cost of
the practice completed to eligible farmers and ranchers to address soil,
water and related natural resource concerns on their lands. EQIP is a vol-
untary program and is designed to assist farmers and ranchers with plac-
ing natural resource conservation practices on their property. Cost share is
provided to program participants to achieve the goals of a conservation
plan designed with the assistance of local NRCS staff. Cost share prac-
tices include irrigation management equipment, placement of appropriate
structural or vegetative practices, such as animal waste management facil-
ities, brush control, livestock pipelines and watering facilities, vegetative
buffers, and wildlife habitat enhancement, to name a few. Eligible prac-
tices will depend on the location of the farm or ranch on which the prac-
tice is to be installed and the major resource concern to be addressed in
that particular area. Information on eligible cost share practices and major
resource concerns of an area can be secured from your local NRCS field
office. Contracts for eligible producers are made for a period of five to ten
years and include incentive payments to assist with implementation of
land management practices, such as nutrient management and grazing
land management. It should be noted that program funds target natural
resource concerns of farmers, as well as, livestock producers.

Panhandle girls edge Spearman

On senior night in Panhandle, a junior came through for the
Pantherettes.

Kara Looten scored 22 points as Panhandle overcame an early 20-8
deficit in a 62-61 defeat of Spearman.

The win clinched the second seed in District 7-2A for the Pantherettes
(26-3, 10-2) before a crowd of 300.

"It's something really special for them," Looten said of the five
Panhandle seniors who started the game. "Winning that last game at home
was something we really wanted them to get to experience."

Spearman (24-8, 9-3) took the third playoff seed in the district. The
Lynxettes jumped out to a 20-8 lead in the early going, capped by a jumper
from Saylee Flowers early in the second quarter. With Spearman already
in the double bonus and Panhandle in foul trouble, Lady Panther coach
Terry Coffee said his team had to stay with its style.

"We had 1o keep doing what we do, we couldn't panic," he said. "We
were still going to play aggressively.

Looten then got hot, scoring 13 in the second quarter.

"I got some momentum there," she said. "They call me the big friendly
giant, so everyone was telling me, Kara, you've got to get mean."

Panhandle forced nine Spearman tumovers in the second period to cut
the lead to 30-27 at the end of the half.

"Panhandle just gives you so much pressure," Spearman coach Kyle
Short said.

Panhandle took its first lead of the contest with 1:57 to go in the third
quarter, when Looten got a lay-up in the lane to make the score 46-45 for
the Panthers.

Spearman came back, however, upping the lead to 58-54 when Kelcee
Rex hit a 3-pointer with 4:05 left.

She hit two to give Panhandle the lead for good at 60-58, despite a late
scare, as Spearman's Jordanna Lozano made a lay-up in the final seconds
to cut the score to 62-61, but the Lynxettes did not have enough time to
get the ball back.

A little more than a month ago, Stratford won the Class 1A state foot
ball championship. The Elks will not get a chance to defend that title.

In Thursday's UIL realignment, the Elks moved up a step and mtow
potentially the toughest Class 2A district in the region, and one of th
toughest in the state.
Stratford will follow its championship season by competing in Distrij

1-2A which includes 2004 state semifinalist Canadian, 2003 state semifi
malist Panhandle, 2005 state quarterfinalist Sanford-Fritch, 2005 playo
qualifier Spearman and 2002 playoff qualifier West Texas High.
"This is kind of what we were expecting,”" Stratford coach Eddi¢
[Metcalf said. "It was going to be a tough district no matter where they pug
us. But this is going to be really tough."
Stratford turned in a UIL enrollment of 202 last fall. The new Class 1A
cutoff was 194. In 1991, Memphis won the 1A title, and was reclassified|
to 2A the following year. _
Last season, Stratford went 3-0 against its future district opponents.
The Elks beat West Texas High, 54-0, Panhandle, 29-13, and Spearman
22-21, in the first three weeks.
"They've put what has been traditionally the strongest teams in the
Eamc district,” Canadian coach Kyle Lynch said. "It's going to be one

ough district. If you look and see how many playoff games these teams
ave won the last five or six years, I bet it would be one of the best in the
state."
From 2003 to 2005, District 1-2A teams combined to win 26 playofi|
ames, had three state semifinalists, one state finalist and a state champi
on.
In the last six seasons, the district has 45 playoff wins and two state
championships. Both of those state titles were by Stratford in Class 1A.
"You look four years ago when they put us and Spearman and Canadian
and Sanford-Fritch in the same district and I thought that was tough,”
ﬂ’anhandle coach David Sparkman said. "This one might be even better,
t's going to be a rough, tough district every single night.

Despite moving up a classification, Stratford figures to be among the
