M uch needed new am bu lance  
received by Spearm an EMS
On Saturday, May 27, the Spear­

man division of the Emergency 
Medical Service received a new 
ambulance.

This new ambulance is a major 
improvement over the old vehicle. 
I t  has major technical and me­
chanical advantages that the pre­
vious ambulance did not have.

The medical systems in the new 
emergency vehicle are part of an 
advanced electrical system, and 
they operate on a separate source of 
energy from the engine. This not 
only makes the ambulance systems 
more fail proof, but it makes the

ambulance more energy efficient 
as a whole.

In addition to the advanced elec­
trical system, the new ambulance 
also has a  turbo charged engine. 
This allows for faster pick-up of 
speed and more power.

Some may wonder if the new 
ambulance was really necessary. 
Keep in mind that 60 percent of the 
runs th a t  the Spearm an EMS 
makes m ust be transferred to other 
hospitals.

"We didn't need the ambulance, 
but our patients did," said EMS 
crew member Monty Blackman.

The previous ambulance is fail­
ing mechanically, and it has lots of 
miles on it. Additionally, it  is an 
inefficient source of transporting 
patients. It's engine can no longer 
gain the needed speed on hills or 
produce the needed power to quickly 
move a vehicle of its size.

New features and added power 
of the ambulance will increase the 
quality of EMS service. However.it 
will also greatly help the people it 
serves by encouraging the EMS 
team. The entire EMS crew is ex­
cited by the addition of the new 
ambulance.

Recycling Words

S p e o rm a n -G fu v f Recycling Co-ordinator

You are saving, rinsing, squash­
ing and hauling all that valuable 
material to the recycling center. 
You believe you are doingyour part 
to save the world from our throw 
away society. But are you really 
doing all you could?

I'm not talking about clipping 
the sticky part off the post-it-notes 
to make them recyclable or even 
about picking up cans from the 
street (Though that would be nice). 
I'm asking you to close the loop.

Closing the loop means buying a 
product made from a recycled ma­
terial. Often you do tha t without 
even realizing it. Glass containers 
are, on average, 3 0%  post consumer 
content. All steel manufacturing 
processes require a t least a 25%  
recycled content and about 40%  of 
every aluminum can you buy is 
recycled. Cereal boxes are 35%  
recycled paper and 10% of this news­
paper is recycled. (The paper-not 
the news.)

What more can a person do? You 
can buy recycled office supplies as 
varied a? adding machine rolls, com­
puter paper, scissors and rulers. 
There is plastic lumber from milk 
jugs, tile from windshields, and in­
sulation made from old newspaper 
to be had.

Dust pans, lawn furniture, and 
trash bags use up the plastic we

recycle. Tissue, paper towels, and 
greeting cards consume paper. Pil­
lows, sleeping bags, and mittens 
are stuffed with old soda bottles. 
There is just one catch-finding it.

Recently I purchased a recycled 
paint roller tray at Coast to Coast 
and a soaker hose made from old 
tiers a t Alco but there is so much 
more out there. Your job is to ask 
for it. If you ask for it, it will come. 
Tell the store manager tha t you 
want and will buy products made 
from the materialsyou recycle. Buy 
recycled products for you office. Tell 
office supply stores it is what you 
want.

If there is no demand for prod­
ucts made from recycled materials 
there will be no demand for re­
cycled materials. Then it’s all gar­
bage!

Don't let a good thing go to 
waste... BUY RECYCLED! (This 
last catchy message is from the 
Texas General Land Office.)

The upper rainbow (called the 
secondary) was fainter, but the 
inner one, known as the primary, 
had the northern leg hanging over 
the Busch man place.

The man from Tyrone told them 
that he learned in school to remem­
ber "Roy G. Biv" to know the order 
of the rainbow colors. Starting on 
top the colors are red, orange, yel­
low, green, blue, and violet. The 
World Book adds tha t this is true of 
the primary bow, but the colors are 
reversed in the upper. In some 
countries, a rainbow is know as the 
"Girdle of God."

For some reason, hummingbirds 
have been on my mind this week, 
and I wondered if anyone in Hans­
ford County had them in theiryards. 
I have found Skeet Ellison and the 
Gene Fletchers have been success­
ful in luring them to their feeders 
some years, but so far this year 
they haven't seen them.

Skeet has both day lilies and 
trumpet vines in addition to the 
feeder.

She had been seven weeks early.

Property Tax Protest, and 

Appeal Procedures
The law gives property owners the right to 
protest actions concerning their property tax 
appraisals. You may follow these appeal proce­
dures if you have a concern about:
• the value placed on your property
• any exemptions that may apply to you
• the cancellation of an  agricultural 

appraisal
• the taxable sta tus of your property
• the local governments which should be 

taxing your property
• any action taken by the appraisal 

district that adversely affected you.

