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Superintendent’s Corner

One of the issues being 
addressed at the campus and dis 
iriet level is how to he prepared 
when dealing with a crisis that 
might happen at school. Recently, 
I heard an expert say that there are 
two types of schools • one is a 
school that has had a crisis and the 
other is a school that is going to 
have a crisis.

My wile (a counselor at West 
Texas High School) recently 
brought back a hook from u coun­
selors convention for me to read 
The book, written by Dr. James 
Garbarino, is entitled Lost Bovs: 
Wi> Our Sons Turn Violent and 
How We Can Save Them, Since we 
arc in the process o f developing 
crisis management plans for our 
campuses. I thought this might be 
a good book to read to help me bet­
ter understand the issues and prob­
lems surrounding violence at 
school.

The issue o f school violence is 
not new; however, it was earlier 
centered in the ghetto areas of 
large schools in big cities. With 
recent school shootings m the 
American Midwest (Jonesboro, 
Paducah, and Columbine) these 
acts of violence are now being 
committed by white males in small 
towns or in the suburbs. According 
to Dr. James Garbarino. “ When 
white middle-class kids k ill, there 
is always a public outcry o f why 
and a search for what went wrong, 
but when inter-school m inority 
kids k ill, the public is warned of 
demons and superpredators."

Dr. Garbarino's hook focuses on 
a study o f a w ide range o f youth 
committing acts o f violence and 
ponders reasons and seeks solu­
tions From recent shootings in 
Springfield, Oregon, Jonesboro, 
Arkansas and Paducah, Kentucky, 
two warning signs emerged. These 
■ngns are depression and kids 
being picked on by other kids. 
Although these signs may be com­
mon in school and society, they do 
not imply that all kids with these 
problems w ill commit murder or

other acts o f violence. What this 
says is that when a child is over­
whelmed and can not find a way 
out they often turn to acts of vio­
lence to solve their problems.

The lesson at Springfield and 
Columbine is that others knew of 
the acts these hoys planned to 
commit but for whatever reason 
did not believe them and failed to 
tell someone We are going to have 
to be better listeners and slop these 
acts o f violence before they occur.

It appears that with the moral 
decay o f our society, children are 
coming to school in far greater 
numbers from neglected or from 
abusive homes. What they need to 
find in school are adults that care. 
In Lost Bays, Dr. Garbarino says. 
"A t the heart o f the matter is 
w hether a young child is connect­
ed rather than abandoned, accept­
ed rather than rejected, and nur­
tured rather than neglected." If 
kids don't find these positive con­
nections at home or school they 
arc going to gravitate to those who 
w ill accept them such as gangs and 
the criminal element o f our socie­
ty. These kids want to desperately 
he accepted and to belong As par­
ents it is important that we know 
our kids friends and where they are 
at all times. We have got to spend 
more time talking with our kids 
and exploring their feelings and 
offer support rather than criticism.

Some o f you may be aware o f 
Abraham Maslow’s theory o f 
human needs. He theorizes that 
until a lower need such as physio­
logical, safety and belongingness 
(love) arc met that you can never 
obtain the high needs o f self-actu­
alization (realizing one's poten 
tial) At school wc are going to 
have to make sure these lower 
needs are being met before wc can 
expect a child to learn. We art­
going to have to accept the fact 
that for some children we are the 
determining factor on whether or 
not they succeed in school and in 
life! We should not be the problem 
but rather one o f the solutions.

I think the frustration that teach­
ers have is that which was once

expected to be taken care of at 
home is now the responsibility of 
the school One of the biggest 
changes I have seen over the past 
twenty years is the enormous 
amount o f supplemental curricu­
lum that we are expected to leach. 
With the crunch on accountability 
and a return to basics many educa­
tors are struggling with time to 
meet the many needs o f the stu 
dents they teach. Is the answer 
more kkf advocates such as coun­
selors ^ho can listen to kids (a 
full-time counselor at the junior 
high tev|e] is an issue that I think 
we are going to have to address in 
Spearman) or is the answer new 
curriculum focusing on character 
development?

In the State of the Union 
address, 'this past week President 
Clinton said that one goal is that 
kids shoidd come to school ready 
to learn * d  graduate ready to suc­
ceed. What is it going to take for 
this to happen'.' Our kids should be 
the most' important part o f our 
lives. We are going to have to 
make more time for our children 
and provide positive connections 
to help thehi feel important and not 
worthless.]

