Weekly Update 
Texas, December 24 - Average retail 

gasoline prices in Texas have risen 2.5 
cents per gallon in the past week, aver- 
aging $3.04/g yesterday, according to 
GasBuddy's daily survey of 13.114 gas 
outlets in Texas. This compares with the 
national average that has not moved in 
the last week to $3.24/g, according to 
gasoline price website GasBuddy.com. 

Including the change in gas prices in 
Texas during the past week, prices yes- 
terday were 1.3 cents per gallon higher 
than the same day one year ago and are 
9.6 cents per gallon lower than a month 
ago. The national average has decreased 
19.1 cents per gallon during the last 
month and stands 1.3 cents per gallon 
higher than this day one year ago. 

"With just hours to go before Christ-
mas, it appears that the national average 
may set a new all-time record high, 
barely edging out 2011 as the most ex-
pensive average for gasoline on Christ-
mas Day," said GasBuddy.com Senior 
Petroleum Analyst Patrick DeHaan. "The 
bad news likely won't stop there- gaso-
line prices in six out of the last seven 
years have increased between Christmas 
Day and January 15 of the following 
year. If the national average rises to at 
least $3.26/gal before New Years Day it 
will mark the highest start for gas prices 
ever on the first day of the year. ' DeHaan 
said. 

Texas, December 31 - Average retail 
gasoline prices in Texas have risen 6.0 
cents per gallon in the past week, aver-
aging $3.10/g yesterday, according to 
GasBuddy's daily survey of 13,114 gas 
outlets in Texas. This compares with the 
national average that has increased 3.0 
cents per gallon in the last week to 
$3.27/g. according to gasoline price web-
site GasBuddy.com. 

Including the change in gas prices in 
Texas during the past week, prices yes-
terday were 2.3 cents per gallon higher 
than the same day one year ago and are 
2.1 cents per gallon lower than a month 
ago. The national average has decreased 
13.2 cents per gallon during the last 
month and stands 1.7 cents per gallon 
higher than this day one year ago. 

"2012 was a year that focused the spot-
light on our nation's oil refineries; it 
showed us the vulnerability of our infra-
structure and what can happen to prices 
at the pump when infrastructure is com-
promised. We began the year with a BP 
refinery fire in Cherry Point, WA that 
caused massive spikes on the west coast. 
The spring delivered challenges for Great 
Lakes refineries and pushed Chicago gas 
prices to a record high. Similarly. the 
California summer saw major refinery 
outages there and new record high 
prices," said Patrick DeHaan, Gas-
Buddy.com Senior Petroleum Analyst. 

"Hurricane Sandy delivered a punish-
ing blow to the East Coast causing refin-
ery shutdowns, flooding and power 
outages. The resulting fuel shortage trig-
gered mile-long lines for gas. NY gaso-
line spiked to a price level exceeding 
Honolulu and Anchorage as the highest 
in the U.S. GasBuddy is proud to have 
been called in by NY officials to provide 
counsel and data identifying the most 
current retail gasoline price updates and 
trends throughout the NY metro area," 
said Gregg Laskoski, GasBuddy.com 
Senior Petroleum Analyst. 

With elevated prices across much of 
the country for prolonged periods, 2012 
brought the highest average price ever 
for U.S. consumers: $3.60 per gallon.

Three beautiful women walk in to the 

old man's hospital room and the young 
lady with the piercing blue eyes hands him 
a balloon, He takes her hand and says, "Do 
I know you?" 

"No, I am just a random person," she an-
swers with her winning smile. "Giving 
stuff out for my birthday!" 

"It's your birthday and I get a balloon," 
says the old man who is hooked up to oxy-
gen yet still sarcastic. "That makes sense." 

This stop is at an Amarillo hospital, one 
of 28 such random acts of kindness, is how 
Lisa Johnson of Gruver, Texas, chose to 
spend her 28th birthday. 

"I thought it looked fun," explains John-
son. "We're taught to be selfish on our 
birthdays and this was different." 

Starting the morning off at 8 am, the 
three ladies, Johnson and her friends 
Debby Odom, also of Gruver, and Sally 
Long of Guymon, worked hard all day 
spreading kindness and cheer from Gruver 
to Amarillo and back. Johnson had also 
done a few planned acts prior to the day, 
including giving a TV for the Dementia 
Unit in Elkhart, Kan.. because someone 
she cares for deeply can enjoy the TV. 

