Assistant, will be on-hand to discuss health-related issues and to answer 
questions.

In addition to the lab tests, there will be a blood drive for Coffee 
Memorial Blood Center and many venders and providers will be avail­
able with information on ways to maintain and improve your health and 
your life.

The council is the nation­
al trade association of the Farm 
Credit System and represents the 
system's legislative and regulatory 
interests.

While checking the eagle count in 
the first week of January in 2001 
and 2002, I noticed the Lake level 
was over 46 feet in 2001 and over 
36 feet in 2002.
The eagle count showed 23 

eagles in 2001 and 12 in 2002. 
That makes the count Jim got of 4 
this January seem pretty small. 
Later we will know if the eagles 
are around the area but just have 
not come in yet.

Victor White was said to have 
caught an 11# catfish and a small­
er one, but the fishermen that 
come out on the pretty days have 
not usually found the fish.
The Panhandle Bird Club found 

48 species on their birding trip to 
Hansford County and the Lake on 
December 7. The longspurs on 
Highway 207 seemed to get the 
most attention.
These birds arc usually the 

McCowan, Lapland, and 
Chestnut-collared species. They 
are winter visitors and fly in big 
Hocks. These birds have not been 
ones I identified, but now I will 
look for these light colored birds. 
They are most easily seen close-up

when the snow is on the ground 
but melted back from the sides of 
the road.
They should be getting their 

breeding plumage soon, and that 
will help separate the different
species.
T. J. Bergin will be sorely missed 

as one of the long-time PDRA 
board members. He had served 
since 1984. When I served on the 
board with him from 1992 to 1995, 
I valued his opinion on the ques­
tions that arose.

It seemed odd to me that I had 
once been his math teacher in high 
school at Gruver. At that time his 
mother Blanche Taber was a good 
friend and I thought of him as a 
bright, friendly, articulate teenag­
er.
Through the years we had anoth­

er common interest of the history 
of the Panhandle with an emphasis 
on Hansford County.
