(LAP) Accord ing to the 
Agency, LAP regulations were 
published as a final rule on 
March 19, 2001 and sign-uj 
w ill end on April 27, 2001 LAf 
provides direct payments to 
producers who suffered graz­
ing losses due to natural d is ­
aster during  ca lendar year 
2000.

O ften producers equate 
Farm Service Agency assis 
tance w ith row crops 
However, LAP is one of th 
many livestock orientated pri 
gram s available to producei 
through FSA. FSA recognize: 
that individuals who raise livi 
stock only and those wh 
raise livestock in conjunctio 
with row crops have suffen 
devastating losses on both| 
accounts due to recent natura 
disasters.

In Texas, 2,240 countie  
have been approved for LAP,| 
including H ansford C ounty 
Eligible counties must havi 
susta ined a 40  percent o 
greater loss of available graz 
ing for at lease three consecu­
tive months Losses may have 
resulted from drought, exces­
sive heat, d isease, insect 
infestation and other advei 
impacts attributed to a natura 
disaster event.

LAP provides assistance 
e lig ib le  livestock p roduce r 
who have owned or
Qualifying livestock for at least! 
three months prior to  the pay-1 
m ent period Producers in ter­
ested in LAP should be pre­
pared to provide information 
including tne number and kind 
o f livestock, acres, location 
and type of grass forage used 
to support livestock, and an 
estimated percent of grazing 
loss

Eligible livestock under LAP 
provisions are beef and dairy 
cattle , buffa lo and beefato 
when maintained on the same 
basis as beef cattle, sheep, 
goats, swine and equine ani­
mals used comm ercially for 
human food or kept for the 
production o f food or fiber on 
the owner s farms

The Crop Disaster Program 
(COP) w ill provide Financial 
ass is tance  to farm ers w ith 
w ea ther re la ted losses in 
excess of 35% of expected 
crop production. In certain Sit­
uations. weather-related d is ­
ease and insect infestation 
also qualify for CDP 

This program is available for: 
Insured Crops - crops cov­

ered by either Catastrophic 
(CAT) or buy-up insurance. 
Payments are based on 65% 
of the market price 

Uninsured Crops - crops for 
which insurance was ava il­
able, but not purchased. 
Payments are based on 60% 
of the market price.

Non-insurable Crops - crops 
which insurance was not avail­
able. Payments are based on 
65% o f the market pnce.

Paym ents are lim ited to 
$80,000 per person A  person 
is not eligible it their gross rev­
enue exceeded $2.5 m illion 
during the 1999 tax year

Lesiisal Award, A grant request in 
the amount o f S2.500 for the pur­
chase of new young adult hooks 
has been approved. The goal o f the 
Texas Book Festival ts to award a 
grant to each and every public 
library in the Mate o f Texas that is 
eligible. Hansford County Library 
received one o f these grants back 
in 1997 so we were surprised to be 
a recipient again. The Texas Book 
Festival was started hack in 1996 
by Mrs. Laura Bush to aid public 
libraries in Texas to promote read­
ing. A ll proceeds are used to award 
grants to deserving public libraries 
for purchase o f materials.

The Tocker Foundation has noti­

- and it seemed to be getting bigger. 
High numbers o f youth people con­
sistently act dishonestly and are 
Increasingly prone to violence. Far 
loo many steal, lie and cheat • on 
the job, in school and m personal 
relationships. They also demon­
strate a disturbing willingness to 
resolve conflict w ith physical force.

As a result o f this information,

the Josephson Institute initialed the 
Character Counts! Program to 
address this very issue. This pro 
gram has been successful in schools 
and community organizations, 
whether blended into existing pro­
gram or introduced as a part oi a 
new program

People do not automatically 
develop good character. It requires 
the efforts o f parents and the sup­
port ol schools, faith communities 
rind other organizations within the

community. Young people can learn 
to exercise good moral character 
but this can only happen ii adults 
accept the responsibility to teach 
and model the core values that form 
the foundation o f character.
