Gruver I.S.D. meets in regular session
The Gruver Independent School 

District Board of Trustees met in 
regular session on December 7,1995 
at 6:00 p.m.

The Gruver I.S.D.’s superinten­
dent, Barry Haenisch, reviewed the 
year's Academic Excellence Indica­
tor System Report with the trust­
ees. This report reveals TAAS in­
formation about the district and 
each campus, as well as the per­
centage of students in attendance 
at school on an average day, the 
drop out rate, and other important 
information for evaluating the 
district's instructional program. 
From information provided in this 
report, the district can compare its

performance to schools in the state, 
our region, and to a group of schools 
thatare similartousinmany ways. 
Mr. Haenisch noted that the 
district's scores were a bit higher 
this year when compared to last 
year's report. Copies of the report 
have been distributed to several 
businesses town. Those who would 
like to see a copy of the report should 
contact any school office or the city 
library.
