Patrons complain 
rates unfair

The City Fathers of Spearman, 
Perryton, Follett, Booker, and Hig­
gins feel it is unfair that their towns 
must pay electricity rates that are 
50 percent higher than in other 
areas like Dumas, Pampa, and 
Borger. They have joined together 
to seek rates for their residents 
which are more equal.

Texas-New Mexico Power Com­
pany (TNP), headquartered in Fort 
Worth, provides power to those five 
Panhandle Cities with electricity it 
buys from Southwestern Public 
Service Co. (SPS). In May, SPS cus­
tomers in the Panhandle paid 
$61.29 per 1000 kilowatt hours of 
electricity while TNP customers in 
Spearm an, Perryton, Follett, 
Booker, and Higgins paid $92.43 
for the same amount of electricity 
made by the same company.

"People in Spearman have to pay 
sky-h igh TN P rate s that reflect high 
costs of building and operating 
TNP's new lignite (brown coal) gen­
erating station in Calvert. None of 
the power from that plant is used in 
the Panhandle area,” said Spear­
man Mayor Burl Buchanan, who 
chairs the Panhandle Cities coali­
tion.

"TNP's electric rates are so far 
out of line, it hurts us when we try 
to recruit businesses and indus­
tries to <5tir small towns," Mayor 
Buchanan said. "If a business is 
built 10 miles up the road it will 
have much lower electric rates than 
it would have in Spearman." TNP's 
residential rates also are too high 
for families in the three Panhandle 
counties, who primarily have mod­
erate to low incomes, he added.

TNP wants to raise electricity 
rates another 8.9 percent which 
includes $11,127,330 in additional 
capital costs for TNP's second coal 
generating plant. In the next three 
weeks, Spearman, Perryton, Fol­
lett, Booker, and Higgins will be 
looking at new ways to bring TNP's 
rates closer to the company's actual 
costs of making the power.

The Panhandle Cities have hired 
rate experts, including legal coun­
cil Jim Boyle, technical consultants 
Jim Daniel and Ralph Gloodlet of

GDS Associates, and regulatory 
accountant Ellen Blumenthal, all 
of Austin.

Mayor Buchanan hasbeen meet­
ing with TNP officials and he said 
they agree Panhandle City resi­
dents are paying too much for power. 
TNP has proposed different rates 
for Panhandle Cities than in other 
areas. Rate negotiations are still 
on-going in June.

Several examples are given of 
how the high electricity rates are 
hurting businesses and residents;

The Hansford County Library 
closed its doors an hour earlier each 
day last summer because of high 
cooling bills.

A local radio station decreased 
its broadcasting time by 3 1/2 hours 
per day to cut its electric bill to a 
reasonable level.

A manufacturer of packaged food 
items ruled out Perryton from con­
sideration as a site because the 
higher costs of electricity.

Only 7500 of TNP's 170,000 
Texas customers live in Panhandle 
towns. Most of the company's cus­
tomers are in the Dallas area and 
southeast of Houston. Panhandle 
Cities make up only about 2.9 per­
cent of TNP's total revenues and do 
not get any of their power from the 
coal generators.

In 1935, Community Public Ser­
vice, Co., now TNP, took over a 
small power company that used to 
serve cities in the Panhandle re­
gion. Since that time, TNP has pro­
vided power to Panhandle region 
cities even though they are far away 
from TNP's headquarters, generat­
ing facilities, and other customers.

Birds give man lessons
Geese Work Fart 1

As a young man I watched huge 
flocks of geese migrate north and 
south over the Missouri farm where 
I grew up. Over the years 1 learned 
to love the honking sounds and 
watching the big V formations fly 
overhead.

Although I loved the geese, I 
remember feeling sad in the fall as 
the flocks traveled southward be­
cause I knew winter would soon 
arrive. Winter meant cold, bitter 
weather and more work to ensure 
the safety and health of our live­
stock.

The northbound flights of spring 
were early indicators that warm 
weather was on its way. It meant 
no more ice to chop or hay to feed. 
Spring brought new green growth, 
warm sunny days and pleasant ac­
tivities around the farm.

I didn't know about the wonder­
ful lessons being taught in the sky 
as I performed my routine chores. I 
just enjoyed the sights and sounds.

Geese Lessons
Bill and Mary Geist, owners of 

Gingiss Formalwear Center in 
Amarillo, TX, shared an essay with 
me last month. It is titled "Lessons 
Learned from Geese."

As I read the essay I remem­
bered those early farm days 1 de­
scribed above. I was also reminded 
that we as small business owners 
and managers need to be alert for 
business building lessons regard­
less of the source. 1 extracted sev­
eral thoughts from the "Geese" es­
say. I think you'll agree as you read 
them that we can even learn from 
the birds.

According to the essay, as each 
goose flaps its wings, it creates an 
uplift for others behind it. There is 
71 percent more flying range in a V 
formation than flying alone.

