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Words from Faith 6 4ract 
by Cecil R. Biggers, Parish Lay Minister Candidate 

Lent invites us to ask where do we look for solutions to the problems 
of life. Where are we blind to others? What do we seek? 

Reflecting on the lessons for the third week of Lent--Exodus 17:1-7, 
Psalm 95, Romans 5: 1-11 and John 4: 5-42--will give us some answers 
and other questions. 

John tells us of a conversation between a Jewish rabbi, Jesus, and a 
Samaritan woman. This is significant because a man of Jesus time would 
not address a strange woman in public; a Jew would not converse with a 
Samaritan; a Rabbi would not associate with a woman of questionable 
lifestyle, yet Jesus did. The woman who came alone to a well at noon 
finds "living water" and is transformed. She immediately goes to tell oth-
ers (a Samaritan evangelist!), "come see"; the villagers come and listen 
and they are transformed. 

Paul tells us that in times of trial we should boast (celebrate) in our suf-
ferings, knowing that suffering produces endurance, and endurance pro-
duces hope and hope does not disappoint us, because God's love has been 
poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit that has been given to us.

At The Lake

According to Jim the warmer 
weather has brought out the fisher-
men early again this year. Usually 
the first of March is the time the 
larger fish begin to be caught, but 
Kent Ruble and another fisherman 
both caught big fish last week. Last 
year the first big fish of the spring 

was caught on Valentine's Day. 
Kent Ruble caught a large one then 
as did Vic White and Max Taylor. 
The lake level, however, was only 
26.64 feet. On Sunday several 
boats were on the Lake. Two of 
them were still there when the 
strong winds hit, but they were 
able to get on in. 

If you are an animal lover and 
want to check out the beaver at the 
Lake, Jim said there were two loca-
tions to try. Near the bridge over 
the Palo Duro, you will first notice 
the trees that the beaver are cutting. 
Somewhere close is a hole to a den. 
Frank Edwards saw the beaver 
using, this den at one time, but I 
don't know if that is still home for 
them or not. Around here you can 
look for tracks, a slide, and possi-
bly a mound that the beavers have 
built to mark their territory. Below 
the intake tower on Horse Creek 
there is another spot that shows 
beaver activity. 

In the Horned Lark's Prairie, the 
Texas Panhandle Audubon 
Quarterly Newsletter dated 
February 2005, Kenneth Seyffert 
of Amarillo has a featured article 
titled "A New Bird for the Texas 
Panhandle". 

The rare bird seen and recorded 
for the first time in the Panhandle 
was flushed in Amarillo by Linda 
Murray at 1100 Broadmoor Street. 
The bird is a small owl known as 
the 	Flammulated 	Owl.  
("Flammulated" means spiral color 
pattern.) One of my bird books 
says that these owls usually spend 
the winter in Central America, but 
Kenneth writes that their winter 
range is poorly known. They have 
been found in the Trans-Pecos and 
a few have been seen on the South 
Plains. He asks area observers to 
be on the alert for this small North 
American owl. It is the only one of 
our owls that has dark eyes instead 
of the usual yellow eyes. They are 
usually gray, although some of 
them are reddish.

Because the damage affected the top portion of the 1000 ft. tower, this 
required a specialized tower crew from Oklahoma City. Unfortunately, 
once at the top, the crew discovered the damage was even more extensive 
than originally believed.

AMARILLO - The United States 
could sell 1 million metric tons of 
hard white wheat to Asian coun-
tries now if the wheat was avail-
able, said Texas Agricultural 
Experiment Station state wheat 
breeder. 

An obvious choice to fill the 
order is the High Plains, with it's 
drier climate and large wheat pro-
duction. 

Dr. Jackie Rudd, associate pro-
fessor at the Texas A&M 
University System Agricultural 
Research and Extension Center in 
Amarillo, attended a two-week 
Wheat Quality Improvement Team 
trip to Asia. The trip was hosted by 
U.S. Wheat Associates and spon-
sored in part by the Texas Wheat 
Producers Board. 

Rodney Mosier, Texas Wheat 
Producers Board executive vice 
president, said this trip was an 
opportunity for Rudd to see what 
the Asian countries are demanding 
and report these needs to the board 
and producers. 

Rudd and researchers from 
Oklahoma, Colorado, North 
Dakota, South Dakota, Montana 
and Oregon, heard both the likes 
and dislikes of these countries. The 
researchers also had the opportuni-
ty to teach about the U.S. wheat 
breeding program. 

The team visited mills and bak-
eries in Korea, Chiha, Taiwan, 
Thailand and the Phillipines. 
Together these countries purchase 
almost 4 million metric tons of 
U.S. wheat. The majority is used 
for making noodles, followed by 
western style and steamed breads. 

They purchase another 4.4 mil-
lion metric tons of wheat from 

upcoming elections is Monday 
March 7. 

