Hansford County school districts 
release enrollment information

Hansford County students have 
now been in school for over three 
weeks, with Gruver I.S.D. and 
Spearman I.S.D. reporting a de­
crease in enrollment. Pringle-Morse 
C.I.S.D. reported that they have 
the same enrollment as the begin­
ning of school last year.

For the 1993-94 school year, 
Gruver has reported that there are 
a total of 503 students enrolled, as 
compared to the 509 attending in 
1992-93. However, Angie Dahl 
pointed out that the enrollment is 
up from the 497 the district had 
recorded at the end of the 1992-93 
year.

She added that though the el­
ementary is down with 171 stu­
dents attending, both the junior 
high, 171, and the high school, 161, 
have increased their enrollment.

It was also pointed out that due 
to a large increase in Spanish stu­
dents, Gruver I.S.D. is offering a 
special ESL 12 week course.

Superintendent Barry Haenisch 
explained the reason for the pro­
gram. The district felt like with one 
or two student in high school and 
junior high they have been fairly 
successful with the one hour a day 
ESL course. He continued, since 
the district h as so many students in 
the ESL program this year they 
didn't feel like it would be as suc­
cessful.

"The students still take some 
regular classes such as P.E., math, 
music, and typing, but there are 
classes where it is a disadvantage 
to the students to attend the regu­
lar class such as English, speech, 
social studies and science." There­

fore there was a consensus to let 
these students take classes together 
and stress English.

Angie Lopez has been hired to 
teach the extension of the ESL class 
and she is working closely with the 
regular ESL teachers, Haenisch 
reported.

"Hopefully • at midterm we can 
start working them back into regu­
lar classes," Haenisch said. He con­

cluded, "We feel the program will 
be successful and are anxious to see 
how quickly they make progress to 
see ifitbenefits them as well as us."

Currently there are 11 students 
ranging from the fourth grade up 
enrolled in the extension ESL pro­
gram.

At Pringle-Morse C.I.S.D. the

beginningofthe 1993-94 school year 
has the same number of students, 
78, enrolled as in 1992-93. It was 
reported, however, that this figure 
is up from the 68 recorded at the 
end of the 1992-93 year.

For the beginning of the 1993-94 
school year Spearman I.S.D. has 
reported a total of 801 students 
enrolled for classes, as compared to 
the 809 recorded for 1992-93. At 
the high school level, there are the 
same number of students enrolled 
as last year, 228. The junior high 
enrollmenthas recorded an increase 
for the 1993-94 year with 193, as 
compared to the 191 for 1992-93; 
however, the elementary has de­
creased to 380 students from the 
390 attending last year.

Catching Bass at Meredith!!!
At long last, the bass fishing is 

improving at Lake Meredith. Just 
for the record, during the past three 
years only the Morse Bass Cluband 
our Thursday evening Fun Tourna­
ments have regularly scheduled 
bass tournaments on the 
Panhandle’s largest lake.

Bass fishing at Lake Meredith 
has been brutal on the egos of some 
really good anglers. In August of 
1991, Sandy Carroll of Pampa won 
a tournament because out of the 30 
entries, he caught the only keeper 
bass, a shinny 1.60 lbs largemouth.

While state bureaucrats ignored 
the pleas of anglers, the bass fish­
ing somehow got worse. Worse, is a 
kind word to describe conditions

that prevailed 1992. Rememberthe 
August Fun Tournament, when not 
one of27 entries could catch a legal 
bass from Lake Meredith.

It was time for action and in the

Albert Einstein, one of the greatest intellects to ever live (I.Q. of 
210+), was also a very humble man. Possibly his greatest observation 
was that, “As the light of knowledge grows, the perimeter of darkness 
around it also grows.” The more the intellectually honest person 
learns, the more he realizes he doesn’t know.

True to the prophet, in our days “...many will go back and forth, and 
knowledge will increase”, (Daniel 12:4). Technological advancements 
are made obsolete almost before they become public (consider com­
puters). But all that knowledge is not making the world a better place 
to live. What’s the problem? Better yet, what’s the solution?

There must be a unifying principle, a reason for knowledge. Why 
do we live? The Bible says God made us for Himself and for eternity. 
An early church theologian said, “Thou hast made us for Thyself and 
we are restless until we rest in Thee.”

