Words from Faith § Grace

In Pentecost we celebrate the sending of the Holy Spirit. Yet, we know
that Christianity is not an emotional experience; it is a way of life. There
are times when we feel the awesome power of God; yet we are not called
to an experience of the inner being. Christianity must be our life.

Our lessons are Psalm 89, Jeremiah 28:5-9, Romans 6:12-23 and
Matthew 10: 37-42, The Psalmist sings of God's power and "mighty
arm," but David recalls the promises God has made to him, and laments
the woes that surround him; yet, he blesses the name of the Lord.

Jeremiah listens to a false prophet of peace and counters him that the
test of a prophet is when his prediction comes true.

Paul continues his description of the new life in Christ by reminding us
that we are no longer under the dominion of sin, but we are under the
dominion of grace. We have been freed from slavery to sin and made
slaves to the Love of God which gives us eternal life.

Matthew tells of the divisions that the love of Christ can cause in fam-

ilies and how Jesus promised that "whoever finds their life will lose it,
and those who lose their life for my sake will find it". Jesus further said
that "whoever gives even a cup of cold water to one of these little ones
in the name of a disciple-truly I tell you, none of these will lose their
reward".

As we celebrate the harvest, and feel the heat of summer, the value of
a cup of clear, cool water is understood. Jesus is the cup of clear, cool
water to those of us crossing the desert of sin. Remember that you are the

In 1916, President
Woodrow Wilson approved the
idea, but it was not until 1924
when President Calvin Coolidge
made it a national event to "estab-
lish more intimate relations
between fathers and their children
and to impress upon fathers the full
measure of their obligations."
