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New law makes for fougher

penalties for parking violations

Picture this: You'redrivinghome
after work and suddenly remember
you need a loaf of bread for
tomorrow's lunches. As you pull
your car into the parking lot of the
local market, you discover that half
of the residents in the county must
have had the same idea and the
closest parking spot seems to be
beyond your range of vision. Bum-
mer! Or maybe this is your situa-
tion: It'syour turn to furnish snacks
for the concession stand at the bas-
ketball game and you also have to
be at a meeting across town for
which you seem to be running late
and again the parkinglotis packed,
but you just don't have time to walk
a block and a half to deliver the
treats. And besides it's raining.

If you're ever in one of these
situations, you might say to your-
self, "I'm only going to be in there a
minute, so what would be wrong
with parking in the handicap park-
ing space. It's right up close and I
can just run in and be back before

The 74th Texas Legislature has
basically said, "Parking in space
provided for handicap personsis a
MAJOR NO! NO! if you are not
transporting persons with disabili-
ties." As of September 1, 1995, if
you park in a space or area desig-
nated for handicap Parking, and
your vehicle does not have license
plates or a parking placard issued
to persons with disabilities you can
be cited for the offense and pun-
ished by a fine of not less than $100
ormore than $200, Thatis ifit'sthe
first time you've been cited for the
offense. Ifit is shown in court that
a person has previously been con-
victed one time of this offense, you
willbe punished by a fine of ot less
Ifit's
your third time around the fine will
be not less than $300 or more than
$400, If convicted a fourth time of

this offense, a fine will be imposed
of not less than $400 or more than
$500, Now, if you appear before a
judge and it is shown that you have
been convicted four previous times
for this offense your fine is going to
be $500. In addition to these fines
you will be charged court costs. As
you can see, the 74th Legislature
saw this as a serous and growing
problem and wrote a law designed
to deter healthy people from park-
ing in spaces designated specifi-
cally for persons with disabilities.

As the municipal judge in Spear-
man, I can safely say that 99% of
the handicap parking offenses filed
in my court are written during bas-
ketball season in the parking lots
around the Varsity Gym. SoI would
encourage you to carefully check
that "good parking space” before
you leave your car to go shopping,
to the game, or to pick someone up
atthe airport. Ifyoudon't, a convic-
tion could put a handicap on your
pocketbook.

Virus Wilbanks. ;
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Recycling Words

Whoa! Deja vu! I was sitting at
Cub Scout Round Up when I was
introduced to someone who imme-
diately recognized me as the Re-
cycle Lady. The next line "hey, did
you read that article about recy-
cling in the Readers Digest? 1
know I've been through this con-
versation before. Does everyone
but me read the Readers Digest? I
dug up a copy at the Junior High
Library. The cover extols "World's
Most Widely Read Magazine. Over
27 million copies in 18 languages
bought monthly" I guess so.

Well I have read "The Myth of
Recycling” before... uncondensed...
in the Wall Street Journal. Itisa
column not an article, an opinion
not a news story. It didn't apply to
our program then and doesn't now
but so many people have bought it
up we better talk.

Right away the column spouts,
"There's just one problem (with re-
cycling). Curbside recyclingdoesn't
pay." Hello! What a deal! Ya'll can
stop reading right there. We don't
docurbside. Butyoureadon. SoI'll
drone on.

Landfill space does not turn out
to plentiful and cheap. There are
only three landfills left in our area
where there used bo be eight. Closed
because they are not cheap. Spear-
man, Perryton and Booker are hold-
ing their breath. Will we be hung
by landfill regulations in the com-
ing month. The column says land-
fills can cost up to $500,000 an acre
and may be piled 300 feet high.
Last I checked no one thought
$500,000 an acre was cheap and
picture garbage piled to the height
of 35 story building. Sure you can
dig a pit but we have a much deeper
water table here than other places
and we could still only dig a pit to
200 feet before creating alake. That
sill leaves us looking at a 12 story

building of garbage.

