"The FFA has a long history of
administering scholarship pro-
grams for agriculturally-based com-
panies,” said Gladys Tripp, a pro-
fessional in Cargill's Community
Relations department.

The Thanksgiving to New Year's
eat-a-thon is upon us. The average
weight gain over the holiday sea-
son is seven pounds. But let's be
realistic. Most people find it can
become all but impossible to stick
to sensible eating when faced with
tempting high-fat and high-calorie
entrees, gooey appetizers, thick
sauces, creamy dips and rich des-
serts.

To prevent weight gain, plan
holiday menus wisely. Holiday
menus usually include too many
meats, cheeses, sweets, nuts and
sauces.

Learning to trim recipes of need-
less ingredients can save you calo-
ries and at the same time allow you
to eat hearty portions of foods that
are tasty and nutritious.

Because fat is so densely packed
with calories the key to adapting
recipes to make them less fattening
lies in reducing or eliminating but-
ter, margarine, oil, mayonnaise,
lard and salad dressing.

Contrary to popular thought,
regular margarine is just as fatten-
ing as butter. In fact, all fats have
about 100 calories per tablespoon.
Try whipped diet margarine for
greasing baking dishes. It alsocan
be successfully used in rice mixed
and on vegetables, and adds only
half the calories of regular marga-
rine.

Reduce calories by shaving fat
from desserts. In adapting your
favorite recipes, start by experi-
menting with cutting fat by a third
or a half. If a muffin recipe sug-
gests one cup of oil, try three-fourths
cup. If that works, use only two-
thirds cup the next time around.

Purees of fresh or dried fruit can
become standard stand-ins for fat
in baked goods, but some work best
in certain recipes. In most cases,
you can replace up to seven-eights
of the butter or shortening called
for in a traditional recipe with one
of these substitutions: Fresh fruit
purees, such as mashed bananas
and applesauce, work best in light
cakes and muffins; make raisin
"paste” to replace butter or oil in
dense, chewy cookies like oatmeal
or chocolate-chip. Mash raising in
afood processor until they have the
same consistency as butter; Prune
puree works especially well in choco-
late cake, brownies, cookies, muf-
fins and fruit cakes. It's not suited
for light-colored cakes like lemon
chiffon and angel food cake. Of
course, you have to like prunes be-
cause baked goods have a notice-
able prune flavor.

It may take some trial-and-er
ror to get your favorite recipe to suit
your taste, but it will be worth it.
Half a cup of butter has 91 grams of
fat, while fruit purees have non,

and only a fraction of the calories.

When making crumb crusts for
pies and other desserts, start with
halfthemargarine yourrecipe calls
for, then add only as much fat as
you need to moisten the c.umbs

Before cooking meat, trim the
fat. Fatty, calorie-laden meats in-
clude bacon, sausage, many cold
cuts and fat-marbled cuts of beef,
lamb and pork. Try substituting
skinless poultry, veal, fish and lean
cuts of meat. All of these protein
foods can be stretched in recipes by
slicing them thinly and adding more
vegetables.

When roasting a turkey, baste it
with chicken broth or vegetable juice
instead of'its own drippings. When
roasting or broiling any meat or
poultry, place it on a rack in a pan
so it doesn't soak in its own fat.

Fat-less methods of browning
meats, fish and poultryinclude plac-
ing them under the broiler or pan-
broilingtheminno-stick pans. Once
cooked, chill gravies, soups and cas-
seroles. Let them stand overnight
in the refrigerator, if time allows.
The fat will harden and can be
easily removed before reheating.
