Minding Your Own Business
by Don Taylor

When I was. in college, one of my 
textbooks called accounting "the 
language of business." Because 1 
was a veteran business owner when 
I returned to college to finish my 
degree, I knew something the text­
book author didn't. Accounting may 
be the language of business, but few 
small-business owners understand, 
speak or have any strong desire to 
learn the dialect. Collecting, record­
ing and managing numbers is not 
the reason why most men and 
women go into business. They are 
lured into entrepreneurship by 
dreams of wealth, personal success 
and taking control of their own des­
tiny.

Sadly, not having a full under­
standing of financial matters, often 
leads lo anxious moments for small 
business owners. For nearly ten 
years I was at the mercy of my 
accountant. I saw his mouth move. I 
heard him speak, but I did not com­
prehend what he was saying.

He spoke of credits and debits, 
budget variance reconciliation and 
quick-ratio analysis. I was trying to 
figure out how I could make payroll 
on Friday, He discussed the 
accounting equation, negative 
retained earnings carryover and his 
four-page disclaimer of liability. All 
the while, I was wondering why my 
sales were up but my profits were 
down.

In the past ten years. I've worked

individually with more than 2.CXJ0 
small-business owners and taught 
basic, useful financial management 
principles to more than 19,000 peo 
pie. 1 don't share the opinion of the 
Principles of Accounting" author. 

Accounting, in real-world practice, 
is the language of accountants. 
Entrepreneurs don't speak the lan­
guage, and most have no desire to 
become bilingual.

Entrepreneurs do want to under­
stand their businesses. They desire 
to comprehend the cause and effect 
of financial decisions. They want to 
manage their numbers and retain 
more control of their business. What 
they need initially is not Accounting 
101 and 102. but functional finan­
cial basics.

Financial Management Basics
Defined simply, financial man­

agement is a process of using num­
bers generated by your business to 
make operational decisions. Having 
good numbers lets you make deci­
sions based on facts instead of feel­
ings.

Accounting enters the picture at 
this poini. Good record keeping is a 
prerequisite to good financial man­
agement. You cannot make good 
decisions without good information. 
You will make bad decisions if all 
you have is bad information. 
Incorrect data are worse than no 
data at all.

Let's start at the beginning. Every 
small business needs a separate 
business checking account. You 
should deposit all business-related 
income into this account. You 
should pay all business-related 
expenses from this account.

Your business checking account 
then becomes a backup for other 
business records. Reconcile your 
checking account every month. Get 
help early if you don't fully under­

stand this process
Your record keeping system 

should include the following inlor- 
mation as a minimum: a record of 
all sales, a record of all expenses 
and a list of all assets. Assets are 
anything owned by your business 
that has value and can be measured 
in dollars.

If you sell to or buy from olheis 
on open account, you'll need a list of 
accounts receivable (those who owe

you - and the amount) and of 
accounts payable (those you owe - 
and the amount). If you have 
employees, you'll need a payroll 
journal in order to record all payroll 
activity. .

In addition, you should maintain a 
record of your notes payable and 
youtr business inventory. You will 
need all of these records to create 
accurate, timely financial state­
ments.

According to Blassingame, a crew 
is currently replacing light fixtures 
in all school buildings. New energy 
efficient lights wrhich are brighter 
and glare-proof are being installed. 
The only areas not scheduled for 
new lighting are the lights illumi­
nating the gym playing floor, the 
large field lights at Greyhound 
Stadium, and a few areas, such as 
showers at the fieldhouse.

In addition to the new lighting, 
the elementary building ’s ceilings 
in both halls and classrooms have 
been lowered, and new electrical 
outlets have been installed.

Lynx gain Min with 
touchdown pass in 

final seconds

We all know (he saying, ‘It ain't 

over 'till the fat lady sings," and 
that saying held true at Fritch 
Friday night. Fritch had the game 
won and all they had to do was run 
out the clock, but instead they 
chose to throw the ball and the 
Lynx made them pay dearly for 
that major mistake.

Eduardo Lopez's PAT kick was 
good and Spearman won the game 
28-27 in what was one of the most 
exciting games I have seen in 
quite a while.

The Lynx show a lot of character 
last night as things did not exactly 
go their way as they had three 
fumbles and one interception. 
Fritch capitalized on two of those 
turnovers and turned them into 
touchdowns, but the Lynx stayed 
in there and never gave up. The 
defense came up big and made

some outstanding plays when they 
had to. Eduardo ‘Golden Toe” 
Lopez's extra points proved to be 
very valuable as he went 4 for 4. 
Tanner "Rudy" Beedy blocked 
one of Fritch’s extra points and 
that ended up the difference in the 
game. This was a total team effort 
and these young inen found a way 
to win this bull game.

Disaster struck early for the 
Lynx as Eduard Vasquez fumbled 
on the second play from scrim­
mage and Fritch recovered on the 
Spearman 43 yard line.

Spearman needed to go to work 
in a hurry if they were going to 
score before half time. Thev start­
ed I his drive from their own 15 
yard line with a little over 2 mm 
utes left in the 2nd quarter. On the 
first play from scrimmage, Beedy 
threw deep to Miller for a 25 yard 
gain. Two plays later, Eduard 
"Fast Eddie" Vasquez broke loose 
up the middle down to the Eagle 
30 On the next play, Beedv threw 
deep to Miller who was tackled at 
the 1 yard line with 30 seconds 
left. On the next play, Beedy ran a 
QB sneak in for the touchdown 
and Lopez's PAT was good. The 
score at half-time was knotted at 
14 each.

The second half started out as 
another defensive battle as both 
teams exchanged punts. Spearman

went three and out on their second 
possession and had to punt again.

On the Eagles' next possession, 
they had driven the ball down to 
the Lynx 25 They had a 4th and 1, 
but the Lynx held with 2:19 left in 
the game It looked like this was 
the break they needed, but 
Spearman could not convert on a 
4th and 3 so the Eagles took over.

All the Eagles had to do was run 
out the clock and the game was 
over, bui for some unknown rea­
son, they threw1 the ball on 3rd 
down, but it fell incomplete stop­
ping the clock.

Beedy launched a guid­
ed missile to Brock in the end 
zone who out-rebounded the 
defender and took the hall away 
from him in mid-air for an unbe­
lievable touchdown! Lopez's PAT 
was good and the Lynx took the 
lead 28-27, but Ihe game wasn't 
over yet.

After Spearman kicked off, 
Fritch found an open receiver 
downfield who ran the ball to the 
Spearman 15 yard line with time 
running out.
