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Commissioners am end

A m endm ents to the  county’s 
current-year budget commanded at­
tention from the Hansford County 
Commissioners’ Court a t  its June 10 
meeting.

Amelia Johnson, county clerk, said 
the commissioners spent most of 
their meeting time discussing and go­
ing over adjustments to the budget. 
“They wanted to be very careful in 
making the necessary adjustments,” 
she noted. “Most were departmental 
line-item  am en d m en ts  to  the  
budget.”

Johnson said specific amendments 
will be entered into the meeting

minutes as soon as they are drawn 
up.

In other business, commissioners 
adopted a drug and alcohol policy for 
the county. Johnson explained the 
policy is mandated by law, and con­
cerns action to be taken in cases of 
use or abuse of drugs or alcohol by 
county employees.

Salary was set for Edwin Pearson, 
road hand for Precinct 1, at the 
regular salary for new road hands, 
said Johnson.

Regular business for commis­
sioners included reading minutes erf 
the last meeting, receiving the 
treasurer’s report and report of in­
vestments, and payment of claims.

M osquito spraying  set

In a  special meeting on Monday, 
June 10 the Spearman City Council 
approved a contract for mosquito 
spraying for the city.

The council approved a contract 
with Southwest Aerial Service Inc. of 
Plainvithv. Spraying was tentatively 
set for sometime this week, or as soon 
as possible, according to City 
Secretary Cheryl Gibson.

In other business, the council ap­
proved the addition of a “ladies swim 
hour” a t  the Spearman municipal 
swimming pool. The pool will be open 
to ladies only from noon to 1 p.m.,

Monday through Saturday.
Newly elected Alderman Steve 

Benton was sworn in a t the Monday 
meeting. Benton was prevented from 
attending the last council meeting 
and was unable to receive the oath of 
office a t that time. In a  related ac ­
tion, outgoing councilman Wilson 
McClellan received a  plaque of ap ­
preciation for his service to the City 
of Spearman. McClellan served as 
Alderman from 1983-1991.

The council set another special 
meeting for Thursday, June 13 at 10 
a.m. and will meet in regular session 
Tuesday, June 18.

R ebate checks down

The City of Spearman received a 
check for $10,445.77, and the City of 
Gruver received $3,465.32 in the June 
disbursem ent of city sales tax  
rebates from the State Comptroller’s 
office.

S pearm an’s sales ta x  rebate 
reflects a  decrease of 9.70 percent 
from the $11,567.72 which was receiv­
ed in June, 1990. Gruver’s tax  rebate 
was 8.14 percent less than the 
$3,772.43 check received in June of 
last year.

Total payments received this year 
for Spearman are down 9.06 percent 
from last year, according to figures 
from the Comptroller’s office. For the

first six months of this year, Spear­
man has received $80,130.90, as com­
pared with the total of $88,118.23 
received through June, MX).

Gruver has received a total of 
$21,671.91 in city sales tax  rebates this 
year, which is 9.14 percent less than 
the $23,851.66 returned in the first six 
months of last year.

Statewide, however, local sales tax 
rebates were up almost 13 percent 
from last June, said Comptroller 
John Sharp. Rebates for the first six 
months of the year are up 11 percent 
over the first half of last year.

Sharp said that a sizable increase 
in the number of Texas business loca­
tions collecting local sales tax  accom­
panied the increase in rebates.

T w o G ruver s c h o o l1b oard  m em b ers resign

Two m em bers of the G ruver In­
dependent School D istrict Board of 
T rustees subm itted resignations at 
the board’s W ednesday, June 5 
m eeting.

Rick Barkley, board president, 
and Ray E theredge, vice president, 
resigned their positions in order to 
comply with regulations concern­
in g  n e p o t is m , s a id  G ISD  
Superintendent Tom Cathey.

He explained that Barkley and 
E theredge have relatives who m ay 
wish to apply for teaching positions 
in the G ruver schools. They could 
not be hired if they a re  re la ted  to 
board members, he said.

