On the fourth Sunday in Advent, we light the candle of Love as we 
study Psalm 89, 2 Samuel 7:1-11,16, Romans 16:25-27 and Luke 1:26-
28. The Psalmist intones, "1 will sing of your steadfast love, 0 Lord, for-
ever; with my mouth I will proclaim your faithfulness to all genera-
tions...". Samuel shows us :he warrior-king, David, worrying about liv-
ing well when there is no formal temple for God. God responds with a 
promise to David but reminds David that another of David's line will 
build a house to the Lord, and David's throne shall be established forev-
er. 

[Solomon built the temple, Jesus Christ established the Kingdom].  
Paul ends "Romans" with a doxology which is a summary of what Paul 
taught. The good news of the Gospel is what strengthens the believer and 
allows the believer to stand firm despite the trials of this world. The 
gospel which Paul preached to his hearers came from Christ, and as the 
hearers understood what they heard, they became believers, and as 
believers were compelled to share their new understanding with others. 
And that dear Christian is how we came to be believers, one Christian at 
a time for centuries-. This is a gospel of the consummation of history, a 
consummation God has intended for all of us since the creation, it is the 
gospel of Love. Luke brings us face to face with this love as the angel. 
Gabriel, is sent to a virgin, teen-age Hebrew girl named, Mary. This 
young woman was told that the Spirit of God would "overshadow" her 
and she would bear a holy child who would be called the Son of God. 
Mary's acceptance for one so young is amazing, "For nothing will be 
impossible with God...Here am I, the servant of the Lord; let it be with 
me according to your word." In our world we so often pray "Thy will be 
changed", Mary did not have this problem. Even though 

Mary was betrothed to Joseph, a pledge that lasted for a year and could 
only be broken by divorce, and would result in a formal marriage after 
the year's pledge. 

Mary did not concern herself with the requirements of this world, she 
accepted the Word of God.
