Spearman City Council...
discusses park grant application

Spearman City Council mem-
bers met in special session on
Wednesday, Jan. 27, to discuss a
park grant application.

Kelvin Knauf, city manager, ex-
plained that resolution #1-93 was
for the park grant application for
the empty lots north of the swim-
ming pool. He added that the im-
provements being requested in-
cluded handicap accessible picnic
tables, playground equipment, soc-
cer field and goals, water fountain,
and walking/jogging track. The
resolution designated the City
Manager, Knaufas the official rep-
resentative for the city and autho-
rizes him to make application to
the Department of Wildlife and
Recreation for the grant on the
swimming pool park.

Courtney Sharp, Panhandle Re-

gional Planning Commission, was
present and stated the grant is in
the amount of $87,146 with the
city’s match being 50%. Also, he
explained the grant is asking for
the value of the land to count as all
or part of the city’s match.

Steve Benton made a motion to
adopt Resolution #1-93. It was sec-
onded and the motion carried
unanimously.

Knauf then stated that ordi-
nance #614 was a more clear policy
on paying a utility deposit in order
to receive a utility service. The or-
dinance clarifies the 'old ordinance.’
For example, the new ordinance
states that every new resident and
every new business is required to
put up a deposit for the utility
service. The deposit is $90 for gas
and $40 for water and totals $130
for residents. Businesses vary.

As the Texas Legislature begins
the long process of considering pro.
posed legislation, I will briefly out
line those issues which have been
supported by the City of Spearman,
eitherdirectly or through the Texas
Municipal League.

The most important issue to the
City and the Texas Municipal
League is to stop the practice of the
legislature balancing the State of
Texas budget by increasing state
fees on cities or by creating new
fees on cities. Two years ago, the
state budget was balanced by,
among other actions, tripling the
disposal ("tipping") fees and in
creasing the fees for utility inspec
tions. The practice of charging cit
ies more fees without giving more
services in return is simply a state
tax disguised as a city fee increase
If the State needs more money,
then the Legislature ought to stand
up to citizens and admit that State
agencies are increasing the fees
rather than letting city officials
take the heat for fee increases.

Also important to the City and
the TML are the costs of complying
with new environmental regula
tions. The City and the Texas Mu-
nicipal league will support legisla
tion which will make the Legisla-
ture consider the cost of imple-
menting environmental regula
tions before the legislation is
pleased. Laws which are required
by the federal government would
be exempt from the cost calcula
tion requirement.

The City and the Texas Municll
pal League are supporting legisle
tion which would let general la

cities (Spearman is a general law
city) annex adjacent territory if, in
addition to meeting the require-
ments of the current law, the city is
providing the area to be annexed
with water or sewer service (cur-
rent law requires that the city has
to provide water and sewer ser-
vice). While the City is not at this
time considering annexing any
property which has water and/or
sewer service, we think that gen-
eral law cities should have the same
annexing authority as home rule
cities.

The Texas Municipal League
also is supporting a bill (H.B. 562
by Representative Seidlits) which
would require that any legal action
brought in the county in which the
city is located. Current law allows
legal action to be brought in coun-
ties other than where the city is
located. The City of Spearman sup-
ports this legislation.

The TML and the City of
Spearman are also supporting leg-
islation (H.B. 444 by Representa-
tive Junell) which would limit the
liability of city officials. H.B. 444
provides that the liability of a mu-
nicipal employee or officer will not
exceed $100,000 if the city either
indemnifies the individual or pro-
vides insurance coverage for the
individual's acts or omissions per-
formed in the scope of duty. This
bill would also require that the
plaintiff in a lawsuit must elect to
sue either the city or the individual
officer or employee, but not both.

AUSTIN - When you walk into the
Senate chamber or the House chamber
when either body is in session your first
thought is: How can they get anything
accomplished amidst all this chaos?

After watching for a minute, people
usually find their eyes focused on the dias
where the presiding officer of the body
stands. The lieutenant governor in the
Senate and the Speaker in the House
wield the gavel and preside over what
appears (o be mass confusion. [t's worse
in the House because there are five times
as many participants as in the Senate

There's a key player in all this who
almost always goes unnoticed by the un
sophisticated observer. In both the House
and the Senate, there is a person seated
immediately to the left of the Speaker and
the lieutenant governor. If one watches
closely, he can see this character quietly
mouthing words to the presiding officer
On occasion, you'll see the presiding
officer lean over for brief private conver
sations with this unobtrusive participant.

Few people realize this key player, the
parliamentarian, plays a vital role in the
operations of their respective legislative
houses.

As the title implies, the
parliamentarian’s formal role is to ensure
that the body operates within the rules it
has adopted for itself. This sounds decep
tively simple. House and Senate rules can
often be intricately complex and confus
ing. The parliamentarian, much like a
Judge, is guided by precedents. The effort
here, of course, is to attempt to interpret
the rules in a matter consistent with the
past.

