Congressman Mac Thornberry (TX-13) applauded FEMA for moving 
quickly to open a DRC in the region. 

"I think FEMA has done a good job in finding a location that should be 
fairly convenient for everyone needing to talk to someone about assis-
tance," said Thornberry. 

Thornberry also offered the reminder that anyone seeking assistance 
through FEMA must register in order to be eligible. Those wanting to 
apply for assistance can call FEMA's toll-free number at 1-800-621-
FEMA (3362). 

The DRC will be located at the Gray County Annex at 12125 E. 
Frederick in Pampa from Friday, April 7 through Thursday, April 13, 
2006. Hours of operations will be:

Texas Comptroller Carole 
Keeton Strayhorn today reminded 
Texas businesses to render their 
property with county appraisal dis-
tricts by April 17. To render is to 
list the taxable inventory, furniture 
and fixtures, machinery and equip-
ment and other property that a busi-
ness owned or managed as of Jan. 
1, 2006. Appraisal districts may use 
the information to set property val-
ues. 

"Rendition helps county apprais-
al districts appraise business prop-
erty fairly and accurately," 
Strayhorn said. "If some business-
es are not paying their fair share of 
property tax, that places a greater 
tax burden on other hardworking 
business owners and homeown-
ers." 

Rendering allows property own-
ers to record their opinion of their 
property's value and ensures that 
the appraisal district sends them a 
:lance before changing a value on 
their property. Owners do not have 
to render exempt property, such as 
church property or a farmer's 

Critical fire weather is once 
again in the forecast Wednesday for 
the western Panhandle and Trans-

If more than one appraisal dis-

trict appraises a property, the prop-
erty owner should render in each 
appraisal district office. 

Property owners who need more 
time to file their renditions may file 
a written request with the chief 
appraiser on or before April 17 to 
receive an automatic extension to 
May 15. The chief appraiser may 
also grant an additional 15 days 
after the May 15 deadline if neces-
sary. 

The Comptroller's office also 
reminded owners whose property 
was damaged by a storm, flood or 
fire last year that they may file a 
special decreased value report that 
could lower their final tax bills. 
Property owners have until April 
17 to file the decreased value 
report, which indicates their prop-
erty's condition on Jan. 1, 2006. 

Rendition forms and decreased 
value report forms are available 
from the appraisal district or the 
Comptroller's office. The rendi-
tion forms ask for the property

• A fire southeast of Allison in Wheeler County is still burning but has 
moved across the Oklahoma state line. 

• A fire is burning near Loop 335 and Eastern Street, threatening struc-
tures and burning at least one home. 

• A fire at Bushland Road and Hollywood Road northwest of the 
Amarillo city limits has been contained. 

• A fire in the vicinity of Highway 287 and Mobley Street caused the 
evacuation of residents in an area defined by Givens Street on the north, 
Highway 287 on the east, Mobley on the south and Arlie on the west. 
Residents have been directed to a crisis evacuation center at Pleasant 
Valley Baptist Church at 555 E. Hastings St. 

Road closures: 
• Northbound Highway 87 is closed near River Road High School at 

Mobley Road, though the line might be moving, as needed, due to fires. 
• Southbound Highway 87 traffic is stopped at Four Way. 
• Highway 273 from Lefors to McLean and Highway 152 between 

Borger and Skellytown are closed due to low visibility caused by blow-
ing dirt and ash left by previous fires. 

• Farm-to-Market Road 282 northwest of Pampa, Farm-to-Market 
Road 2375 near Lefors and Highway 749 between Bowers City and 
Lefors are closed due to smoke caused by fires.

Words f rom 'Taith & Grace, 
by Cecil R. Biggers, Lutheran Lay Minister 

This Sunday may be celebrated as "Palm" Sunday or as "Passion" 
Sunday. The lessons for Palm Sunday are Mark 11: 1-11 and Psalm 
118:1-22/19-29. We are studying Isaiah 50:4-9; Psalm 31:9-16, 
Philippians 2:1-13, and Mark 14:1-15:47. 

Isaiah holds up the "suffering servant" who stands up before his ene-
mies. The Psalmist shows one who is spent with sorrow, who is an object 
of scorn, and yet can say, "Let your face shine upon your servant; save 
me in your steadfast love". 

Paul addresses the problem of disunity in the faith community. One 
thing which causes disunity in the church is our desire for personal pres-
tige. When our desire for prominence leads us to extol our "witness", to 
put down others so that we can look better, to covet the prominent places 
at worship services. Another thing which causes disunity is our own self-
ish ambition, "I" should be the teacher, "I" should be the worship leader, 
"I" should be the bishop, "1" should be ... Paul warns the Philippians of 
these bringers of disunity. Paul then reminds us of those things that unite 
us. We as Christians live in Christ Jesus, and if Christ is within us we 
cannot succumb to "self'. The Christian love which we possess is of 
such a nature that it must be shared, and unites us with all in the faith 
community. The Holy Spirit works with us for our betterment and the 
good of the faith community. Paul reminds us of the sacrifice of Jesus, 
His humbleness His obedience. If we emulate our Master, we cannot 
exist in disunity. Paul then urges us to "work out your own salvation with 
fear and trembling". This means that we should work to "complete" 
(perfect) our salvation by living the life of freedom that God has provid-
ed us through His grace and the Holy Spirit has strengthened through 
faith. 

This has been "passion" week. "Passion" is not that which I felt as a 
young man on a date to a drive-in movie or one might feel reading a 
"Harlequin" romance. The Latin root of "Passion" means to suffer, to 
endure suffering and pain. Jesus was no pansy, no soft push-over. Jesus 
in the Garden praying for the cup to be removed from Him, sweated 
blood and water and was wrenched in His being. His suffering was real. 
The nails that pierced His hands and feet were long and real. The five 
wounds to His body were real. The thorns piercing His head were real. 
The stripes of a hundred lashes were real. The voice crying, "Father, why 
have you forsaken me?" was real. This "Passion" is not a movie, it is 
real. 

May the Holy Spirit keep your hearts and minds in Christ Jesus as we 
look forward to the miracle of Easter.
