The College Building Should Occupy
Center of Property and Streets
be Closed.

Anent the subject of closing up those
streets running through the property
belonging to the campus of Clarendon
College the following letter from the
architects who are preparing plans for
the new £50,000 main building will be of
interest.

DArLAs, Texas, May 24.
MR. W. B. WILSON,
Clarendon, Te\‘@s.

DEAR SIrR:—"#%* ® * We have
been giving considerable thought and
attention to the location of this building,
avd ,after carefully looking up all au-
thorities, we are strongly convinced that
it would be a very serious mistake to
locate the building on the block of
ground in front of the girls’ dormitory.
If you will take into cousideration the
fact that this building will be monument-
al in character and design, of imposing
appearance and very large, that it .\lmuln
be the center of a group of future build-
ings, there is but one logical location for
it, namely; to the west of the girls’ dor-
mitory, the front of the building being
on the south line of the present cross
street and the ceuter of the building di-
rectly in the center of the street leading
from the town. The appearance would
be greatly enhanced by the location, as
there would be a commanding view from
the town by looking up the street,
Greater by tar than the appearance of
the building would Le its utility with
reference to the present as well as future
buildings. There is no question but that
the main building of a College or Uni-
versity should be located in the center of
a group of buildings forming, if possible,
a quadrangle, and far enough apart to
eliminate the danger of fire catching
from one building to another. Harvard,
Princeton, Yale and Chicago Universities
are built on this plan, and as the writer
has visited these univérsities personally,
he is in position to agree with all author-
ities that the quadrangle plan, if carried
out, is the only plan to give a successful
result., It is not as important to us by
far as it is to your city to have this build-
ing located correctly, as a mistake MADE
NOW CAN NEVER BE CORRECTED.
We would urge very strongly that you
take the necessary steps to induce your
committee to so locate the building, and
the utmost efforts you may have to make
in accomplishing this result will be in-
finitely small in comparison to the ben-
efits that Clarendon will gain by starting
¢orrectly in the up-building of the col-
lege. We urge that nothing be left un-
done to accomplish this result.,

The State tax on property,
exclusive of the tax necessary to pay
the public debt, and of the taxes pro-
vided for the benefit of public free
gehools, shall never exceed thirty-
five cents on the one hundred dollars
valuation:; and no county, city or town
ghall levy more than twenty-five cents
for city or county purposes, and not
jexceeding fifteen cents for roads and
ibridges, and not exceeding - fifteen
leenis to pay jurors, on the hundred
dollars valuation, except for payment
of debts incurred prior to the adop-
tion of the amehdment September 25,
’A. D. 1883, and for the erection of
public  bulldings, streets, sewers,
v~tar works and other permanent im-
provements. not to exceed twenty-
five cents on the one hundred dollars
valuation, in any one year, and ex-
cept as is in this Constitution other-
wise provided; and the lLegislature
may also authorize an additional an-
nual ad valorem tax to be levied and
collected for the further maintenance
of the public roads; provided, that a
majority of the qualified property
taxpaving voters of the county voting
at an election to be held for that pur-
pose shall vote such tax, not to ex-
ceed fifteen cents on the one hundred
dollars valuation, of the property sub-
ject to' taxation in such county.

exceed one hundred and fifty thou-
