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Police report busy summer
Although this summer may seem 

slow to some residents of Spear­
man, our local police department 
has been more than busy taking 
calls, complaints, and other day to 
day activities of the station. In just 
the last part of June and the whole 
month of July, the station has acted 
on many situations that have taken 
place.

There has been a series of sup­
posed gang related activities being 
carried on throughout Spearman. 
"There is cause for concern, but 
there is not a need to get worried 
about the situation," stated Spear­
man Police Chief Larry Kenealy. 
"They're just a group of young kid 
'wana be's"', Kenealy later stated.

In just one night alone, June 
30th, the group of kids graffitied 
benches and tables at Womble Park, 
the Farm Bureau on Davis Street, a 
102 W. Kenneth building, a fence 
on 4th and Endicctt, the old YMCA 
building on 5th & Hazelwood, the 
old laundry mat building by the 
post office, Holton Park, another 
fence on 300 S. Hazelwood, prop­
erty on 110 N. Hoskins, and more 
property on 3rd &  Barkley.

This was really tragic, due to the 
fact that the incidents took place on 
the big reunion week-end. How­
ever, R.L. McFarlin, city employ­
ees, and city trustees all joined 
forces to clean the mess up. Kene­
aly went on to say, "We will not 
allow this kind of activity in Spear­

man, and when we catch them, we 
are going to come down really hard 
and use the fullest extent of the 
law."

Kenealy has already made sev­
eral calls to the schools and parents 
about the situation, and he has 
even enforced a law that any kid 
caught on the street after the hours 
of 11:00 p.m. or 12:00 a.m. will have 
their parents immediately called to 
see if they know where their chil­
dren are.

The month of July also saw a 
horrible assault case. Ayoungman 
was brutally assaulted by Alberto 
Juan "Johnny" Vera on the 22nd of 
the month. The incident, which 
occurred at 11:00 p.m. on the 100 
block of Hwy. 207 South at the Car 
Wash, was the result of an early 
conflict between the young man and 
Vera's daughter. Vera was arrested 
and is now out on bond, but he has 
been charged with assault/Class A.

In the early morning hours of 
Sunday, Christie Campbell, a visit­
ing Canadian resident, reported 
that her 1988 red Sahara car had 
been stolen. The car was quickly 
recovered, but most of the items, 
such as credit cards and money had 
been taken. Four young suspects 
were immediately taken in and 
charged with, the crime, and two of 
those suspects were sent off to a 
"boot camp" for a 10 day visit.

August 1 st sets activation date on 
Lone Star Card'm Hansford County

AUSTIN-State Comptroller 
John Sharp today activated the 
Lone Star card in the Spearman 
area, announcing that the new elec­
tronic benefits delivery system will 
abolish paper food stamp coupons- 
-and much of the fraud associated 
with them-in Hansford County and 
89 other counties beginning Tues­
day, August 1.

"This security card is going to 
virtually take public benefits off 
the black market, saving taxpayers 
millions of dollars and returning 
the food stamp program to its origi­
nal intent-feeding hungry fami­
lies,: Sharp said, as he officially 
brought the innovative new system 
on-line.

"For the past week, the elec­
tronic system has been undergoing 
final testing. Since July 24, emer­
gency food stamp clients have re­
ceived Lone Star cards instead of 
the old paper food stamp coupons," 
Sharp said.

Starting Tuesday, August 1, the 
Lone Star card will expand across 
several other regions of the state, 
including the cities of Lufkin- 
Nacogdoches, Beaumont-Port 
Authur-Orange, Victoria, San An­
tonio, Amarillo, Lubbock, and El 
Paso.

Sharp said, "From that moment 
on, it will revolutionize the way 
these areas of Texas deliver public 
assistance benefits."

Recipients will also be able to 
use their cards to access Aid to 
Families with Dependent Children 
(AFDC) benefits at nearly 4,000 
grocery stores displaying the red, 
whit and blue decals the read "Lone 
Star card Accepted Here." The 
AFDC program is a cash benefit for 
qualifying families.

The Lone Star card is the corner 
stone of Sharp's wide-ranging wel­
fare reforms, which were approved 
during the recent session of the 
Texas Legislature and signed into 
law by the governor. Sharp first 
proposed the card in his 1991 Break­
ing the Mold report and has over­
seen its development.

Beginning Tuesday, August 1, 
300,000 families in 90 counties will 
use the Lone Star card instead of 
paper food stamp coupons to access 
their food stamp benefits.

"In Houston, where the Lone Star 
card has been operating since Feb­
ruary 1, grocery retailers reported 
an immediate increase in food sales, 
," Sharp said. "From one month to 
the next, food sales rose by $4.5 
million because thebenefitsmaybe 
spent on food-and food alone.

The Lone Star card is also ex­
pected to dramatically reduce food 
stamp fraud throughout the 90 
counties included in their third 
phase of the program's expansion.

"Just six weeks into the system 
in Houston, $1 million was taken

off the black market in on 'bust' 
alone," Sharp said. "These were 
taxpayer funded benefits that pre­
viously had disappeared into the 
black hole ofthe black market. The 
Lone Star card returns public as­
sistance to its intended purpose, 
while cutting out the middlemen 
who printed, distributed, stored and 
otherwise made millions of dollars 
off the old paper coupon system."

Nationwide, taxpayers spend 
$45.5 million to print food stamps, 
$4.5 million to distribute them and 
$23 million for the final processing 
and destruction of the coupons.

