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St. John’s Lutheran
Cemetery to dedicate official
Texas Historical Marker

The Texas Historical
Commission (THC) has recognized
St. John's Lutheran Cemetery as a
significant part of Texas history by
awarding it an Official Texas
Historical Marker. The designation
honors St. John's Lutheran
Cemetery as an important and edu-
cational part of local History.

A dedication ceremony to com-
memorate the event will be held on
Sunday, September 3rd at 2 pm at
the cemetery, one mile south of
Lipscomb. Speakers for the after-
noon will include Scotty Schilling,
Lipscomb County Commissioner ,
Kellie Kjos, and Dorothy
Schoenhals, Local Chairwoman for
the cemetery designation program;
to share in and witness this exciting
historical event.

“The Official Texas Historical
Marker program helps bring atten-
tion to community treasures and
the importance of their preserva-
tion,” said Larry Oaks, executive
director of the THC. “Awareness
and education are among the best

ways to guarantee the preservation
of our state’s history. This designa-
tion is a tool that will increase pub-
lic awareness of important cultural
resources,” Oaks said.

A subject qualifies for a marker
if two basic criteria are met: histor-
ical significance and age. Historical
significance is established by
reviewing its role and importance
in local history, and the age
requirement depends on the topic.
The THC’s Official Texas Marker

Policies are outlined in the Official -

Texas Historical Marker
Guidelines and Application Form,
which may be obtained by contact-
ing the History Programs Division,
Texas Historical Commission, at
512/463-5853 or visiting the web
site at www.thc state.tx.us.

“It is vital that as we move for-
ward, we do not forget our past.
Not only will the Texas Historical
Marker provide awareness in the
community of our fascinating his-
tory, but it will become a building
block for the promotion of local

tourism,” said Virginia Scott, Wolf
Creek Heritage Museum.

There are two types of Texas
Historical Markers. Subject mark-
ers are posted solely for education-
al awareness and awarded more
frequently than the Recorded Texas
Historic Landmark (RTHL), which
is a legal designation for historic
structures and comes with a meas-
ure of protection. Unlike subject
markers, the RTHL must also meet
a third criterion—architectural
integrity.

Texas has the largest marker pro-
gram in the United States with
approximately 12,000 markers.
Seventeen states have used the
Texas program as a model; the
THC reviews more than 200 mark-
er applications each year.

The Texas Historical
Commission is the state agency for
historic preservation. The agency
administers a variety of programs
to preserve the archeological, his-
torical and cultural resources

2006 Loan Deficiency Payments

With feed grain prices declining,
it appears that producers may be
eligible for loan deficiency pay-
ments (LLDP). LDP payments are
based on the difference between the
County Loan Rate for a crop and
the Posted-County-Price (PCP)
which is announced and changes
each day. Producers can either
receive the LDP rate in effect on
the day they lose beneficial interest
in the production or can select the
rate in effect on the day of their
request provided beneficial interest
is maintained in the commodity on
the request date. This second type
of LDP is generally referred to as
“open storage” LDP.

Beneficial interest means that
the producer has control and title of
the commodity and has not
received any payment for the com-
modity. As a “rule of thumb,” ben-
eficial interest is considered lost on
the earlier of:

* the date of delivery for any pro-
duction  delivered to an
“Unapproved/Unlicensed” facility,
or

* the date the commodity is sold
or applied to a contract if delivered
to an approved facility, or

* the date a payment is received
for the production.

“Unapproved/Unlicensed” facil-
ities include, but are not limited to,
dairies, feedlots, ethanol plants,
feed mills, and any other location
that is not State of Federally
licensed or approved to store CCC
loan collateral.

Approved facilities include
farm-storage and warehouses that
are State or Federally licensed or
approved to store CCC loan collat-
eral and have the ability to issue a
negotiable warehouse receipt.

To be eligible for LDP’s, produc-
ers must:

* have reported or certified the
crop with the Farm Service
Agency,

* be in compliance with the
Conservation Compliance rules,

* have submitted a CCC-502,
Farm Operating Plan,

* have submitted a CCC-526,
AGI Certification,

* share in the risk of producing
the applicable commodity, and

* file a request to participate in
the LDP, CCC-633 EZ page 1,
prior to loosing beneficial interest
in the crop.

