New Hospital 
Administrator Seeks 
To Make A Difference

Steve L. Hartgraves’ decision jo accept the role of administrator of]I 
Hansford County Hospital District was made as a part of his fulfill-1 
menl of his personal career goal- to make a difference.

This aspiration has made Hartgraves’ choice for a small, rural hospi- ] 
tal rather than a corporate hospital role an easy decision.

“If 1 don’t feel like I'm going to contribute or make a difference in 
my location, I don’t want to be there, Hartgraves said. “1 can’t see the 
impact I’m making in a corporate cubicle."

Hartgraves’ association with hospitals came in his undergraduate 
years at Tarleton State University where he served in the admissions,! 
finance, and human resources departments of Harris Methodist Erath 
County Hospital in Stephenville, Texas.

After graduating with a Bachelors degree in Marketing, he was, 
recruited to serve as a program development assistant in the Strategic 
Planning Department at the Harris Methodist Health System corporate 
offices in Fort Worth.

This experience not only gave him exposure to various hospitals in 
the Harris Methodist Hospital System but also was instrumental in the; 
direction his career would take.

When asked to return to Stephenville to serve as Business 
Development and Marketing Coordinator of the Harris Methodist 
Hospital, Hartgraves began work on his Master of Business 
Administration Degree.

With the completion of this MBA. Hartgraves was promoted to the 
Director of Marketing and Off-Campus Services where he had opera­
tions accountability of several of the hospital’s ancillary services.

It was in this position that Hartgraves decided to pursue his Masters 
in Hospital Administration. Since many of the hospital executives with 
whom he worked were graduates of the prestigious University of] 
Minnesota program which is ranked in the top five in preparation of] 
hospital administrators, by the US News and World Report, Hartgraves 
applied and was accepted by the school. ,

In choosing Hansford County Hospital District as the place to begin 
his role as administrator, Hartgraves hopes to grow professionally by j 
taking advantage of the opportunity the position offers to make the dif-1 
ference in the lives of others. I

Although only his second day as administrator, Hartgraves has defi­
nite personal goals for the future of Hansford County Hospital, he will j 
work with the District’s Board to establish a clear and strategic direc- j 
tion for the hospital’s future.

“Our overall goal, of course, is to serve our mission and improve the 
health of the people of the community,” Hartgraves said.

In addition, being the home to a pleased and content medical staff is I 
important to Hartgraves, as well as maintaining communication with j 
employees of the district.

“I want to make everyone aware of the big picture goals of the hos-jj 
pi tal and their contribution to achieving those goals," Hartgraves said.jj 

He also hopes to keep the hospital board well-informed and to estab-1 
lish rapport with the tax payers and people of the community.

Recognizing the importance of the auxiliary hospital personnel.1 
Hartgraves sees the auxiliary as the connecting fiber of the hospital to j 
the community.

“They are our conduit to the community,” Hartgraves said.
Having praise for Hansford Manor, Hartgraves will seek to continue] 

to make the nursing home a pleasant place where people will enjoy! 
being.

“As a fifteen year old, the nursing home in my home town ofjj 
Hamilton had a special place in my life, it is where I ’practiced ’andj 
was encouraged in my skill with a new guitar I received."

Hartgraves' wife Karen who arrived in Spearman June 4, will be the! 
junior high counselor at Spearman Junior High this fall.

A graduate of Cleburne High School, Karen is also a graduate of 
Tarleton State University. She has previously taught first, second, and ! 
third grades.

The Hartgraves and their poodles will be making their home onl] 
I Wilmcth Drive and look forward to becoming a part of the Spearman,
I community where both will seek to make a difference in the lives of 
j others with their work.

It would be difficult to find a finer couple than Burl and Nellie: 

Buchanan to represent Hansford County for the Pioneer Days celebra-j 
tion.

Even though he wasn’t born in Hansford County. Burl migrated soon 
as possible from Borger with his parents and attended school from the 
7th grade through high school in Spearman.