Informal Review
The first option a taxpayer may use to protest 
a  value Is to visit with the chief appraiser or a 
staff member. Records on Individual properties 
are available for review by every taxpayer. Tills 
informal review Is to the benefit of the taxpayer, 
as many protests are resolved at this level.

Review by th e  Appraisal Review Board
If you can't resolve your problem .informally 
with the appraisal district staff, you may have 
your case heard by the appraisal review board 
(ARB).

The ARB Is an  Independent board of citizens 
that reviews problems with appraisals or other 
concerns listed above. It has the power to order 
the appraisal district to make the necessary 
changes to solve problems. If you file a  written 
request for an ARB hearing (called a notice of 
protest) before the deadline, the ARB will set 
your case for a hearing. You'll receive written 
notice of the time, date and place of the hearing. 
The hearing will be Informal. You and the 
appraisal district representative will be asked 
to present evidence about your case. The ARB 
will make its decision based on the evidence 
presented. You can get a  copy of a  protest form 
from the appraisal district office a t 709 W. 7lh 
Street; Spearman. Texas.

Note: You shouldn't try to contact ARB mem­
bers outside of the hearing. Hie law requires 
ARB members to sign an affidavit saying that 
they haven’t talked about your case before the 
ARB hears It.

Review by th e  D istrict Court
After It decides your case, the ARB m ust send 
you a  copy of its order by  certified mail. Ifyou’i e 
hot satisfied with the decision, you have the 
right to appeal to district court. If you choose
to go to court, you m ust start the process by 
filing a petition within 45 days of Ihe dale you

receive the ARB's order. If the appraisal district 
has appraised your property at $1,000,000 or 
more, you m ust file a  notice of appeal with the 
chief appraiser within 15 days of the date you
receive the ARB's order. .*■• >; > ? '•

up game for the playoffs, they de­
feated a fine AA team, Childress, 
the number four AA team in the 
state of Texas, 85-79, to go 24-1 on 
the season.

Then in one of the bitterest, 
toughest to take-ever, defeats in 
Hounds' history, Gruver was de­
feated in their bi-district game to 
the Memphis Cyclones at the WTSU 
Fieldhouse, 54-43, as Gruver was 
the favorite and expected to go on 
and win the state championship, 
but their season was then shock­
ingly over very suddenly.

Use discretion for exercise safety
Selectingthe wrong athletic shoe 

can be the first step to injury during 
a workout. "Each individual needs 
different types of support depend­
ing on the workout routing and 
physical makeup," said Dr. John 
Kozak, a  sports medicine expert at 
Baylor College of Medicine in Hous­
ton.

The most important consider­
ation when picking shoes is the 
type and amount of support the 
heal of the shoe provides. This area 
absorbs most of the shock during 
exercise.

Kozak suggest grasping a shoe 
with both hands a t the front and 
the back, and then twisting the 
shoe. The less movement detected 
in the heel area means more sup­
port for the foot.

He says when trying on the show, 
pick one that feels firm in the heel 
and allows your toes to wiggle 
slightly.

* * * * * *
Shin splints, a common leg in­

jury among joggers and other week­
end athletes, can be prevented with 
proper stretching and cross train­
ing.

Shin splints are caused when 
muscle along the long bone in the 
leg does no expand enough to ab­
sorb the shock of a workout. "The 
shin bone absorbs that shock," said 
Dr. Donald Baxter an orthopedic 
surgeon a t Baylor College of Medi­
cine in Houston.

Cross training-varying the type 
of workout activity-works different 
muscle groups and may help pre­
vent shin splints.

Baxter suggests stretching the 
shin muscles by leaning against a 
wall with the palms of the hand 
flat, the arms a t full extension. Then 
slowly fall forward so the chest 
moves to the wall. Hold and repeat 
this 10 to 20 times before running.

Whenever you feel pain during a 
workout, th a t activity should be 
stopped, Baxter said.

******

A sore shoulder in athletes may 
signal more than just tired muscles. 
It could be a rotator cuff injury.

The rotator cuff is a tendon that 
forms a circular joint where four 
muscles support and move the arm 
bone. If the cuff is damaged or tom, 
the top of the arm bone may press 
into the shoulder.

"People in their 50's and beyond 
are susceptible to this because of a 
lifetime of wear and tear on the 
shoulder," said Dr. Gerard Gabel 
an orthopedic surgeon a t Baylor 
College of Medicine.

Physical therapy can usually cor­
rect the problem, but sometimes 
surgery may be required to rebuild 
the cuff.