I was recently given the follow­
ing joumaljwritten from one o f our 
students.

Tie tike a book since I'm  alw ays 
out o f the fun  And it seems that 
I'm  just sitting on a shelf. Waiting 
fo r someone ro ask me to go play 
some sport o r something. The only 
people at irrj house that talk to me 
is my mother, grandmother and 
cousin. Not my dad since he's 
always working and when he's 
there he seems to be tired. A few  o f 
the kids don't like me. They are 
always pushing me around, reject­
ing me and telling me that I  should 
jus t move. It 4 not easy being a fo r ­
gotten book on a shelf. At least I 
have a few  friends - fo r which I am 
grateful.

These words written by one of 
our students breaks my heart; how­
ever, I am reminded o f Guy Doud 
former National Teacher o f the 
Year. Guy said that w hen he knew

"  a indent having troubles, he 
would su |n that student* desk 
bcuia- school and pray that he
mighi say an<! j 0 ,f,e ngt,! things
to help reach that student. 1 guess 
i ^  !r,lPrCs‘>td  me most o f what 
he believes is the statement, “ I 

a.subject. I teach kids!" 
( >h now (me! Isn't that what we all 
want someone to care about us 
and nut judge us for our faults.

guess that is why I have always 
believed that my main responsibil­
ity as an educator is that o f 
encouragement." How far a kind

word can go I may not like what 
, X do, but that doesn't mean I 
don t like them. This “ tough love” 
means I do not have to accept their 
actions but rather that I nave a 
moral obligation to teach them 
what is right and what is wrong 
Accepting responsibilities for their 
actions is the first step in showing 
kids how to solve life's problems.

Schools alone can not solve the 
problem of violence and should 
not have to. A quote from an old 
African proverb says it takes a v il­
lage to raise a child. Not until the 
entire community believes that all 
ol our children deserve the best 
and are willing to provide them 
with a supportive environment can 
we hope to conquer this problem, 
We must together seek solutions. I 
hope as we develop our crisis man­
agement plans that we can truly 
address how to deal with a crisis 
when it happens, but we should 
also explore how to identify and 
solve these problems before they 
become a crisis. Yes. today in 
Spearman. Texas there are children 
in our community struggling to 
survive.

This week Eastern Bluebirds 
were seen, as well as the usual 
Mountain Bluebirds The blue of 
the Eastern is brighter and con­
trasts nicely with the bright brick- 
red throat and breast.

A flock o f Cedar Waxwings 
were seen clumped together in 
one o f the ash trees at the office. 
By using the scope Jim and Joan 
could see the little bits o f red on 
the tails and wings. These sleek 
crested birds are a lovely s igh t.

This week a break came in the 
search for the Newell Stockade on 
the Palo Duro. T. J. Bergin 
remembered his grandmother 
Jennie Jones telling him stories of 
the Indians passing through their

ranch and of an old saloon and 
store on the creek below where 
they built their corrals. Later T 
J.'s cousin. Ramona Reynolds, 
added some details that her father 
Tom Jones had told her

The location, although fairly 
close to the creek, w as on a slight 
knoll, and she didn't think it had 
ever been under water when the 
creek flooded. She also said there 
were 3 graves in the area that had 
been lost, and that there were a 
few dugouis fairly close

As we searched for the 
Stockade, we also searched for a 
settlement called Palo Duro that 
was written up in the Dodge City 
Times in September o f 1 877 by a 
man called Old Cactus. "The little 
town of Palin Dora is situated 21 
miles north ol' Adahy Walls, on 
the straieht road to Lakin 
|Kansas|. on the A T.&S.FR R 
and about 75 miles from that sta­
tion. The Palla Dora creek settle­
ment is rapidly increasing, and 
there is a splendid opening for 
stores in this settlement, as well as 
at Adobe Walls Any enterprising 
man could make a fortune in a 
short time with but small capital 
to start with,"

In 1991 the Family Land 
Heritage Program o f the Texas 
Department o f Agriculture recog­
nized the Jones ranches for being 
in the families for a l(K) years or 
more.