"Dorothy needs to be able to see her 
football scores when she is there visiting 
Doc," explains Johnson. Dr. Jim and 
Dorothy Countryman's have been dear to 
Johnson's heart her entire life. 

The birthday day included taking break-
fast casseroles to the local bank employ-
ees, leaving quarters on "Random Acts of 
Kindness" cards at a Laundromat, nurses 
stations at several area hospitals and nurs-
ing homes, homemade cookies at four fire 
stations, paying for the next car's breakfast 
at the McDonald's drive through, balloons 
to the hospital, anonymously paying for 
someone's meal at the restaurant twice, and 
other acts. 

The visit to the hospital was not part of 
the plan, but where they had planned to go 
didn't pan out, so the plan changed. They 
found themselves in hospital rooms with 
elderly patients that appeared low on visi-
tors, many were there alone. Long said it 
seemed like an "act of God" and that it was 
cool how it worked out. It was the part of 
the day that left the greatest impression on 
Long. 

"Lisa left a gift certificate on the win-
dow of a kind of worn down car," explains 
Long. "And she made several spontaneous 
stops to give things to friends. Her friend 
Andy said we really made his day." 

Long, who heard Lisa talking about her 
plan said she really wanted to be a part of 
it. As did their friend Odom. And they 
were a part from 8 am to 9 pm that day. 
"We were exhausted when we got back," 
says Long with a smile. It is easy to see she

After nearly 20 years in Washington,

AUSTIN - As Congress 
ousts with itself and the 

hite House in the closing 
days of 2012 over the fed-
eral budget, the Texas Leg-
islature and other state 
legislatures can only guess 
what federal dollars will be 
coming when budget-writ-
ing time comes. 

Every two years, the 
Texas Legislature's main 
job is to write and pass a 
state budget. Now, with the 
governor signaling his in-
tention to stick with an aus-
terity plan that won't 
necessarily be in step with 
the state's rapidly growing 
population, historically bad 
drought and a long list of 
other critical concerns, sus-
pense about the budget in-
creases day by day. The 
budget-adoption process is 
a session-long affair, and 
the 140-day session com-
mences on Jan. 8, at high 
noon. 

In 2011, the 82nd Texas 
Legislature adopted a 2012-
2013 budget (the General 
Appropriations Act) featur-
ing across the board spend-
ing cuts, per governor's 
directives. Texans can see a 
roadmap to those cuts, and 
may imagine the debating 
that went on before the 
budget ultimately was 
called to a vote, signed by 
the governor and certified 
by the comptroller. Actu-
ally, the debating does not 
have to be imagined. It is 
preserved 	 at 
legis.state.tx.us. 

Texans with access to a 
relatively recently manu-
factured personal computer 
up-dated with -.the current 
software for viewing 
archived video, can - if 
they pay for a speedy Inter-
net connection or visit their 
local library - download, 
view and hear the parts of 
the budget-writing process 
conducted in Capitol com-
mittee rooms and on the 
floors of the state House 
and state Senate. 

Furthermore, to provide 
Texas taxpayers "with a 
more complete understand-
ing of how their tax dollars 
are being used," the staff of 
the Legislative Budget 
Board has posted a 668-
page document, titled "Fis-
cal Size-up" for the current 
2012-2013 budget. Anyone 
with a library card or a rel-
atively recently manufac-
tured personal computer,  

updated with the current 
software for viewing docu-
ments, can, with a fast-
enough Internet connection, 
download the lengthy doc-
ument and read it at their 
leisure. 

But owing to the lack of 
space here, and in defer-
ence to readers who choose 
the printed-page version of 
their community newspa-
per, let's skip to the sum-
mary of the "Fiscal 
Size-up." It says the 2012-
13 budget included appro- 
priations 	for 	state 
operations that total $173.5 
billion - an amount com-
posed of $81.3 billion from 
General Revenue Funds, 
$54.7 billion from Federal 
Funds, $31.2 billion from 
Other Funds and $6.4 bil-
lion from General Rev-
enue-Dedicated Funds. 