The lesson we can glean from 
this information is that people who 
share a common sense of direction 
and purpose are more successful. 
They can work longer and accom­

plish more because they feed off the 
energy of others.

Another interesting fact is that 
when the lead goose tires, it rotates 
back into the formation and an­
other bird takes over. This allows a 
fresh goose to keep up the pace 
while the leader takes a breather.

The message here is that shared 
leadership and independence gives 
others a chance to lead as well as 
follow. While being the lead goose 
may improve the view, the work is 
harder. Everyone needs a break 
from the routine and a fresh per­
spective may improveyour attitude.

I also learned from the essay the 
reason geese honk as they fly. (It s 
not because they are passing an­
other goose.) The geese in forma­
tion honk to encourage the leaders 
to keep up the speed.

The lesson here is to make cer­
tain our honks are encouraging. 
We all need a friendly honk from 
time to time. In business, it may be 
a word of praise or a pat on the back 
for a job well done. Encouragement 
is a good team builder.

The final point in the essay dealt 
with being supportive. When an ill 
or injured goose can't keep up with 
the flock, other geese will drop out 
of formation and stay with it until it 
revives or dies. Then they catch up 
with the flock or join a new one.

The point here is that your col­
leagues may need help from time- 
to-time. We should stand by them 
in bad times as well as good.

Teamwork
You've probably guessed by now 

that the secret of the geese's suc­
cess is teamwork. It’s really not 
different from any business or or­
ganization. For profit, non-profit 
or sports related, all groups can 
benefit from teamwork.

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On D-Day + 50 years

Vets still recall cost of freedom

Who is a hero? Those who gath­
ered on the front lawn of the 
Spearman courthouse last Monday 
to commemorate the 50th anniver­
sary of the invasion at Normandy 
came to remember.

The scene was set. Overhead 
the American flag and Texas flag 
flew at half mast, a reminder of 
those heroes who gave up their 
youth for freedom. At the comer of 
the lawn, stood a memorial erected 
in 1970 by the Spearman Jay Cees 
naming the brave'm en from 
Hansford County who died that 
other Americans could live. Flank­
ing the granite monument were two 
large flags donated by the 
Spearman Boy Scouts. Red and 
white roses supplied by Prairie 
Garden Flowers and D and C Green­
house of Spearman surrounded the 
list of heroes etched on the marker.

Observers solemnly held tiny 
American flags which Spearman 
1st National Bank furnished. Sil­
ver-haired veterans with hearts of 
gold gathered around the court­
house steps to remember after 50 
years what it means to be a hero.

The Spearman Boy Scouts, Troop 
551 and the Spearman Girl Scouts, 
Troops 126 and 127 presented the 
colors amid some 34 veterans and 
numerous community patriots. In 
a salute to the flag, some placed 
their hands over their hearts, some 
saluted. Vets wearing straw hats 
removed them and placed them over 
their hearts.

Spearman junior, Carol 
Alvarado, sang an acappella ver­
sion of "The Star Spangled Ban­
ner." Father Ferdinand Couture of 
of the Sacred Heart Catholic 
Church offered the invocation.

Executive Vice-president of the 
Spearman Chamber of Commerce, 
Cindy Blackman, organized the D- 
Day commemoration. George 
Young of KRDF radio announced 
the live broadcast beginning at 9 
a.m.

But, back to the quesion, "Who is 
a hero?" Several former vets shared 
their war experiences from a first­
hand viewpoint. None probably 
saw themselves as heroes; they 
simply told about doing whatever 
they had to do amidst adversity.

Veteran Ed Garner recalled that 
his father had told him when he 
was 15, "Son, get ready. You're 
gonna have to fight." His father 
was right.

Gamer said that he wasn't there 
though, on the beach at Normandy, 
June 6, 1944. Instead, he was a 
POW in northern Japan. His heart 
was with the brave men halfway 
around the world, though. A com­
mon cause bound them together. "I 
know whatitwas likeforthose who 
hit that beach. God, they were 
scared,” Garner said.

No one really knew of the hard­
ships American soldiers endured, 
according to Gamer. For one thing, 
he said that Congress wouldn't ap­
propriate [enough] money to the 
cause until the fiasco at Pearl Har­
bor. And still, there was too little 
food, too little ammo, and too few 
supplies. "My shoes rotted off my 
feet. I went barefooted most of the 
war," Garner remembered.

World War II veteran Henry 
Babitzke participated in the inva­
sion. Arriving on the beach at 
Normandy on D-Day plus 3 [days], 
Babitzke recalled that the soldiers 
had to pull the 105 artillery through 
waist-high water. The trucks were 
all stalled in the seawater. It was 
the human devastation on the beach

that June 6 remained most vivid in 
Babitzke'smind. "Well, there were

Germans and Americans strung 
all over. You could stepstone across 
them."

Another thing Babitzke still 
recalls is the day he came home 
from the war-the exact date, Sept. 
15, 1945 -even after 50 years.