Those wishing to file in the 
Spearman or Gruver city elections 
may do so at the respective city 
halls of each city. 

Those wishing to file for a three-
year seat on the Spearman, Gruver 
or Pringle Morse school boards 
may do so at the business office of 
the respective schools by Monday, 
March 7. 

The deadline for write-in candi-
dates in the school board election is 
Monday, March 14. 

If there are no filers in the elec-
tions or no write-in candidates, the 
school board may appoint individ-
uals to fill the vacancies, with con- 
sent of the individual.  

other countries, which represents 
an opportunity for growth in the 
U.S. export market. 

"They prefer hard white for 
some of their products," Rudd said. 
"They are buying almost all of their 
hard white wheat from Australia 
now. Canada and the United States 
are both trying to get this new class 
of wheat started." 

Millers can get a higher extrac-
tion rate from hard white wheat. 
Lower ash content and good color 
stability for the dough also are 
important qualities for steamed 
breads and most types of noodles, 
he said. 

While every country is looking 
for a consistent supply and interna-
tionally competitive price, each 
one has a slightly different per-
spective and demand, Rudd said. 

Korea, with its growing econo-
my and desire for quality products, 
buys mostly soft white wheat,-fol-
lowed by hard red spring and hard 
red winter. Koreans expressed frus-
tration over the lack of availability 
of hard white, Rudd said. 

Korea makes a wide variety of 
noodles and steamed bread. For 
this, hard white varieties with typi-
cal hard red winter wheat quality 
will work if the ash is low, he said, 
and it has a greater elasticity of the 
dough. 

"Strong gluten we have, but the 
elasticity is something we haven't 
selected for," Rudd said. "We've 
learned there are some characteris-
tics we can add to our wheat to 
improve quality for Asian products 
without hurting its bread-baking 
quality. There is room for improve-
ment." 
• Taiwan buys almost exclusively 
from the United States, but millers 
and bakers are testing Australia's 
hard white wheat and like it for 
certain products. They too, would 
like something with lower ash, 
higher amylo viscosity and better 
color stability. 

China has a large supply of 
domestic wheat, but needs to buy 
high quality wheat to blend with 
the lesser quality domestic supply. 
They buy high protein hard red 
spring and low protein soft white 
wheats. They like the color of 
dough and noodles made from 
Australian wheat, but prefer more 

gluten strength and want to try 
U.S. hard white wheat. 

"Their need for wheat is going 
up and it will be cheaper to buy 
than to produce it on their limited 
land," Rudd said. "The opportunity 
to sell to China is going to be 
increasing. dramatically. They 
experienced a 10 percent growth in 
their economy this year alone." 

Rudd said the message from 
both Taiwan and China was, "Well  

buy hard white wheat immediately. 
Whether we continue to buy will 
depend on the quality, price and 
consistent supply." 

Thailand buys mostly high pro-
tein hard red spring, soft white and 
hard red winter wheats. They pur-
chased a small amount of hard 
white and want .to buy more. 
Australia and Canada generally 
price under the United States in 
this market, but Rudd said the 
United States offers the ability to 
buy multiple classes and combine 
orders of other crops on a single 
vessel. 

The Philippines buy mostly 
from the United States and Canada, 
but some from Australia. Western-
style bread is more popular than in 
the other countries and noodles are 
less popular. They too like the one-
stop shopping available from the 
United States and would like to add 
hard white to their current purchas-
es of hard red spring and soft white 
wheat, Rudd said. 

The technology is available in 
the United States, as well as the 
varieties needed to meet- these 
demands, he said. 

The next move is based on sup-
ply and demand, Rudd said. 

The Asian countries want a large 
consistent supply. The growers are 
afraid to produce it because they 
are not sure there will be a demand, 
he said. Without an established 
local market, they would be 
dependent on the export market to 
buy their entire crop. 

Hard white wheat can sprout in 
the head pre-harvest, which hap-
pened this past year in many of the 
wheat growing regions under 
record rainfall. 

With its drier climate, the High 
Plains has an advantage over other 
parts of the country to produce 
high quality hard white wheat, 
Rudd said. 

Mosier said the Texas Wheat 
Producers Board helped fund this 
trip in hopes Rudd could use the 
information to continue developing 
and breeding hard white wheat for 
this area and increase the overall 
market for wheat. 

"We've sponsored hard white 
wheat seminars in Guymon, Okla., 
and Colby, Kan., to educate pro-
ducers on the benefits and produc-
tion concerns of this class of wheat. 
We hope Jackie will take this 
knowledge and work to breed 
resistance into hard white wheats 
in the future ? possibly developing 
varieties less susceptible to sprout 
damage with higher yields and-dis-
ease resistance. 

"The Asian market has potential 
for the future of Texas wheat 
exports," Mosier said.