We were made by God for God, and only living in that knowledge 
brings sense to life. Life without knowledge is why Jesus stood and 
cried, “Come to Me all who labor, and I will give you rest”, (Matthew 
11:28).

We've all seen the signs near the 
entries of business establishments 
that say, no shirt, no shoes, no 
service." Based on some of the sto­
ries I've heard these past few days, 
I believe it is time for a new sign. 
When we enter a store as a cus­
tomer, we should wear a large sign 
around our necks that says "no ser­
vice, no sale."

The intent of this sign is to re­
mind the business owner that if we 
don't receivegood service, we ll take 
our business elsewhere. Of course, 
that is exactly what we do anyway. 
Thesign might help those who want 
our business remember what hap­
pens when customers don't receive 
good service.

Over the years, there have been 
hundreds of books written on the 
subject of customer service. Thou­
sands of articles have been pub­
lished and we have even written a 
few Minding Your Own Business 
columns on the topic. Yet, it is still

one of the most neglected areas of 
small business management.

The following true experiences 
were all related to me in the last 
few weeks. They are good examples 
of no service, no sale.
Taken to the cleaners

Recently, a dry cleaning estab­
lishment re-opened with new man­
agement in an area convenient to 
Larry's daily travels. The manager 
was enthusiastic and invited Larry 
to give them a try.

Since the store was nearby, Larry 
dropped off two suits for dry-clean­
ing and some shirts for laundering. 
A few days later, he picked up the 
items on his way to the airport. He 
was flying to a nearby state to give 
an important presentation.

When Larry began to dress for 
his presentation the following day, 
he found that the suit he planned to 
wear was not clean. The other suit 
was clean, but not pressed. Obvi­
ously, he was not a happy camper.

When Larry returned home, he 
explained the problem to the man­
ager The manager took his phone 
number and promised to have the 
owner call. "There was never an 
apology nor an offer to do the job 
right,” Larry said. ”1 wasn t asked 
to bring the clothes in again, nor 
was 1 offered a refund. Two weeks 
have passed and I've had no tele­
phone call." Larry has found a new 
cleaners. No service, no sale.
More non-service

Sue picked out an expensive 
bridal gift from the bridal registry 
of a national department store. The 
store is upscale and pricey. She 
expected good service there.

Later, when she received no 
"thank you" note from the bride, 
Sue inquired of the bride s family. 
The gift was never delivered. When 
Sue returned to the store, a clerk 
informed her flatly and rudely that 
the computer said the bride had 
received the gift and computers do

not lie. Sue hasn’t darkened their 
door since. No service, no sale.

Sandra wanted some remodel­
ing done in her home. She called a 
contractor friend who promised to 
come out and look at the job "within 
the next two weeks." After three 
weeks passed, Sandra called again. 
Within the week," the contractor 

promised.
Two more weeks passed and 

Sandra phoned again. Her friend 
made several excuses and again 
promised to come look at the job "in 
the next couple of weeks." Finally, 
Sandra saw another contractor's 
ad in her newspaper and called. 
This contractor came out the next 
evening and took detailed notes on 
the work Sandra wanted. He re­
turned the following day with a 
detailed written bid and references. 
Sandra checked the references, then 
authorized the work.

"My new room is beautiful," she 
said "However, I don't really know

what to tell my contractor friends 
when he calls." I guess Sandra could 
say, "No service, no sale."

PROPOSITION NO. 1 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 9 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that would au­
thorize the Texas Legislature to provide 
for the issuance of bonds for the state fi­
nancing of start-up costs for historically 
underutilized businesses. The amend­
ment pro\ ides that the legislature by law 
may establish a Texas historically under­
utilized business capital growth and 
start-up fund. The money in the fund may 
be used without further appropriation 
and only for a program established by the 
legislature to aid in the start-up costs of a 
historically underutilized business, as de­
fined by the legislature. To carry out the 
program, the legislature may issue up to 
$50 million of general obligation bonds to 
provide funding. The legislature may re­
quire review and approval of the issuance 
of bonds, the use of the bond proceeds, or 
of the rules adopted by an agency to 
govern use of the bond proceeds. Hoods 
authorized by the amendment constitute 
a general obligation of the state.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