Then there was the barge. The
floating reminder of our disposable
society. Sure it was a catalyst used
to jump start cub side recycling
within the main stream but a
healthy, economically, self sustain-
ing recycling movement had qui-
etly developed before the garbage
crisis. (Wall Street Journal, 1/20/
95)

Remember paper and scrap
metal drivers, fund raising with
aluminum and drop off centers
sponsored by end users and com-
munity groups.

A healthy, economically, self
sustaining recycling program in
Spearman's and Gruver's goal and
it has been accomplished. A small
amount was spent on dumpsters
but the diversion of landfill fees
and collection costs pays for that
dumpsters in 3 tips.

The statement that recycling
turns people away from real envi-
ronmental issuesis poppycock. Not
many even considers environmen-
tal issued before recycling pushed
individual awareness to the fore-
front. I membership in the Sierra
Club down? Did you stop sending
your annual donation to the Save-
the-Whale-Fund because now you
are recycling? Did you ever send a
donation to the Save-The-Whale-
Fund? Has recycling caused you to
become callous about air or water
pollution?

Actually 60% less water is used
in making recycled paper than vir-
gin paper. Recycling steel saves
86% of the water pollution, 76% of
the air pollution and virtually elimi-
nates mining waste. I could go on
but you get the idea.

I didn't start out trying to save
the world when I began recycling.
Raised by a woman who could feed

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Last Spring, the Texas Munici-
pal League conducted a study of
water and sewer rates across the
state. The study asked each city to
determine the cost of water service
at 5,000 gallons and 10,000 gal-
lons. The study also asked cities to
determine the cost of sewer service
at 5,000 gallons and 10,000 gal-
lons. Finally, the study added the
water and sewer bills to determine
a combined bill. Asthe chartbelow
indicates, Spearman compares fa-
vorable with other Panhandle cit-

ies on the combined bill.

Spearman's bills would be even
lower except that a couple of years
ago we had to issue bonds to pay for
upgrading the sewer plant. Even-
tually, these bonds will be paid off
and the bills lowered.

The cost of utilities is an impor-
tant factor in attracting new busi-
nesses to town and keeping our
current businesses. The City will
continue to offer competitive rates
in the future as part of our eco-
nomic development efforts.

Spotted meteorites turn heads

Hundreds of meteorites have

‘been found on various farms all
‘across the Great Plains, and still
‘there are thousands that have yet
‘to be located or recognized. Accord-
‘ing to Steve Arnold, Director of the
' American Meteorite Institute, these
‘often overlooked rocks can be worth
«up to $10,000 each!
- Arnold was in Hansford County
‘Tuesday, talking with area farm-
‘ers informing them on how to iden-
‘tify potential meteorites. "With a
ilittle luck, something new might
Eturn up,” Arnold said. "In Hale
:County, Texas, there have been 15
idifferent meteorites found and there
iis no reason Hansford County
‘should have any less."

Farmersas well anyone else that
may come in contact with rocks are
encouraged to keep a look out for
any stones that fit the following
descriptions:

* Very heavy

* Smooth exterior (never porous
like lava)

* Rounded corners

* Black, Brown or Rust in color

* Magnets will usually attract to
them

* Surface may have indentations
resembling "thumbprints"

* Filing a corner with an emery
wheel will reveal small metal
specks.

If someone suspects that they
may indeed have a meteorite, they

are encouraged to send a small
walnut sized piece for verification
to the American Meteorite Insti-
tute, 8177 S. Harvard #610, Tulsa,
OK 74137.

If the rock proves to be an au-
thentic meteorite, an offer of pur-
chase will be made. According to
Arnold, meteorites that weigh less
than 100 lbs. are worth $50.00 per
pound to the lucky finder. The
AMI, upon receiving a new meteor-
ite, preps individual slices and then
makes them available to scientists
and researchers worldwide for
study.