The board is now in the process of 
selecting two other com m unity 
m embers to fill the vacated board 
positions until the next election is 
held in May, he added. “ I hate that 
this has to happen. Both men are 
very strong board members, and 
they’ve provided us with good, 
positive leadership,” commented 
Cathey.

Board members also discussed one 
wrap-up item for the 1990-91 year and 
started the ball rolling for the 1991-92

school year.
The one item from last year on the 

June 5 agenda was a report on stu­
dent attendance. Cathey said some 
students in Gruver schools did not at­
tend school for the amount of tim e re­
quired by law. For 13 of those 
students, credit was granted for time 
missed because they had m ade up 
the time, or illness had prevented 
their attendance for the required 
number of days. One student was 
denied credit because the tim e miss­
ed from school w as not m ade up, he 
said.

Turning tow ard the upcoming 
school year, board m em bers heard a 
report from Gerald TeBeest, year­
book sponsor. After his report, board 
m em bers noted th a t some changes 
will be m ade to the yearbook for 
1991-92.

Next year’s  annual will include 
spring activities, and Cathey said 
students will receive their yearbooks 
in the summer. “The way it is now, if 
you have a  sta te  championship track 
team , it doesn’t m ake it into the an­
nual. We are barely able to include 
basketball.” He also said the price 
will increase from $20 to $25 for next 
year’s yearbook, due to increasing

costs of production.
The board discussed the budget for 

the 1991-92 school year. Preliminary 
budget figure for next year is 
$3,264,021 said Cathey. “That’s an in­
crease erf almost 5 percent from last 
year,” he noted. The budget must be 
approved on or before Aug. 31, he 
said.

The school calendar for 1991-92 was 
approved. Teachers will begin Aug. 
16 with an inservice/work day. 
Students will begin school Aug. 19 
and their last day of classes for the 
year will be May 28. Teachers will 
have an  inservice/work day on May 
29.

After discussion of personnel m at­
ters, the board voted to  hire Clay 
Montgomery a s  agriculture teacher. 
Montgomery comes to G ruver from 
Gustine, Texas, near Stephenville. 
He is a  graduate of Tarleton State 
University w ith two years  ex­
perience, said Cathey.

The board accepted resignations 
from Donna Kndl, kindergarten 
teacher, and from Brenda Dahl, first 
grade teacher.

Approval was given to salary in­
crem ents for special assignments. An 
additional $400 was approved for the

yearbook sponsor, and $800 was a p ­
proved for the gifted and talented 
teacher.

Two bids on a bank depository 
were received. The board approved 
Gruver State Bank for a  two-year 
period. Bids for basketball equip­
ment were opened, and the bid was 
awarded to Buck’s Sporting Goods in 
Amarillo.

It was decided to convert a  regular 
school bus for use by physically 
challenged students, said Cathey. A 
special door and a  wheelchair lift will 
be installed in the bus, he explained.

The board appointed Dennis Stedje 
to serve on the County Educational 
District Board, said Cathey, but his 
appointment will have to be ratified 
a t  another meeting. Cathey explain­
ed th a t the bill creating the county 
board has not yet been signed by the 
governor, and Stedie’s appointment 
cannot become effective until the 
board is created.

Approval was given to paym ent of 
bills in the amount of $26,642, said 
Cathey, and the board voted to adopt 
TASB Update 39 after its second 
re a d in g . In  a d d it io n , b o a rd  
m em bers’ tra in in g  hours were 
reviewed.

C ounty u n em p loym en t ra te  up M ay drilling perm its increase
Following a 3.4 percent ra te  in 

February and a drop to 3 percent in 
M a rc h , H a n sfo rd  C o u n ty ’s 
unemployment ra te  for April was up 
to 3.7 percent, according to the Texas 
Employment Commission.

TEC figures show that during the 
month of April, Hansford County had 
a total civilian labor force of 3,661 
persons, of whom  3,526 w ere 
employed and 135 were jobless. In 
comparison, during the month of 
March there was a total labor force 
of 3,660 persons, with 3,549 employed 
and 111 jobless.

Statewide, the Texas unemploy­
ment rate moved up to 6.9 percent, 
according to TEC Commissioner

Mary Scott Nabers. April’s increase 
was the third in as many months, 
said Nabers.