When I first arrived in the Senate,
then-Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby, who had him-
self served as the Senate parliamentarian
L wier Lt. Gov. Ben Ramsey, told me |
would rarely need to refer to the Senate
rules. But he went on to say that when |
do, it’ll be a life-or-death situation. Thus,
acquiring a good working understanding
of the Senate rules became one of my
goals. However, you can't really accom-
plish that goal by simply reading the rules
over and over again. It helps to have some
outside counsel.

counsel is the parliamentarian. This is
where the jobof parliamentarian becomes
bigger than the title implies. There is a
long-standing tradition in the Texas Leg
islature of absolute confidentiality on the
part of the parliamentarian in both the
House and the Senate. In fact, Bob
Johnson, the current parliamentarian of
the Senate, is the only man in Texas to
have ever served as parliamentarian in
both the House and Senate

When a member is attempting to de
velop a strategy for passage of a bill and
contemplates potential rule problems, he
orshe can sit down with Bob Johnson and
discuss the issues with assurance that the
discussion will not go beyond the four
wallsof the parliamentarian's office. This
1s true whether the member is a Democrat
or Republican,

During the 72nd regular session, in the
midst of the war over congressional re-
districting, Bob Johnson assisted Sena-
tors Ratliff and Sibley and myself in
developing what we refer to as a “tag-
team filibuster” strategy. A filibuster gen-
erally can only go so long as a single
member is able to stay on his or her feet
to talk. With the help of Bob Johnson,
however, we developed a strategy that
would have enabled us to carry the fili
buster much further than anyone dreamed
we could. Though we ultimately decided
not to execute the strategy, there was a
period of about four days when it was ““in
play.” During that time, there was never
even a shred of evidence that anyone
other than we co-conspirators had any
knowledge of the plan.

While Bob Johnson works for Bob
Bullock, he places great importance in
the tradition of confidentiality between
himself and the 31 members of the Te
Senate. The same can be said for the
parliamentarians during Bill Hobby 's ten-
ure as lieutenant governor.

So the next time you come into the
Senate or House chamber, after looking
around at all the chaotic activity, pay a
little attention to the quiet man sitting to
the left of the presiding officer

Government wants to
mind your business

This week, the United States
Congress will tell Americans 1t
knows best the type of leave ben
efits they need. It is precisely that
arrogance behind Mandated Fam-
ily Leave which makes the scheme
of government requiring unpaid
leave so unworkable. An employer
with 50 or more workers must pro-
vide up to 12 weeks of unpaid leave
for the serious medical conditions
of those employees or their child,
spouse or parent as well as leave for
the birth, adoption or foster care of
a child.

Although the leave is unpaid,
when employees come back to work,
their company must reinstate them
in their old job. The company will
also pay unemployment compensa-
tion to the worker who had been
fired to fill in for the employee on
leave, To further complicate a
company’s bookkeeping, for medi-
cal leave, an employee has a right
to set their own work hours and
change that schedule at will.

As now proposed, the law will
only touch 5 percent of the
workforce. Yet, once unpaid man-
dated leave is in place, its support-
ers will push to widen the coverage
and seek to force companies to pay
employees during their time off.

There were many bills the Demo-
crat-controlled Congress passed
that President Bush wisely vetoed,
and with the backing of a conserva-
tive coalition of Congress, the Bush
vetoes were upheld. Those in con-
trolin Congress scoffed at this ch eck‘
on regulations as “gridlock.” Now,

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Texas Senate Week in Review |

AUSTIN-—The Texas Senate
convened on Monday, February 1
to pass S.B. 171, by John Montford
of Lubbock. The bill relates to the
issuance of general obligation bonds
for projects relating to state prisons
and to an emergency appropriation
to the Texas Department of Crimi-
nal Justice for the operation of state
prisons, discretionary grants and
payments to counties for holding
state prisoners. The emergency
appropriation will also add 10,000
beds to comply with the Alberti
court order, including 4,000 beds at
Chase Naval Air Station at Beeville
and also funds a 400 bed parole
violator facility in Harris County.

The Senate met briefly Tuesday
morning to refer bills to commit-
tees and to confirm Gubernatorial
nominations.

sessions on the Senate appropria-
tions bill.

We give counseling, support,
and information to victims, plus
a shelter to those who feel them
selves to be in danger at home.

If you want
information only, call us from
9 a.m. to 5 p.m. For those who
must call us long distance, use
the toll-free number: 1-800-753
5308.

Probably all of you were keenly
disappointed that the Mexican Pile
on scheduled for February 22 was
called off.

But then
waiting on him was over and we
proceeded to see my cardiologist
with an emergency visit. I was put
in an examination room to wait for
him to arrive.

Next, I héard "Upper G.1." and

*since 1 hadn't had anything to eat
but a peanud butter cracker, they
decided an upper G.I. could prob-
ably be performed and be success-
ful. So, I headed for the hospital to
wait in line for this. Since I mainly
kept bent over and groaning and
crying in between talking and vis-
iting with Bobby Sue (Renner)
Dempsey, I began to worry about
my large dose of insulin and no
food. We were really trying to show
the radiology department the im-
portance of working me in quickly,
but they just assumed that if I got
into trouble and had to go eat (I
couldn't anyhow) I'd just have to
postpone the test.