The Lone Star card automati­
cally subtracts the purchase of food 
items from a recipient's account. 
No cash ever changes hands on food 
purchases, while those who also 
receive AFDC payments may pur­
chase non-food items and receive 
small amounts of cash in separate 
transactions.

The Lone Star card is the largest 
electronicbenefits transfer program 
in the country, and it is expected to 
continue to expand region by re­
gion until it covers the entire state 
by early 1996.

The Texas Department of Hu­
man Services administers the Lone 
Star card, while Trtmsactive Cor­
poration, an Austin-based technol­
ogy company, operates the high- 
tech computer system.

The North Plains Groundwater 
District No. Two will be holding a 
series of public meetings to explain 
and discuss the proposed rule 
changes for the District. The meet­
ings will be held as follows.

Today, August 3, 1995 at 7:30 
p.m. in the District Court Room of 
the Ochiltree County Courthouse, 
and on Tuesday, August 8,1995 at 
10 a.m. in the Lou Haile Annex, 
Meeting Room at 810 South Dumas 
Avenue in Dumas.

Since the District was created in 
1955, the rules have been amended 
on two other occasions, May 4,1964 
and on May 23, 1985. This set of 
proposed rules and amendments to 
the existing rules is the most exten­
sive rule change the district has 
proposed. HoweveT, the Board felt 
that if they were going to make 
changes to the rules they should 
review all the rules of the district 
and make needed corrections which 
would clarify the meaning of some 
of the rules. In addition, the Texas 
Water Code has been amended sev­
eral times since the last amend­

ments to the district rules was 
adopted and the rules should re­
flect those changes.

The Texas Water Code was 
changed during the last session of 
the Texas Legislature. Chapter 52 
of the Texas Water Code was re­
pealed and two new chapters were 
added. Chapter 35, and 36. These 
new Chapters become state law 
September 1, 1995. The proposed 
rules reflect changes made to the 
Water Code. If the Board adopts 
the new rules they are proposing 
that they become effective on Sep­
tember 1, 1995.

The Board is in hopes that people 
will attend the public meetings. 
They are interested in discussing 
the proposed rules and welcome 
any comment from the people of the 
District. Copies of the rules will be 
provided at the public meetings.

Extension News
By Peggy Winegarner 
Hansford County Extension Agent

This time of year we receive 
many questions about home can­
ning and freezing fruits and veg­
etables. Free literature is avail­
able on all types of food preserva­
tion by calling or coming by our 
office.

It is important to leave the speci­
fied amount of head space in a con­
ning jar to assure a vacuum seal. If 
too little head space is allowed, the 
food may expand and bubble out 
when air is being forced out from 
under the lid during processing. 
The bubbling food bay leave a de­
posit on the rim of the j ar or the seal 
of the lid and prevent the ja r from 
sealing properly.

If too much head space is al­
lowed, the food at the top is likely to 
discolor. Also, the jar may not seal 
properly because there will not be 
enough processing time to drive all 
the air out of the jar.

You may wonder if it is neces­
sary to sterilize jars before can­
ning. Jars do not need to be steril­
ized before canning if they will be 
filled with food and processed in a 
boiling water bath canner for 10 
minutes of more, or if they will be 
processed in a pressure canner. Jars 
that will be processed in a boiling 
water bath canner for less that 10 
minutes need to be sterilized by 
boiling them in hot water for 10 
minutes before they are filled.

white paper. You're not expected to 
hang head first, in your work 
clothes, from the dumpsters edge 
or dangle your for year old into the 
abyss by his feet saying, "Just get 
that sports section for Mommy and 
we'll be all set." No sir. Its the 
perpetual, wanton disregard we're 
after here.

Bloopers are listed in order of 
how they popped into my head.

1. Colored #2 plastics are not 
recyclable here. White is a color. 
Only clear frosted milk jug color 
#2's are all right.

2. All plastics are not recyclable. 
Plastics must be labeled with a #1 
or #2.

Gruver will be opening two-a- 

day workouts this week on August 
9, a Wednesday. Gruver's opening 
ballgame this year will be Septem­
ber 8 in Greyhound Stadium against 
a Class A power - the 8th ranked 
class A team in the state - the 
Wheeler Mustangs.

The first of two big pre-season 
football magazines is out, and that 
is Dave Campbell's Texas Football 
Magazine. West Texas is the solid 
choice for district champion in Dis­
trict 1-AA, and Spearman and Gru­
ver are picked to fight it out for 
second place and the one remain­
ing playoff spot. Stratford is picked 
fourth, and Boys Ranch fifth.

The backfield for the Hounds 
may look like this, with senior 
Bailey Barkley at quarterback, and 
running backs, both seniors, Travis 
Ferguson and Sammy Renteria. 
Daniel Bort, also a senior, will see 
action in the backfield and at re­
ceiver.

Senior linebackers Mbjc Frick 
and Renteria are highlighted in 
Dave Campbell's Texas Football 
Magazine, as are fellow seniors 
Wylee Maupin, Juan Arreola, Ja ­
son Ward, Scott Jarvis, and Andy 
Morris. Those are the ten veteran 
senior returnees that the magazine 
talks about as being the nucleus of 
the 1995 Hounds' team.

In addition, there may be one or 
two more seniors who didn't play 
last year, who may be out to make 
the 1995 team. Tliat would make 
as many as 12 seniors on this year's 
team.

I am genuinely excited about the 
1995 season, and I plan to see every 
minute of all nine games, plus the 
two scrimmages on August 24 and 
September 1.