The Farm Service Agency has
switched to the CCC-633 EZ form.
It’s a one-size-fits-all form used to
indicate your intention to receive
loan deficiency payments for all
your crops at the beginning of the
crop year, long before you’ve lost
beneficial interest.

The same form is used to submit
a request for an LDP any time dur-
ing the loan/LDP availability peri-
od before or after losing beneficial
interest. For the 2006 crop year, the
CCC-633 EZ and eLDP online
requests are the only methods
available to request LDPs.

A major change for 2006 is that
production from acreage which the
producer did not plant and tend to
for the entire growing season is
NOT eligible for LDP unless, prior
to harvest, the producer purchased
the growing crop AND the land on
which the crop was being grown.

To request an “open storage”
LDP payment, producers must file
a request for payment, CCC-633
EZ page 2, 3, or 4, with the
Hansford County FSA office prior
to loosing beneficial interest in the
commodity but after the commodi-
ty has been harvested. The LDP
rate in effect on the day the request
for payment is filed will be used in
calculating the LDP amount.
Additionally, production evidence
does not have to be provided along
with the payment request, however,
you will need to file the evidence
with the FSA at the time of the pay-
ment request so as to avoid possi-
ble spot-check violations.

* Drought sales ? Cattle producers who have had to liquidate herds|
may qualify for Section 451(e) of the tax code and elect to defer income|
but this is only available to individuals whose principle source of income|
is farming. Section 1033(e) allows provisions for cattle ranchers who are
looking to sell large number of cows and intend to replace them later.

Producers should consult with their accountants or tax preparers for
more information about the changes, the financial advisers said.

Elizey, Samples trial ends

The trial of Chris Samples, for-
mer general manager of KEYE,
versus Perryton Radio Inc. and
Sharon Ellzey, president, came to a
conclusion late Friday afternoon,
August 25, 2006.

Samples sued Ellzey for termi-
nating him “without good cause.”
Ellzey sued George Chambers,
owner of KXDJ, for allegedly
interfering with Samples’ contract.
After deliberating for just over an
hour, the jury of seven men and
four women voted 11 to 1 in favor
of Samples and the Chambers suit
was contingent on the Sampies
case.

The trial boiled down to the jury
answering the first and controlling
question which was, “Did Perryton
Radio terminate Samples with, or

without, good cause?”
To that question, Judge Smith, in

his charge to the Jury said, “Good
cause” for termination shall be
found when Samples has engaged
in any of the following: (1) viola-
tion of reasonable and substantial
rules governing Employee per-
formance; (2) refusal to obey rea-
sonable orders that amount to
insubordination; (3) dishonest acts
toward Perryton Radio.; and acts of
disruption.

THE JUDGE ALSO SAID;
“Good cause” also means Samples
failed to perform those duties in the

scope of his employment as a per-
son of ordinary prudence would
have done under the same or simi-
lar circumstances, or that Samples
committed acts in the scope of his
employment that a person of ordi-
nary prudence would not have done
under the same or similar circum-
stances.

In his summation, Mike Powell,
lawyer for KEYE, laid out
Samplcs ContrchUdl violations as
the “good causes™ the jury was to
consider. These infractions had
occurred over a period of eight
months in 2004 and 2005, and cul-
minated in his termination on
March 31, 2005, and included:

1. Samples committed insubor-
dination in a phone call with Ellzey
in which he told her she lived 1500
miles away, knew nothing about
the market or community, that
KEYE was nothing before he
came, that KEYE was a success
only because of him and he had
done a good job and was entitled to
be left alone.

2. Against Ellzey’s direct orders,
resulting from a previous and simi-
lar act, Samples had removed from
KEYE'’s premises the business and
personal financial records of
KEYE employees, Ellzey, and the
company and shared the informa-
tion from those records.