Nellie is a next door neighbor who finished her schooling in Stinnett. 
She and Burl were married December 1959. They are parents of two 
fine children, now adults. Jana Beth made her appearance on a lucky 
Friday 13th 1961. Son Roger Lee joined the family in May 1964. An 
interesting note on Roger: he was the I si son of a 1st son of a 1st son: 
in the Buchanan family.

Burl and Nellie have gone about their lives quietly accomplishing 
many things. Starting out as a mechanic’s helper with Cactus 
Petroleum, Burl stayed on until being called into the Army service dur­
ing the Berlin Wall crisis. During this time Nellie and young daughter 
Jana spent time between J.B. and lla Mae Buchanan and Nellie's par- 
ients the W.C. Sharp’s in Borger.

Strokes
Most strokes, also called "brain 

attacks" are caused by a blockage 
in an artery that carries blood to 
the brain. This can cause that part 
of the brain to be damaged, and 
you may lose control of a function 
that is controlled by that part of the 
brain. For example, you could lose 
the use of an arm or leg, or the 
ability to speak. The damage can 
be temporary or permanent, partial 
or complete. Doctors have found 
that if you get treatment right away

(less than 3 hours) after symptoms 
start, there is a better chance of 
getting the blood moving to your 
brain, and less chance of damage.

Sometimes you may wonder if 
you are having a stroke. If you 
have any of the following symp­
toms, call for emergency help 
immediately. The sooner you get

help, the more doctors can do to 
prevent permanent damage.

Sudden weakness or numbness 
of the face, arm or leg on one side 
of the body

Sudden dimness or loss of 
vision, particularly in one eye

Loss of speech, trouble talking or 
understanding what others are say­
ing

Sudden severe headache with no 
known cause

Unexplained dizziness, unstable 
walking or falling, especially 
along with any of the other symp­
toms

Another warning sign of a stroke 
is called a TIA, or a transient 
ischemic attack, also called a mini 
stroke. A TIA can cause the symp­
toms listed above and may last 
only a few minutes, but should not 
be ignored. People who have a 
TIA are at greater risk of having a 
stroke later. Call your doctor 
immediately if you think you are 
having a TIA.

You are at a risk for a stroke as

well if you ha/c any of the follow­
ing medical conditions: athero­
sclerosis (hardening of the arter­
ies), uncontrolled diabetes, high 
blood pressure, high cholesterol, 
smoking, previous TIA, heart dis­
ease, and carotid artery disease.

There are ways to lower your 
chance of having a stroke. Talk to 
your family doctor about your risk 
factors for a stroke listed above 
and how to reduce your risk. Here 
are some other things you can do 
to avoid having a stroke:

If your blood pressure is high, 
follow your doctor’s advice to 
control it.

Avoid foods that arc high in fat

and cholesterol, and eat less sodi­
um (salt) to lower your cholesterol 
and blood pressure.

If you have diabetes, keep your 
blood sugar level under control.

Limit how much alcohol you 
drink.

Quit smoking. If you don't 
smoke, don’t start.

Ask your doctor for advice on 
making these lifestyle changes, 
and ask friends and family for sup­
port. Regular checkups are impor­
tant to find problems that increase 
your risk of having a stroke. Talk 
to your doctor about whether 
aspirin in low doses would help 
reduce your risk of stroke or TIA. 
Aspirin can help keep your blood 
from forming clots that eventually 
block the arteries.

Jim got this picture of the 
Ye I low-crowned Night-Heron by 
accident. He was trying to slip up 
on some turtles sun-basking near 
the Kids' Pond when he came upon 
this rare bird, and, as is character­
istic of this night-heron, it froze in 
place. The bird made Jim think of 
a young blue heron, but when he 
checked his bird book, he found it

was an unusual bird for Hansford 
County, although Kenneth Seyffert 
in his book Birds of the Texas 
Panhandle wrote that it had been 
seen here before.

This pewter-gray bird stands 2 
feet tall and is distinguished by the 
black head with a white check 
patch and a small crown of buffy- 
whitc with just enough hard to see 
yellow to give it the name yellow- 
crowned. These birds are hard to 
spot as they are mainly active at 
twilight and night, as the name 
implies.

Its cousin, the Black-crowned 
night heron is more common 
around the lake.