Although the Fiscal Size-
up was published only 
months after the end of the 
2011 legislative session, it 
foretells something that has 
remained true since its pub-
lication: revenue then was 
above expectations. See the 
paragraphs labeled "Recent 
Trends and Fiscal Horizon" 
at the end of the summary. 
They contain information 
that forms a more complete 
picture. 

And much more recently, 
on Dec. 21, Comptroller 
Susan Combs said, "Job 
growth, sales tax collec-
tions - both from business 
and consumer purchases -
as well as automobile sales, 
signal that the Texas econ-
omy has emerged from the 
recent recession. Another 
indicator that the state's 
economy has been compar-
atively healthy was the U.S. 
Census Bureau report that 
Texas added more people 
(421,000) than any other 
state from 2010 to 2011. 
Although Texas has only 8 
percent of the nation's pop-
ulation, the state added 
nearly 19 percent of the na-
tion's population growth for 
the year. 

Looking back a full year 
ago, Combs said: "By De-
cember 2011, Texas em- 
ployers 	replaced 	all 
427,600 jobs shed during 
the recession as our econ-
omy rebounded more 
quickly than the U.S. as a 
whole, and continues to add 
jobs." And finally, Combs 
said, "Texas and the nation 
returned to economic 
growth in 2010 and 2011. 
In 2011, Texas real gross 
domestic product grew by 
2.4 percent, compared with 

1 . 6  

percent GDP growth for the 
nation."

These official analyses 
may point to a healthy fis-
cal condition for the state as 
2013 begins, but as elders 
among us warn, you never 
know what's going to hap-
en when the Texas Legis-
ature is in session. 

14 receive clemency 
As is customary at the 

end of each year, the gover-
nor grants clemency to a list 
of Texans who were con-
victed of certain offenses. 

Gov. Rick Perry on Dec. 
21 announced he had 
granted clemency to 14 in-
dividuals after each of their 
cases was recommended 
for clemency by the Texas 
Board of Pardons and 
Paroles. A description of 
each is available at gover-
nor.state.tx.us. 

Black's Law Dictionary 
defines clemency as 
"Mercy or leniency, espe-
cially, the power of the 
President or a governor to 
pardon a criminal or com-
mute a criminal sentence." 

Most Texas schools 
submit safety audits 

AUSTIN --- The Texas 
Education Code requires 
that Texas public schools 
conduct safety audits once 
every three years. 

According to a Dec. 17 
news release produced by 
the state attorney general's 
office, the Texas School 
Safety Center reported that 
of the 1,025 public school 
districts that are required by 
law to submit their safety 
audits, 38 did not do so and 
another 40 reported but did 
not meet full compliance. 

Attorney General Greg 
Abbott urged school dis-
tricts to review their safety 
plans and implored districts 
that have not submitted 
their complete school safety 
audits to make doing so a 
priority. 

"Proper preparedness and 
safety in our schools is not 
just an exercise, it will save 
lives when seconds count," 
said Attorney General Ab-
bott, a board member of the 
Texas School Safety Cen-
ter. "As we all mourn the 
horrific loss of innocent 
lives in Newtown (Conn.) 
we must ensure that not an-
other minute passes where 
Texas school districts are 
unprepared for an incident 
in our own state. My office 
will continue working with 
the Texas School Safety 
Center to ensure that every 
school district across this 
state has an effective school 
safety plan in place." 

Abbott encourages stu-
dents, parents and school 
staff to report alarming be-
havior to authorities. 

Silence observed Dec. 
21 

Gov, Rick Perry issued a 
proclamation declaring a 
moment of silence at 9:30 
a.m. on Friday, Dec. 21, to 
coincide with the Day of 
Mourning called by Con-
necticut Gov. Dan Malloy 
in memory of the 26 vic-
tims of last week's tragedy 
at Sandy Hook Elementary 
School. Perry encouraged 
places of worship and 
buildings that are able to 
ring bells 26 times to honor 
each life that was lost. 

Presidential electors 
vote 

Texas Presidential Elec-
tors met Dec. 17 to cast 
their Electoral College 
votes for the 2012 election 
of president and vice presi-
dent of the United States. 

Texas' 38 electoral votes 
were cast for Republican 
presidential candidate Mitt 
Romney of Massachusetts 
and his vice presidential 
running mate, U.S. Rep. 
Paul Ryan of Wisconsin. 