Dean Stump, retired  Com­
mander of the American Legion 
#254 in Perryton, was heading for 
Normandy on D-Day and arrived 
the next day. His task was to re­
place the first dispatch fighting a 
half mile from Omaha Beach.

"I hope we never have to do that 
[fight a war! again," Stump said.

Judge Johnny Lee said that D- 
Day for him was 1943 when he 
joined the marine corp. He served 
in the Marshall Islands in the South 
Pacific. Then, he was injured on 
the second day of his arrival at 
Hirojima.

Lee praised the young people 
who turned out for the D-Day cer­
emony. He remarked, "Young 
people too often forget those that 
laid their lives on the line." Lee 
finished with," If weforgetit.it will 
happen again."

So, "Who is a hero?" That’s a 
question all too easily forgotten by 
most of us. Those veterans who 
showed up for the D-Day commemo­
ration, and especially those who 
couldn't because they gave their 
lives to pay the price for freedom, 
those are the heroes. Most Ameri­
cans cannot comprehend the high 
cost of liberty. In order to know 
that, a vet would tell you, "You just 
had to be there." This is one Ameri­
can thankful not to have had to be 
there. The 50-year memorial to D- 
Day is a reminder that someone 
else did it for me.

The young scouts present for the veterans interviews were cha llenged never to  forget the ones 
who had la id dow n their lives. "If we forget it, it will happen again," warned Johnny Lee.

Thirty-four veterans o f war cam e forward during the service and shared their contribution of 
military service with those patriots who gathered at Spearman courthouse for the  50-year 
memorial.

I am your flag

I have been kicked, trampled, 
burned, and shot full of holes. I 
have fought battles, but I prefer the 
untroubled air of a world at peace.

I am your flag. I represent the 
freedom of humanity and shall fly 
high, thundering in silence for the 
whole world to hear. My gentle 
rustling in the breeze sounds out 
the warning to all who would bury 
me forever, that below stands a 
population dedicated to liberty.

For those who have perished for 
my right to freedom of flight, those 
who will die, and indeed, for those 
who would live, I stand as a symbol 
of freedom-loving people.

I have been carried into battle in 
faraway lands, always in the cause 
of freedom. I am blood-stained, 
torn, and many times wearied and 
saddened by the thousands who 
have paid the supreme sacrifice. 
Don’t  let it all be for nothing. Tell 
me the brave have died for a worth­
while cause. Be proud of what I 
lepresent and display me for all to 
see.

Whether you call me "Old Glory," 
"Star Spangled Banner," or "Stars 
and Stripes," I shall fly forever as a 
symbol of your freedom, as I did for 
your ancestors and as I shall for 
your heirs. I AM YOUR FLAG.

Tractor safety m akes sense
AUSTIN-Tractors are needed 

equipment for any farm or ranch, 
but unfortunately they account for 
more than 500 accidental deaths 
each year and thousands of dis­
abling injuries nationwide, Agri­
culture Commissioner Rick Perry 
said.

"Without tractors, we wouldn't 
be able to produce the high-quality 
and large quantity offood we raise," 
Perry said. "However, tractors also 
present many hazards and require 
extra caution and care when they 
are being operated."

Most fatal tractor accidents in­
volve overturns, which can be 
caused by speeding, hitting rocks 
or stumps, driving on steep slopes, 
running into ditches, hitching high 
for extra traction or operating front- 
end loaders improperly. Fatal 
rollovers can be prevented by driv­
ing carefully and by rollover protec­
tive systems such as protective 
frames and crush-resistant cabs 
with seat belts, Perry said.

Falls from tractors also result in 
many injuries and sometimes death, 
especially with cabless tractors. 
Other deaths and injuries are 
caused by clothing being caught in 
rotating power take-off shafts. 
Most newer equipment is equipped 
with PTO shielding, which should 
not be removed.

Without protective equipment on 
tractors like crush-resistant cabs 
and PTO shields, the chances for

injuries and accidents increase. 
Mechanical malfunctions also can 
contribute to accidents. Tractor 
operators can minimize accidents 
by keeping equipment properly 
maintained, Perry said.

Other tips for tractor safety in­
clude:

♦Stay away from ditches, em­
bankments and holes to avoid over­
turns.

♦Do not give rides and keep chil­
dren away.

*Watch where you are going at 
all times and be on the lookout for 
obstacles. Make sure everyone is 
clear before moving.

♦Slow down
when turning, crossing slopes 

or on rough, slick or muddy sur­
faces.

*Stay off steep hills and slopes 
when possible.

*Don't overload the tractor. Al­
ways engage the clutch slowly.

♦Hitch heavy loads only to the 
drawbar.

♦Keep PTO shielding in place. 
Turn off the PTO and the engine 
before unclogging, adjusting or ser­
vicing equipment.

♦Set the wheel tread as wide as 
practical for maximum stability.

♦Hold road speed to a control­
lable rate.

♦When stopped, shift to neutral 
or park and set brakes. Take key 
with you when leaving.