"The constitutional amendment au­
thorizing the legislature to provide for 
the issuance of $50 million of genera) 
obligation bonds for the recovery and 
further development of the state's 
economy and for increasing job oppor­
tunities and other benefits for Texas 
residents through state financing of 
the start-up costs of historically un­
derutilized businesses.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 86 proposes a 
constitutional amendment authorizing 
the legislature, by general law, to exempt 
from ad valorem taxation all or part of 
real and personal property used, con­
structed. acquired, or installed w holly or 
partly to meet or exceed rules or regula­
tions adopted by any environmental pro­
tection agency of the United States, 
Texas, or a political subdivision of this 
state for the prevention, monitoring, con­
trol, or reduction of air, water, or land 
pollution. The amendment applies to real 
and personal property used as a facility, 
device, or method for the control of air. 
water, or land pollution that would other­
wise he taxable for the first time on or 
after January 1, 1994. The amendment 
does not authorize the exemption from ad 
valorem taxation of real or personal prop­
erty that was subject to a tax abatement 
agreement executed before January 1, 
1994.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

"The constitutional amendment to 
promote the reduction of pollution and 
to encourage the preservation of jobs 
by authorizing the exemption from ad 
valorem taxation of real and personal 
property used for the control of air. 
water, or land [xillution."

PROPOSITION NO. 3 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution .'I proposes a 
constitutional amendment to clear land 
titles in which the State of Texas relin­
quishes and releases any claim of sover­
eign ownership or title to an undivided 
one-third interest in and to the lands and 
minerals within the Shelby, Frazier, and 
McCormick League (now located in Fort 
Bend and Austin counties) arising out of 
the interest in that league originally 
granted under the Mexican Colonization 
Law of 1823 to John McCormick on or 
about July 24, 1824, and subsequently 
voided by the governing body of Austin’s 
Original Colony on or about December 
15, 1830. Title to such interest in the 
lands and minerals is confirmed to the 
owners of the remaining interests in such 
lands and minerals.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment pro­
viding for the clearing of land titles by 
the release of a state claim in a frac­
tional interest, arising out of the void­
ing of an interest under a Mexican 
land grant, to the owners of certain 
property in Fort Bend and Austin 
counties.”

PROPOSITION NO. 4 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 49 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that would 
prohibit a state personal income tax with­
out voter approval and would dedicate 
the proceeds of any income tax, if en­
acted, to property tax relief and educa­
tion. The amendment provides that a 
general law enacted by the legislature 
that imposes a tax on the net incomes of 
natural persons, including a person's 
share of partnership and unincorporated 
association income, must provide that the 
portion of the law imposing the tax not 
take effect until approved by a majority 
of the registered voters voting in a state­
wide referendum held on the question of 
imposing the tax. The referendum must 
specify the rate of the tax that will apply 
to taxable income.

The amendment also provides that a 
general law enacted by the legislature 
that increases the rate of the tax. or 
changes the tax in a manner that results 
in an increase in the combined income tax 
liability of all persons subject to the tax. 
may not take effect until approved by a 
majority of the registered voters voting 
in a statewide referendum held on the 
question of increasing the income tax. 
The referendum must specify the manner 
in which the proposed law would increase 
the combined tax liability of all persons 
subject to the tax. The legislature may 
repeal, or amend without increasing, a 
tax approved by the voters without sub­
mitting the amendment or the repeal to 
the voters. If the legislature repeals a tax 
approved by the voters, the legislature 
may only reenact the tax without voter 
approval if the effective date of the re­
enactment of the tax is within one year of 
the effective date of the rejieal of the tax.

The amendment also provides that, in 
the first year in which an income tax is 
imposed, and during the first year of any 
increase in the tax, not less than two- 
thirds of all net revenues from the tax 
shall be used to reduce the rate of ad val­
orem maintenance and operation taxes 
levied for the support of primary and sec­
ondary education. In subsequent years, 
not less than two-thirds of all net reve­
nues of the tax shall be used to continue 
such ad valorem tax relief. The net reve­
nues of the tax remaining after the dedi­
cation of money for reduction of ad val­
orem maintenance and operation taxes 
shall be used for support of education. 
The maximum rate at which a school dis­
trict may impose ad valorem maintenance 
and operation taxes is reduced by an 
amount equal to one cent per $100 valua­
tion for each one cent per $100 valuation 
that the school district’s ad valorem main­
tenance and operation tax is reduced by 
the minimum amount of money dedicated 
under the amendment, provided that a 
school district may subsequently increase 
the maximum ail valorem maintenance 
and operation tax rate if the increased 
maximum rate is approved by a majority 
of the voters of the school district voting 
at an election called and held for that pur­
pose. The portions of the amendment re­
lating to dedicating tax revenues to re­
duce the rate of ad valorem maintenance 
and operation taxes apply on or after the 
first January 1 after the date on which an 
income tax takes effect, except that if the 
income tax begins to apply on a January 
1, the amendment applies to ad valorem 
maintenance and operation taxes levied 
on or after that date.