In spite of the increase in the 
num ber of unemployed Texans, 
there was also an increase in the 
number of working Texans as well. 
Men and women in the sta te’s labor 
force actually increased by 47,000 
over the month to an estimated 
8,024,700.

There were approximately 16,000 
additional jobs but that is the 
smallest gain thus far this year. 
Although all of the m ajor non­
manufacturing industries recorded 
advances, most of them  were about 
half the size of the increases during

the sam e period last year. Manufac­
turing continued to lose jobs, with 
3,000 jobs cut over the month. That 
amounts to a loss of about 12,000 jobs 
over the past 12 months.

Metropolitan areas with the lowest 
unemployment rates in April were in 
Bryan-College Station, a t a 3.6 per­
cent rate; Austin, with 4.8 percent; 
Victoria, with a 5.2 percent rate; and 
Amarillo, a t 5.3 percent in March.

H ighest unem ploym ent ra tes 
among the metropolitan areas in 
April w ere M cA llen-Edinburg- 
Mission, at 18.7percent; Brownsville- 
Harlingen, with 13.4 percent; El 
Paso, at 11.3 percent; and Laredo, 
with a rate of 11.0 percent.

AUSTIN - A total of 1,244 drilling 
perm its were issued by the Railroad 
Commission in May, according to the 
RRC Chairman Lena Guerrero. In 
April, the total was 1,204. May 1990’s 
total was 1,265.

The May total included 756 permits 
to drill new oil and gas tests, 39 to re­
enter existing well bores, 32 to deepen 
existing holes, 170 to plugback ex­
isting holes, and 89 for other wells. 
Operators were also issued 158 
amended drilling permits.

Guerrero said permits issued for 
new oil and gas holes in May includ­
ed 75 in the San Antonio area 
(District 1), 33 in the Refugio area 
(District 2), 50 in Southeast Texas 
(District 3), 71 in deep South Texas 
(District 4), 14 in E ast Central Texas 
(District 5), 36 in E ast Texas (District 
6), 79 in West Central Texas (District 
7B), 78 in the San Angelo area 
(District 7C), 110 in the Midland area 
(District 8), 78 in the Lubbock area 
(District 8A), 101 in North Texas 
(District 9), and 31 in the Panhandle 
(District 10).

In the first five months of 1991, the 
Commission has issued 5,668 drilling 
permits, a 0.2 percent increase from 
the 5,659 issued during the same 
period of 1990.

The 1,244 permits issued in May in­
cluded 588 oil permits, 178 gas per­
mits, 426 oil and gas permits, 32 injec­
tion permits, ten disposal permits, 
and ten other permits.

T exas oil and  gas operators 
reported 215 gas and 522 oil comple­
tions in May, according to Guerrero. 
In April the total was 285 gas and 611 
oil completions. May 1990’s total was 
262 gas and 403 oil completions.

G as completions in May included 
three in San Antonio area (District 
1), 27 in the Refugio area (D ikrict 2), 
26 in Southeast Texas (District 3), 61 
in deep South Texas (District 4), five 
in E ast Central Texas (District 5), 28 
in E ast Texas (District 6), 11 in West 
Central Texas (District 7B), 28 in the

San Angelo area  (District 7C) five in 
the Midland area  (District 8), two in 
the Lubbock area  (District 8A), eight 
in North Texas (District 9), and 11 in 
the Panhandle (District 10), accor­
ding to Guerrero.

Oil completions include 61 in the 
San Antonio area (District 1), 21 in 
the Refugio area (District 2), 44 in 
Southeast Texas (District 3), 18 in 
deep South Texas (District 4), 17 in 
E ast Central Texas (District 5), 15 in 
E ast Texas (District 6), 46 in West 
Central Texas (District 7B), 35 in the 
San Angelo area (District 7C), 118 in 
the Midland area (District 8), 78 in 
the Lubbock area (District 8A), 58 in 
North Texas (District 9), and  11 in the

Panhandle (District 10).
Total completions reported in May 

included 522 oil, 215 gas, and 42 ser­
vice completions. In  May 1990, 
operators filed 403 oil, 262 gas, and 41 
service completion reports.