They finally called me and I
drank my Barium Soda, had the
upper G.1. done, drank some more
junk, had the x-ray done and pre-
pared to leave. Since I needed to
eat, M.H. pushed me toward the
cafeteria but I turned all shades of
green and backed away. I was told
to meet my doctor back at his office
at 1:45 and that meant two more
hours of pain before learning the
results and getting some treatment.

I toughed it out and even got a
little nap. [ had been awake since 4
a.m. that morning, so I was anx-

ious for some sleep. I also took a
couple of turns with vomiting and
filling the kidney shaped bed pan.
You all know all about them. The
time of 4:45 came and went. Fi-
nally, the nurses informed me doc
tor got caught having to perform
an emergency heart cath. Couple
of hours later, I heard him down
the hall and thought "O Boy!" I
learn my fate. You see! I was still
hoping for a quick fix and I could be
on my way to Lubbock.

Well, I got my fate. The news of
“no perforations" was good, but
what I had was a "rip-roaring” case
of gastritus. It would probably take
a week to heal but with properdiet,
lots of rest, and expensive medica-
tions, I would be OK. By the way! I
was supposed to take 3 or 4 large
doses of Maalox (did you remem-
ber?) or any other good antacid a
day. They gave me the medication
then and some samples to take
home with me.

I didn't tell them that I didn't
plan on going home, but to a motel
for the night. I wanted to see for
sure that I was going to be okay
because I was threatened with a
hospital visit and a tube down my
nose to get the Maalox down. By 10
p.m. I was certain that I would
have togo to the hospital as by that
time I still couldn't eat, was still
vomitingup my medicine plusblood
was comingup too. However I rolled
over and went to sleep. When I
woke up around 3 a.m. the pain
had eased up and the swelling go-
ing down, but I stil! couldn't eat.

About 8:30, I dif§eat a couple of
bites and drink gcup of hot tea
th en!)roceeded to bock and I've

felt lairly good simde then (even
madé a quick trip to Wally-wood.)
People - I'm laughing about this
now, but it really is no joke. M.H.
had this same problem back in
August when he entered the hospi-
tal for "heart problems" but stayed
a week before finding out it was a
painful case of gastritus. When will
we ever learn. We are a nation of
physically sick people, but what is
worse is that a big majority of us
are spiritually sick too.
Just how sick? In the FBC bulle-
tin, minister Larry Miller was in
contact with Steve Ellis, a former
resident in Gruver. As I under-
stand it, Steve was in a group of
546 men, women and children who
had gathered for prayer for the life
of unborn bhabies. Thousands had
gathered at the arena to pray, but
two abortion clinics called on the
police to be prepared to enforce a
city ordinance against "picketing
with more than 30 peopleinagiven
block." When police warned the
people of the church in Easley, S.C.
the police were informed the people
did notintend to picket or block the
abortion clinics in anyway, they
simply intended to have a public
prayer meeting - nothing more.
After 546 met across the street, all
ofthem were arrested. The parents
were charged with "contributing to
the delinquency of a minor" be-
cause they allowed them to pray on
a public sidewalk. As Larry wrote
in his church bulletin, "It seems
lawful to kill an unborn child, but
not to allow one to pray publicly.
Religious freedom? Something like
this does not draw the national
news media, but the battering of

H. C. welcomes Stacey
home with open arms

Hansford County, though it is
sparsely populated the people here
bond together in times of crisis
making those in need feel as though
there are thousands of residents in
this small community.

When Stacey Williams returned
home to Hansford County after
spending five months and seven
days in the Craig Hospital at
Englewood, Colo., the business win-
dows in Gruver were filled with
welcome home messages. Stacey,
who was involved in an automo-
bile accident on July 4, says, "All
the people in Hansford County
helped me a lot with my attitude by
sending all the cards, the phone
calls, the visits and the prayers. |
couldn'thave madeit without them.
I probably would have given up a
long time ago."

She continued, "When I was at
the hospital I'd get about 19 cards
a day." She referred to the'support
she was getting from the commu-
nity and said, "No one else had
what I had."

Even with all of the support
Stacey's life and her outlook on
things has changed since the acci-
dent. "Life is precious and that is
how I see it," Stacey stated. "I get

reports of people going fast and I
don't understand it. All it takes is
one second. I don't think they un-
derstood that until they saw me,"
she added.

Since the accident Stacey has
been through a lot both emotional
and physically. While at Craig she
attended several classes — physical
therapy, wheelchair class, speech
therapy, fit class (weight lifting),
occupational therapy and aerobic.
Of these classes Stacey said the
physical therapy was the hardest.
But she quickly added that being
atCraigwasn't sobad because there
were a lot of kids there her age.
"The hardest part was being away
from my friends here," she con-
cluded.

When we spoke about the atti-
tudes ofthose at Craig, Stacey said,
“The older people had a problem
dealing with it. The younger ones
always went to do somethmg to
keep our minds off of it." Some of
the activities that kept them busy
were attending a Denver Bronco
game and going shopping, accord-
ing to Stacey. "It also helped that
we were so close,” she added, "We
knew what the others were going
through and we could talk to each