3. Samples failed to compile,
announce and complete the Federal
Communications ~ Commission
forms, reports and public inspec-
tion file required for the application
of the renewal of KEYE's FCC
broadcast license, without which
radio stations cannot broadcast.
Samples failed to meet company
deadlines for completion mandated
FCC registration fees.

4. Chris Samples violated his
fiduciary responsibilities when he
did not report a scheduled appoint-
ment he had with George
Chambers, owner of KRDF/KXDJ
at the offices of KEYE. Samples
was at the time, and had acted pre-
viously as, the agent for KEYE in
their efforts to purchase the
Spearman station from George
Chambers.

5. Samples called the Internal
Revenue Service fraud line and
drove to the IRS offices iIn
Amarillo in an effort to report
KEYE to the IRS.

Powell informed the jury that
any one of these causes, would be
sufficient to find that Ellzey had
terminated Samples for good cause.

As reported, the jury voted 11 to
] in favor of Samples in the charge
of termination without cause. As a
result, the suit against George
Chambers was dropped.

Words from Faith & Grace

by Cecil R. Biggers, Lutheran Lay Minister

What is true service to the Lord? Our lessons are found in
Deuteronomy 4:1-2,6-9; Psalm 15; James 1:17-27, and Mark 7:1-8,14-
15,21-23. Moses is exhorting Israel to heed the commandments of the
Lord that Israel may enter the land prepared for them, and be known as
a great people. The Psalmist sings, “O, Lord who may abide in your
tent?” He sings his answer as, “Those who walk blamelessly, and do what
is right, and speak the truth from their heart”.

James reminds the early faith community that every good gift is from
God and that the nature of God does not change. Every Christian should
be quick to listen, slow to speak and slow to anger. We should rid our-
selves of all sordidness and cancerous wickedness if we are to abide in
Christ Jesus. Jesus has written his law of love on our hearts, so we are
charged to share that love.

In our wonderfully designed churches, singing our liturgy, praising
God with our hymns, and listening to the Word, we have religious expe-
rience, but if we fail to take this experience with us during the week to
share it, then our religion is dead. A Greek philosopher, Zeno, once said,
“We have two ears but only one mouth, that we may hear more and speak
less”. Meditate on this message from James and wit of Zeno that you
may understand what is pure and undefiled religion.

Mark shows us Jesus in conflict with the Pharisees because His disci-
ples were eating without a ritual washing of the hands. For the Pharisee,
true service to the'Lord was the keeping of detailed rules that governed
every aspect of their lives, Jesus taught that thegggs nothing outside a
person that by being eaten can defile a person. That which enters through
the mouth passes through the digestive system and is excreted. Jesus
taught that, that which enters the heart and abides there can defile a per-
son if it is evil intentions, fornication, murder, adultery, avarice, wicked-
ness, deceit, licentiousness, envy, slander, pride, folly. This teaching
applies to us today. We have those who claim belief in God who seek to
serve Him by killing unarmed civilians, by killing those who worship
God in a different manner, by destroying all who disagree with their dis-
cipleship of hate. Dear Christian, if we abide in Christ we may abhor the
wickedness of this world, but we must never ascribe that wickedness to
the true service of God. God is love. God does not change.

I have been reading some of the writings of Thomas C. Oden, a teacher
of theology, his comment after thirty years of teaching, “I have learned
nothing more valuable than confessing my own sin honestly and receiv-
ing God’s mercy daily”. May the Holy Spirit guide you through grace
to our Lord that through faith you may render true service to Him.

Office closed for training

The Hansford County Tax Office will be closed on Friday, September
8th, until 2:30 p.m.

Employees at the Tax Office will be attending training in Amarillo for
the new House Bill 4, which will go into effect October 1, 2006.

HB 4 requires the Department of Transportation to create a database
and determine the "standard presumptive value" of a motor vehicle
based on a national industry reporting service, such as Kelley Blue
Book. A county assessor would then have to use the amount paid to
assess the sales tax, if that amount is at least 80 percent of the value of
the standard presumptive value. If the amount paid for the vehicle is less
than 80 percent, the buyer could provide evidence of the paid value in
order to get the sales rate for that value.