In announcing the out-
come of the vote, Secretary 
of State John Steen, Texas' 
chief elections officer, 
noted (1) that political par-
ties choose their respective 
sets of electors in accor-
dance with state law and 
each party's rules; (2) elec-
toral votes are allocated to 
states based on the most re-
cent census; and (3) only 
California has more elec-
toral votes, at 55, than 
Texas. 

DWI patrols increase 
The Texas Department of 

Public Safety on Dec. 14 
announced that DWI pa-
trols would be increased 
from Dec. 21 through Jan. 
1 

Troopers will focus on 
high-risk locations at times 
when 	alcohol-related 
crashes are most frequent. 

"Drinking and driving 
are always a concern during 
holidays, and there is no 
doubt that increased en-
forcement by DPS and 
other law enforcement will 
help save lives," said DPS 
Director Steven McCraw, 
who reminded Texans 
never get in a car with an 
intoxicated driver. 

In the enforcement effort 
a year ago, state troopers 
made more than 1,100 DWI 
arrests, 15,000 speeding ci-
tations, 2,000 seat belt/child 
safety seat citations and 
18,000 other citations. 

Hikes planned for Jan. 
1 

Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department on Dec. 13 pro-
moted the second annual 
First Day Hikes program. 

It's part of a national ef-
fort to get people outdoors 
and promote the numerous 
physical and emotional 
benefits of hiking. 

On New Year's Day, the 
state parks agency has 
planned hikes to be guided 
by state park staff or expert 
volunteers, featuring infor-
mation about native plants, 

,animals or park history. For

Site addresses obesity 
Legislation passed in 

2011 instructed the comp-
troller's office "to build a 
Web portal to collect re-
search and information on 
the economic effects of 
obesity and areas in which 
children are at risk," 

Comptroller 	Susan 
Combs on Dec. 20 an-
nounced the launch of Re- 
shapi ngTexas .org 	"a 
resource that examines the 
economic impacts of obe-
sity and identifies areas in 
the state where children are  

at risk." 
More than one in five 

Texas children, ages 10 to 
17, are obese, and obesity 
puts millions of Texans at 
risk for chronic disease, 
Combs said.

In the first week of the Season of Epiphany, the sea-
son of discovery or "AHA!", we study Isaiah 60: 1-6, 
Psalm 72: 1-7,10-14, Ephesians3: 1-12 and Matthew 2:

Note that the peo-
ple have not first turned back to the Lord, but when they 
see God's blessings, they repent. God seeks us even 
when we are yet sinners. 

The Psalmist sings a hymn for the coronation of a 
king. His prayer is that God will give the king God's jus-
tice and righteousness. He prays that the king will de-
fend the cause of the poor, give deliverance to the needy, 
and crush the oppressor. Note that the king is judged not 
by his warfare, but by his social justice. As Christians, 
we may see a reference to the King, Jesus The Christ. 

Paul is imprisoned in Rome, awaiting trial before 
Nero. He writes the Church at Ephesus about the 'mys-
tery' which has been made known to him. This 'mys-
tery' is actually the knowledge of God's plan for 
humankind. The Gentiles have become fellow heirs, 
members of the same body, and sharers in the promise in 
Christ Jesus through the gospel. God's 'secret' is that 
God's love, mercy and grace is freely given to all peo-
ple who seek him in Christ Jesus. This indeed is Good 
News! The Church (Gentiles and Jews) is the instrument 
of God to make know this Good News to all peoples. 

Last week we saw that God inserted himself into 
human history in the form of the Christ child and this 
Good News was first revealed to the poor and margin-
alized, the shepherds. This weeks lessons show us the 
Magi, thought to be Persian priests (Zorastrians?), who 
have seen, perhaps, the Dog Star, Sirius, arise in the 
morning during the Egyptian month of Meson (which 
means birth of a prince). These powerful figures jour-
ney toward Jerusalem in search of the child born King of 
the Jews. They eventually arrive at the house of Mary to 
give their gifts to the Christ child. Traditionally the gift 
of gold was suitable for a king; the gift of frankincense 
was suitable for a priest; and, the gift of myrrh was an 
offering for one who was to die. Discover from this that 
Jesus is Lord of the poor and marginalized as well as the 
rich and powerful. 

May the Holy Spirit enable you to discover the Christ 
child in your life.