The promised amendment will ap|iear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment pro­
hibiting a (lersonal income tax w ithout 
voter approval and, if an income tax is 
enacted, dedicating the revenue to 
education and limiting the rate of local 
school taxes."

PROPOSITION NO. 5 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 18 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that would au­
thorize the legislature to prescribe the 
qualifications of sheriffs. Currently, the 
constitution authorizes the legislature to 
prescribe the duties, perquisites, and 
fees of office, but not the qualifications for 
the office of sheriff.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

"The constitutional amendment to al­
low the legislature to prescribe the 
qualifications of sheriffs."

PROPOSITION NO. 6 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 21 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that would 
abolish the office of county surveyor in 
Jackson County. The amendment also 
provides for the powers, duties, and func­
tions of the county surveyor to be trans­
ferred to the county officer designated by 
the commissioners court.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

"The constitutional amendment abol­
ishing the office of county surveyor in 
Jackson County.”

PROPOSITION NO. 7 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 57 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that rejieals 
article X II, section 6, of the Texas Con­
stitution, which currently provides that 
no corporation shall issue stock or bonds 
except for money paid, labor done, or 
pro|>erty actually received, and that all 
fictitious increase of stock or indebted­
ness shall be void.

The proposed amendment will appears 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment re­
pealing certain restrictions on the 
ability of corporations to raise capital."

PROPOSITION NO. H 
O N  THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 22 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that would 
authorize the commissioners court of 
McLennan County to call an election to 
abolish the office of county surveyor. The 
office of county surveyor will be abolished 
if a majority of the qualified voters of 
McLennan County voting on the question 
favor the abolition. If the office of county 
surveyor is abolished, the amendment re­
quires the maps, field notes, and other 
records in the custody of the county sur­
veyor to be transferred to the county 
clerk of McLennan County. After aboli 
tion, the amendment also grants the com 
missioners court of McLennan County 
the authority to employ or contract with a 
qualified person to perform any of the 
functions that would have been per­
formed by the county surveyor if the 
office had not been abolished.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

"The constitutional amendment to 
abolish the office of county surveyor in 
McLennan County.”

PROPOSITION NO. !>
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 19 proposes an 
amendment to article V III, section 13 of 
the Texas Constitution that would modify 
the provisions for the redemption of real 
property sold at a tax sale. The amend 
ment deletes current language in article 
V III, section 13 that allows the legis­
lature to provide for the sale of property 
without trial to pay for delinquent taxes.
It also states that the deed to the new 
owner vests a good and perfect title sub­
ject only to redemption as set out in this 
amendment or impeachment for fraud 
Language is added limiting application of 
the current two-year redemption period 
to former owners of residence home­
steads and land designated for agricul­
tural use sold for unpaid taxes. When 
property is sold as the result of a suit to 
enforce collection of unpaid taxes, the 
amendment would allow the legislature to 
limit redemption to property used as a 
residence homestead or designated for 
agricultural use at the time the suit was 
filed. The amendment creates a second 
type of redemption for former owners of 
real property when property is neither a 
residence homestead, nor designated for 
agricultural use. These owners would 
have a six-month period in which to 
redeem their property by paying the 
amount of money paid for the property, 
including the Tax Deed Recording fee, 
all taxes, penalties, interest, and costs 
paid plus an amount not exceeding 25 
l>ereent of the aggregate total. The 
amendment applies to redemption of 
properties sold at a tax sale for which the 
purchaser’s deed is filed on or after Janu­
ary 1, 1994. For redemption of properties 
sold at a tax sale for which the pur­
chaser's deeil w as filed before January 1, 
1994, the former law is applicable and re­
mains in effect.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to 
modify the provisions for the redemp­
tion of real property sold at a tax 
sale.”