In the first five months of 1991 the 
Commission has recorded a  total of 
3,550 well completions, a  12 percent 
increase from the 3,144 well comple­
tions recorded during the same 
period of 1990.

Guerrero said operators reported 
1,129 holes plugged in May, com­
pared to 1,572 in April. A total of 203 
dry holes were reported in May, com­
pared to 186 in April.

Production announced
Oil and gas wells in Hansford Coun­

ty produced 2,777,271 mef (thousand 
cubic feet) of natural gas and  28,860 
barrels of crude oil in March, accor­
ding to figures from the Railroad 
Commission of Texas.

Texas crude oil production averag­
ed 1,769,614 barrels daily in March, 
according to preliminary figures 
released by Railroad Commission 
Chairman Lena Guerrero. March 
1990 preliminary production was 
1,734,639 barrels daily.

T h is  f ig u re  c o m p a re s  w ith  
preliminary February production of 
1,764,042 barrels daily. Final produc­
tion reports for February indicated 
average production a t 1,794,384 bar­
rels daily.

Hie preliminary Texas oil produc­
tion figure for March is 54,858,047 bar­
rels, up firm  49,394,721 barrels in 
February. March 1990 preliminary 
Texas oil production figure was 
53,773,804 barrels.

Guerrero said the state’s  top pro­
ducing counties, rank ordered by 
preliminary March production, were

Dear Editor.

As one of your readers, I want to 
Urge you in the strongest term s possi­
ble to increase your coverage of the 
fact that for every new dollar that 
Congress has raised this year in new 
taxes it has increased spending by 
$1.78.

3. Congress enlarged the deficit by 
$100 billion to an all-time record of 
$320 billion for FY 1991 alone;

4. Congress pushed the national 
debt to a  new record and increased 
the annual interest payment on the 
debt to a  staggering $254 billion; and

5. Congress destroyed the Gramm- 
Rudman Deficit Reduction Act and 
all other effective controls on future 
congressional wasteful spending.

As Citizens Against Government 
Waste has pointed out repeatedly, we 
have this skyrocketing deficit today 
not because of the recession but 
because Congress refuses to stop its 
reckless spending. Unless we get 
C ongress’ runaw ay  ta x e s  and 
wasteful deficit spending under con­
trol we will all be in very, very 
serious trouble very soon. I urge you 
to give more coverage to this all- 
important story.

Clothing is an investment today 

and any profitable investment pro­
vides a good return for the money. 
With clothing prices rising and other 
expenditures demanding a greater 
share of the family budget, everyone 
needs to find ways to increase the 
useful life of their clothes.

Recycling is a term  applied to 
paper, metal and numerous other 
m aterials today, but it can also relate 
to clothing. Clothes are a suitable 
resource for recycling because they 
seldom wear out entirely. Changing 
fashion trends, changes in body size, 
and durable manufactured fibers 
leave clothes in our closets that are 
not being worn.

Sometimes you can remove sleeves 
of a dress to m ake a jum per or simp­
ly change buttons or trim and create 
a new look. When planning to 
makeover a garment into a com­
pletely new one, there are a number 
of points to consider. Do you have the 
skill to sew the new garm ent? Do you 
have the time to do the work? 
Makeovers can be time consuming 
and only you can place a value on 
that time.

Ask yourself if the fabric is worth 
therfm e and effort. It should be stur­
dy enough to withstand the expected 
wear of the finished garment. Avoid 
fabric that looks too old or m ature for 
children. When you add new fabric or 
trim  to a garm ent, be sure it 
“belongs” in design and overall ef­
fect.