[ have recently been writing
about snakes and thus paid special
attention to Will Leschper's article
"Rattling some cages" in the
Sunday Amarillo Globe News.

Leschper gives some do's and
don'ts regarding snake bites that
might be important to those of us
living in this area. His first bit of
advice -- remain calm -- might be
hard to do, but his second sugges-
tion -- get to the nearest hospital--
is probably easier to accomplish in
this day and age of cell phones. I
imagine even hikers and cowboys
have cell phones in their pockets
and can call for help.

I was always taught to make an
incision in the shape of an X on the
snake bite and suck out the blood
(and thus the poison) but Leschper

- explains why that is a bad move.

As snakes' fangs are curved you
most likely won't cut where the
fang actually ended up and any
sore or wound in the mouth might
Jjust get the poison closer to your
major organs. Using a tourniquet
1s another no-no. Lastly, the myth
about using a hot-shot "shot" to
break up the venom particles is
just that, a myth. You may just add
insult to injury. Let's just give the
snakes a wide berth if we can (and
be prepared to get to the hospital if
we can't).

Spearman Lynx begin 2006 season

The Spearman Lynx will begin
their 2006 football season on
Friday, September 1st in Wheeler
against the Wheeler Mustangs.

The Mustangs are moving to 11-
man football this year, after play-
ing six-man football for the past
two years. The Mustangs also have
a new coach this year, Coach
Brandon Smith.

Although the move to ll-man
football will be challenging,
Wheeler is returning five starters
on offense and all six on defense,
including Cole Hathaway, who was
the district's defensive MVP at
linebacker, James Riveria was an
all-state defensive end, and Steven
McAlpine was all-state in the sec-
ondary.

The Spearman Lynx only lost
four starters from last year’s team
that finished 7-4 for the season.
The Lynx made the bi-district play-
offs, losing to Childress, the even-
tual state semifinalist, 50-14.

"I think we're going to be OK."
Spearman coach Ric Smith said.
"We're pretty much a senior ball-
club. Experience in high school
football is the main thing. These
guys put in their time and made
some mistakes last year because
they were young. Hopefully
they've learned from their experi-
ence."

The Lynx will return nine
starters on both sides of the ball.
Quarterback Collin Gillaspie, tight
end Lance Huddleston, running
back Roberto Flores, and wide
receiver Brynr Garnett return to
lead the offense.

"We didn't have much choice but
to play those guys as juniors,"
Smith said. "But they definitely
played well and they deserved to
be there. But there were also times
when they let their youth show
when they'd take part of a ballgame

off."

Most of the Lynx's defense will
also return, led by Huddleston,
defensive end, who was probably
Spearman's leading tackler last
year.

"Huddleston has a really good
nose for the football," Smith said.
"He made a lot of tackles by chas-
ing down plays from the opposite
side. He's pretty quick for a big guy
(6-foot-5, 195 pounds). He hustles
and he plays hard."

Joining Huddleston on defense
will be returning linebackers Stuart
Martin and Zack Nollner, and
Gamett, who doubles as a defen-
sive back.

The Lynx will also experiment
with returning to a five-man line to
add size in the middle after playing
a split six the last couple of sea-
sons.

The secondary will be led by
returning safety Aaron Maestas
who was one of the team's top tack-

lers last season. All four in the sec-
ondary, Gillaspie, Flores, Gamett
and Maestas come back.

“We are looking for our juniors
and sophomores who are coming
off the junior varsity to step up and
help the returners get into the play-
offs,” Smith said. “District 1-AA
will be a very tough district with
Canadian (defending district cham-
pion), Fritch (last years quarterfi-
nalist), and Stratford (2005 class A
state champions) all returning solid
teams. District will be almost like
the play-offs each week. Any slip
up could cost a team a trip to the
play-offs.

"This has always been a good,
tough district with a lot of people
who take their football pretty seri-
ously," Smith continued. "This dis-
trict has historically been a one of
the toughest in the state and we just
added the defending Class 1A state
champion. Every district game is
going to be like a playoff game."