PROPOSITION NO. 10 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 34 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that adds a

new section 49-b-2 to article III of the 
Texas Constitution. This new section pro­
vides that, in addition to the general obli­
gation bonds authorized to be issued and 
sold by the Veterans’ Land Board (the 
“Board”) by sections 49-b ($950 million) 
and 49-b-l ($1.3 billion) of article III, the 
board may provide for, issue, and sell 
general obligation bonds of the state in an 
amount not to exceed $750 million to pro­
vide financing to Texas veterans. $250 
million of the bonds authorized by this 
new section shall be used to augment the 
Veterans’ Land Fund (the “Land Fund"). 
The Land Fund shall be used by the 
Board to purchase lands situated in Texas 
owned by the United States government, 
an agency of the United States govern­
ment, the State of Texas, a political sub­
division or agency of the State of Texas, 
or a person, firm, or corporation. The 
lands shall be sold to veterans in quan­
tities. on terms, at prices, and at fixed, 
variable, floating, or other rates of inter­
est determined by the Board. Lands in 
the Land Fund that are offered for sale to 
veterans and that are not sold may be 
sold or resold to the purchasers in quan­
tities. terms, prices, and rates of interest 
determined by the Board.

New section 49-b-2 creates the Vet­
erans' Housing Assistance Fund II (the 
“Housing Fund II"), and $500 million of 
the general obligation bonds authorized 
by the section shall be used for the Hous­
ing Fund II. The Housing Fund II is a 
separate and distinct fund from the Vet­
erans’ Housing Assistance Fund (the 
“Housing Fund”) established under sec­
tion 49-b-l of article HI. Money in the 
Housing Fund II shall be administered 
by the Board and shall be used to make 
home mortgage loans to veterans for 
housing within this state in quantities, on 
terms, and at fixed, variable, floating, or 
other rates of interest determined by the 
Board. The principal of, and interest on. 
the general obligation bonds authorized 
by this section for the benefit of the 
Housing Fund 11 shall be paid out of the 
money of the Housing *-'und II. The prin­
cipal of, and interest on, the general obli­
gation bonds authorized by section 49-b-l 
of article III for the benefit of the Hous­
ing Fund shall be paid out of money in the 
Housing Fund. If there is not enough 
money in the Land Fund, the Housing 
Fund] or the Housing Fund II. as the 
ease may be. available to pay the prin­
cipal of, and interest on, the general obli­
gation bonds authorized by this section or 
by sections 49-b or 49-b-l of article 111. 
there is appropriated out of the first 
money coming into the treasury in each 
fiscal year an amount that is sufficient to 
pay the principal of, and interest on. the 
general obligation bonds that mature or 
become due during that fiscal year.

If the Board determines that assets 
from the Land Fund, the Housing Fund, 
or the Housing Fund II are not required 
for purposes of the fund, the Board may 
transfer the assets to another of those 
funds or use the assets to secure revenue 
bonds issued by the Board. The revenue 
bonds shall be special obligations of the 
Board and payable only from anil secured 
by receipts of the funds, assets trans­
ferred from the funds, and other reve­
nues as determined by the Board and 
shall not constitute indebtedness of the 
State of Texas or the Board. The Board 
may issue revenue bonds from time to 
time, which bonds may not exceed an ag 
gregate principal amount that the Board 
determines can be fully retired from the 
receipts of the funds. The revenue bonds 
shall be sold in forms, denominations, and 
in installments, and bear a rate or rates 
of interest as the Board determines.

The general obligation bonds autho 
rized to be issued by the Board by this 
section or be sections 49-b and 49-b-l of 
article III shall be issued and sold in 
forms and denominations, on terms, at 
times, in the manner, at places, in install­
ments. and shall bear a rate or rates 
of interest the Board determines. The 
bonds shall be incontestable after execu 
tion by the Board, approval by the At 
torney General of Texas, and delivery to 
the purchaser.

The promised amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment au 
thorizing issuance of $750 million in 
general obligation bonds to augment 
the Veterans’ Land Fund and the Vet 
erans’ Housing Assistance Fund and 
to fund the Veterans' Housing Assis­
tance Fund II.”