New Procedures For 
Filing Extensions in 1991

Each year, many taxpayers file for 
an extension to file their tax returns. 
This late filing privilege has been 
granted to '.axpayers who completed 
Form 4868. In 1992, a  new system will 
be put into place by the Internal 
Revenue Service (IRS) to reduce 
paperwork. It will affect the 1991 tax 
year returns that are due on April 15, 
1991. Instead of being required to file 
Form 4868, taxpayers will receive an 
automatic four-month extension if, 
by April 15,1992, prepayments of 1991 
taxes equal 100 percent of 1990 taxes 
or 90 percent of 1991 taxes. 111086 who 
must make further tax  payments 
will file at the deadline, using a 
voucher with a check for the ex­
pected amount of tax due. Returns 
for both groups are due August 15, 
1991. The IRS expects to issue regula­
tions on this change in June 1991, so 
watch for details.

Sunscreens
As summer vacationers head to the 

beach or the mountains, many will 
have their sunscreen close at hand. 
To get the maximum value for your 
sunscreen dollar keep these points in 
mind when shopping for and using 
sunscreens. Most people do not need 
a Sun Protection Factor (SPF) 
greater than 15. Purchase the highest 
SPF you need a t the lowest cost per 
ounce. An SPF of 15 provides the 
s a m e  a m o u n t of p ro te c tio n  
regardless of the brand name. Pur­
chasing expensive products and 
higher SPF’s than needed can be a 
waste of money. To get the full pro­
tection of the sunscreen you pur­
chase, make sure you apply enough 
of it. Most people only apply half the 
amount they should be using. It is 
recommended that you apply one

ounce of sunscreen per application 
and that you apply it about 30 
minutes before you go out in the sun. 
Drinkiug Enough Fluids 

Now with the long hot Texas sum­
mer ahead, how much fluid shvild be 
consumed during exercise is a ques­
tion many consumers ask. Drinking 
adequate amounts of fluid such as 
water, fruit juice, or low-fat milk 
before and during exercise is ab­
solutely crucial to top athletic perfor­
mance and health. Water’s most im­
portant function is its role of main­
taining normal body tem perature 
and  cooling working m uscles. 
Without enough water, the body 
dehydrates - which can lead to heat 
exhaustion or heat stroke. Sweating 
will cause the loss of more fluids that 
cannot be fully replaced by drinking 
liquids - so drink enough water fre­
quently.

'Die summer season is rapidly ap­
proaching and now that school is out, 
most Texans will be planning for 
vacations. The Texas Department of 
Public Safety wants to remind us 
that thousands of tourists will be 
coming to Texas for their vacations, 
according to Major V.J. Cawthon, 
regional commander of the Texas 
Department of Public Safety.

He stated, “With all of the addi­
tional traffic that will be on the 
stree ts  and  highw ays and  the 
warm er weather, this means addi­
tional traffic in and around the 
recreational areas. This will mean 
more alcohol consumption and of 
course, more accidents.”

Major Cawthon said, “With the use 
of a  little courtesy and obeying those 
little traffic laws, large accidents can 
be avoided.”

A person needs to have the family

vehicle checked to m ake sure it is in 
good condition before they start out 
on vacation. Remember to take at 
least a 15 minute break after every 
two hours of driving, avoid drinking 
alcoholic beverages, and don’t  forget 
to buckle up the safety belt.

Major Cawthon emphasized the 
need to reduce our speed in the 
residential neighborhoods because of 
children, who are now out of school 
for the summer. Don’t  forget to use 
safety helmets when riding a motor­
cycle, whether it’s on public streets 
or private property.

He added, “Plan your trip so that 
you have plenty of time to reach your 
dedination and return with time to 
$)are. Don’t try and cram  a month’s 
worth of vacation into a week. After 
all, we do want you around to enjoy 
next year with us.”

PCS receives funds  
for w eath eriza tion

Gov. Ann W. Richards announced 
recently that the Texas Department 
j f  Community Affairs has awarded 
Panhandle Community Services 
$190,221 in fund ing  fo r th e ir  
weatherization assistance program.

Panhandle Community Services is 
one of 52 agencies-representing all of 
Texas’ 254 counties-to receive fun­
ding.

The organization serves Ann- 
strong, Briscoe, Carson, Castro, 
Childress, Collingsworth, Dallam, 
Deaf Smith, Donley, Gray, Hall, 
Hansford, Hartley, Hemphill, Hut­
chinson, Lipscomb, Moore, Ochiltree, 
Oldham, Parm er, Potter, Randall, 
Roberts, Sherm an, Swisher and 
Wheeler counties.