PROPOSITION NO. 11 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 31 proposes a 
constitutional amendment relating to the 
duties of trustees of local retirement sys­
tems which provide retirement and re­
lated disability and death benefits for 
public officers and employees and that do 
not belong to a statewide retirement sys­
tem. The amendment provides that the

hoard of trustees of such a system shall 
(1) administer the system of benefits; (2) 
hold the assets of the system for the ex­
clusive purposes of providing benefits to 
participants and their beneficiaries and 
defraying reasonable expenses of admin­
istering the system; and (3) select legal 
counsel and an actuary and adopt sound 
actuarial assumptions to be used by the 
system.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows;

“The constitutional amendment pro­
viding that the trustees of a local pub­
lic pension system must administer 
the system for the benefit of the sys­
tem’s participants and beneficiaries."

PROPOSITION NO. 12 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 23 proposes a 
constitutional amendment providing that 
any person accused of a violent or sexual 
offense committed w hile under the super 
vision of a criminal justice agency of this 
state or a political subdivision of this 
state for a prior felony may, after a hear­
ing and evidence substantially showing 
the guilt of the accused, be denied bail 
pending trial. If the accused is not, how 
ever, accorded a trial w ithin 60 days from 
the time of his incarceration upon the ac­
cusation or indictment, the order denying
I,ail shall be set aside unless a coot. 8Uhsection tbi of section 49-h. «4aUng 
nuance is obtained upon the request of - sUtus |)f the bonds £  a ut
the accused. In the amendment, the term 
“violent offense" means murder, aggra­
vated assault (if a deadly weapon was
used or exhibited during the commission 
of the assault), aggravated kidnapping, 
or aggravated robbery. The term “sexual 
offense” means aggravated sexual as­
sault, sexual assault, or indecency with a 
child.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

"The constitutional amendment per­
mitting the denial of bail to certain 
persons charged with certain violent 
or sexual offenses committed while 
under the supervision of a criminal 
justice agency of the state or a politi­
cal subdivision of the state."

PROPOSITION NO. 13 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 13 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that amends 
article V II, section 17(a). of the Texas 
Constitution to provide that, of the $1(K) 
million currently appropriated by that 
section for the use of public institutions of 
higher education (luring each fiscal year, 
those institutions may also utilize this 
money to pay for acquiring, constructing, 
or equipping or for major repair or re­
habilitation of buildings, facilities, other 
permanent improvements, or capita] 
equipment used jointly for educational 
and general activities and for auxiliary 
enterprises to the extent of their use for 
educational and general activities. For 
the five-year |>eriod beginning on Sep­
tember 1, 2000. and for each five-year pe­
riod thereafter, the legislature, during a 
regular session that is nearest, but pre­
ceding, a five-year period may. by a two- 
thirds vote of the membership of each 
house, increase the amount of the $100 
million constitutional appropriation for 
the five-year period. The amendment also 
reflects name changes that have been 
made to some of the institutions of higher 
education for which such funding is avail­
able. The amendment adds the Texas 
State Technical College System to those 
institutions eligible to receive such fund­
ing. but limits its allocation of the annual 
appropriation to 2.2 percent of the total 
appropriation each fiscal year. The 
amendment also provides that each gov­
erning board authorized to participate in 
the distribution of money under article 
III, section 17. may also issue bonds and 
notes for the purjsises of refunding bonds 
or notes issued under that section or 
prior law for the purposes of acquiring 
capital equipment, library hooks and li­
brary materials, paying for acquiring, 
constructing, or equipping or for major 
repair or rehabilitation of buildings, facil­
ities, other |iermanent improvements, or 
capital equipment used jointly for educa­
tional and general activities and for auxil­
iary enterprises to the extent of their use 
for educational and general activities. 
The amendment deletes language ill ar 
tide III, section 17, which authorizes the 
legislature to designate a single agency to 
issue such bonds or notes in lieu of the 
governing bodies, and to transfer to that 
agency the authority to collect and pledge 
money to the payment of such bonds and 
notes as directed by the governing body 
of each eligible institution Funds appro­
priated under article III. section 17, may 
not be used for the pur|Hise of construct­
ing, equipping, repairing, or rehabilitat­
ing buildings or other permanent im-

PROPOSITION NO. 15 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 37 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that would au­
thorize the county commissioners court of 
a county to call an election to abolish the 
office of county surveyor. The office of 
county surveyor is abolished if a majority 
of voters of the county voting in the elec­
tion approve the measure. If the office of 
county surveyor is abolished, the maps, 
field notes, and other records of the 
county surveyor are transferred to the 
county officer or employee designated by 
the commissioners court.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to 
permit the voters of a county to de­
cide. at an election called by the com­
missioners court, whether to abolish 
the office of county surveyor in the 
county."