Part of the funding derives from a 
$2,730,229 grant recently awarded by 
the U.S. Department of Energy to be 
used specifically for the statewide 
Weatherization Assistance Program 
(WAP).

The program helps eligible low in­
come households, particularly the 
elderly and handicapped, save 
money through weatherproofing 
their home. By installing m aterials 
such as caulking, insulation and 
o th e r  m in o r  h o m e re p a ir s ,  
households can reduce their utility 
bill by 30 to 50 percent.

The average amoun'. spent on

weatherproofing each house will be 
$1,648.

For homes which require addi­
tional repair, up to $1,500 more is 
available under the Enhanced 
Weatherization Assistance Program 
Enacted by the 71st state legislature, 
it is a  two-year companion program 
to the WAP.

The program, funded by fuel over­
charge funds, facilitates and protects 
improvements already rendered 
under the weatherization program.

In addition, it also allows for struc­
tural repair not included in the 
weatherization program.

Weatherizing homes not only 
benefits residents, but also con­
tributes to the creation of jobs. Crews 
often employ participants in the Job 
Training Partnership Act and local 
school dropouts.

To help recover its costs, the Com pany is proposing to  increase 
the rates for D irectory Assistance calls from  $.30 to  $.40 per call

there be no change in the number of free D irectory Assistance calls 
allowed each month (currently three) and that customers who qualify 
for exemption of Directory Assistance charges because o f visual or 
physical handicaps continue to be exempt from  these charges.

If approved by the Commission, this proposed rate change for 
Directory Assistance will increase the Com pany’s annual revenues 
by $15.4 million, which is an increase of approximately one half of 
1 percent in the Com pany’s adjusted revenue for the  tw elve month 
period ending December 1990.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS
SPECIAL ELECTION 

AUGUST 10. 1991

PROPOSITION NO. 1 ON THE BALLOT
Senate Joint Resolution 42 proposes a constitutional amendment 

that would authorize the newly created county education districts to 
hold elections to exempt from ad valorem taxation a percentage 
of the market value of the residence homestead of a married or un­
married adult. The percentage exempted could not exceed 20%  of 
such market value, and the amount exempted could not be less than 
$5,000. The amendment would also authorize county education dis­
tricts to hold elections to exempt from ad valorem taxation not less 
than $3,000 of the market value of the residence homestead of a 
disabled person or a person sixty-five years of age or older. Finally, 
the amendment would authorize elections in county education districts 
for the taxation of certain tangible personal property exempted from 
ad valorem taxation by the legislature.

The proposed amendment will appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment to allow the voters of a 
county education district to adopt certain exemptions from 
the district’s ad valorem taxation for residence homesteads 
and to provide for the taxation of certain tangible personal 
property."

PROPOSITION NO. 2 ON THE BALLOT
Senate Joint Resolution 5 proposes a constitutional amendment 

that would allow the legislature to pass general laws authorizing Texas 
Higher Education Coordinating Board or its successor to issue and 
sell up to $300 million of general obligation bonds to finance educa­
tional loans to students. The maximum net effective interest rate to 
be borne by the bonds wou'd be set by law. The amendment would 
also authorize the legislature to prov'de for the investment of bond 
proceeds and to establish an interest and sinking fund to pay the 
bonds and provide for the investment of such fund. Bonds authorized 
under this amendment would be paid from the first money coming 
into the treasury in each fiscal year that is not otherwise appropriated 
by the constitution, less any amount in an interest and sinking fund 
established at the end of the preceding year that is pledged to the 
payment of the bonds or interest.

The proposed amendment will appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amendment providing for the issuance 
of general obligation bonds to provide educational loans to 
students.’’

The 
nightshift had rubbed out the “6” and 
replaced it with an even larger “7”. 
When the dayshift reported for work 
a little later, they saw the big ‘7 ” on 
the floor. The day crew decided to 
show the nightshift a  thing or two. 
They pitched in with enthusiasm and 
when they ven t home that afternoon, 
left l>ehind an enromous, swaggering 
“ 10. ”

tive in the company. How did it hap­
pen? Charles Schwab explained it 
Like this: “The way to get things done 
is to stimulate competition.