PROPOSITION NO. 16 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 44 proposes an 
amendment to article HI, section 49-itb) 
of the Texas Constitution, which cur­
rently limits the principal amount of 
bonds outstanding at one time for the 
Texas agricultural fund to $25 million and 
for the rural microenterprise develop­
ment fund to $5 million.

“The constitutional amendment au­
thorizing up to a total of $10(1 million 
in bonds and notes to be issued or sold 
to finance the Texas agricultural fund 
for providing financial assistance to 
develop, increase, improve, or expand 
the production, processing, market­
ing, or export of crops or products 
grown or produced primarily in this 
state by agricultural businesses 
domiciled in the state."

PROPOSITION NO. 14 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 45 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that adds a 
new subsection (e) to article III, section 
49-h, of the Texas Constitution. The new 
subsection provides that, in addition to 
the amounts authorized by subsections 
(a) ($500 million), (c) ($400 million), and 
(d) ($1.1 billion) of section 49-h. the legis­
lature may authorize the issuance of up to 
$1 billion in general obligation bonds and 
may use the proceeds of the bonds for ac­
quiring, constructing, or equipping new 
corrections institutions, including youth 
corrections institutions, and mental 
health and mental retardation institu­
tions and for major repair or renovation 
of existing facilities of those corrections 
and mental health and mental retardation 
facilities. The amendment also provides 
that the provisions of subsection (a) of 
section 49-h, relating to the review and 
approval of bonds, and the provisions of

general obli 
gation of the state and to the manner in 
which the principal and interest on the 
bonds are [laid, apply to bonds authorized 
by this amendment.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

The constitutional amendment autho­
rizing the issuance of up to $1 billion 
in general obligation bonds payable 
from the general revenues of the state 
for projects relating to facilities of 
corrections and mental health and 
mental retardation institutions."

SHELLFISH
Despite a reputation as a high- 

cholesterol food, many types of 
shellfish like crab, scallops, mus­
sels, clams and lobster are actually 
slightly lower in cholesterol than 
chicken or beef. Though shrimp 
and crayfish have about twice as 
much cholesterol as meat, they con­
tain much less fat than meat and 
their fat is largely un saturated and 
includes heart-healthy omega-3 
fatty acids.

EnviroSmart Master looking for volunteers,
Trash Cam p '93 set for October

you are concerned about the envi­
ronment, now is the time to do 
something about it.

EnviroSmart Master Volunteers 
will be trained to help others learn 
how to reduce the amount of trash 
they produce, how to recycle what 
they do have and how to handle

hazardous household waste. Mas­
ter Volunteers will provide educa­
tional information to individuals, 
community groups, schools, and
businesses.

"You don’t have to be an expert," 
Babitzke says. "We will train you 
and also provide you with materi­
als so that you can pass the infor­
mation to others. Volunteer com­
munity outreach can include one- 
on-one contacts, response to tele­
phone requests for information, 
presentations to groups, activities 
in schools, assisting with demon­
strations, site visits or tours or any 
other type of work. It all depends 
on the volunteer's skills or inter­
ests," Babitzke says.

The kickoff for this timely pro­
gram is Trash Camp '93. It will be 
held on the weekend of October 15-

17,1993, at the Texas 4-H Center, 
near the city of Brown wood in cen­
tral Texas. The cost of the camp 
will include meals from Friday 
night through Sunday lunch, lodg­
ing for Friday night and Saturday 
night, the EnviroSmart Master 
Volunteer Handbook, and the pro­
gram itself.

The Hansford County Enviro­
Smart Master Volunteer program 
will be one of the first waste man­
agement programs o f its kind in 
the state, but Extension has used 
master volunteers successfully for 
a number of years.