SPS gives Fed Cattle Survey
For the second year in a row, 

feedlots within the area served by 
Southwestern Public Service Com­
pany during 1990 fed a record 
nuinber of cattle, according to SPS’s 
annual Fed Cattle Survey.

Feedlots in the SPS service area 
feed 5,570,203 head of cattle, a 1.9 per­
cent increase over the 1989 total of 
5,468.350.

The survey also showed that the 
one-time total capacity of area 
feedlots in 1990 was 2,887,275, up from 
the onetim e total capacity in 1988 of 
2,758,662 head.

“The growth indicated in the 
survey is good news for this region,” 
said Dave Krupnick, SPS manager 
of a g r ic u ltu ra l and  w holesale 
marketing. “ It shows that cattle 
feeding is still solid and a vital part of 
the area.”

SPS annually prepares a  Fed Cat­
tle Survey covering feedlots in its ser­
vice area, which covers 52,000 square

miles. The region includes the Texas 
and Oklahoma panhandles, the 
Texas South Plains, eastern and 
southeastern  New Mexico and 
southwestern Kansas.

While most numbers in the survey 
were up, the number of cattle 
slaughtered last year in the area 
decreased slightly. The 13 beef­
packing plants in the SPS service 
area slaughtered 4,661,163 cattle, 
down from 4,694,852 in 1989. At the 
same time, however, capacity at the 
plants increased in 1990 to 5,095,520.

agriculture and food-processing in­
dustries," Krupnick said. “We have a 
good agriculture story to tell and this 
is just one chapter of it.”

The Fed Cattle Survey is also show­
ing growth in the total number of 
feedlots in the area, from 117 in 1989 
to 120 in 1990.

“There are several packing plants 
located just outside our service 
area,” Krupnick said. “That ac­
counts for the difference between the 
number of cattle slaughtered and the 
number fed.”

Krupnick said information from 
the Fed Cattle Survey is used across 
the country as ag-related industries.

these features.
You can start collecting Social 

Security retirement benefits as early 
as age 62. However, these benefits 
are reduced for each m onth for you 
retired before age 65, up to a  max­
imum of 20 percent for people who 
retire the month they reach 62. The 
reduction is based on the assumption 
that you will be receiving benefits 
over a longer period of tim e. When an 
individual retires a t age 62, it will 
generally take a t  least 15 years 
before reaching the point where your 
reduced benefits will approximate 
what you would have if you had 
retired a t age 65.

If you were bom after 1937, you 
shoul(F note that the reduction for 
early 1  retirement m ay be greater 
when you retire. The full retirement 
age changes gradually starting in 
2000 until it reaches age 67 in 2022. The 
result is that if you retire a t age 62 at 
that time, you will have your benefit 
reduced over a  longer period -  a 
maximum of 60 months instead of 36 
months -  and the m axim um  reduc­
tion would be 30 percent.

If you wait until after your full 
retirement age, which is currently 65, 
to retire, you will see your benefit in­
crease 3*6 percent for each year you 
delay retirem ent a fte r 65. The 
percentages of increase will rise in 
future years until, by 2008 and later, 
it will be 8 percent per year.

You should note tha t, when you 
continue to work, you stand to in­
crease your benefits through your ad­
ditional earnings if they a re  general­
ly higher than you were making 
when you were younger. This is 
because benefits a re  based on 
lifetime earnings averaged over your 
working years.

To help you plan for retirement, 
you should call the Social Security of­
fice for a Personal Earnings and 
B e n e fit E s t im a te  S ta te m e n t  
(PEBES). An application will be sent 
to you and you will receive a  state­
ment within several weeks after we 
receive your application. The state­
ment includes an  estim ate of the 
amount of benefits you would receive 
if you retire at age 62,65, and 70.

Whatever your present inclination 
m ay be about retirement, the time to 
start planning is now. And a  good 
place to start is with your PEBES.
